The Minutes of the 4612 meeting of Council held on 4 February 2020, copies of which had been forwarded to each Councillor, were presented, taken as read and confirmed on the motion of Councillor Kate RICHARDS, seconded by Councillor Kim MARX.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION:
Chair:
Councillors, I draw your attention to the item in the agenda identified as public participation. 


Can I please invite Mr Ken Butler to address the Chamber on dogs off-leash on beaches and ferries? Ken.


Welcome, Mr Butler; you have five minutes which commences when you begin speaking. As we discussed earlier, you’re free to stand or sit, whichever you prefer, and begin when you’re ready.
Mr Ken Butler – Dogs off-leash on beaches and ferries
Mr Ken Butler:
Thank you very much for having me.

Chair:
Sorry—Billy—

Mr Ken Butler:
No, it’s going.

Chair:
Oh, it is going; excuse me, my apologies.

Mr Ken Butler:
First off, thank you very much to Councillor COOK. I hope you’ll appreciate your staff because they have been magnificent, especially Troy. That’s the only way I got here. 


This is February—no, this is November’s Welcome to Brisbane, or Living in Brisbane. It referred to dog lovers and their four-legged friends. The new off‑leash areas are part of a 12-month trial creating more for residents to see and do while also protecting important shorebird habitat. You may be protecting the habitat, and I can’t see how, but you’re certainly not protecting the birds. Some of these birds—whoops, where’s my notes—some of these birds have 10,000 kilometres to fly back to. That’s a long way when you’re a tiny little fellow. When they come here, they need to feed up and they need to rest up, so I believe that this decision by the Council, it seems to be pushed by a whole heap of dog owners to allow this to happen, I find it very, very upsetting. I don’t think it’s very fair to the birds.


I walk everywhere. Everywhere I walk on the footpaths, there are dog faeces and bags of dog faeces thrown underneath somebody’s bushes, dropped down the gutter. The place is a mess. It’s like walking in a minefield. Some people can’t even drag the dog off the concrete path; they’ve got to let it do it right on the path and just walk by and leave it. I’m sorry, that’s just wrong.


After I left Councillor COOK’s office, I was sitting on the bus stop waiting for the bus, and this elderly lady turned up and she had the November one, and she was reading there quietly. I hadn’t spoken to her. The next thing she says, oh no. I said, what? She said, they’re going to let dogs off-leash on these beaches. I said, no, I just found out about all this because I came down to see my local Councillor to find out what it was all about—because the only information I had was this, in the November thing.


I said, they’re also going to let dogs on the ferries. She said, well that—I know, she said, I heard that, and that is going to stop me from getting on the ferries. If I get on the ferry and these people that own dogs who don’t know how to train anything are going to wrap around her legs, going to drop her on the ground, and she said, I’ll break something and I’ll lose my independence. This woman was very afraid of that. Now, she’s not the only one. I’m one of those ones that would react very badly if a dog started doing its business right next to me on the ferry. I don’t need that.


In, what is it, February-March, we find out—it’s in the back of the thing—135 off‑leash dog areas. Now, that’s a fair few million in fences, I should imagine, a lot. Go down to Balmoral High where Lytton Road and the footy fields, or their playing fields, are. That fence has been replaced at least twice in the five years that I’ve been retired, that I know of. That’s a lot of money. It’s all getting cut by people with dogs, so they can get on to the footy oval. Now, there’s an off-leash dog area down there at Colmslie and there’s one over just up near the railway line at Cannon Hill. Yet, these people are causing—their dirty, they can’t pick anything up, and they’re cutting fences. It’s illegal, and I believe it’s not the only school that it happens to.


It would seem to me that Council and TransLink are bending over backwards for these people who are not looking after the other residents of this city. It’s terrible. That’s all I have to say. I am very upset, especially those poor little birds getting chased, that’s not fair.

Chair:
Thank you, Mr Butler.


Can I please call on the DEPUTY MAYOR to respond please?

DEPUTY MAYOR.
Response by Councillor Krista ADAMS, DEPUTY MAYOR and Chair of the Public and Active Transport, Economic and Tourism Development Committee

DEPUTY MAYOR:
Thank you, Mr Chair, and yes, I will respond this afternoon. As I explained to Mr Butler, I look after the Public and Active Transport Committee and will respond on behalf of Councillor HAMMOND today with the trial of the dog off‑leash areas in the beaches as well.


Look, I understand your frustration. This is the joy of the democracy that we have in Brisbane. We have got very many unique lifestyle opportunities, and we need to balance them with keeping our very unique habitats that we have as well. I can understand that you don’t like the idea of what we’re trialling here at the moment, but we also did get, as you mentioned, many locals asking for exactly this: an opportunity for their dogs to be off-leash on the beach, an opportunity to take their fur babies with them when they go on the CityCats as well.


With regards to the off-leash areas that we’re trialling at the moment for dogs, we have actually drafted the guidelines around that with the Queensland Government’s Department of Environment and Science, and Marine Parks. So, we did this very carefully based with UQ (The University of Queensland) research that shows us that if we do a zoning in the foreshore, it would be significantly better at protecting the shorebirds than what we probably are seeing at the moment—and they’re not my local areas—but I know what it’s like in local areas where people decide they can have their dog off-leash anywhere and everywhere. We literally are putting in zones where it is acceptable so we hope we can stop some of the non‑compliance that we see around the areas, particularly where the migratory shorebirds are as well.


It has been entered into as a trial with Council and UQ, but the State Government are working with us as well, and there’s three areas at the moment. You mentioned Sandgate, we’ve got Nudgee Beach and Manly, and we’re just trialling it for 12 months. So, in October this year, at the end of the trial, we’ll be going out to consultation again after Easter to ask people. We’ve done a round of consultation with the community and got a very big feedback late last year of 550 people telling us what they liked and didn’t like. But it is about trialling the opportunity.


I know the three Councillors in those three areas are very supportive of the trial, so we can get to the bottom of whether it works or it doesn’t work as well. The second survey, as I said, which will come out on Council’s website, I ask you to put your feedback into that as well. Let the local Councillors know. I’m sure they’ll be talking to their community as well so we see what works, what didn’t work, and how we can make sure that we cater for everybody in this area as well.


With regards to the dogs on ferries, it actually started as a petition that came to Council. It came to my Committee, and we discussed it, and somebody asked me would you support dogs on CityCats, and I said, in principle, I think it’s workable if we have a fair few restrictions on how that is actually monitored. That actually brought the attention to the State, and they did actually act on the request out of the conversations that we were having here in Council for a three‑month trial to gauge support for this one.


So, this is totally being run by TransLink who are the authority that is running the trial for the dogs on CityCats. They’re only within off-peak times that they can go within the CBD areas. There’s a lot of restrictions. They must be on leads, they must be muzzled. If they’re large dogs, they need to be under seats. TransLink is the person to contact, the authority to contact on that. We again are getting very mixed responses around this one. Some people love the idea, some people hate the idea.


Again, the democracy in Brisbane, we’re trialling it. We’ll see how it goes after three months, but I strongly advise you to contact the State Government as well through TransLink to give them your feedback. Thank you very much for coming in today and letting us know how you feel.

Mr Ken Butler:
Thank you.

Chair:
Thank you, Mr Butler. We appreciate you coming in today. Thank you. We appreciate the effort.


Councillors, you will now see that Mr Wayne Wakeham will now be addressing the Chamber, another public participant. Mr Peers will bring him in now.


Welcome, Mr Wakeham. You’ve got five minutes. Mr Peers will prepare your stop clock for you on your left. You have five minutes which begins when you begin speaking. Make sure that red light is on.


Begin when ready.
Mr Wayne Wakeham – Concerns with rat running, parking, traffic egress and access in Eight Mile Plains
Mr Wayne Wakeham:
Thank you. Mr Chairman, Councillors, thank you for the opportunity to address this meeting. The reason I’m here is because, ladies and gentlemen, we have a problem. The residents of the Queensland—of the old area of Eight Miles Plains, which is bounded by the South East Freeway, Logan Road and Miles Platting Road, feel they have been ignored and abused.


Let me give you a quick potted history of the area. In about 1860, this area was subdivided into residential blocks. I believe it may have been part of the original Hughes Estate, and as to the estate, it’s overlooked by the Hughes house which is on the corner of Miles Platting Road and—sorry, Padstow Road and Old Logan Road.


Obviously in those days, Eight Miles Plains was a long way out from Brisbane City. The Glen Hotel was a stagecoach stop between Brisbane and the Gold Coast. So, little or no housing development occurred in that area until post World War 2, and of course it wasn’t very popular because they were only small 450 or 400 square metre blocks, and people were more interested in getting larger blocks for a backyard.


However, being surrounded by major roads creates a problem that could not be seen when the land was subdivided way back by simply sticking a grid over the area and drawing lines. That being affected adjacent to what is now the MPPL (Miles Platting, Padstow and Logan Roads) intersection, and now sandwiched between the Garden City Office Park and the Brisbane Technology Park.


The residents are being overwhelmed by the parking from the over-development, which has been allowed to occur, without provision of parking for the Garden City Office Park and the Brisbane Technology Park due to changes made to benefit a few people.


We also have—sorry—I’ve met with Councillors over the years, and there’s been a lot of denial that we actually have a problem on issues on speeding or high‑volume traffic, which uses the streets as a rat run to avoid the intersection of Miles Platting and Logan Roads. Mr Chairman, this is ridiculous. I personally have spoken and met with former Councillor Graham Quirk, Lord Mayor Newman and Graham Quirk as his deputy, and as Lord Mayor, and had written communication with the above and a number of meetings with the current Councillor, Steven HUANG. And yet 15 years later not one single thing has been done to alleviate the ever-increasing problems the residents face on a daily basis.


Mr Chairman, I do grant Steven HUANG one thing, and that is he has managed to get a survey of the area on the proposed construction of speed platforms, which the majority of the residents supported, even though they would rather have the streets closed at London Street and Liverpool Street, because the speed platforms will have no effect on the volume traffic and most will likely end up creating more noise and pollution.


Mr Chairman, this area certainly falls into the category of Local Area Traffic Management, which includes closing streets to through traffic, and this street layout would not be approved for any new development, so why can’t we be brought up to date? If any resident approaches from the south along Logan Road, we have no alternative but to take alternate circuitous routes which is necessary to pass through the same intersection, the MPPL, twice to actually turn into our streets. Yet drivers can turn into and out of this area with no restrictions at all when coming from the north on Logan Road and heading towards Rochedale and Miles Platting Road.


Therein lies another issue with the traffic. The volume, the noise, the failure to stop at the stop signs, the aggressive driving, the use of mobile phones and, because there is no police presence, despite being asked for on a number of occasions—but of course, it would not be necessary if the roads were closed.


Mr Chairman, you may be thinking how will the residents leave the area if the streets are closed. Well, at present most residents who may wish to leave need to turn right out of Fraser or Mersey Streets to access Miles Platting Road to head towards the city, or to the local shopping or schools. Yet, not only is that nearly impossible, but also highly dangerous due to the volume of traffic which is container trucks and cars coming from the freeway, from the Gateway and Rochedale. 


I’ve asked Councillor HUANG for a keep clear box to be painted on Miles Platting Road opposite Fraser Street to allow residents to exit safely, however, at this time, it has not been completed. Mr Chairman, the intersection of the MMPL has long been a problem. In 2008, the—

Chair:
Mr Wakeham, disappointingly, your time has expired. So, I’m going to have to stop you there.

Mr Wayne Wakeham:
Ask me to leave?

Chair:
No, no, not leave. Please, someone is going to respond to you. But I must stop you there. I apologise.

Mr Wayne Wakeham:
Okay.

Chair:
Councillor McLACHLAN.


Feel free to take a seat if you wish as well.
Response by Councillor David McLACHLAN, Chair of the Infrastructure Committee

Councillor McLACHLAN:
Thanks, Mr Chair, and Mr Wakeham, thank you very much for coming in and for your passionate support for the things that you believe in. I understand and know that you’ve been talking to Councillor HUANG about these issues. Thank you for your presentation. I’ll certainly take the chance to read this more closely. 


As you’re aware, and as you’ve mentioned, there was budget allocation in the most recent budget to investigate the things that could be done that led to the survey that you talked about then. I understand that that went out to something like 220 local residents. The issues that we all deal with across the city is—and you’ve described it very well here this afternoon—are issues dealing with change. You’ve gone back to the time of the 1860s when the area was first subdivided, and clearly there’s been a lot of change since then. Often, if not all the time, we’re dealing with roads that were designed literally for horse and cart traffic, and they’re dealing with much more modern vehicles. So, that’s a generic issue across the city.


Our department, the infrastructure department, is very mindful of these issues, and looks at the things that can be done. A lot of the issues you describe relate to driver behaviour over which we have no direct control. They do fall under the purview of the police, and we always encourage you to contact the police. If there are a number of calls coming from a particular area in relation to driver behaviour, that does inform their decisions about where to post speed guns and the like, so I encourage you and all residents to follow that course of action as well.


But, in terms of the issues you raise about the engineering changes that could be made with the road network, we are happy to look at those things. After an initial reaction to that survey, I don’t think it was hugely responded to, but then you and Councillor HUANG went out to encourage more residents to participate, if I understand that correctly, and you have received a higher response rate and an indication that people will support the sorts of things that are being talked about.


So, we are quite happy to look at those measures. It’s certainly not something that’s being fobbed off or, the words you described earlier, to say it wasn’t being taken seriously. These issues are being taken seriously. I understand the issues that arise in—whilst this isn’t my area, I have similar sorts of areas and issues that arise, but I know Councillor HUANG is also a passionate supporter and lobbies hard for the changes that might need to be made.


The things that we can do are subject to a Manual of Uniform Traffic Control Devices, so they’re mandated engineering changes that can be implemented, but we’ll look at those as well, so they do go to traffic calming, slow down signs, keep clear signs, they’re all the things that can be looked at as a consequence of the survey that you’ve undertaken. I’ll also write on your behalf to the Minister, because I believe they are issues that come off the State road network affecting the local road network. So, on your behalf, I’m certainly happy to write to the Minister to draw attention to your attendance here in the Council today, your presentation and the issues you’ve raised, and to see if there’s anything that the State can do about what it’s doing with its section of the road in your area.


But again, thank you very much for coming in today. We appreciate you taking the time to come in. This is the last Council session for us for a little while, but rest assured that the issues you’ve raised are being taken seriously and will be addressed in the course of the next 12 months. Thanks for coming in.

Chair:
Thank you, Mr Wakeham. Mr Peers will assist you.

Mr Wayne Wakeham:
Thank you, Mr Chairman, and thank you, Councillors.

Councillor ATWOOD.
Question 1

Councillor ATWOOD:
My question is to the LORD MAYOR. Can you outline just some of the achievements that this Administration has achieved in the last four years which demonstrates that only Team Schrinner has the leadership, experience and ideas to run Brisbane? Are you aware of any alternatives?

Chair:
Alright, okay.


LORD MAYOR, I’m going to call on you, but before you begin, I’d like to remind Councillors that questions and answers are expected to be heard in silence.

I anticipate that, through the next 45 minutes, people will be asking for courtesy for them, while not showing it for others. So, I expect courtesy to be shown and received to all Councillors.


LORD MAYOR.

LORD MAYOR:
Thank you, Mr Chair, and thank you, Councillor ATWOOD, for the question. Certainly, this meeting, as we’re all aware, is the last meeting of the current Council term.

Councillors interjecting.

LORD MAYOR:
It’s an important opportunity to reflect on what has happened in the past four years.

Councillor interjecting.

LORD MAYOR:
It’s also an opportunity to reflect on what might happen going forward.

Chair:
Okay. Sorry, LORD MAYOR, stop there.


I’ve asked that Councillors allow answers to be heard in silence, and I’d ask that whichever Councillor it is just wistfully listing things, I’d ask them to stop, because it’s weird and not helpful. I’d like all answers to be provided in silence, please.


LORD MAYOR.

Councillor interjecting.

LORD MAYOR:
I’m going to have trouble providing an answer in silence.

Chair:
Sorry, all answers will be heard in silence—heard in silence, excuse me.

LORD MAYOR:
Thank you, Mr Chair. So, over the past term, there have been more than 120 meetings of Council, and in fact the Opposition has asked more than 500 questions on notice as well, and we’re all aware of the questions on notice that are asked every week and responses provided.


We’re at the situation now where there is a very clear contrast. There is an Administration that has a clear record of delivery, a clear record of building infrastructure, of protecting and expanding green space, of delivering better public transport, of improving our quality of life as a city, the lifestyle opportunities, and then, on the other side of the coin, we have crickets. We have absolutely nothing.


What has happened here is quite fascinating, because there has been plenty of opportunity for the Labor Opposition to develop their policy agenda. It was actually six months ago that they selected a—well, selected is a loose word—that they parachuted in their current Lord Mayoral candidate. So, they’ve had six months, six months, to come up with some policies, to enunciate a clear vision—

Councillor STRUNK:
Point of order, Mr Chair.

LORD MAYOR:
—to the future—

Chair:
Point of order to you, Councillor STRUNK.

Councillor STRUNK:
Yes, I think the question was about what this Administration has done for the last four years, not about the Opposition.

Councillors interjecting.

LORD MAYOR:
You mean the State Government IT contracts?

Chair:
Okay, Councillors.


Councillors—LORD MAYOR—thank you, Councillor STRUNK, for your assistance, but as I often say, I don’t take submissions from Councillors.


I always accept relevant points of order. I would say that the LORD MAYOR still has a substantial amount of time left. Most of his time so far has been spent him just receiving interjections rather than being allowed to answer the question.


I would like to be able to have as many questions today as possible. We didn’t through enough last week, in my opinion. I want to have a good number of questions today. I would like the Labor Councillors and the Opposition Councillors to stop wasting time so I can make sure they have a proper number of questions this week.


LORD MAYOR.

LORD MAYOR:
Thank you. As I was pointing out, the people of Brisbane can see the clear record of delivery of this Administration, with the whole range of projects, large and small, that have been delivered and continue to be delivered, and whether it’s a fantastic project like Kingsford Smith Drive which will revolutionise the way that people come into the Gateway of our city and provide an incredible walking and cycling opportunity, and a new boulevard, a gateway to the city with better travel times, one that, mind you, if Labor was successful at the last election, would not have happened—would not have happened.

Councillors interjecting.

LORD MAYOR:
But one that will deliver significant—

Chair:
Councillors, allow the LORD MAYOR to be heard, please.

LORD MAYOR:
—improvements to the way that people can move around that part of Brisbane, and indeed, facilitate movement to and from the State Government’s Hamilton Northshore high density development area.


But, whether it’s the Brisbane Metro project, which is now under way, or the countless number of local suburban upgrades and park improvements, road upgrades out in the suburbs, road resurfacing programs, and a whole range of initiatives, people can see what has been delivered, because it has in fact been delivered, and it is under way. It is work that is happening or has happened.


But what we have on the other side of the coin is literally no agenda, no ideas, and absolutely nothing. So, I am looking forward in this Council Question Time—

Councillors interjecting.

Chair:
The LORD MAYOR will be heard in silence, please.

LORD MAYOR:
—maybe to hearing some of what Labor might propose to do if they are successful, because, let’s be clear, the way this works is that, in six weeks’ time, the people of Brisbane will make a choice, and they will choose between two competing agendas. They will choose based on who has a positive plan for the city, and a plan that has actually been released and a plan that is achievable, and a plan that is fundable, and a plan that is based on responsible financial—

Chair:
Councillor CASSIDY—sorry, LORD MAYOR, stop, please.

LORD MAYOR:
—management, experience and a record of delivery.

Chair:
I appreciate that this is the last meeting of the session, that people—again, last week was the first one back for a while, so we were excitable. This week it’s the last one for some time, so everyone’s a bit keen to make their point. I appreciate that.


However, everybody gets a right to make their point. Please allow all speakers to be heard in silence. You don’t make a point by trying to yell over someone else. It doesn’t work. It makes no sense and it doesn’t work, alright? So, please allow the person answering the question to be heard.


LORD MAYOR.

LORD MAYOR:
Thank you. So, I’m looking forward to this Council meeting seeing Labor finally—it’s their last opportunity—it is the last opportunity for them to portray an alternative vision for the city, to portray policies, to put forward their stance on important issues. What are they going to do on the key issues affecting Brisbane residents? What is their plan for the future? Now is their opportunity. They have asked the questions, they have had countless questions. In fact, I mentioned they’ve put more than 500 questions on the Notice Paper asking for information on various things.


To me, it’s quite fascinating that, out of those more than 500 questions, 105 of them came in last week—105.

Chair:
LORD MAYOR, your time has expired.


Further questions?


Councillor CASSIDY.
Question 2
Councillor CASSIDY:
Thank you, Chair, my question is to the LORD MAYOR. According to a developer’s statement to the CCC (Crime and Corruption Commission) published by The Courier-Mail, Councillor Kate RICHARDS repeatedly pestered him to break Queensland law and donate to her March 2018 fundraiser. In December she was disendorsed by your party over matters described by the President of your party as extremely grave. You have repeatedly backed in Councillor RICHARDS and declared that nothing will stop her from being a member of Team Schrinner. Given the LNP stripped her of pre-selection, what deal have you made with Councillor RICHARDS to keep her quiet?

Chair:
LORD MAYOR.

LORD MAYOR:
I thought the question was going to be on policy matters, Mr Chair. I’m sorely disappointed. Look, I can simply add to what I have said before, which is, various claims have been made, but people should be very careful about believing claims that have been unsubstantiated.

Councillors interjecting.

Chair:
Hang on, hang on, hang on—allow the speaker to be heard, please. Gosh, just shouting out doesn’t help you.

LORD MAYOR:
And who is appropriate to actually assess the validity of those claims? The CCC is the appropriate entity, and that is exactly what is happening. Now, Councillor CASSIDY thinks he knows better than the CCC, because when the CCC comes out with a finding, say, on Councillor MACKAY, oh no, no, that’s not good enough, that’s not good enough. They want to play politics with the CCC, which is exactly the type of thing that the CCC takes a very, very dim view about.


It’s exactly what I’m not going to do, because—

Councillor interjecting.

LORD MAYOR:
—we should let them do their job.

Chair:
Okay, Councillors, Councillors, again, I appreciate that people are enthusiastic.

Councillor interjecting.

Chair:
Councillor COOK, please. I’ve tolerated an unusually high amount of interjections. I have done so because I know that this is an important meeting. I know that there’s a lot of important things happening and that people have some points they’d like to make. Yet, at the same time, I think that we need to hear what the principal speaker is saying at the time. So, please allow the speaker to be heard in silence.


LORD MAYOR.

LORD MAYOR:
So, there is a fundamental principle at play here, let the people who are authorised, who are funded, who are legally equipped to do the job do their job, and don’t jump to conclusions and allow—and there’s a couple of lawyers over there, and they would have sat in—

Councillors interjecting.

LORD MAYOR:
—they would have sat in university and learnt the fundamental principle of natural justice, and the presumption of innocence.

Councillor SRI:
Point of order, Mr Chair.

LORD MAYOR:
It’s funny, because they can apply that principle when it comes to Jackie Trad but not to a Councillor.

Chair:
LORD MAYOR, LORD MAYOR.


Councillor SRI, you have a point of order.

Councillor SRI:
I’m having difficulty hearing the LORD MAYOR over the shouting in the Chamber.

Chair:
Thank you, Councillor SRI.


As I have asked a number of times, I expect the courtesies that are often requested in this place to be shown and received by all Councillors. I would like very much for the LORD MAYOR to be heard.


This Question Time I think is very important. They all are, of course, but this one in particular, and I’d like, as I say, to get through as many questions as possible. So, I would like to cease these interruptions so we can get on with the business at hand.


LORD MAYOR, please.

LORD MAYOR:
Thank you. If you need any further evidence that this question is just a party political slur, you just have to look at the hypocrisy at play in the Australian Labor Party, because they were quite happy to back the Deputy Premier to the hilt—

Councillor CASSIDY:
Point of order.

LORD MAYOR:
—when she had a CCC investigation against her.

Chair:
Point of order to you, Councillor CASSIDY.


Sorry, LORD MAYOR, there is a point of order.


Councillor CASSIDY, your point of order.

Councillor CASSIDY:
The LORD MAYOR is not answering the question. It was very simple: what deal has been done?

Chair:
There’s an assumption at the heart of that question, which went, which was much longer—your premise was a lot longer than that simple question. The LORD MAYOR is addressing the point you were trying to make.


LORD MAYOR.

LORD MAYOR:
Thank you. Look, I thank Councillor CASSIDY for reminding me of that part of the question, because most of the question was just slur and mud and innuendo. But I will tell you, Councillor CASSIDY, I’m not in the Australian Labor Party so I don’t do dodgy deals. We do not do deals, and no deals have been done, because we are not the Labor Party. We don’t operate that way. We are in a party that prides ourselves on having the highest standards of integrity.

Councillors interjecting.

Chair:
Okay. Please allow the LORD MAYOR to provide his answer. It is pretty straight forward. There was a question asked; the answer is being provided. The points of order, I am trying to uphold them as they have come in on this question. I, like many, would like to hear all of the answers. I would like to hear a lot of answers, both the questions and answers in the next 45 minutes, or whatever is left.


So, I’d ask all Councillors once again to allow the speaker to be heard in silence, please.


LORD MAYOR.

LORD MAYOR:
Thank you. So, I say again: there has been no deals done. I say that unequivocally. So, we are not the Labor Party. There are former Labor Party politicians sitting in gaol as we speak. We pride ourselves in being different to that. Now, the party itself has a process which they will run through, but ultimately that process, like any process, is subject to Queensland and Australian law. That is the way it should be. So, the appropriate entity to determine this investigation and to progress it is actually doing that right now. That is the way it should be.


I say to Councillor CASSIDY, stop playing politics. Stop the smear. Come up with some policies.

Chair:
Further questions.


Councillor DAVIS.

Councillor CASSIDY:
Point of order.

Chair:
Councillor CASSIDY, your point of order.
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At that juncture, Councillor Jared CASSIDY moved, seconded by Councillor Kara COOK, that the Standing Rules be suspended to allow the moving of the following motion(
That Councillor RICHARDS be stood down from all official positions in the Brisbane City Council pending the current CCC investigation.
Chair:
Excuse me, just give me a moment here.


There is an urgency motion before us. It’s pretty straight forward what you’re saying. You have three minutes to determine urgency.


Once again, the point of this is urgency, not the substance. This is a sensitive topic. I remind you again that you’ve all—all of us, all Councillors, have signed waivers that indemnify the organisation against things that are said, and that it is on you, your person, if you say anything that is defamatory. I say that not expecting you to, but merely reminding you to, as I often do, looking out for the wellbeing and the welfare of all Councillors in this room.


Councillor CASSIDY, your three minutes.

Councillor CASSIDY:
Thanks, Chair. This is an extraordinary set of circumstances. The LORD MAYOR just said why this is so urgent that we deal with this today, because this is the last Council meeting before the next election. Last year the LNP, the party that this LORD MAYOR leads in this Chamber, referred the Chief Whip of the LNP, a Deputy Chair of a Committee, a Deputy Chair that sits in for the Chair in Civic Cabinet to the CCC over what they described the party—this isn’t what I described it as, this is what the LNP described it as—extremely grave concerns over what could amount to corruption. Now, that’s their words, that’s the LNP’s words. 


Why do we, as a Chamber and as a Council, have to deal with this? Because the LORD MAYOR refuses to show any leadership. He says, when you ask questions about the integrity of Council, when you ask questions about potential corruption, that’s just political mudslinging. He doesn’t want to hear any of that. He doesn’t want to hear any of that. I wonder why, Chair. I wonder why the LORD MAYOR doesn’t want to hear any of that.

Chair:
I appreciate that, but just back to urgency, please.

Councillor CASSIDY:
Because this is the last Council meeting before the election.

LORD MAYOR:
Point of order.

Chair:
Point of order to you, LORD MAYOR.

LORD MAYOR:
If it’s the last Council meeting, it should thereby follow that all positions become vacant at the election, so this is the reason for it not being urgent right now.

Chair:
LORD MAYOR, that’s not a point of order. Again, please, I will not take submissions as points of order—

Councillor CASSIDY:
What’s that?

Chair:
—points of order as submissions to arguments. No, don’t interject, don’t communicate with each other. Right.
Councillor interjecting.

Councillor CASSIDY:
Councillor MURPHY says I don’t understand.

Chair:
No, no, focus on the—

Councillor CASSIDY:
I understand that this is an issue—

Chair:
Focus—

Councillor CASSIDY:
This is an issue about the integrity of the Brisbane City Council.

Chair:
Councillor CASSIDY, I ask you to focus on the substance—on the urgency at hand.

Councillor CASSIDY:
There are multiple Councillors that have been referred to the CCC now. The Local Government Minister has referred a slew of other issues to the Chair of the corruption watchdog. This entire organisation is heading towards a Belcarra style investigation, Chair. That’s how serious this is.

Councillor interjecting.

Councillor CASSIDY:
The LORD MAYOR laughs. He laughs when the integrity of this Council is brought into question. He thinks it’s funny. He doesn’t care because all he’s interested in is continuing to pocket ratepayers’ money.

Chair:
Okay, Councillor CASSIDY—

Councillor CASSIDY: 
All he’s interested in is the wholesale theft of Brisbane ratepayers’ money.

Chair:
Why is it urgent?


Come on, that’s not even near the topic that you—not even near the substance of the urgency motion. You’re just saying words right now in order to make yourself feel good.


Get back to why this matter has to happen now, please.

Councillor CASSIDY:
Sorry, corruption is not a feel-good thing, Chair, I’m sorry. All those LNP Councillors that are sitting here laughing when we’re talking about the integrity of the Brisbane City Council, well, you’re about to vote whether this motion should go through. You’re going to get your feet on the sticky paper and all the people of Brisbane will know that, when you were asked to deal with issues of integrity and issues of corruption, you may—you may in fact vote in favour of this motion, but I suspect you won’t. 


But the people of Brisbane are about to see where you truly stand, just 46 days out from the next election, Chair, on whether the LNP is a party that thumbs its nose at allegations of corruption and integrity of this Council, or if they actually take it seriously, and whether they think a Councillor who is accused by her own party should be sitting in Civic Cabinet, should be the Chief Whip of this Council. Well, Councillor SCHRINNER thinks so, but should this Council allow that to go on? We don’t think so.
The Chair submitted the motion for the suspension of the Standing Rules to the Chamber and it was declared lost on the voices.

Thereupon, Councillors Kara COOK and Jared CASSIDY immediately rose and called for a division, which resulted in the motion being declared lost.

I believe that Councillor DAVIS was on her feet. Just let the room settle some.


Councillor DAVIS, your question please.
Question 3

Councillor DAVIS:
Thank you, Chair, my question is to the Chair of the Public and Active Transport, and Economic and Tourism Development Committee, Councillor ADAMS. DEPUTY MAYOR, can you outline just some of the achievements from the Public and Active Transport portfolio from the last four years which demonstrate that only this Administration has the leadership, experience and ideas to run Brisbane, and are you aware of any alternatives?
Chair:
The DEPUTY MAYOR.
DEPUTY MAYOR:
Thank you, Councillor DAVIS, for the question. It’s my great pleasure to stand on this last Council meeting of this four-year term to speak about the incredibly productive four years the Public and Active Transport branch of Council has had, to talk about the policies and the initiatives that we went to the last election with, and we have delivered. That is what is the difference between Team Schrinner and the smears we hear from the Labor Councillors.


This includes the $100 million through the congestion busting Better Bikeways for Brisbane program. We’ve extended Brisbane’s network of safe and connected bikeways. Kangaroo Point stage 1 on Little Dock Street, Botanic River Gardens Riverwalk in time for Christmas, which really enhanced the Brisbane River as a recreational and tourist destination. Of course, we can’t wait to get started on the Indooroopilly Riverwalk in coming months, just as the West BUG (Bicycle User Group) group emailed to me last Wednesday and confirmed that they can’t wait for us to get started either.


It’s all about getting the feet off the pedal and onto the pavement, and we are giving residents more options to do this. Of course, that will ease congestion. That’s why we announced in the last budget, or just before the last budget, with LORD MAYOR Adrian SCHRINNER, five new green bridges across Brisbane. We delivered the preliminary business case last September for Kangaroo Point bridge, and it showed that it’s going to be cost effective and have long-lasting benefits for Brisbane.


Not long after, we dived straight into the community consultation on the other four bridges, and we’re finalising that report and body of work to release out to the community. Brisbane’s first double-decker CityCat has begun on the water, and that saw a major spike in CityCat patronage with 50,000 more people using CityCats this financial year than last. Our second double-decker CityCat is currently under construction, and we are continuing, not slowing down, when it comes to the remaining five.


On the bus front, our highly popular CityGlider services continue to grow in patronage every year, with nearly 3 million trips being taken on the Blue CityGlider last financial year. In the beginning of May, we will have our brand‑new articulated buses on the road servicing this popular route, which will carry an additional 40 passengers, bringing the total to over 110 per bus. With this capacity and high frequency service runs, this will be Brisbane’s best and most popular bus service.


Today we did the media, LORD MAYOR and I, on the free off-peak travel for seniors, and it has been a phenomenal success. We’ve seen on average a 35% increase each week on the seniors using the free off-peak travel from what we had this time last year on the buses, with thousands of seniors getting out of their home and into the community.


Barriers like loneliness, financial issues, they can stop us socialising, and this has given our seniors a new lease of life to let them travel around, so instead of putting their money down on the bus, they can put it down on a cup of coffee at the local café, because every senior citizen that trips around Brisbane is a senior citizen that is going into our local shops, into our cafés, into our small businesses, and then we see every resident in Brisbane being able to see the success of seniors being out in the community helping our local economy as well.


Last but not least, because I’ll take the interjection from the Leader of the Opposition, Brisbane Metro is under way. It’s been a trying time with the State Government playing politics for nearly two years, but we are glad—

Councillors interjecting.

DEPUTY MAYOR:
—to finally have them on board. Of course, we can hear who the only people are in Brisbane that don’t support the Metro. They’re again interrupting and interjecting, and they don’t want to hear it, Mr Chair, and I understand—

Councillors interjecting.

Chair:
Alright, okay, okay, stop—

DEPUTY MAYOR:
—why they don’t want to hear it.

Chair:
Hang on, Councillors.


DEPUTY MAYOR, please.


Please allow the DEPUTY MAYOR to be heard in silence. The Council has been excellent for the vast majority of this answer. I just ask that that level of courtesy be extended to the completion of the answer.


DEPUTY MAYOR.

DEPUTY MAYOR:
Thank you, Mr Chair. I understand why they don’t want to hear it, because the vehicles are locked in. The early works on the depot have started, and the early works in South Brisbane—

Councillors interjecting.

DEPUTY MAYOR:
—will be beginning as soon as we can get some dry enough weather. Brisbane residents deserve more than that rabble that we see on the other side of the Chambers. I am absolutely shocked at the level that they have gone to in this last couple of days, but at the same time I really shouldn’t be shocked, because when you run out of ideas, you just increase the smears. I have to say—

Councillors interjecting.

Chair:
Okay, Councillors—hang on, Councillor STRUNK, please—I’ve said this—one of the reasons that I ask for silence is to make sure that you get as many questions—the Labor Councillors get as many questions today as we can. For some reason—

Councillors interjecting.

Chair:
—for some reason—and, Councillor JOHNSTON, don’t shout at me, please—

Councillor interjecting.

Chair:
No, Councillor JOHNSTON, I’m not. I look after you more than anyone else in the room. Everybody knows that, that you get looked after very well these days.


Now I say this because I want as many Opposition questions, minority questions today, as we can possibly get through. So, please allow the speaker to be heard in silence so that we don’t waste time.


DEPUTY MAYOR, you have 28 seconds.

DEPUTY MAYOR:
Thank you, Mr Chair, thank you. We—the residents of Brisbane deserve a Council who is going to build the projects needed for a growing city, not a rabble of Labor Councillors who rely on calling Councillor colleagues dogs and criminals. We are going to build the Kangaroo Point Bridge, we are going to continue delivering cost savings for seniors. They are not worth the risk. We have every piece of work under way, and we look forward to delivering our initiatives and policies into the future.

Chair:
DEPUTY MAYOR, your time has expired.


Councillor JOHNSTON.
Question 4

Councillor JOHNSTON:
Yes, about time. My question is to the LORD MAYOR. Three people have died in recent years on Ipswich Road and Venner Road in Annerley, and our community has petitioned repeatedly to slow traffic to 40 kilometres through Annerley Junction to improve safety, and numerous other requests for improvements. How many more people have to die before Council will take action on one of the State’s most dangerous roads?
Chair:
The LORD MAYOR.
LORD MAYOR:
Thank you, Councillor JOHNSTON. I really don’t think that the tone of that question was appropriate, given that Councillor JOHNSTON actually knows what is happening here.

Councillor interjecting.
LORD MAYOR:
The decision on the speed limit is based on State Government guidelines, on how speed limits are set. We have in fact written to Minister Bailey asking him to request a relaxation of those guidelines, and that has occurred. So, we are relying on the State Government to take some action here.

Councillor interjecting.

LORD MAYOR:
We have done everything—

Councillor interjecting.

Chair:
Councillor JOHNSTON! Councillor JOHNSTON, I appreciate this is a very sensitive topic, and that—

Councillor interjecting.

Chair:
I understand. No, thank you, Councillor JOHNSTON. I appreciate that, and I appreciate that this is something that’s very important to you, but I just ask, please, that you allow the person providing the answer to be heard in silence.


LORD MAYOR.

LORD MAYOR:
The suggestion that any Councillor in this place does not care when people’s safety is affected, or when accidents or injuries or deaths occur is just simply not true. It’s simply not true. Councillor JOHNSTON knows what the process is here. She knows. So, that’s why I said the tone of the question is not really appropriate. Let me go through the history here.


Back in August 2018, Council met with TMR (Department of Transport and Main Roads) to discuss their guidelines for a change to the speed limit. Council raised instances of where the guidelines are resulting in a less than optimum environment for safety. TMR confirmed that, in this case, the stretch of road does not meet the guidelines and acknowledged the limitations of those guidelines.


Then, following that, on 5 September, Council wrote to TMR to request TMR review the guidelines to improve the traffic environment for safety reasons. No response was received. 

Councillor interjecting.

LORD MAYOR:
Yes, on Ipswich Road. On 15 October 2018, Council again wrote to TMR to request a further review of the guidelines. On 25 October, TMR wrote to Council saying an amendment to the guidelines—advising an amendment to the guidelines; however, this amendment did not change the situation for this particular stretch of Ipswich Road, because it was a high—and suggested a high active transport user area might be appropriate for this area.


On 30 November, Council wrote to TMR again, assessing the skills against the amended guidelines. On 4 February, Council wrote to TMR again requesting an amendment or relaxation to the State guidelines.

Councillor interjecting.

LORD MAYOR:
No response was received. On 25 February last year, Councillor Cooper wrote to Minister Bailey requesting a relaxation of the State guidelines. No response from the Minister was received. On 13 June last year, Councillor Cooper wrote again to Minister Bailey following on from her letter on 25 February requesting a relaxation of the guidelines. In August last year, the Minister responded saying no to changing the guidelines. 


So, as you can see, there is a long history of action from Council, correspondence pleading with the State Government to change their guidelines. As recently as 4 February this year, the Chair, Councillor McLACHLAN, wrote to the Minister—

Councillor interjecting.

LORD MAYOR:
Councillor JOHNSTON!

Councillor interjecting.

LORD MAYOR:
Councillor JOHNSTON, you—Councillor JOHNSTON, there’s no benefit to shouting out about some other road. Please, you have asked—

Councillor interjecting.

LORD MAYOR:
You’ve asked a question regarding Venner Road on a number of occasions. It is my view the LORD MAYOR is providing a thorough answer. I think it would be for the best if it was provided to the room. LORD MAYOR.


Thank you. So, once again, Councillor McLACHLAN, now, as the Chair, has written again to the State Government advising that our assessment of their guidelines is that Ipswich Road and that section would not meet the recommendations for a change, and asking them to reconsider changing the guidelines. 


So, there is a very long history here, and the suggestion that Council doesn’t care, or that nothing has been done, is simply not true. What is really going on here is that Councillor JOHNSTON appears to be protecting her mate Mark Bailey. I don’t know why—I don’t know why, because an effective local Councillor would sniff out the root cause of this problem and realise it’s State Government guidelines, and they would go into bat—

Councillor interjecting.

LORD MAYOR:
—and they would go in and they would, at the countless local meetings and community events where they bump into each other, they would say, Mark, please—

Councillor interjecting.

Chair:
Councillor JOHNSTON!

LORD MAYOR:
—help me out here, change the guidelines; children’s safety depends on it.

Councillor interjecting.

LORD MAYOR:
But no, she hasn’t done that. She’s just chosen to play politics.

Chair:
Councillor JOHNSTON!

Councillor interjecting.

Chair:
Councillor JOHNSTON, you made the same interjection over and over and over.


You’ve asked the Venner Road question on at least—I’ll say multiple occasions. The answer was being provided to you. The answer doesn’t improve if you shout out while it’s happening.


Please allow the LORD MAYOR to provide the answer to something that I know is very important to you.


LORD MAYOR?

Alright, thank you.


Further questions?


Councillor HUANG.
Question 5

Councillor HUANG:
Thank you, Mr Chair, my question is to the Chair of the Infrastructure Committee, Councillor McLACHLAN. Can you outline just some of the achievements from the Infrastructure portfolio from the last four years which demonstrates that only this Administration has the leadership, experience and ideas to run Brisbane? Are you aware of any alternatives?
Chair:
Councillor McLACHLAN.
Councillor McLACHLAN:
Thank you, Mr Chair, and to Councillor HUANG for your question. Your southside community has seen firsthand with projects like Player Street, which we’ve talked about in this place, the leadership and experience that Team Schrinner provides for our city.


Mr Chair, in 2016, this Administration again set the infrastructure agenda to deliver across the four-year term more than $1.3 billion worth of infrastructure through more than 90 projects through our network, including projects like the upgrade of the Inner City Bypass, the busiest arterial road under Council’s control, delivered with over $50 million in savings and more than 12 minutes travel time savings for public transport users. 


Council has delivered improved access to one of our city’s greatest natural assets, the Brisbane River, through the river hubs at New Farm, the City Botanic Gardens and Dutton Park, the New Farm hub on average having more than 14 boats visit each week, and more than 1,200 residents and visitors enjoying this improved access. Council has delivered an upgrade on Montague Road and Vulture Street at West End, an intersection that carries approximately 13,000 vehicles per day and more than 660 cyclists.


Council has delivered an upgrade of Juliette Street and Ipswich Road at Annerley, the Perrin Creek bridge for the Southside Pony Club and the final stage of the Progress Road corridor at Wacol, a corridor with approximately 15,000 vehicles per day travelling along a primary freight access and B-double route, with truck volumes along the corridor representing up to 14% of traffic during peak hour.


Mr Chair, Council has delivered on all the key recommendations of the Parking Taskforce, including the phased rollout of enhanced kerbside ramps at set down areas on loading zones to improve access to and from the road for motorists and their passengers, as well as people with limited mobility, as well as for couriers, delivery drivers, customers picking up goods from shops. Council has installed nearly 3,500 LED lights which deliver approximately 60% energy efficiency at more than 407 sites across our bikeways and parks through Council’s LED light program.


Council has worked with schools to complete 196 TMPs (Transport Management Plans) and is working with another 23 schools while also delivering school safety upgrades to the MacGregor and Indooroopilly State Schools. Council worked with Logan City Council to deliver an upgrade of the Staplyton and Johnson Roads intersection at Heathwood, including installing glider poles. Infrastructure is a shared responsibility, Mr Chair, for every level of government, and Council has been doing the job that is traditionally the State Government’s in delivering $7 billion worth of infrastructure that has removed more than 120,000 vehicle movements off our surface roads, and delivered three cross-river bridges: the Clem7, the Go Between Bridge and the Eleanor Schonell Bridge.


Mr Chair, I was asked about alternatives, and there are some significant alternatives to this track record that we have seen over the past four years in particular and stretching back beyond that. We’ve seen, for example, the ALP’s transport plan. What was that that came out in 2003? They wanted a $400 annual parking space levy on the CBD and the city frame. They wanted tolls on a series of cordons across the city. They wanted tolls on major new roads. They wanted to take the fuel subsidy off motorists, and premium charges for quality public transport.

Councillor interjecting.

Chair:
Councillor CASSIDY!

Councillor McLACHLAN:
In relation to the 2018 transport plan, the Opposition ALP Shadow for Public and Active Transport, Councillor CASSIDY, did not bother to submit the draft transport—to put in a submission on the draft plan, nor did the Opposition ALP Shadow for Infrastructure. But we had submissions from Councillor STRUNK and Councillor COOK—they were the only two ALP Councillors who bothered to make submissions, but then they abstained from voting on the final plan. So, this is their track record. Flip, flop, flip, flop. We’ve seen that with Councillor CUMMING who said that the CBD shouldn’t have a 30 kilometre an hour speed zone in the CBD—he said CBD 30 kilometre an hour speed zone was too slow.


Then we’re going to introduce that under Councillor CASSIDY, who said the Australian Labor Party will drop the speed limit to 30 kilometres an hour. We’re seeing flip-flopping, Mr Chair, on KSD (Kingsford Smith Drive). They demanded in the first instance that it be fast-tracked; then they said they’d rip up the contract.

Councillors interjecting.

Councillor McLACHLAN:
But the consequence of that, Councillor CASSIDY, of your plan would have been condemning cyclists to driving on a corridor of road—

Chair:
Councillor CASSIDY, please!

Councillor McLACHLAN:
—or condemning them to—

Chair:
Okay, Councillor McLACHLAN, stop, please. Please allow—

Councillors interjecting.

Chair:
Councillors, please allow Councillor McLACHLAN to be heard.


I am having trouble hearing him. There is a lot of noise at the moment, and I just ask once again—there’s often times in this place, people ask for courtesy, and I ask for people to extend the courtesy to others that they would expect for themselves.


Councillor McLACHLAN.

Councillor McLACHLAN:
Thank you, Mr Chair. I know we touch a raw nerve when we point out their flip‑flopping on these issues, and we’ve seen that time in, time out from the ALP, flip flop, flip flop. No wonder that they’re not making any headway with putting out policies in this place, because they have no policies. All they can do is deliver smear and innuendo. That’s all they’ve got—

Chair:
Councillor McLACHLAN, your time has expired.


Further questions; Councillor CASSIDY.
Question 6
Councillor CASSIDY:
Thank you, Chair, my question is to the LORD MAYOR. In the three months to December 30, the LNP squandered $2.4 million of ratepayers’ money on a feel‑good saturation advertising campaign of Clive Palmer proportions. In fact, the wastage on political ads more than quadrupled in the month following Pat Condren being announced as Labor’s candidate for Lord Mayor.


In December alone, spending grew to $1 million, more than seven times the August figure. You are responsible for the systematic theft of millions of dollars from Brisbane ratepayers to fund your election campaign. Are you really that scared of Patrick Condren?
Chair:
LORD MAYOR.
LORD MAYOR:
I’m not sure whether that was a question or a statement or whatever, but I’m happy to answer it. First of all, I don’t know where Labor got their figures from. They’re probably like all Labor figures, which are completely made up, completely fabricated. Because we’ve heard Labor figures. They throw out figures like KSD is $100 million over budget. Wrong. They throw out figures like Metro is $20 trillion over budget. Wrong.


They literally make stuff up. So, I’m not going to take their figures as gospel, because I can assure you any, I guess, inspection of the figures would prove that Labor does make stuff up. When they get increasingly desperate, and they are concerned about the upcoming election, then they get even more, I guess, hysterical and they make even more stuff up, and they make even more outrageous claims.


So, you know, some of the language that is being bandied around here is just, look—some people would take offence, I don’t.

Councillor interjecting.

Chair:
Councillor CASSIDY!

LORD MAYOR:
It’s water off a duck’s back. We’re talking about Labor here; we’re not talking about serious operators, we’re talking about Labor. But the reality is this, here’s what’s happening. Labor doesn’t want Council to tell the residents of Brisbane about the great stuff Council is doing. That’s all. That’s all that’s happening here. That is all that is happening.


Then this claim that this is somehow political advertising—hands up, hands up, in a Brisbane ad, who has ever seen a politician? Hands up in a Brisbane ad who has ever seen a Councillor? Never. Never. 


So, the fundamental claim that it is somehow political advertising is a lie; it is false, and what they don’t like is that Council has a very effective program of communicating with the people of Brisbane. They simply don’t like it. Let’s be honest about why that is. Because they would prefer people to be kept in the dark. They would prefer people not to know about seniors’ free travel. They would prefer people not to know about the double-decker CityCat or Victoria Park or the five green bridges, or the discount rates for first-home buyers. They would prefer people not to know about what we’re doing to revitalise business areas and village precincts through the Better Suburbs Initiative. They would prefer people to be in the dark about those things.


Look, that’s what’s happening here. So, they can bandy around any made-up figures that they like. They can make any outrageous claims that they like. Those claims have zero credibility, zero credibility. Because it is clear to me now, because we’re more than part of the way through Question Time—in fact, we’re approaching the end of Question Time; they’re not going to come out with an alternative vision, it is quite clear. Because, from day one, they thought they could rely on Uncle Stirling up the road to win them the election. They thought they could rely on Uncle Stirling to win them the election. 


Uncle Stirling came forward with voting changes which were based on a Labor Party report done after the 2016 Council election. Then he came through with all types of other proposed changes as well, and now we hear in Question Time that Uncle Stirling is trying to cook up some kind of manufactured investigation as well. Well, let’s hope that Uncle Stirling is as effective as he has been to date with all of this stuff, because everything he touches is botched. 


So, Uncle Stirling won’t win you the election. Smear won’t win you the election. Coming up with an alternative positive agenda for Brisbane will win you the election. I shouldn’t be telling you this. I shouldn’t be giving you the big tip, but it’s true. So, you keep doing what you’re doing. It’s not making any impact whatsoever. You might get a few union hacks and trolls excited, but the people of Brisbane are turned off by what you are doing.

Councillor STRUNK:
Point of order, Mr Chair. Point of order.

LORD MAYOR:
The people of Brisbane are turned off.

Councillor STRUNK:
Point of order, LORD MAYOR. 


Could you bring—

Chair:
Councillor STRUNK, you have a point of order.

Councillor STRUNK:
Yes. Could you bring the LORD MAYOR back to the question, and that was about advertising, their advertising, not about George Street.

Chair:
Thank you.


LORD MAYOR, can I direct you back to the substance of the matter, please? 


Please continue.

LORD MAYOR:
Mr Chair, there was no substance of the matter from the Labor Party.

Chair:
You have 36 seconds.

LORD MAYOR:
But look, the reality is we have run a very effective program of communicating with the residents of Brisbane, and it is a positive one. It’s a program that is all about what we’re focused on, which is making Brisbane even better. People responded really well to it, which is why the Labor Party hates it. They are positive about the future of Brisbane, and they want to know what their Council is doing. They want to know. They want to get access to information. They want to know what they can benefit from when it comes to discounts on public transport and rates, and support for small business and new programs like green bridges and parks.

Chair:
LORD MAYOR, your time has expired. Further questions—

Councillor CASSIDY:
Point of order.

Chair:
Point of order; Councillor CASSIDY.
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At that juncture, Councillor Jared CASSIDY moved, seconded by Councillor Kara COOK, that the Standing Rules be suspended to allow the moving of the following motion(
That all Brisbane advertising immediately cease.
Chair:
There is a pretty straightforward urgency motion moved by Councillor CASSIDY, seconded by Councillor COOK.


You have three minutes, once again; we do this a lot, but I’m going to take an opportunity to remind you again. Please keep your comments to the matter of urgency rather than substance.


Councillor CASSIDY.

Councillor CASSIDY:
Thank you, Chair. This BrisBetter advertising campaign is the systematic theft of public money. It is no more simple or complicated than that. What we have seen is the LORD MAYOR engaging in the theft of public money to promote—

Chair:
Yes, Councillor CASSIDY, again, like I just said, urgency rather than substance, please.

Councillor CASSIDY:
The LORD MAYOR is spending $33,000 each and every day on this BrisBetter advertising campaign, Chair, so that’s got to stop today. It should have stopped—it should never have started. It should never have started, Chair, because this is an advertising campaign about nothing. This is a campaign that was designed by the LORD MAYOR and his team in the LNP to promote themselves for the upcoming election. 


This is an exercise in astro-turfing, Chair. They are trying to lull the people of Brisbane into a false sense of security that everything is fine, nothing to see here; please, please, please vote for the LNP in the upcoming election, Chair—

Chair:
Sure. Okay, I’m just going to ask you to come back to urgency, please.

Councillor CASSIDY:
This is urgent because the LORD MAYOR is stealing $33,000 a day from ratepayers to spend on his re-election campaign. $33,000 each and every day. The January figures are due out in just a few days, Chair, and we’ll know how much further this systematic theft has gone in promoting himself, Chair. We have never seen advertising—

DEPUTY MAYOR:
Point of order.

Chair:
Point of order; DEPUTY MAYOR.

DEPUTY MAYOR:
I know you’ve warned on defamatory, but this is absolutely imputing motive and is offensive.

Councillor interjecting.

DEPUTY MAYOR:
He’s not—

Chair:
Thank you, DEPUTY MAYOR. Councillor CASSIDY, once again, as I’ve said a few times today, I appreciate this is the last meeting of the session and that you have some points you’d like to make. But this is not really the way you do it. Please, if you wish to make these points, there’s a number of forums, but in this instance, I must ask you to return to urgency, but also can I ask you to bring some proportionality to some of your comments as well. They are a touch extreme, and I would like it if they were just a little bit more proportionate, please.

Councillor CASSIDY.

Councillor CASSIDY:
The LORD MAYOR would make Al Capone blush. This is the worst theft we have ever seen in Brisbane’s history, Chair.

Councillor MURPHY:
Point of order, Chair.

Chair:
Point of order to you, Councillor MURPHY.

Councillor MURPHY:
Chair, this is defamatory, what Councillor CASSIDY is doing. I know he’s trying to channel Donald Trump here, but it’s not working. It’s ineffective, and it’s against the law.

Chair:
Okay, Councillor MURPHY, that’s not a point of order.


Now, Councillor CASSIDY, I’ve got to say, I don’t appreciate it when I ask you to be more proportionate and respectful in your comments, you become particularly outrageous. So, can I just say, look, I understand that you have a public administrative point you’d like to make. Can you please keep some sort of realistic notions to the things that you’re saying?


Councillor CASSIDY.

Councillor CASSIDY:
The LORD MAYOR just said he didn’t believe the figures that were produced on the news last night, the Nielsen figures that were produced. But in his own answers to questions on notice, it says here $3.5 million, Chair. So, he’s getting up here saying, oh, there’s fake news everywhere, fake news, don’t believe numbers. Well, he’s saying don’t believe his own numbers, Chair. $3.5 million is being spent on this advertising campaign to promote him in the lead-up to the election.

Chair:
Again, this is more the substance rather than urgency.

Councillor CASSIDY:
So, it’s urgent to stop this now—

Chair:
But, why now?

Councillor CASSIDY:
It is urgent that not another day goes by where $33,000 a day is spent promoting the incumbent Administration of this city, Chair. It’s another day, another rort, when it comes to this LNP. But that can all change on 28 March, Chair, if people back Pat; if people get behind Pat Condren for Lord Mayor. Not only will the rorts that we see from the Councillors opposite, the free Qantas clubs, the free cabs, the hundred grand—

Chair:
Yes, okay, look Councillor—

Councillor CASSIDY:
—that goes in the LORD MAYOR’s back pocket—

Chair:
Okay, stop there.

Councillor CASSIDY:
These advertising—

Chair:
Councillor CASSIDY, this is—like, not only is this the urgency that you discussed earlier, it’s not even the substance you discussed earlier.


So, once again, you have 35 seconds left. Please have your comments focus upon why this matter must be dealt with right now.

Councillor CASSIDY:
Because the LORD MAYOR refuses, Chair. As a Council, we need to set a standard. So far, each and every time that we have asked for this Council Chamber to set a standard that is acceptable to the community, if those opposite think these political ads are acceptable to the community, I feel like they’ve never had a conversation with a voter in the last three or four months, Chair. People out there are sick and tired of seeing the LORD MAYOR shove over 6 million flyers since he came to Office into their letterboxes with his face all over it. The cinema ads, the billboard ads, the ads that are running ad nauseam in King George Square—

Chair:
Councillor CASSIDY, your time has expired.

Councillor CASSIDY:
—this has got to end.

The Chair submitted the motion for the suspension of the Standing Rules to the Chamber and it was declared lost on the voices.

Thereupon, Councillors Jared CASSIDY and Kara COOK immediately rose and called for a division, which resulted in the motion being declared lost.
The voting was as follows:

Chair:
Further questions?


Councillor TOOMEY.

Question 7

Councillor TOOMEY:
Thank you, Chair; my question is to the Chair of City Planning, Councillor BOURKE. The State Government has released a new koala habitat mapping for South East Queensland which clearly neglects to incorporate areas where koalas are known to live. Can you please outline our position on this mapping? 

Chair:
Councillor BOURKE.

Councillor BOURKE:
Thanks very much, Mr Chairman, and I thank Councillor TOOMEY for the question. I, like many people across this city and the country, were absolutely devastated by the scenes of thousands of koalas being killed on Kangaroo Island in recent bushfires and across the east coast bushfires, and the government sanctioned clearing of land in Victoria, Mr Chairman. That’s why I would have thought that this State Government would have taken a bit more time than the rushed regime of changes to the koala protection laws here in Queensland.


Now, Mr Chairman, for the benefit of the Chamber, let’s just go through a potted history around these particular changes to the koala protection strategy and also the mapping. Of course, this is the koala protection strategy that was out for advertisement over Christmas. So, it went out on 8 December and closed in mid‑January so that everyone could have their say on it, of course. Well, no, Mr Chairman, because most people at that time were clearly getting ready for Christmas, organisations were on shut down and completely locked out of the ability to have their say on this important strategy on protecting koalas across not just our Council area, Mr Chairman, but indeed the whole of the State.


What was more galling, though, was the mapping that was provided. It went out for public consultation—do you think for a month? Do you think for two months? Do you think for four weeks? Well, no; for two weeks, Mr Chairman, two weeks the mapping for koala habitat across this city went out for formal consultation from the State, from 8 to 22 December—again, right in that peak period before Christmas when people obviously are thinking about other things rather than these particular topics.


That’s why last Friday, when that mapping was gazetted and went live, Mr Chairman, local governments across the State, and indeed Brisbane City Council, raised concerns. Because we have raised concerns through the whole of this process. This is flawed, rushed changes to the protection of koalas that will actually have the reverse effect. It will have the reverse effect, Mr Chairman, for a number of reasons. 


The State Government has ripped Category X vegetation out of protection. They’ve ripped remnant habitat out of protection, and most of that land is valuable habitat flora and there to provide connections and corridors for the movement of animals across not only our city, but indeed the whole of the State. They ignored Council’s concerns. We clearly said you should not be touching Category X vegetation. Ignored, Mr Chairman. But what they didn’t ignore, of course, is their own exemptions, which is absolutely outrageous when it comes to the way that this State Government operates. 


So, we as a Council, when we are conducting projects, if we are building a new road, upgrading a park, providing a community facility, and we have to remove a koala habitat tree, we must pay offsets. But, of course, in true to form style by the State Labor Government, they have exempted themselves in their priority development areas, their State infrastructure projects, from having to pay a single dollar.

Councillors interjecting.

Councillor BOURKE:
So, committed to protecting koalas in this State, Mr Chairman, that they exempt themselves from having to pay offsets to restore and replace the vegetation that they want to rip down. Just like they did on the Gateway North project, Mr Chairman, they lack the integrity to put their money where their mouth is and rebuild a habitat for vulnerable animals across this city when they want to rip it out for their projects, but expect everyone else to do it. Well, it’s not good enough, Mr Chairman. It’s not good enough.


But it gets worse. You couldn’t think that it would get worse, apart from the fact that they don’t want to pay any money. It gets worse, Mr Chairman. Because not only have they exempted themselves, but the provisions around the collection of offsets now mean that the State Government get the koala offsets that are collected in the City of Brisbane. 


Do you think, though, that there is mandatory requirements in these laws to make that money be spent back in the local government area where it’s collected? Wrong answer, LORD MAYOR; there is not. So, the State Government could not only rip money out of Brisbane City Council area for koala offsets, but they don’t have to spend it back in this Local Government Area. So, the koalas of Brisbane, and this Council’s track record of investing and buying thousands of hectares of bushland, restoring bushland, this State Government wants to take offsets and spend them in Redlands, or in Logan, or in the Scenic Rim, Mr Chairman, when the money has been collected here and should be offset here in the Brisbane Local Government Area.


They have no—they have—just, they have no morals, Mr Chairman. See, I’m almost lost for words. But what’s worse, Mr Chairman—

Councillors interjecting.

Councillor BOURKE:
What’s worse, Mr Chairman, is this, that those opposite—that those opposite were so strong in their condemnation of the LORD MAYOR about having to purchase a block of land at Nathan, next to Toohey Forest, because the State Government wanted to sell it and it was valuable koala habitat, was that block of land mapped in this mapping?

Chair:
Councillor BOURKE, Councillor BOURKE—

Councillor BOURKE:
No, it’s not.

Chair:
—Councillor BOURKE, your time has expired.


That concludes Question Time. 


Councillors, I draw your attention to—

Councillor STRUNK:
Point of order, Mr Chair.

Chair:
Point of order to you, Councillor STRUNK.
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At that juncture, Councillor Charles STRUNK moved, seconded by Councillor Jared CASSIDY, that the Standing Rules be suspended to allow the moving of the following motion(
Calling on Brisbane City Council’s CEO and, indeed, the LORD MAYOR, to immediately implement strict guidelines to stop the flagrant misuse of banner pole sets by Councillors for self-promotion.
Chair:
Look, it’s a pretty straightforward resolution, so I’ll accept it. But also, we do have an agenda.

Councillors interjecting.

Chair:
Thank you, Mr Peers.


We do have an agenda, so I will—

Councillor interjecting.

Chair:
—accept this urgency resolution—

DEPUTY MAYOR:
Point of order.

Chair:
—but I trust that there’s not an intention by the Opposition to clog us down for a long time with urgency resolutions.

Councillors interjecting.

DEPUTY MAYOR:
Point of order.

Chair:
Point of order; DEPUTY MAYOR.

DEPUTY MAYOR:
Could I just have the motion read again? It was kind of a bit garbled in the middle.

Chair:
Yes, that’s fine.


Councillor STRUNK, could you please read your resolution again?


Then, at your conclusion, I’ll invite you to begin your three minutes.

Councillor STRUNK:
Yes, I move the urgency motion to call on Brisbane City Council’s CEO (Chief Executive Officer) and, indeed, the LORD MAYOR, to immediately implement strict guidelines to stop the flagrant misuse of ward banner poles by Councillors for self-promotion.

Chair:
Alright. So, that urgency resolution has moved by Councillor STRUNK, I believe Councillor CASSIDY seconded that earlier.

Chair:
I see Councillor CUMMING is on his feet.

Councillor CUMMING:
Point of order.

LORD MAYOR:
Point of order, Mr Chair.

Chair:
Did you say point of order?

Councillor CUMMING:
Point of order, yes.

Chair:
Excuse me, LORD MAYOR; I must deal with them in the order that they occur.


Why is your microphone not going on?


Right, point of order to you.

Councillor CUMMING:
Sorry, Mr Chair, just your comments that I’m just concerned about. You’re proposing there’s some limit on urgency resolutions, that you are going to arbitrarily impose on the meeting, is that correct?

Chair:
Well, what I’m saying, Councillor CUMMING, is we’ve got business to attend to, and if the tactic of urgency motions is used again and again and again to talk about your agenda, I would—all I would say is I strongly ask that people would consider such things for General Business rather than—

Councillor CUMMING:
It could mean a late night, Mr Chairman, but that’s within the rules of the Council to have late nights. Thank you.

Chair:
I suppose.


Look, as I said, I’ve accepted the urgency motion. All I’m saying is that we have work to do. Alright?


LORD MAYOR, you’ve got a point of order?

LORD MAYOR:
Look, I believe that we should have a short adjournment of this meeting to seek some advice, because I believe this motion is incompetent. There already are strict guidelines in place, so it’s a completely incompetent motion in my view.

Councillors interjecting.

LORD MAYOR:
No. Listen to the wording.

Councillor SRI:
Point of order, Mr Chair.

LORD MAYOR:
Listen to the wording. This is an incompetent motion.

Chair:
Look, hang on, hang on, hang on.


Alright, Councillor SRI, I sense that what’s going to happen here is there’s going to be effectively submissions about whether this urgency motion is accepted or not.


Now, LORD MAYOR, I must apologise.

Councillor SRI:
No, it’s not—

Chair:
I have said that I will accept it already, so therefore I will accept it. I will allow the three minutes, unless of course, LORD MAYOR, you wish to move a motion for an adjournment.
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At that juncture, the LORD MAYOR (Councillor Adrian SCHRINNER) moved, seconded by the DEPUTY MAYOR (Councillor Krista ADAMS), that this meeting now adjourns so that we can seek advice on the legitimacy of this motion.
Councillor JOHNSTON:
Point of order. Point of order.


Point of order! 

Chair:
Okay, I’m sorry, I—

Councillor JOHNSTON:
Point of order.

Councillor CASSIDY:
Point of order.

Councillor interjecting.

Chair:
Hang on, hang on, hang on.


Well, Councillor SRI, you yourself made a point of order. Please don’t like shout at me from your seat.


Now, I have a resolution about—

Councillor interjecting.

Chair:
—a short adjournment—hang on, Councillor JOHNSTON. Please stop yelling at me.


I have an adjournment motion for how long, LORD MAYOR; was there a time? I missed that from the shouting.

LORD MAYOR:
Enough time as you need to seek advice.

Chair:
Thank you.

Councillor JOHNSTON:
Point of order!

Chair:
Why are you yelling, Councillor JOHNSTON? 

Councillor JOHNSTON:
Because you keep ignoring me.

Chair:
I haven’t been ignoring you. I have to do things in a particular order. Alright? Okay?

Councillor interjecting.


Chair:
I have to do things in a particular order. Alright. So, I have now a resolution—

Councillor JOHNSTON:
Point of order!

Chair:
I have a resolution from the LORD MAYOR, seconded by the DEPUTY MAYOR; I also now—

Councillor JOHNSTON:
Point of order.

Chair:
Please stop shouting.

Councillor JOHNSTON:
Point of order.

Chair:
I have a point of order from Councillor JOHNSTON.

Councillor JOHNSTON:
Thank you. Thank you. Mr Chairman, the Rules of Procedure indicate that there is a motion on the floor for the suspension of Standing Orders that you have accepted. That means that Standing Orders are no longer in force while the urgency motion is considered, and the LORD MAYOR cannot move a motion to shut that down.

Chair:
No, no—

Councillor JOHNSTON:
So, Mr Chairman, you have to allow the urgency motion to proceed before returning to the ordinary course of business.

Chair:
No. Councillor JOHNSTON, your assessment is wildly wrong. The resolution is—the resolution proposed is to suspend the Standing Orders. They’re not suspended immediately.

Councillors interjecting.

Chair:
You know that. They’ve got to be accepted. Gosh, you know this. You know this.

Councillor CASSIDY:
Point of order.

Chair:
Alright, look, okay—

Councillor CASSIDY:
Point of order.

Chair:
I’m going to make a decision.

Councillor CASSIDY
Point of order.

Chair:
Yes, point of order; Councillor CASSIDY.

Councillor CASSIDY:
Well, perhaps you’re about to make this decision, Chair, but the motion that Councillor STRUNK moved, and I seconded was for the suspension of Standing Orders to establish urgency. We’re not debating, as you continue to point out, the substance of that, so the LORD MAYOR and the DEPUTY MAYOR are in fact very, very wrong.

Chair:
Alright. Now, we have to make a decision in the order, in the interests of the carrying on of the business of this Chamber. My preference is that we allow Councillor STRUNK his three minutes.


However, I do have a resolution to suspend the meeting while we get legal advice.


LORD MAYOR, could I please ask you to withdraw that and we’ll just get on with the show, if that’s alright?

LORD MAYOR:
So, you’re getting legal advice?

Chair:
No, no, we’re just going to have this urgency and move on.

LORD MAYOR:
At your request, sure thing, I withdraw.

Chair:
Thank you.


Councillor STRUNK, can you please—you have three minutes to your urgency.

Councillor STRUNK:
Thank you, Mr Chair.

Chair:
Thank you, everybody.

Councillor STRUNK:
Mr Chair, this matter is urgent, as the abuse of the ward banner poles by Councillors is egregious and not for the intent that they were installed. The barrier poles were installed specifically to promote and inform residents about events and programs by Brisbane City Council and not-for-profit community groups and organisations as stated in the letter from the CEO—

Councillor BOURKE:
Point of order, Mr Chairman.

Chair:
Yes, I think—Councillor STRUNK.


Councillor BOURKE, I suspect I know what you’re point of order is, but I’ll hear it.

Councillor BOURKE:
As interesting as this is, it is not to urgency. It is a substantive speech that he is giving.

Chair:
I agree with that.


Councillor STRUNK, please, this is an urgency resolution, not a substantive resolution. Can you please limit your comments to why this matter must be dealt with now?


Councillor STRUNK.

Councillor STRUNK:
Thank you. Mr Chair, this matter is urgent to stop the flagrant misuse of the banner poles, as I have an example here for all to see—

Chair:
Okay, no, that’s not—I don’t speak for my own enjoyment, alright, unlike some people here.


Can you please—when I ask you to bring it back to the substance—excuse me, to the urgency rather than the substance of the secondary motion, I mean that. That wasn’t an invitation for you to show people photographs. It was an invitation to you to return to why we must do this right now.


Councillor STRUNK.

Councillor STRUNK:
Yes. Mr Chair, the matter is urgent because I received a letter from the CEO as late as yesterday that said there was no guidelines, definitive guidelines, for the banner poles in regards to what you can advertise.

Councillors interjecting.

Councillor STRUNK:
So, I hope that puts the LORD MAYOR’s—

Chair:
Okay, hey, everybody! Councillors! 

Councillors interjecting.

Chair:
Councillors, that was, as effectively an audience to that, that was pretty funny, but please, can you allow Councillor STRUNK—can you allow Councillor STRUNK to say what he has come here to say?


I’m trying to give you cover, Councillor STRUNK, please speak—you have a minute fifty-two as to why this is urgent.


Councillor STRUNK.

Councillor STRUNK:
Thank you, Mr Chair. Listen, I would like to table the letter from the CEO in regards to this issue, because it is relevant to my urgency motion. Mr Chair, the use of banner poles by Councillors, the proper use of banner poles by Councillors is something that the community really love, and when you use them for self‑promotion, it is not within—it’s maybe within the guidelines, because there is no guidelines, but it’s not—any thinking sensible person—common sense would say that you wouldn’t use them to self-promote. 

Councillor interjecting.

Councillor STRUNK:
Correct. For that, is the reason I’m bringing this urgency motion to this Chamber so that we get those guidelines in place before the election, because the temptation, Mr Chair, the temptation will be to break—or not break—but to, I don’t know, just to do whatever they want to do with the banner poles and promote whatever they want to promote, and in this case my worry is they’re going to promote themselves instead of those community groups and organisations and the very events—

Chair:
Hang on, there’s a point of order against you, Councillor STRUNK.


LORD MAYOR, the point of order.

LORD MAYOR:
Will Councillor STRUNK take a question?

Councillor STRUNK:
Absolutely not. I’ve been interrupted enough.

Chair:
He won’t.


Councillor STRUNK, you have 48 seconds.

Councillor STRUNK:
Now, the banner pole that I held up was that of one that was put up on three banner pole sets by Councillor OWEN which clearly was not—

Councillor STRUNK:
Here we go, which was clearly not what they were intended for, and—

This is again not to urgency.

—that was to promote events, to promote events and programs of this Council. They were not put up there to put out a season’s greeting message, to ingratiate oneself to their community, and that’s exactly what it was all about.

Point of order.

Chair:
Point of order; Councillor GRIFFITHS.

Yesterday I had a gentleman arrive at the ward office with one of Councillor MARX’s pictures that he’d removed from a park. It seems that this is happening more and more by LNP Councillors, that they are blatantly using Council resources to self-advertise, to advertise and promote themselves in Council parks. 

Councillor MURPHY:
Point of order, Chair.

Councillor GRIFFITHS:
This one here is at a dog park.

Chair:
Point of order to you, Councillor MURPHY.

Councillor MURPHY:
Has Councillor GRIFFITHS just admitted to being in possession of stolen property from Councillor MARX’s ward office?

Chair:
No, Councillor MURPHY, while that may be the case, that is not a point of order. I just ask—again, I just sense—

Councillors interjecting.

Chair:
Hang on, hang on—this is not an invitation to shout across the room, right? 


Councillor GRIFFITHS, I just sense that you are drifting towards the substance rather than keeping your comments to urgency. Can I just please ask you or take the opportunity to remind you that the resolution before us is regarding urgency, again.

Councillor GRIFFITHS:
This is urgent because we have a Council policy with regards marketing, communication and advertising, and in that policy, it says that there will not be—there will be no essential or advertising in the three months before the election. So, a Councillor can’t go out there and deliberately advertise themselves in the three months before the election. But that is what’s happening here and that’s what that resident was angry about.


I’ve had another resident from Councillor MARX’s area who says that Councillor MARX is electioneering using her letterhead.

Chair:
Yes, this is probably a General Business item. 

Councillor GRIFFITHS:
Sorry, this is breaking a State legislation.

Chair:
Just why is it urgent, why must we deal with it now? That’s all, Councillor GRIFFITHS.

Councillor GRIFFITHS:
This is urgent because Council seems to be ignoring it. The majority LNP Council or Councillors in this place seem to be able to get away with anything, be able to do any advertising they want, wherever they want, and it seems to be that it’s ticked off. I am asking the CEO to take action on this, to stop the LNP Councillors from rorting their budgets, from misusing their budgets against Council policy.


Similarly, Councillor Vicki HOWARD, a lovely big photo of Councillor Vicki HOWARD in the cinema, in the cinema, in the last three months, advertising herself. This is not appropriate according to our own guidelines, according to Brisbane City Council guidelines. Similarly, another ad for Councillor Vicki HOWARD in her electorate, advertising Councillor HOWARD on the side of a phone booth. Once again, this is misuse of—

Chair:
Again, look, Councillor GRIFFITHS, I’ve been pretty generous, but again, can I just bring you back to urgency? The last 30 seconds have been substance.


Please, urgency.

Councillor GRIFFITHS:
This is urgent because so much of it is happening and because it seems to be that this Council is turning a blind eye to it, and because we are getting closer to an election. This is misuse of ratepayers’ money. That’s what it is. That’s why this is urgent. This is misuse of ratepayers’ money against our own guidelines. This one here of Councillor Krista ADAMS is like Broadway, driving down Ipswich Road—a massive sign advertising Councillor Krista ADAMS.

Chair:
I get the point you’re making.

Councillor GRIFFITHS:
Once again this is misuse of—

Chair:
Councillor GRIFFITHS, I get the point you’re making, but that would be something that we would have in the substantive debate, not the urgency debate. 


Can I just ask you again, please come back to urgency.

Councillor GRIFFITHS:
This is urgent because we are approaching an election; we are at the last Council meeting. There has been no drive from this LORD MAYOR or this Administration to do anything about ensuring we follow Council’s own policy, particularly for LNP Councillors. Chair:
I think this one, we’re going to have to ask for an opinion on because, as I say, it’s just so substantially close to the other one, and if, as I said—I don’t mind urgency resolutions and I don’t mind talking about these things, but the problem is that it would keep them—they’re effectively identical, one after the other. 


We could spend a lot of time talking about the same things, and they’re not on the agenda.

Chair:
Alright, three minutes to urgency, please.

Councillor COOK:
Thank you, Mr Chair. This is urgent because every day in this city, across the city, this LNP Council is rorting the residents of Brisbane with billboards that are blatant political advertising and shameless self-promotion. It is time for the LORD MAYOR to take a stand against the rorts and against his own Deputy, Councillor Krista ADAMS, the Councillor for Holland Park, who has been blatantly disregarding Council’s own policy on this issue.


Mr Chair, we’ve just heard my colleague, Councillor GRIFFITHS, talk about these rorts and this very large electronic billboard featuring a large name and photo of Krista ADAMS appeared on Ipswich Road with a large BCC (Brisbane City Council) logo, no party endorsement, and citing a Council email address. So, Mr Chair, it is clearly a Council-paid ad, paid for by the ratepayers of this city—

Chair:
I understand that, but I’m just going to bring you back to urgency, please.

Councillor COOK:
It’s urgent, Mr Chair, because it’s not even happening in her own ward, Mr Chair. It’s on Ipswich Road, using ratepayer funds, and it is a blatant rort. This is urgent because we are coming up to the election. It is non-essential advertising. I would love to hear a contra view, Mr Chair, and if the LNP want to support this motion, we would be happy to have their support on this today. 


This billboard was seen on 3 February at 8.57pm, clearly within the three months of an election. Others have been spotted across the city, Mr Chair; none of those from people on this side of the Chamber. It seems to be an LNP exclusive, these billboards, Mr Chair. This is urgent because it’s wrong. It’s wrong and it needs to stop. It’s happening across the city. Ipswich Road, as we’ve heard today, has got some serious issues that need addressing by this Council. These moneys would be best spent on issues affecting the residents of this city, not on blatant political advertising and rorting of ratepayer funds.


Today we’ve heard Brisbetter has cost us $3.5 million in recent months—

Chair:
Again, could I just bring you back to urgency.

Councillor COOK:
—$3.5 million.

Chair:
Again, Brisbetter—

Councillor COOK:
It’s urgent—

Chair:
No, sorry, Councillor COOK, even if we were talking about substance, Brisbetter—the substantive resolution behind the urgency resolution talks about ward offices as well, which Brisbetter is not part of.


So, can I just ask you to bring it back to urgency, please.

Councillor COOK:
It’s urgent because there are millions and millions of dollars that could be spent in many other ways across this city actually helping the people of this city. 


Mr Chair, if this was money going to a local club to support their enterprises as a sponsorship opportunity, that’s a different thing. This is an electronic billboard that says supporting our community. The money is going to private enterprise. It’s not going to support a charitable club. It’s not going to support a sporting club—

Chair:
Councillor COOK, your time has expired.

CONSIDERATION OF COMMITTEE REPORTS:

ESTABLISHMENT AND COORDINATION COMMITTEE

The Right Honourable, the LORD MAYOR (Councillor Adrian SCHRINNER), Chair of the Establishment and Coordination Committee, moved, seconded by the DEPUTY MAYOR (Councillor Krista ADAMS), that the report of the meeting of that Committee held on 3 February 2020, be adopted. 

Chair:
Is there any debate?


LORD MAYOR.

LORD MAYOR:
Yes, thank you. As I referred to before in Question Time, it is the last meeting of the term and I wanted to take this opportunity—it’s the last E&C Report this week of the term as well—and I want to take this opportunity to thank my colleagues in E&C for the hard work they’ve done, and in fact my colleagues in the wider team for the incredibly work they’ve done over the last four years, and their commitment to Brisbane and their dedication.


As you know, E&C sets the strategic approach for Council, the strategic direction, and plays an important role when it comes to setting the policy agenda and the projects and initiatives that go forward from this Council. We’ve done exactly that, and it is very clear what we stand for, what we’re delivering and what we’re focused on going forward.


It has been a term of Council in which this particular Administration, first under the leadership of Graham Quirk as Lord Mayor, and more recently with myself as Lord Mayor, has set out a bold and long-term vision for the city. We’ve delivered on our promise to purchase 750 hectares of bushland, which is the equivalent of 100 Suncorp Stadiums, and we’ve heard today what the State Government’s approach is when it comes to protecting koalas. 


They believe that they should be exempted from any requirements to protect koalas. They should be exempted not only when it comes to State Government priority development areas, but also when they’re doing a road upgrade or a State project, they shouldn’t have to contribute to offsets, even though Council has to, even though property developers and other builders do. So, the contrast couldn’t be clear.


We’re getting on with the Brisbane Metro project. We awarded the tender for the Metro vehicles last year and that project is moving forward and under way. We’ve seen early works kick off and they will continue in 2020, and it’s a very exciting new stage for the project. 


We’re moving forward with the Oxley Creek Transformation project. This is one of the little-known projects that the city is undertaking, which will make such an incredible positive difference to a large part of the city. Also, we’re kicking off more work on the Norman Creek Master Plan, in particular around Hanlon Park as well, which is very exciting. 


We’ve done so much more, though, than just keeping our 2016 election commitments. We have introduced since April last year a bold new vision and agenda for the city that is focused not only on the coming months or the coming years, but the five, 10, 15 and 20-year agenda for the city. That includes, on the very first day as LORD MAYOR, the commitment to building five new green bridges and the commitment to undertake a record investment in parkland and greenspace. We are doing exactly those things. We’re moving forward with the green bridges project. 


We are moving forward with the acquisition of new land for parkland. We are rolling out our vision for Victoria Park and that is a vision that has been embraced by the community, and we have seen 16,000 people involved in that engagement process, and more than 5,500 submissions as well. So, people are coming on board. We’ve also delivered a rates cut for first-home buyers. We’ve lowered fees for small business. 


We’ve introduced a new local buyer procurement policy. We’re investing in our suburban shopping villages. We’ve delivered free off-peak travel for seniors. We’ve delivered the first of many new double-decker CityCats which is now on the river and I’m very proud of the fact that this vessel was not only designed here in Brisbane, but it was built in Brisbane by Brisbane residents, and it is the first of many more to come.


Importantly, this Administration and its predecessors have overseen 16 balanced budgets in a row. Now, no other level of government has managed to achieve that. That is a quite clear distinct record for Council. Now, the Labor Party has peddled in the past the claim that, oh no, we’re legally obliged to run a balanced budget. That is not the case. There is no legal obligation to run a balanced budget. I probably shouldn’t have told Labor that, because we know what they will do if they ever get in. They’ll be running up deficits before you can blink.


But, as I reflect on the coming six weeks and, indeed, the coming years, I mentioned before that I was hoping that Question Time would be an opportunity for Labor in this last Council meeting of the term to enunciate and put forward an alternative vision, even a snippet of an alternative vision; even a little morsel of an alternative vision, a taste—

Councillor interjecting.

LORD MAYOR:
A sniff, a whiff, but we got a whiff of something else, and it was the mud and the muck and the smear and the personal attacks, and that is all we got. But the people of Brisbane do have a choice to make in six weeks’ time. They will make that choice based on what it means for Brisbane. They will rightly ask, what does Labor actually stand for? What would they do if they are elected? People should be asking that question. People really should be asking that question. 


What is Labor’s policy on protecting greenspace and koalas? Is it the same as the State Government policy or do they have a different one? We don’t know. Will Labor scrap the fully funded Brisbane Metro project?

Councillor interjecting.

LORD MAYOR:
Will they? They have announced a review, which is a classic Labor trick when they don’t really want to say they’re against it, but they want to can something. Let me be clear: when we say Brisbane Metro is under way, it’s under way to the tune of $115 million, which is the latest investment that this city has made in the project. That’s how much has been invested. 


So, when Labor says nothing has happened, well, $115 million worth of investment and work has happened. So, if Labor refuses and fails to commit to delivering and continuing the Brisbane Metro project, that is $115 million of ratepayers’ money down the drain. We’ve seen this happen in other states in Australia where they have cancelled major projects, costing taxpayers dearly for that mistake. Now, isn’t it funny that Labor likes to talk about things like the benefits package that they introduced when they were in Administration. The one that they introduced and the one that suddenly they are against, and they call it a rort. This is Labor benefits package. 


They like to attack the rules of Council, which they all use to their benefit, yet now suddenly there’s an election coming and they’re against it. They like to say that ratepayers’ money is being wasted. But the amount of ratepayers’ money involved in Brisbane Metro is $115 million, and that is what is going to be wasted if Labor gets in—$115 million. So, let’s not talk about banners or signs or allowances; let’s talk about $115 million that is at risk if Labor is successful in getting into Office. That is not small change.


That also raises other questions. Will they invest in upgrading roads? We know that they are desperate for Greens’ preferences at this election. They are desperate. We know what Labor will do to strike up a deal for preferences. They will sell their soul. So, what does that mean? Are they going down the anti-car, anti‑motorist path of the Greens? We wouldn’t know. The only thing that we are aware of is a little taste, and that taste is that they are going to drop inner city speed limits to 30 km/h, and they are going to roll out bike lanes in the CBD. This is one of the few policies they’ve actually announced. 


But having said that, no one can work out whether they have promised bike lanes or just a study into bike lanes, because their Lord Mayoral candidate announced a study into bike lanes, and then their candidate for Central Ward announced that they would roll out bike lanes. So, I don’t know; I don’t know which one it is. But I think what they are doing is they are gearing up to get in bed with the Greens, to get those preferences. They know that Uncle Stirling wasn’t able to get their preferred voting system in place, so now they’re actually going to have to work for the preferences, and just wait; they’ll be going down the anti‑motorist, anti-car path before you know it.

Chair:
LORD MAYOR, your time has expired.

LORD MAYOR.

LORD MAYOR:
Thank you. But there are far more unanswered questions as well. These are basic fundamental things which Labor has not said a peep about. Will they continue the free seniors off-peak travel or will they cancel it? Will they scrap the rates discount for first-home buyers? Will they support that or will they scrap it? Will they progress the Victoria Park vision or will they scrap it? Will they commit to building five green bridges or will they scrap the program?


Will they keep the Green Future Fund or will they scrap it? Because they have already said in the past that they will scrap the City of Brisbane Investment Corporation and, to me, that means they will scrap the Green Future Fund. They will scrap the fund that is supporting investment in new parkland. More importantly, it comes back to the issue I raised before: will they commit to running surplus balanced budgets or will they take this city into deficit?

Councillors interjecting.

LORD MAYOR:
Our record is clear. Every LNP budget has been a balanced budget in surplus. Every LNP budget has been a balanced budget in surplus. But, on the other side of the coin, Labor’s record on financial management, or mismanagement, is very clear: whenever they have gotten into government at other levels of government, they have run up deficits. They have sent the budget into deficit and I have no doubt—

Councillor interjecting.

LORD MAYOR:
—they will do the same thing.

Chair:
Councillor STRUNK, please.


LORD MAYOR.

Councillor interjecting.

Chair:
Hang on. Councillor JOHNSTON, you’ve been out of the room most of the speech; please, can you just allow the speaker to be heard in silence.


LORD MAYOR.

LORD MAYOR:
But here is another really important question, Mr Chair: if Labor is successful in the election, who would make up their Civic Cabinet? Because the last time I checked, there were eight members of Civic Cabinet. Labor only has five Councillors. How is that going to work? So, what that means is this: there’s two options, really.

Councillors interjecting.

LORD MAYOR:
What this means is this: option 1—minority administration with Councillor SRI and Councillor JOHNSTON pulling the strings and holding the balance of power. More scarily than that, those two in Civic Cabinet, because they don’t have the numbers—they don’t have the numbers amongst their sitting Councillors to fill a Cabinet. So, guess what; Jonathan SRI, the Chairman for Infrastructure.

Councillors interjecting.

Chair:
Hang on.


Councillor JOHNSTON, please stop shouting out.


LORD MAYOR.

LORD MAYOR:
And it is a legitimate question. So, if they’re going to rule out dealing with Councillor SRI and Councillor JOHNSTON in that way, then what is—

Councillor interjecting.

Chair:
Councillor JOHNSTON, please!


LORD MAYOR.

LORD MAYOR:
—the other alternative? What is the other alternative? The other alternative is they will put some of their candidates straight into Cabinet. People with—

Councillors interjecting.

LORD MAYOR:
People with no experience in Council will suddenly be running Australia’s largest Council.

Councillors interjecting.

LORD MAYOR:
Look, I’ll take that interjection, because not only did Campbell have a career in the military, he also had a distinguished career as an engineer and as a businessperson, and he did a fantastic job as Lord Mayor of this city. 

Councillors interjecting.

LORD MAYOR:
It would be nice if Labor had candidates like Campbell Newman with—

Councillors interjecting.

LORD MAYOR:
—actually some experience.

Chair:
Alright, okay.

LORD MAYOR:
But what they’ve got is someone who thinks they can run the city from a Twitter account, and someone who thinks that the job of Lord Mayor involves showing up to one press conference a day, waving your hands around a bit, and then going home. There’s a little bit more to the job than that. You can’t run Australia’s largest Council via Twitter or via press conferences. That is a fraction of the job.


What about when it comes to all of the things that we all do as Councillors on a day-to-day basis, the work we do out in the community, all of the meetings we go to, all of the work we do supporting our community? Even Labor Councillors know that. Their Lord Mayoral candidate doesn’t know that, because he’s not involved in any of that and has no interest in that. 


So, what we’ve seen here is not only a Labor team with no experience—not one of them has ever been in administration or in Cabinet. Now, Councillor CUMMING, to his credit, has been in administration, but he wasn’t in Cabinet. But look what they did to Councillor CUMMING. It was the night of the long knives. The one person who has actually been in administration, the one decent Labor Councillor, got knifed in the back on Riverfire night. 


Then they knifed their Lord Mayoral candidate. I’ve got to say, look, everyone has a view on Rod Harding, but I give him credit for coming around a second time. I give him credit for his commitment to say: I ran, I didn’t get it, but I’m going to go again. Credit to him. Credit to him. At least he showed an interest in Brisbane City Council. Their current Labor candidate for Lord Mayor in fact likes to boast that he didn’t actually want to be the candidate and he was approached by the Labor Party. It was like, look, I didn’t really want the job, but they tapped me on the shoulder. They approached me; I didn’t want the job, they approached me.


I would think that the people of Brisbane should want a Lord Mayor that actually wants to do the job, one that is passionate about doing the job, one that has some ideas and plans for the city, one that actually wants to do it. 

Councillors interjecting.

Chair:
Okay, Councillor STRUNK, please, allow the speaker to be heard in silence.


LORD MAYOR.

LORD MAYOR:
So, they have taken away an experienced Leader of the Opposition and a relatively experienced Lord Mayoral candidate, and replaced them with two completely inexperienced people. They expect the people of Brisbane to have confidence that those people can lead a team that runs Australia’s largest Council and manage a $3.1 billion budget. That should scare the hell out of any Brisbane resident. The prospect of Australia’s largest Council being run by people with no experience. This is a legitimate question that every voter will be asking, every voter should be asking as we go forward. 


Now, the only thing that we’ve seen in this meeting is the continuation of the mud‑slinging, the attacks, the name calling, and it’s reached a whole new level. Yesterday, the Leader of the Opposition was calling us dogs—dogs. Now, like I said before, I have a pretty thick skin. It’s water off a dog’s back, but is that really appropriate.

Councillors interjecting.

LORD MAYOR:
Is that really appropriate? 

Chair:
Alright, okay, now, now—no name calling, please.


LORD MAYOR.

LORD MAYOR:
Earlier in the meeting, I was compared to Al Capone. Yesterday I was compared to the Godfather. Look, The Godfather, a fascinating series of movies, but my favourite quote from The Godfather is something that maybe Councillor CASSIDY should learn from.

Councillor interjecting.

LORD MAYOR:
The Godfather said, never hate your enemies, it affects your judgment. That is exactly what’s going on here. These people are motivated by hatred, they’re motivated by spite. They’re only interested in personal attacks and mudslinging, and that is not what is required to run Australia’s largest Council and to take our city forward with a positive plan. 


There is nothing of that sort that has come from the Opposition and they’re running out of time. Six weeks to go, they’ve had their candidate since September last year, six months out from the election and at this point, with a matter of weeks to go, no policies, no agenda, and nothing, but mudslinging. 


Our Administration is fuelled by delivering infrastructure, enhancing our parkland and green space, building new bridges, delivering better public transport, and it’s fuelled by responsible financial management as well, and that will continue. But, most importantly, it is fuelled by passion and experience, which is really two of the most important ingredients when it comes to running Australia’s largest Council. 


So, I had hoped that today would be different. I had hoped that we would have a debate, a genuine debate, about the future of our city and some positive initiatives. You know what: I would love it if Labor brought out another light rail plan. Let’s talk about that. Let’s debate the pros and cons—Brisbane Metro versus light rail. Let’s have that debate. I’m comfortable with that. I would appreciate it if Labor brought out another way of delivering greenspace and parkland, an alternative vision for Victoria Park. That’s fine; we can debate those things. We might not agree, but at least we can—

Chair:
LORD MAYOR, your time has expired.
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At that point, the LORD MAYOR was granted an extension of time on the motion of the DEPUTY MAYOR (Councillor Krista ADAMS), seconded by Councillor Kim MARX.

Chair:
LORD MAYOR, please continue.

LORD MAYOR:
Thank you. I would appreciate it if we could have those debates, and we are up for those debates. We’ve been up for those debates for months and months. So, it is quite shameful that, on the last meeting of Council, in the last session of this four year term, that it was about banners. It was literally like the battle of the banners. Do you know what? I can easily wave around all of the examples of Labor hypocrisy. You know, the Councillor CASSIDY banners, I assume funded by the ratepayer, that are up on State Government property on State schools, advertising himself with his smiling mug on the fence of a local State school. There’s a couple of them here.


Or I could show you the Councillor Charles STRUNK banner in a park—

Councillors interjecting.

LORD MAYOR:
I will give it context. I will give it context, because I acknowledge that Councillor STRUNK admitted that there needs to be guidelines because some Councillors can’t resist the temptation to self-promote, and he was speaking from experience there, because he obviously can’t resist the temptation to self‑promote. Neither can any of those Labor Councillors.


Or I could show you the photos of the Kara COOK billboards all around the place—every school and community group has her face on it, I assume funded by the ratepayers. But that’s okay. That’s okay. One rule for the Administration; one rule for them. They basically are quite happy to do all of these things; they just don’t want us to do it. 


But all of this is pathetic; all of this is pathetic. I’m not interested in the battle of the banners or a battle of the billboards, or a battle of the signs. I’m interested in a battle of ideas for the future of our city. I wanted to stress the importance of ensuring that the alternative Administration has a clear plan and agenda. I wanted to make the case, but I think today what we’ve seen is that Labor has made a far better case than I could ever have made, because they squandered this last meeting of Council on banners and on smear, and on trivialities, where they are proven quite easily to be absolute hypocrites. They talk about allowances and rorts; they are the ones that introduced these things. They talk about misuse of banners and signs. They’re all doing it themselves. It’s pathetic. It’s pathetic. 

Councillors interjecting.

Chair:
No, Councillor JOHNSTON, please, just allow the LORD MAYOR to speak. 


LORD MAYOR.

LORD MAYOR:
So, going forward, my commitment to the people of Brisbane, and the commitment of the entire Team Schrinner, is that we will continue to focus on the things that are important to people out on the streets, and I can tell you they’re not banners and billboards, they’re not the minor things that Labor has been talking about; they are the things that make a difference in people’s lives. They are the plans to build a better Brisbane, to deliver a better Brisbane. 


Guess what: the people of Brisbane want to know about those plans. When we tell them about those plans, Labor attacks that as well, because apparently, we’re not allowed to talk to the residents of Brisbane. We’re not allowed to communicate about those plans. So, we will keep focusing on those things. That is my commitment to the people of Brisbane. That is the commitment of the entire Team Schrinner. 


I also wanted to talk about, as I usually do, some of the Council assets that are being lit up for great community purposes. On Friday and Saturday this week, Reddacliff Place, Victoria Bridge and the Story Bridge will be lit up red to support the 75th anniversary of the fall of Singapore. The Second 10th Field Regiment Association remembers this event and we acknowledge the soldiers, sailors, airmen, women, nurses who lost their lives in the Second World War battle for Singapore.


On Sunday and Monday, through next week, we’ll light up the Victoria Bridge, Story Bridge and the Tropical Dome in light and dark blue, as well as pink, in support of the International Cricket T20 Women’s World Cup prep. Brisbane has been chosen as the women’s preparation hub in the lead-up to the ICC (International Cricket Council) T20 World Cup in February, and that’s happening at the Allan Border Field. I want to give a shout out to the Aussie women’s team who will play against India, Pakistan, West Indies and Thailand. So, good luck to that team. I’m sure you will do us proud.


I also wanted to acknowledge two members of the team as well. In particular—or to start with, Councillor Matthew BOURKE, who has been an invaluable and important member of our team since his election in 2008. He has served in a number of Chair roles as part of Civic Cabinet. But the thing that I will always remember that’s stood out to me with Councillor BOURKE, is the work that he did during the 2011 flood out in his community. It is really, when the rubber hits the road, the test; he was out there helping residents in need, just coordinating the efforts in his area and I know that his residents in his community will never forget that work that he did. 


But he has also been, as I mentioned, a senior member in the Cabinet and is an example of the great experience that we have in our team across different portfolios. He represented the Lord Mayor on the City Hall restoration project as well, and that was a fantastic project which has delivered an incredible outcome for the people of Brisbane and, indeed, for this building. He has also done a fantastic job in the challenging role that he holds at the moment when it comes to neighbourhood planning and development assessment. That is no easy task. It is one of the more challenging Civic Cabinet roles and one of the ones that generates a lot of the controversy, as Councillors are all very aware of.


I know on a personal level it has been great to have Matt as a member of the team. He has been a consistent friend and a colleague, and I know that when you come into politics at a relatively young age, you get to a point where you think, well, I’ve been doing this for a while. You know, it’s been 12 years. Maybe there’s other opportunities going forward and that’s natural, and that’s a process that many people go through. 


The average length of career these days is quite short, so to be in this job for 12 years is an achievement in itself. To be under the pressures and stresses that this job brings for 12 years is also a consideration as well. So, I want to personally wish Councillor BOURKE all the best for the future. I know he won’t be a stranger. I know he’ll still be around. Also, I would be remiss not to mention the work that he has done with the Local Government Association of Queensland (LGAQ) and, in particular, his strong advocacy against Uncle Stirling’s outrageous laws and the great win that the LGAQ had in pushing back against those laws.


I also want to thank and acknowledge Councillor RICHARDS as well. As we know, Councillor RICHARDS is not standing as a member of Team Schrinner at the upcoming election.

Councillor interjecting.

Chair:
Hang on, Councillor JOHNSTON.


LORD MAYOR, please.

LORD MAYOR:
Thank you. I know that Councillor RICHARDS has always done this role with commitment, with passion, with determination, and I really want to place on the record again what I said before, which is people should not jump to any conclusions about the circumstances under which Kate is not continuing on. They should certainly not do that. We are all entitled to natural justice when claims are made. We are all entitled to the presumption of innocence when claims are made. But putting all that aside, as a person, as a fellow member of the team, when someone has those types of claims made against you, we can all surely imagine the incredible stress and pressure that that places someone under. I know Kate has been placed under that incredible stress and strain. 

Councillor interjecting.


Chair:
Councillor JOHNSTON, this isn’t about you. Please, mate, just allow another person a moment, hey?


LORD MAYOR.

LORD MAYOR:
I simply want to say, Kate, I genuinely wish you all the best for the future. I genuinely do. I appreciate your contribution to this team and I will continue to say that, what I said before, which is people should not jump to any conclusions. But I know that Kate, from the first day as a local Councillor for Pullenvale Ward, has been a very strong advocate for that part of Brisbane and has advocated forcefully and continuously for her local community. I know that’s what she is passionate about. 


Kate has a long experience prior to Council as well in construction and construction management—

Chair:
LORD MAYOR, your time has expired.
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At that point, the LORD MAYOR was granted an extension of time on the motion of the DEPUTY MAYOR (Councillor Krista ADAMS), seconded by Councillor Kim MARX.

Chair:
LORD MAYOR, please.

LORD MAYOR:
Thank you. I was talking about the experience that Kate has prior to coming into the role as Councillor, in construction and construction management, in procurement, and I certainly hope that her future is very successful. I know that her skills and experience will stand her in good stead going forward. So, thank you for the contribution you’ve made to Team Schrinner. Obviously, these are difficult circumstances we’re in at the moment, but we as a team want to thank you for the way that you’ve handled yourself during this period under really, really difficult and personally stressful and challenging circumstances. 


Moving to the formal items that are before us, we have the Contracts and Tendering Report for December 2019. I just wanted to remind Councillors of our local buy procurement target where we’re aiming for 80% of contracts to be awarded to local companies, so we continue to strive towards that target. I can say that, in the year to date, there has been—so, since we introduced this policy compared to the previous year, there has been around a 10% increase in contracts going to local companies, which is fantastic. 


So, we’re striving to award more and more contracts to local companies. We want to award as many as possible to local companies. I think we’ll continue to see positive outcomes being driven by this policy and this new approach to procurement. I think it is a good thing and particularly now more than ever before, we’d like to see more of those opportunities for local companies to build things like the double-decker CityCat, and local companies to be involved in delivering the range of projects and services that we offer as a Council. We will continue to push for that local buy component and continue to strive to get those targets or exceed those targets.


Item B is the Suburban Shopfront Activation and this is something that—this is one of many initiatives we are rolling out to support local shopping precincts or local village precincts. It’s a really important thing. There are a whole range of factors that are making it hard for village precincts around the city and the level of competition has never been higher. The rents in many cases are very high. Labour costs continue to increase. Electricity costs continue to increase. 


So, there’s a lot of pressures on local business and we know that Council has reduced the fees for small business by $2 million this year, in addition to that local procurement policy. We know that we continue to run programs that support small business out in the community. We continue to fund projects that help revitalise suburban shopping precincts and village precincts, and there’s an $8 million investment we’re making in village precinct upgrades and projects. 


They may be major works to upgrade footpaths and public space, or they may be things like lighting of trees along village precincts which really helps bring an area to life. This particular initiative—I know the DEPUTY MAYOR will speak of more—involves support to help activate vacant shops. We’ve all seen examples of where shops have sat vacant for too long and we’d like to get pop‑up businesses in there. So, this is a trial program. I have no doubt that we will learn from this trial and we will be able to update and adapt and roll it out further as we go forward. But I think it’s a really good start in helping to activate some of those vacant shops. 


Item C, this relates to changes that the Federal Government has made to Centrelink payments. The changes include stopping Newstart Allowance, Sickness Allowance, Wife Pension and Bereavement Allowance, and instead introducing a new benefit payment, the JobSeeker Payment. So, it’s rolling various different allowances into the new JobSeeker Payment. 


Under Council’s partial rate remission policy for pensioners, a person receiving either the Wife Pension, Newstart, Sickness or Bereavement Allowance was eligible for a partial rates remission. With the discontinuation of these payments, this policy is being updated to remove them from the list and to add the JobSeeker allowance instead. So, this is pretty much a substitute for those to continue and I’m sure it will have the support of all Councillors.


Item D is the quarterly report for December 2019. Item D shows a wide range of projects we’re investing in to build a better Brisbane. It shows the range of work that has been completed to date, including an acceleration of work on Brisbane Metro, with an extra $24 million, from memory, advance on that project, which I’m very excited about. We have seen around 40% of our budget expended to date, to the date of this report and we’ve delivered on a number of key projects like the seniors free off-peak travel, the 50% discount on rates for first-home buyers, the new double-decker CityCat, and also successfully securing the 750 hectares in bushland acquisition, which was a key election commitment for us last time.


We’ve also had a number of pool refurbishments occur, and library refurbishments occur as well during this period. We’ve seen the major refurbishment of the Langlands Park Pool—

Councillor interjecting.

LORD MAYOR:
Yes, that was a great one—and to be down there with Councillor CUNNINGHAM for the celebration was fantastic recently. The upgrades to the Bellbowrie Pool were also completed in November. We will continue to upgrade those facilities—pools and libraries—as we’ve been doing. We also opened the CBD Botanic Gardens Riverwalk and River Hub, which is a fantastic active travel asset, and also recreational asset with the river hub, which will help deliver more to see and do.


Mr Chairman, I know everyone has been patient for a very long speech, but I think I’ll leave it at that. Thank you.

Are there any further speakers on the E&C Report?

Councillor JOHNSTON.

Councillor JOHNSTON:
Ah, yes. I rise to speak on the E&C report, which I have—oh, goodness—have here. Sorry, I wasn’t expecting to go first. Here it is. I rise to speak on items A, B, C and possibly D, if I have time. I’d just like to start with the Suburban Shopfront Activation Grant pilot program. It is without doubt that there is a problem in numerous suburban high streets around our city. 


I think probably almost all Councillors have examples of where there are empty shopfronts. Unfortunately, in my ward, it’s at Sherwood, it is diabolical. I would say 40% of the shops or more are vacant. I am aware, because I talk to the local shopkeepers, that rents that are being requested in this area are extraordinary. Over $1,000 a square metre for some of the premises, which is more than double what you would pay for A-grade office space in the city. 


We are losing businesses to other centres and that is problematic. In my view, there are a number of reasons for this. Firstly, of course, these high rents, which are a significant disincentive to small businesses to get started. Small businesses often have a lot of up-front costs when they’re first getting started. It can be very difficult for them to get a foothold.


So, it is certainly an issue, in terms of costs, not only from rent, but also electricity and all those other reasons the LORD MAYOR mentioned earlier. However, it is really disappointing to me that there are some owners, building owners, who are failing to invest in their properties. Many of these buildings out at Sherwood are very old. They are failing to seek out tenants to fill the vacancies. 


There is a problem with the fact that there is no financial reason for them to do so. If they take a drop in rent, it affects the valuation of their properties and that affects their overall portfolio. It is massively problematic in my view. Now, in Sherwood for example, there’d be no reason why many of these owners cannot redevelop. It’s zoned for five storeys. 


The community I represent was happy enough to see some five-storey development around Sherwood and Corinda shops only, but this Administration ignored all of that and forced five storeys on huge parts of the suburb. Instead of seeing that investment go around the existing shops and the existing rail line where it should have been, developers have purchased every little character house in my area, knocked them down and put up these cookie-cutter, prefabricated, box-like units. It’s really problematic.


I don’t think that this grant is the right thing to do. In my view this grant is rewarding people who are doing the wrong thing and that is the property owners. We need to make sure that they are not being subsidised, because they are part of the problem, if not the significant problem in my ward. Their rents are too high. 


We need to find solutions, in my view, that make sure that business owners can upgrade their properties, invest in their properties, make a profit out of their properties. But ensure that there are tenancies in those properties and that we have vibrant business hubs in our suburbs.


Now, another big part of the problem from this Administration, is the fact that they keep approving out-of-centre development. So, because this Administration allows performance solutions and out-of-centre zoning, shops in areas that are not zoned for it, childcare in areas that are not zoned for it, this is happening all the time in my ward.


It means that someone buys a block of land in an area zoned residential and then applies to put a commercial development on it. Now, that is happening absolutely everywhere in my ward. It is cheaper for those owners to do it under this Council’s planning scheme than it is to reinvest in an area that is appropriately zoned for centre development. That is a direct result of the way in which this Administration administers City Plan and the rules that they put in place in City Plan 2014.


It is not on. The out-of-centre creep that is happening in my ward and other wards around the city is inappropriate. It means that there is cheaper competition and these areas that are zoned appropriately are not seeing the investment. Now, that is happening at Rocklea, that is happening at Corinda, that is happening in Sherwood. 


Our community has to fight major commercial developments being proposed in residential areas, or areas zoned for industry, because this Administration refuses to do the right thing and ensure that the rules for our planning scheme are properly enforced. Now, that is a problem everywhere. When you flood the market with certain types of development, it makes it cheaper in those areas. Then these businesses are moving to where it is cheaper because, of course, the first reason I outlined.


So, there’s a significant problem going on here. What is this Administration’s solution to that problem? They’re going to provide more business welfare to the people who are not necessarily helping themselves. That is the owners of these properties who are asking for ridiculous rents. The latest business to move out of Sherwood is my own Pilates studio. I was bowled over by what the small business owner told me they were charging her and then what they wanted to increase her rent to. It was phenomenal.


She’s gone down the road to Rocklea, which is bad enough on its own, and it’s half the amount down there. That’s an industrial area that’s not supposed to be a retail centre. We lose a business that brought foot traffic into the precinct to service the cafes. It’s such a bad outcome. I do not think that the Administration has got this right. I do not think that the Administration has got this right.


There have to be other ideas. This should be something that we are talking about, because it is across the city, it’s not just one ward. It is happening everywhere and it is only going to get worse. This is an election stunt to look like you’re throwing money at a problem, when all it is doing is rewarding the bad behaviour of some owners, who are refusing to acknowledge the current market conditions and adjust their behaviour in a way that reflects community expectation and the financial circumstances in today’s market.


I think that this Administration has got this wrong. I think they should be convening some sort of roundtable. That would be, I would think, we should be starting with some sort of discussion and put all ideas onto the table. All of them. I notice the Property Council was having a go at the Administration over the weekend about this, as well.


So, there is a lot of discontent out there. Putting a Band-Aid on it, like this is, offering our small business liaison officer to work with property owners to help find suitable pop-up tenants, well, what? There are one or two small business liaison owners, pop-up tenants, how much are they going to be charged? Honestly? You guys are just missing—you’re missing the point. I just do not understand why you are not engaging, given all of the resources that you have, all of the connections that you have, all of the committees with business representatives on it that you have and this is what you come up with. A grant for the people who are doing the wrong thing. I just say that’s not good enough.


Very quickly on the Contracts and Tendering. I just want to speak on Contract 5, which is the construction of the culvert at the Brisbane Corso, Fairfield. We have major flooding and drainage problems in Fairfield, Yeronga, and other suburbs in my ward. 


This project was promised two years ago and was rolled over in the June 2019 budget. I note that the June budget last year actually budgeted $463,000 for this project, yet the Administration is slashing the amount of investment in this drainage infrastructure and will only spend $246,617. I will be following up to make sure that that will fully complete the project, because I don’t want another example, let’s say like Norm Rose Park, where Council’s putting $95,000 into the lights, but the officers have told me that will only pay for the earthworks. 


There are no actual lights coming this year. There’s no money to put the lights in. Just the earthworks for the project, because it’s on contaminated land, is going to eat up the whole budget. So, I flag I’ll be moving a—

Seriatim en bloc – Clauses B and C
	Councillor Jared CASSIDY requested that Clause B, SUBURBAN SHOPFRONT ACTIVATION GRANT PILOT PROGRAM; and Clause C, AMENDMENT TO PARTIAL REMISSION OF RATES AND CHARGES (PENSIONERS) POLICY, be taken seriatim en bloc for voting purposes.


Chair:
Please proceed. 

Councillor CASSIDY:
Thanks, Chair. So, starting on A, Contracts and Tendering report for December 2019 before I was here. Yet again we have what is almost $160 million worth of expenditure on behalf of the people of Brisbane. What is publicly accessible information and documents for the people of Brisbane amounts to, in most cases, just one line of information here. 


This is, as we know, and as we have discovered over this term of Council and I’m sure before the most secretive Administration in Brisbane’s history, Chair. What that has led to is what we have uncovered over the last few months, Chair, and that is across a whole range of program areas within Council. Some of the most heinous and hideous rorts that people have seen.


But what these contracts also do expose, Chair, is this Administration’s bent on inner city projects at the expense of our forgotten suburbs. I talk about Contract 7, toilet upgrades, multiple parks, Chair. Toilet upgrades. You ran out of time, Councillor JOHNSTON. 


So, when I saw the toilet upgrades, multiple parks and had a look through there and saw a few of those new amenities and upgraded amenities, we can see for some of those the LORD MAYOR and Chairs of Committees pocket more cash than is being spent on some of these suburbs. We’re talking over multiple, multiple years. 


That got me thinking about a recent example where I received a memo from the LORD MAYOR himself. He said in that memo that he’d attended a local event and someone had approached him about the fact that the suburb of Zillmere—and the suburb of Zillmere in my ward received over the last four years consistently the highest increase in rates, well over four per cent each and every year.


This is a suburb that is one of the lowest socioeconomic suburbs in Brisbane. A full 50% of the people who live in the suburb of Zillmere fall in the bottom 20%, the bottom quintile when it comes to economic inequality. So, this person approached the LORD MAYOR and said, LORD MAYOR will you fund a new toilet for Zillmere? Not another toilet for Zillmere, but the suburb of Zillmere doesn’t have any public amenities whatsoever, even though they pay the highest rates out of anywhere in the Deagon Ward.


The LORD MAYOR’s response to that was to write to the local Councillor and say, maybe you could think about funding this out of your Suburban Enhancement Fund—

Councillors interjecting.

Councillor CASSIDY:
—with everything else you’re expected to do. So, a LORD MAYOR who comes up with a $3.1 billion budget, pays himself $100,000 in cash into his back‑pocket Chair, a year, spends what we’ve seen today $3.5 million promoting himself through the so-called Brisbetter campaign, puts out over 6 million, 6.2 million flyers with images of himself on them, Chair, out to the people of Brisbane, can’t fund enough toilet upgrades.


Can’t fund enough footpath upgrades to keep up with—not just to keep up with development, but to keep up with the terrible backlog in our community. Can’t fund enough pothole repairs, can’t fund enough mozzie spraying, Chair, to combat the plagues of mosquitoes we’ve seen.


So, these contracts, as well as item D, the quarterly progress report, just laid bare the priorities of this Administration. Their priorities are themselves. Their priorities are holding on to power at any cost, spending any amount of money they think necessary to promote themselves to stay in office. It is absolutely extraordinary the lengths that they will go to.


Which brings me to item B, something that they got a little sugar hit in going out to the media and saying, oh, they supposedly have a plan to revitalise suburban villages and high streets by having an activation grant, which was $48,000. Less than half of what the LORD MAYOR pays himself in his slush fund, less than half. So, for 24 little shopfronts will get $2,000 each. Just $2,000 each.


A lot of these businesses that have been established for a long time are paying way, way, way more than that in their footpath dining tax, way more. Supposedly, this is the LORD MAYOR’s plan to revitalise high streets, because it’s got to be some sort of a joke, less than half of what he pays himself in cash into his slush fund. Absolutely extraordinary. 


So, this is a big agenda. This is a big agenda for this Administration, Chair, going into the election. The LORD MAYOR can stand up and smear all he likes at the start of E&C and attack his opponents and talk about Labor instead of his own record for 20, 30, 40 minutes, whatever, but this here is his record. His $100,000 slush fund is his record, Chair.

Chair:
Look, I’ve allowed you to bring it up three times, but it’s actually not in the report.

So, can I just ask you to—into the future—

Councillor CASSIDY:
Oh, it’s funded in item D in the budget, Chair.

Chair:
Alright, well, as I was saying—

I only bring it up now after you’ve done it three times, alright.

Councillor CASSIDY:
Sure. So, laid before us the last Council meeting before the election is this Administration’s priorities, Chair. They are all wrong.

Further speakers?

Point of order.

Point of order to you, Councillor JOHNSTON.

Thank you.

Chair:
Actually sorry, DEPUTY MAYOR, before you continue, can I recognise former Councillor Mills in the gallery, as well.

Welcome back.

DEPUTY MAYOR.

DEPUTY MAYOR:
Thank you, Mr Chair. I rise to speak on item B. It seems that the budget information sessions are a long distant memory. I’m pretty sure Councillor CASSIDY was in my budget information session as my Opposition leader in PAT (Public and Active Transport), Economic and Tourism Development. But this information around local economy support was in the budget information.


I spoke about it in the budget information session, talked about the program that we’re going to be rolling out, the Economic Development team would be working over it for another six months. Councillor CUMMING’s asked many questions about how they could get it down at Wynnum, how it was worked. He was very excited about it, pretty sure he still is.


It was very clearly there. So, this is not one little thing for a—I think you called it a sugar hit. This is not about a sugar hit, this is about the initiatives that we announced in the budget in June, under 7.5.1.2 Local Economy Support, Supporting Suburban Small Businesses. It had Suburban Shopfront Activation which we’re talking about today. It had the Maker Entrepreneur program, which commenced yesterday on 10 February.


We have the Create + Connect Conference, which is being co-hosted on 6 March with BrisStyle. It has the High Street Precincts Promotion Plan, which Economic Development are delivering in partnership with Brisbane Marketing. 


It is part of a suite of things that we are doing in local economy support. The website is open now to register. Already, in the first week, we’ve got eight participants keen onto the register already to talk about whether their tenancies or their properties and the opportunity. 


Now, I have to say and I hope everybody’s sitting down, Councillor MURPHY, you might have to sit down. I’m about to say I actually agree with something that Councillor JOHNSTON said this afternoon. I agree that one of the largest issues we have in these empty shopfronts is that the rent is too high. There are many cases where the rent it too high. 


There are many cases were absentee owners don’t care whether their shopfront is open or not. But I don’t think they also realise that having somebody in the shopfront that generates people coming down there and walking past all the shops in these precincts generates a buzz, gets everybody down there, gets people interested. Then they may be able to get that rent that they’re asking for. 


If you can get more feet on the pavement down there from the locals, buying locals, having a look at what pop-ups are available, activating the shopfronts, something to look at as you go down and buy your coffee. Who doesn’t have a precinct, a shopping strip in their ward, where the new coffee shop’s popped up and it is buzzing with people? Because everybody loves to be able to walk to the end of their street and get their coffee. Other shopfronts with things to see and do and this is what this program is about. 


Councillor JOHNSTON continually says, I don’t think they’ve got it right, I don’t think they’ve got it right. I don’t know what the answer is, but I don’t think they’ve got it right. Well, you know what? This is a pilot program. We’re working through the program and we’ll work with the tenancies and properties and we will continue to work with the 124,000 businesses that are small businesses in this city to support them. We are the Administration that are the most business-friendly Council in Australia.

Councillors interjecting.

DEPUTY MAYOR:
That is what this is all about. Making sure that we are supporting our entrepreneurs, supporting our pop-ups. People that usually work from home in their garage and they go on and do Etsy or they go to markets, they can actually have a brick and mortar building for six months. It’s very, very exciting and I can assure you the shopfronts that we’re talking to are excited about the opportunities that they see here. It’s about giving our local businesses, the established ones and new ones, every opportunity to be a success. 


We’re backing our local precincts, we’re backing our businesses that need the support, as well. We have our Small Business Liaison officers will then be able to assist our suitable tenants and our landlords to enter into a short-term lease with each other. This is going to be a really good, much needed economic boost, to not only match participants, but the shops that surrounded them in these precincts, as well.


This pilot program, as I mentioned, is supporting not only the local business that wants to pop up into the bricks and mortar, but the tenants, to encourage them. One of the biggest difficulties we’ve found in the six months that our team have been on the ground speaking to people is short-term leases. Not only are some of the rents too high, but trying to convince our local shopfront owners that it’s worthwhile to have short-term leases. 


Because as soon as the site’s seen as attractive, it’s going to be better for them in the long run, as well. So, there are a few eligibility requirements, because I heard the, oh, you’re so CBD focussed, it’s all about the CBD earlier today. One of the very first eligibility requirements is, if it is outside of the Brisbane central business district. 


It’s vacant, unused, or awaiting redevelopment, located in suburban shopping strips, not indoor shopping centres. Safe for immediate use, useable with functioning utilities, like electricity, toilets if that’s required and available for a short-term use with a minimum of 30 days. So, it may be a month, it may be three months, it may be six months, it depends when we start to get together and have our perfect match of tenants and rental availabilities as well.


So, we ask Councillors to get on board with this pilot program. Speak to your small businesses. Encourage them, particularly those who are interested in activating their local precincts, to get online and register, so if they’re suitable, we can match them up with a space, or if there is space, we can match them up with a pop-up, as well. 


We have seen so much growth in start-ups and social enterprises in the last two years. With the opportunity of hosting the Social Enterprise World Conference in 18 months’ time, we really are also becoming the social enterprise capital of Australia as well. It’s for not-for-profits, it’s for creatives, it’s for home businesses who just want to try out having a commercial space. This is a fantastic pilot program and it’s disappointing to hear those on the other side with no ideas, but plenty of smears.

Yes. Look, I know what you’re saying. I do suspect that’s a budget item.

I believe that because Councillor JOHNSTON has identified where the money is going and has been specific, I will, in this instance, allow consideration of urgency.

Councillor JOHNSTON, three minutes, please, to urgency and please, don’t take advantage of my generosity.

Councillor JOHNSTON:
Oh, you are wise, Mr Chairman. Oh, my god, quick, get it on record. Now, thank you for allowing the urgency motion. When I read the Council minutes and this is why this matter is urgent before us today. In the Council budget in June, Council allocated $463,000 to do the drainage upgrade to the culvert underneath Fairfield Road at Fairfield.


So, when I read with interest that after two years they were finally delivering the project, I was concerned that they were only spending $246,617 actually on the construction project. So, that leaves a surplus that is unallocated of approximately $216,000, there’s a little bit more than that. Now, I do not want to see that money go back into consolidated revenue and spent in LNP wards. 


Tennyson Ward is underfunded and it is urgent that this money is reallocated to other projects in Tennyson Ward that are awaiting funding. Council officers last week told me that the $95,000 allocated in the budget to do the lighting upgrade in Norm Rose Park, where a woman was viciously assaulted a few years ago, is only enough to do the earthworks, because there’s contamination issues.


So, it is urgent that the funds that are surplus to needs for this project are reallocated back into delivering the lighting project in Fairfield. Equally, improving access to stations, rail stations that are being upgraded, that is on our Council roads, is critically important. This Council supports active travel solutions for our communities, but is not investing in the infrastructure that is needed. 


Now, look, we were promised in Graceville a zebra crossing across Appel Street when the Graceville station was upgraded. Two years on, despite the petitions, despite the pressure from me, this Council is only just now doing the plan. Fairfield, there’s no discussion and I’ve been at that in the neighbourhood plan for years. It is urgent this money is redirected into these local projects in Tennyson Ward so this community is not ripped off.


This money is allocated in the budget to be spent in Tennyson Ward. The surplus of some $216,000 must urgently be redeployed into local projects that deliver for Fairfield and Graceville residents. I encourage all Councillors today to support this motion and then the LORD MAYOR to go out and deliver. He might even get a vote or two in Fairfield, if he’s lucky.


These are important local projects that will make it safer for residents to walk and move through my local community. It is a wise investment and it will deliver on our promises to the community we all represent.

Empty shopfronts are a worldwide issue caused by the popularity of online shopping and changing market conditions. Council can assist to drive demand for future use of vacant buildings to support the delivery of Brisbane’s Economic Development Plan 2012-2031, particularly the key priority for a ‘Productive Brisbane’. This also aligns with Brisbane’s Future Blueprint action P1.04 – Incentivise social enterprises and start-ups to locate in empty suburban shopfronts, which envisages ensuring residents are close to the services they need and the lifestyle and leisure options they want. 

9.
To achieve activation of empty suburban shopfronts, there is an important role Council can take to connect property owners and potential pop-up tenants. Suburban Shopfront Activation is a pilot initiative to encourage property owners with vacant premises in the suburbs to allow temporary use by emerging businesses. Through initial registrations by owners of vacant tenancies and from businesses that are interested in occupying a temporary space, Council’s Small Business Liaison Officers will work with property owners to help find suitable pop-up tenants. Council will provide sample pop-up occupancy licence clauses to assist participants in entering into a temporary lease. These aspects of the initiative seek to facilitate the activation of otherwise vacant spaces in suburban areas and to assist businesses to enter into physical tenancies where market prices may not otherwise allow. 

10.
The Suburban Shopfront Activation Grant Pilot Program (the Program) is designed to incentivise participants who have progressed into an occupancy agreement following participation in the aforementioned registration and matching process. The 2019-20 Council Budget includes an allocation of $165,000 for Supporting Suburban Small Businesses under Service 7.5.1.2 Local Economy Support. It is proposed to use a portion of that project funding to coordinate and provide grants to both property owners and pop‑up tenants. The first 12 property owners that participate in the initiative will receive a $2,000 grant. In addition, the first 12 pop‑up tenants will receive a $2,000 grant to support start-up costs in setting up the pop-up shop.

The Program is expected to help facilitate the activation of empty shopfronts in Brisbane’s suburban precincts.

ESTABLISHMENT AND COORDINATION COMMITTEE

The Right Honourable, the LORD MAYOR (Councillor Adrian SCHRINNER), Chair of the Establishment and Coordination Committee, moved, seconded by the DEPUTY MAYOR (Councillor Krista ADAMS), that the report of the meeting of that Committee held on 10 February 2020, be adopted. 

Chair:
Is there any debate?

The LORD MAYOR.

LORD MAYOR:
Thank you. Before us we have the most famous City Plan amendment ever, I think. Major H which is the provision to prevent townhouses being built in low density areas of the city. One that depending on which day you’re on, all Councillors in the Chamber support, but some days all Councillors don’t support it. But, one that we have consistently on this side of the Chamber supported.


This came out of our Future Blueprint consultation, which was the biggest consultation ever done in the history of the city, when it comes to planning matters and which saw more than 100,000 people engaged and participating in the process and which saw a wealth of feedback come back from the community. 


The fundamental principle here is that low density areas should stay low density areas. Now, the interesting thing is that it was the 2000 City Plan, which was a Labor plan, where townhouses were permitted to creep into low density areas. Those creeping townhouses were available for cases where there were blocks of more than 3,000 square metres. 


So, what would often happen is that amalgamation of blocks would occur. So, property speculators would buy several blocks, amalgamate their blocks to create a parcel of more than 3,000 square metres and then they would put in an application for townhouses. Now, when you move into a low density area, you do have a reasonable expectation that it will stay low density. When you move into an area that is predominantly stand-alone houses in a suburban area, that is what you are buying into.


Now, it is a different story altogether where you are moving into a low-medium density residential area, or a medium density residential area, or indeed a high density residential area, there’s a different set of expectations there. Having said that, when you move into a low density residential area, I think it is perfectly reasonable to expect that it will stay a low density residential area.


So, this is exactly what we’ve put forward with this proposal, which now, with the support of Councillors, will come into effect. We have been through the different State interest checks. We have been through public consultation. This amendment, I believe, genuinely, has the support of the community. 


It is an amendment which will apply to 63% of residential areas across the city. It’s been interesting to hear some of the commentary from Labor. Because one minute they’re saying, oh, you should have done all this sooner and then the next minute they’re saying, oh, it doesn’t really count, because it only applies to a small percentage of the city. 


So, which is it? Do they support it, don’t they? The reality is this, 63% of residential areas are zoned as low density. This applies to 63% of residential areas across the city. Now, it doesn’t apply—there’s big parts of the city that are zoned for other purposes, like commercial, or industrial areas. There are big parts zoned as parkland and bushland. But if you look at the residential areas, this applies to a clear majority, 63% of all residential areas in Brisbane.


So, there can’t be any suggestion that it is somehow a tiny fraction of the city. Anything along those lines are simply weasel-worded and are not true. This townhouse ban applies to 63% of Brisbane residential areas. I think I’ve made that point clear. We undertook public consultation during July and August last year. Council received more than 1,400 submissions. The majority of those reflected support for the proposed amendment. 


The Queensland Government has provided approval to adopt the proposed amendment to the planning scheme, subject to a condition requiring the release of detailed hosing strategy within 12 months. Now, I did want to just specifically address some of the feedback from the industry. So, there were members of the property industry who actively opposed this amendment.


Their line of argument was along the lines of people deserve housing choice and there should be a City Plan that provides housing choice. Now, there are plenty of other zones in the City of Brisbane that are low-medium residential, medium residential, high density residential where you can get that choice. So, the choice is there. The choice is clearly there. My view is that that choice exists.


I don’t think that the argument that this somehow impacts on people’s choice is accurate. I think that is not the case. I think this is just about preserving the unique character and liveability of those low density residential areas, while allowing still, in appropriately zoned parts of the city, housing choice. So, that is what we are delivering. That is what this amendment delivers.


I heartily support this. I am a big supporter of this amendment. I think it is the right thing to do. I thank the State Government for their support of this amendment. They did face a lot of pressure from the property development industry to reject this. Indeed, I’m aware there were postcard campaigns against this. So, despite the best efforts of some to try and have this voted down when it comes to the submissions, the State Government did the right thing. I urge all Councillors to also do the right thing today by supporting this amendment.

Chair:
Further speakers?

Councillor CASSIDY.

Councillor CASSIDY:
Thanks, Chair. I think this is litigated to death, this issue. We have it every step of the way. So, we support this because we have seen, representing our communities, the wholesale destruction of backyards, of character housing, of the look and feel of communities at the hands of the LNP, Chair. 


So, when the LORD MAYOR gets up and says, and his predecessor did, they were singlehandedly preserving and saving the backyard, they forgot about the last 15 years, or 16 years on their watch. The last 16 years of backyards, the 10s of 1,000s of backyards that have been destroyed on their watch.


Now, the LORD MAYOR talks about the 63% of Brisbane that is zoned low density residential. Yes, granted. We accept that this townhouse ban in low density residential areas means no townhouses or units in low density residential areas. Except for the fact that when you look at where units and townhouses have been built over the last five years or so, just three to four per cent of those developments of those DAs (development applications) that have proceeded to construction have been in the low density residential area. 


So, the LORD MAYOR is out there spreading mistruths, complete and utter mistruths. I’m not sure whether he intentionally lied to the media, or whether he accidentally lied, when it comes to how much development of units and townhouses would cease around Brisbane, giving people the impression that units and townhouses, would stop. 


But what won’t stop and what hasn’t stopped on the LNP’s watch, as we’ve seen over the last many years of their long and soon to be ended rule in this place, Chair, is the continual rezoning of parcels of land, not just emerging community’s land, but others that were previously low density residential, or previously CR1 character residential, into CR2, into LMR (Low‑medium density residential) zoning.


He attempted it in Deagon just last year, when he tried to slip that into the draft strategy for the Sandgate and district neighbourhood plan, tried to rezone whole blocks from low density residential to LMR. So, granted, if this townhouse ban goes through and it will with our support, those areas wouldn’t have townhouses and units in them. But when they try and slip them in without consultation into a neighbourhood plan and up-zone from low density residential to LMR, that’s when we’re going to get units and townhouses.

Councillor interjecting.

Councillor CASSIDY:
That’s right. Or when you attempted to rezone thousands of properties in the Coorparoo districts neighbourhood plan to CR2, what do we see as a result over there? Units and townhouses. Dozens, hundreds of units and townhouses, shoehorned into the backyards of character residential homes. I’m sure Councillor JOHNSTON has seen more than a few in her area.

Councillor interjecting.

Councillor CASSIDY:
More than a few in her area. So, look, we’re not arguing about the fact that what is currently zoned low density residential will be protected from developing units and townhouses in there. We support that. But what we don’t support is this LORD MAYOR going out there and spreading mistruths in the leadup to an election and telling people there’s nothing to worry about in terms of development and overdevelopment and bad development occurring on his watch.


Whether it was sanctioned in his dodgy neighbourhood plans, or whether he allows his developer mates to come in and put applications in that are well and truly over and above the limits set by neighbourhood plans. So, LORD MAYOR, you might try, but you can’t pull the wool over people’s eyes when it comes to this. They’re not as stupid as you think.


The residents of Brisbane are not as stupid as you think, LORD MAYOR. They have seen, on your watch and your LNP predecessors, the wholesale destruction—

Chair:
Through the Chair please, mate.

Councillor CASSIDY:
Through you, Chair, to the LORD MAYOR—did you call me mate? We’re all mates. We’re all mates.

Chair:
Aren’t we? Aren’t we all mates in here?

Councillor CASSIDY:
We’re all mates, we’re all mates right now.

Chair:
We’re all mates in here.

Councillor CASSIDY:
No, actually, no, are we? No.

Chair:
Yes.

Councillor CASSIDY:
No. 

Councillors interjecting.

Councillor CASSIDY:
No. Different use of the term, perhaps. 

Councillor interjecting.

Councillor CASSIDY:
Mate. 

Councillors interjecting.

Councillor CASSIDY:
So, Chair, the people of Brisbane know what this LNP’s record is when it comes to planning. They know that not one single neighbourhood plan has ever, on its merits, won an award. They know that when a neighbourhood plan sets a height limit for four storeys and a developer mate of the LNP comes in and says, I’d like six or seven or eight, maybe, they know that they’re going to get waved through. 


Even in the first instance, if Council knocks them back, they know that if they challenge that in a Planning and Environment Court, this Administration will roll over. There will be a negotiated outcome that is completely and utterly confidential and the residents will never, ever know the dodgy deals that this LNP Administration makes with developers, Chair.


So, yes, we support this, but what we don’t support is the appalling track record of this Administration’s destruction of our community through their dodgy neighbourhood planning process.

Chair:
Further speakers? 

DEPUTY MAYOR.

DEPUTY MAYOR:
Thank you, Mr Chair. I rise to speak on this item and say thank you to Councillor BOURKE and the team that have worked so hard on this amendment. It is extremely welcome in the Holland Park Ward, where we know we’ve just been in Planning and Environment Court last week for one of the examples that the LORD MAYOR is talking about specifically.


So, what we heard from Councillor CASSIDY is that the LORD MAYOR is saying there’ll never be any more apartments and there’ll never be any more townhouses. That is not what the LORD MAYOR has said. He has said in low density residential we are protecting those areas from townhouses and apartments. Of course, there will be apartments. Of course, there will be townhouses in LMR and high density residential in many other areas around the city. But not in the 63% of the suburbs that are low density residential.


This is the concern that this was causing. Areas that were never along corridors, like Logan Road, where I have low-medium residential and accepted by the people because we have one of those outstanding neighbourhood plans that they keep jumping up and down about, where the people had their say and said, yes, put the density around Mount Gravatt Central. Put the density down Logan Road and put it well and truly around the Principal regional activity centre of Upper Mount Gravatt.


But when you start getting three, four, five blocks back from major roads in the middle of small streets where six houses are all of a sudden bought up in a low density residential area and the developer says, we’re going to do townhouses under the Jim Soorley 2000 City Plan allowed. Introduced and allowed if 3,000 square metres were actually put together by one owner to put townhouses on it. 


This was the case that we saw at Eric Road at Mount Gravatt East, very early on, when we were in the amendment stage and we first started working through the amendment.

Councillors interjecting.

Chair:
Alright. Okay, Councillors, please allow—Councillors, allow the—Councillor GRIFFITHS.

Please allow the DEPUTY MAYOR to be heard in silence.

DEPUTY MAYOR:
They love their history lessons, but they don’t like getting the history lessons back.

Councillors interjecting.

Chair:
Councillor GRIFFITHS, please allow the DEPUTY MAYOR to be heard in silence.

DEPUTY MAYOR:
So, Eric Road is a prime example of residents that were most upset that there was a possibility that on these six housing sites, next to a childcare centre, that there could be 29 townhouses go in on this area. Now, we had local meetings down on site. My Opposition came along for the first week. She had to come along with Councillor GRIFFITHS holding her hand the second week, because she didn’t quite get it right.


What did they offer? I’ll tell you, LORD MAYOR, they actually put an offer on the table for this one. There was a policy, there was something that they offered the locals. We think that you should just decide how many townhouses you can have, because that’s as good as it’s going to get. That was the offer for the Opposition. 


Well, I’m proud to say, that I stood with this Administration and said, no, the people of Brisbane don’t want townhouses in low density residential. We heard it very clearly in the Brisbane’s Future Blueprint consultation. The State Government has agreed with us, thank you very much, Mr Dick. In closing arguments last Wednesday, in Planning and Environment Court after this Administration, the Council officers went through the process and said no to those townhouses. 


This amendment was put forward as a part of the reason why it can’t go ahead. It was like something out of the castle, it was the last minute, closing arguments, the amendment was put forward. That is the determination that we have on this side of the Chamber to make sure that we are representing what the people have. 


I hear from Councillor CASSIDY, he mentioned about the LORD MAYOR about, don’t know if he’s lying on purpose, or lying by mistake. But we repeatedly, repeatedly hear over here the defamation that they sling and the concept of above and beyond any limits allowed. Well, it’s about time Councillor CASSIDY went and spoke to Uncle Sterling and understood about Performance outcomes.

Councillors interjecting:

DEPUTY MAYOR:
But I’m pretty sure, as a Planning Minister himself, Performance outcomes are what allows people to go above the code assessible limits, Performance outcomes. But townhouses on 3,000 square metres are not actually Performance outcomes. They’re not actually even code assessible until we stood up and said, no. Now, not only are they not impact assessible, they’re not allowed. 


I thank Councillor BOURKE and the team for working so hard on this. I thank the State Government for seeing sense. Of course, they’ve exempted their own lands, but we’ll leave that to another time. But well done to Mount Gravatt East for standing up. I’m glad I was there beside you. There won’t be townhouses in Eric Road.

Chair:
Further speakers?

Councillor JOHNSTON.

Councillor JOHNSTON:
Yes. Thank you, Mr Chairman. I rise to speak on the item A, the major amendment to City Plan 2014. I think where I’ll start is just to say, I reckon this whole term on planning has been about the save Krista ADAMS campaign—

Councillors interjecting.

Councillor JOHNSTON:
—in Holland Park Ward. I mean, millions of dollars spent to buy back land with no trees on it. It now, she’s taking credit for this change to this, a few townhouses were going into her ward.

Chair:
Yes. Councillor JOHNSTON, could I just bring it back to the report, please.

Councillor JOHNSTON:
So, it’s really fascinating, isn’t it, that all of this effort is about saving a few blocks of land in LNP wards. 

Councillor interjecting.

Councillor JOHNSTON:
I read The Courier-Mail with great interest today, the story running down the side of the column. I looked at all the suburbs that were listed. All of the suburbs, they were all LNP suburbs. All of them. Now, let’s talk about what’s been going on with this amendment before us today. 

It is already, you’re not allowed to have units on low density residential land. That is already not allowed under the current planning scheme. The change that is being made today is to a—to stop townhouses on blocks 3,000 square metres or higher. So the misinformation that has been put out by the LORD MAYOR, the previous Lord Mayor, about this change is extraordinary. They make a blanket claim that they are saving Brisbane’s backyards. Now, that gets quoted to me quite often in my area. 

When all the developments that shouldn’t be happening, I get beautiful ordinary Brisbane residents who come to me and say, Nicole, this development shouldn’t be happening, which I agree with and the LORD MAYOR told us he was going to save Brisbane’s backyards. When I explain to them what is actually happening with the amendment that is proposed, they are shocked. Shocked. It’s being very quickly found out that this Administration is over-promising and under‑delivering when it comes to city planning. They’ve botched City Plan 2014.

For those of us who were here in the week-long debate for that, every single problem that was raised has bitten them for the last six years and they’re still furiously pedalling their wheels trying to fix these problems. Now, what have we got? I don’t even know when Jim Soorley was Lord Mayor. Was it 30 years ago? 30—they’ve been in charge of the Administration of the city since Campbell Newman was Lord Mayor in 2004, 16 years. But it’s still all Jim Soorley’s fault from 30 years ago. Take responsibility for your actions. There’s nothing wrong with the proposal before us today, but it does not do what you say it will do. 

It does not assist residents in my character suburbs who are watching their blocks get carved up. l will give everyone the example of Sherwood Road. I want to put on the record my thanks to the neighbouring resident, who stuck with the appeal the whole way. Council bowed out. Council pulled out of the appeal. The resident was so disheartened. We had a beautiful character block. They were going to chop the back off the house and stick a second block in the backyard, which is not supposed to be allowed. Now, I just have to thank the resident very much for persisting. It cost him a lot of money, a lot of heartache. He got an outcome. 

Council pulled out. They didn’t stick with it. An individual Brisbane resident did to try and save our backyards. That is because the planning scheme under this LNP Administration is so pro development that we are not seeing character areas protected. We are not seeing low density areas protected. Do you know what’s happening in my ward? Low density land is being bought up for commercial centre development. I’ve had five blocks bought in the last two years and huge childcare centres are being built on them in low density and some are low to medium density areas.

None are generally allowable in terms of the planning scheme and they are causing enormous distress to the residents who live in the low density areas around them. These are huge commercial premises. This LNP Administration has failed Brisbane residents when it comes to planning. They are trying to put a Band-Aid on something they have botched in 2014. This is simply protecting a few LNP wards and trying to make it look like they are doing something, when, in fact, it is character suburbs that are being carved up. 

If you go into any of my suburbs in Fairfield, in Annerley, in Corinda, a house, a beautiful character house on the front of the block is having modern units built right onto the back of it. Reduced setbacks. Half a dozen units. No parking. No landscaping. That is what this Administration is doing. These are terrible planning outcomes and they are being allowed under the lacks and flexible‑performance solutions that this LNP Council is administering. It is unacceptable and Brisbane residents have had enough of it. This little tiny amendment today is like a drop in the ocean about what needs to be fixed with City Plan. 

It is not good enough that this LNP Administration and particularly Graham Quirk and now the LORD MAYOR Adrian SCHRINNER is out there saying this is about saving Brisbane’s backyard. This is about saving endangered LNP Councillors and it is doing nothing to protect low density and character suburbs where planning decisions are being made that are eroding the protection of our backyards, our gracious homes and it is not on. 

Chair:
Further speakers?

Councillor RICHARDS.

Councillor RICHARDS:
Thank you, Mr Chair. I rise to speak on item A, major amendment H, townhouses. Kenmore is a beautiful, leafy suburb. It’s within 10 kms of the CBD and it’s known for its large blocks and homes that are perfect for families; Chapel Hill also, a gateway to Mt Coot-tha with lush green areas and large substantial size lots. But since being elected in 2016, many local residents have raised their concerns to me about the impact of our local, traditional lot size. Homes are being turned into cookie cutters, sardine city and the impacts to our local streets—

Councillor interjecting.

Councillor RICHARDS:
—which are completely out of character to the townhouse-style developments. Kersley Road, Margaret Court, the Misty Morn site, Gem Road, Kirkdale Road, Kenmore Road and just to name a few local streets whose residents have been impacted by multiple dwelling townhouses. Housing choice is important. Housing choice is in keeping to the many house styles of the street and the neighbourhood are also important. Multiple dwellings are a type of housing choice that chosen for their lifestyle choice, which I also support. Yet my local community are not against this type of housing choice. 

These housing choices are an excellent choice for the neighbourhood streets that serve the local character. The key is serve the local housing character and neighbourhood structures. It is this package H major amendment to amend the planning scheme to remove provisions allowing multiple dwelling townhouses in the Low density residential zone and other associated parts of the planning scheme. As local Councillor for the Pullenvale Ward, I have heard you, the residents of my ward, who have voiced their concerns and, today, we’re making this amendment to protect our suburbs on how multiple dwellings integrate with the built form outcomes.

Thank you to the members of the Pullenvale Ward community for advocating for our local built forms that keeps what is unique about our ward, where city living meets country lifestyle. I commend this item A to the Chamber.

Chair:
Further speakers?

Councillor OWEN.

Councillor OWEN:
Thank you. Mr Chair, I rise to speak on this amendment tonight and it is a very important amendment, particularly for residents in Stretton. It’s interesting that we do have the former Councillor, Bob Mills, here tonight, because back in the late 1990s, this was an issue then, because residents were very, very unhappy with Soorley starting City Plans and the impacts that they were having then. This is an important amendment. It gives the certainty to the residents in those areas that they’re not going to have buckets of townhouses dumped in their area. 

What is important as well is that we hear from the other side that they—they talk about wholesale destruction without consultation. Well, that’s exactly what former Premier Bligh did to the residents within the Oxley Wedge. So if you want to really talk about history lessons, there’s a lot that goes behind this. It’s interesting as well that the Councillor for Tennyson can’t do her math again, because it was only 2003 when Jim Soorley’s reign finished, not 30 years ago. So, again, she has got to put some accuracy behind her comments. But one thing that is important and that has come across through all of our planning processes. 

Through the implementation of the neighbourhood planning process, residents are now given more and more certainty. In the day that the local area outline plans that were introduced under Labor, they had ridiculous situations, such as streets closed at both ends. This is the sort of thing that back then residents came out in their numbers to say that they were not impressed with the way that Soorley starting City Plans were going to take this city in.

Councillors interjecting.

Councillor OWEN:
They were sick and tired of local area outline plans (LAOPs) that did not take into account—

Chair:
Councillors, allow the speaker to be heard in silence, please.

Councillor OWEN.

Councillor OWEN:
That did not take into account what residents knew was fact. They completely overrode the reality of the situation in neighbourhoods, whereas now we have a neighbourhood planning process that does permit engagement, that does permit consultation, that does permit communication of what is going on, because I can tell you now, under Labor’s LAOPs, it was all in the bottom of the drawer. It was all hidden from residents. We had to fight tooth and nail to get that information. What was Jim Soorley’s response to it all? Turning his back on petitions at community meetings. Sitting in this Council Chamber signing Christmas cards and being too busy to respond to official Council business and respond to residents’ concerns back in 1995. They were the exact words that I spoke in this Chamber back then. It is true of the Labor Party today. They do not understand the local neighbourhoods.

Councillors interjecting.

Councillor OWEN:
We are delivering what it needs for our communities. We are delivering what our communities need. This is a certainty. I know the residents in Stretton will be very pleased that this amendment is going through. It will give them certainty for their housing choice, for their neighbourhood and also it is about time that they know that their investment in their homes, along with every other resident across this city is going to be secured. 

Chair:
Further speakers?

Councillor BOURKE.

Councillor BOURKE:
Thanks very much, Mr Chairman. I just rise to enter the debate on item A, which is the only item, and this is major amendment H, which is the final step in what is one of the biggest changes to our City Plan, certainly in my 12 years in this place, Mr Chairman. It came directly from the feedback of residents of this city about how they would like to see their local neighbourhoods go forward and how they would like to see their local neighbourhoods developed, a process that has been derided every step of the way by the Australian Labor Party. 

So while they claim support, while they claim to be part of this and champion and going forward with the idea, Mr Chairman, they have every step of the way, through Plan your Brisbane and Brisbane’s Future Blueprint and even the process for major amendment H stood in the way, obstructed, tried to play silly political games and not listen to the residents of Brisbane. They are literally—we hear about the Canberra bubble. We’ll they are in a caucus bubble over there, Mr Chairman, because they don’t understand the issues that are actually facing the residents of Brisbane. But they like to claim to, but they don’t. Where is the once great Australian Labor Party that was the champion of the poor people in this world, Mr Chairman, or the champion of those that need a hand up? They don’t want to support housing affordability in this city. 

Because what we’ve just heard from the Leader of the Opposition is not only will they ban townhouses in low density residential, they will go even further, Mr Chairman, forcing up housing prices. How is that going to help housing affordability? Clearly they have not even read the letter from the Minister, which talks about the need for affordable housing, diverse housing and an opportunity for everyone to access housing in this city, Mr Chairman, because that is what this Administration has done for the 16 years that it has been in power with the Lord Mayoralty and the 12 years that I’ve been here.


While those on the other side like to play games with neighbourhood plans, we, on this side, Mr Chairman, go through the process and engage with the community and we listen and we put the development around the transport nodes and the corridors that can support it, Mr Chairman. Because while they have at every election that I’ve stood at championed this cause about how they believe that the city might be overdeveloping, not once, not a single once have they said, here on a map is where we think there should be more development, Mr Chairman. Again today, they do it. 

Their Labor Lord Mayoral candidate went out and said he’s going to review every single neighbourhood plan in the city straightaway. Well, good luck to him, Mr Chairman.

Councillors interjecting.

Councillor BOURKE:
Because clearly it shows they don’t have an understanding about how planning works. They don’t have an understanding about how planning works. They have no plan. They’ve got no experience, no vision and no idea when it comes to planning this city, Mr Chairman, because not once in the four years they’ve had since the last election have they put pen to paper and said we will think that it’s appropriate to put more density in this suburb or this location. But what they have done is said, we don’t want to hear or we want to ban more development. Well, how are they ever going to meet their targets from the South East Queensland Regional Plan?


They’re not. They have obligations. If—God forbid they ever got onto this side of the Chamber, they would never be able to meet their obligations to the South East Queensland Regional Plan and their Labor mates down in George Street. Because they know that they wouldn’t change a thing, Mr Chairman, through you. Because you need to put density in well-located places across this city. You need to engage with the community. You need to respond when the community puts forward different ideas, as we did up in Deagon. They don’t have that plan, though. 

All they have is political point scoring and cheap political stunts, as we’ve seen through the 18-month process of this amendment coming here today. Compare that with the diligent, thought-through processes that this Administration’s had when it’s come to planning in this city, particularly over the last two to three years through Plan your Brisbane and Brisbane’s Future Blueprint, where we have delivered fundamental change to respond to the concerns of residents, listening, acting and delivering for the residents right across this city. 

While those on the other side might like to say, oh, it’s only changing in LNP, well, it’s not. To put forward that myth and furphy is an absolute decry of any decency when it comes to thinking that voters are thinking people. Because they know suburbs like Moorooka have low density residential. They know that there’s low density residential up in Councillor CASSIDY’s ward in Zillmere and other parts—other suburbs up there. So it doesn’t just apply to what apparently are LNP suburbs. I’ve never actually seen a map that just says that’s an LNP suburb, Mr Chairman.


This applies to 63% of the residential zoned land across the city. So to destroy the next myth from those on the other side, which is this is only three or four per cent of developments, the most recent development applications we’ve had for townhouses in this city are amalgamations of low density residential land. Why? Because the economics of buying four or five or six—six or seven hundred square metre lots now stack up. That opens up 63%, 63% of this city, to the potential of townhouses going into suburbs that were not designed for them. We are closing that loophole, Mr Chairman. 

Whether the Labor Party like it or not, whether the independent likes it or not, Mr Chairman, we are closing that loophole and we are giving residents surety about what they can expect when it comes to development in areas that were designed for one and two-storey homes. That’s what the residents of Brisbane want. It’s not some idea that I came up with. It’s not some idea that the LORD MAYOR came up with on this side of the Chamber. It was feedback from the residents of Brisbane and we have gone through the process of preparing the amendment. 

We’ve engaged with the community and with industry, as we were directed to by the Minister. We’ve taken their feedback. We’ve looked at the points and concerns that they’ve raised and then we have delivered an amendment, gone through the process and gone to the State and had that approved by the State Government. They have put a condition on it to deliver a housing strategy, a process which we have already started. We’ve done industry engagement on the housing strategy and we’ll soon go out to engage with the broader population as well. 

But I tell you what, Mr Chairman, that’s a stark contrast from the ham-fisted approach to planning that we see from the Australian Labor Party. They’ve had 12 years that I’ve been here. They’ve had four years in this Chamber of Council to come up with a real plan when it comes to planning, but they haven’t, because it’s all about the smear, Mr Chairman, for them and they have no ideas when it comes to actually running this city. I’m glad that we’re dealing with this matter today, so that residents of Brisbane can have surety around the development that will happen in their local area and I commend item A to the Chamber.

Chair:
Further speakers?

Councillor CUMMING.

Councillor CUMMING:
Thanks, Mr Chair. Mr Chair, look, I’ve got a lot of townhouses in my ward and people live very happily in townhouses. They’re very convenient type of housing for a lot of people. In fact, the greatest thing about them is they’re affordable. They’re affordable and my area—it’s roughly—you can buy a townhouse for about $100,000 less than the alternative, which is a small lot, low-set brick house, neither of which have got much by the way of backyards, by the way, so I’m not sure how a reduction in the number townhouses is going to preserve too many backyards. It won’t. It’s rhetorical rubbish. 


The other thing is the Labor Party didn’t start townhouses. Sorry. We didn’t start them altogether. They were in place before then. They were in place during the Atkinson period, that used to be the original requirement for—the original requirement for townhouses used to be about 10,000 square metres. Then it was reduced to 5,000. Then it was reduced to 3,000. So it’s been a progressive change and it was in place through the six years—

Councillor interjecting.

Councillor CUMMING:
—years of the Liberal Administration here—

Councillor SRI:
A point of order, Chair.

Councillor CUMMING:
—in City Hall that was there—

Chair:
Order. 

Sorry, Councillor CUMMING. 

A point of order to you, Councillor SRI.

Councillor SRI:
I’ve just noticed a few Councillors calling out during this speech and I’d just urge you to be diplomatic and even-handed in terms of how you guide the Chamber.

Chair:
No. I appreciate that. As I’ve said a number of a times today, I expect courtesy to be shown to all Councillors and, in particular, Councillor CUMMING at this point. So please allow him to be heard in silence.

Councillor CUMMING:
Of course, the Liberal Administration has been here in City Hall since—what was it—2004? So they’ve taken a long time, haven’t they, to get round to changing this, but, anyhow, in my area, in my area, the townhouses were built—they were small acreage areas. 

People would just buy one block, remove the house and either have 3,000 square metres or more of land and I’ve probably got about, I would say, estimated off the top of my head in the suburb of Wynnum West, one part of Wynnum West, between Kianawah Road and Wynnum Road, there’d be about 10—probably 15 sets of townhouses and I estimate they would take up about 10% of the land area of that area of Wynnum West at about 25% of the population. The other thing about townhouses, because they’re cheaper to buy, they’re also cheaper to rent, so anything up to about $100 a week cheaper for—to rent as well.

I can understand what is happening now is different to what has happened in my ward. In other words, the purchasing of a number of houses in a—sort of in what you’d call a built-up residential area, rather than an acreage style situation and that people are concerned about that. I’d wish that there was some way that we could allow townhouses to continue in the acreage situation, but perhaps somehow it would be discouraged or stopped in the other. Anyhow, I just want to make that—those points, because I think that for a lot of people, it’s the—the first entry into the property market is a townhouse. 

It’s a way of people who’ve got less money downsizing. They can’t buy a flash, high-rise unit, but they can buy a low-set townhouse and, as I said, people with limited income—I think a lot of them will be forced out of Brisbane altogether by this change. They’ll be—they’ll have to go to Redland or Logan or Ipswich.

Councillor BOURKE:
A point of order, Mr Chairman.

Chair:
Point of order to you—

Councillor CUMMING:
They won’t be able to afford to live in Brisbane and—

Chair:
Point of order to you, Councillor BOURKE. 

No, Councillor CUMMING, there’s a point of order.

Councillor CUMMING:
Sorry.

Chair:
Point of order. Councillor BOURKE.

Councillor BOURKE:
As it is my last Council meeting. Would Councillor CUMMING take a question?

Chair:
Councillor CUMMING, will you take a question? 

Councillors interjecting.

Chair:
Go on.

Councillor CUMMING:
Rightio, rightio, rightio.

Chair:
Alright. Yes. Councillor BOURKE.

Councillor interjecting.

Councillor BOURKE:
Councillor CUMMING, if you’re so concerned about the ban on townhouses in low density residential, do you want to tell us what your thoughts are about the Labor Party policy to ban townhouses across even more residential zonings in the city?

Councillor CUMMING:
You’ve just got carried away with that. You’ve—you didn’t listen to Councillor CASSIDY correctly. The other thing is it’s said, oh, you can just go to low‑medium, but the cost of land in low-medium, everyone knows is much higher. So instead of you getting your townhouse in Wynnum West or—in fact—and there’s no low-medium in Wynnum West—for $350,000, it’s suddenly $450,000, $500,000. See you later, Brisbane. 

We’re going to have to go and live in Ipswich or Logan or whatever to be able to afford to—and a lot of lower income people, of course, are—townhouses are, as I said, is a start—to get into the market and then, one day, they might be able to graduate up to a detached house or something like that. So, anyhow, I just wanted to make those points. I’ll be supporting this resolution, but it’s—I don’t—I want to stand up for the fact that townhouse developments have existed and been well built and well accepted by the local community in my ward and I’m sticking up for those townhouses. Thank you.

Councillor MACKAY.

Councillor MACKAY:
Yes. Thanks, Chair. I rise to speak on item A, major amendment H. Chair, this is a great day for the people of Brisbane and especially for concerned residents from Walter Taylor. Major amendment H, as you would know, has been a process going for two years with the State Government. From July 2019, community consultation was conducted through a variety of means.


I am going to talk a little bit about the community consultation tonight and that community consultation took place through things such as newspaper notices, Council website, email, newsletters, talk to a planner sessions and letterbox drops. The feedback from Brisbane’s western suburbs came through loud and clear. There were 741 submissions that supported the LORD MAYOR’s proposal to restrict townhouses from being developed in single home areas. Three hundred and ninety-nine of those submissions came from Brisbane’s western suburbs, suburbs like Chapel Hill and Fig Tree Pocket.


This shows great support from the residents of Walter Taylor, and I congratulate them for the proactivity in supporting the proposal, and I congratulate them today for the result that we see coming. Overwhelmingly, those in support noted the importance of preserving single home areas to retain diversity of housing choice through a mix of residential areas of different types and densities. Now, Chair, I didn’t make that up. That was straight out of the consultation report. Chair, I’m sure you’d be interested to hear about some other factors raised by those who supported the amended. So I will tell you about them, Chair.


They had concerns about the impact on neighbourhood character, the capacity and efficient use of infrastructure, car dependency, environmental impacts, density, social impacts. So, Chair, while we are focused on building the infrastructure our city needs, we are also protecting our suburbs by ensuring any development fits within its existing surroundings. These changes will protect the iconic Brisbane backyard and the city’s unique character by ensuring our planning scheme reflects community expectations.

The Divisional Manager, City Planning and Sustainability, provided the information below.
2.
At the meeting of 4 September 2018, Council resolved to amend Brisbane City Plan 2014 (the planning scheme) to stop townhouses and apartments being built in areas for single homes (the proposed amendment). On 5 September 2018, Council wrote to the Minister for State Development, Manufacturing, Infrastructure and Planning (the Minister) to request early confirmation of State interests. State interests were confirmed by letter dated 26 November 2018.

3.
At the meeting of 27 November 2018, Council resolved to amend the planning scheme to remove provisions allowing multiple dwellings (townhouses and apartments) in the Low density residential zone code and other associated parts of the planning scheme. The proposed amendment includes changes to neighbourhood plans to remove provisions allowing for multiple dwellings in the Low density residential zone.

4.
By letter dated 30 May 2019, the Minister confirmed that State interests were appropriately reflected in the proposed amendment and gave approval to proceed to public consultation.

5.
Public consultation on the proposed amendment was undertaken from 29 July 2019 to 26 August 2019 in accordance with the Minister’s Guidelines and Rules (the Guideline). At the meeting of 19 November 2019, Council endorsed the amendment without any changes and requested the Minister’s approval to adopt the proposed amendment.

6.
By letter dated 4 February 2020 (refer Attachment B, submitted on file), the Minister granted approval for the proposed amendment to be adopted into the planning scheme, subject to a condition requiring the finalisation of a detailed housing strategy within 12 months of adoption of the proposed amendment. In 2019, Council commenced research to support the development of a housing strategy, a key action in Brisbane’s Future Blueprint.

7.
The schedule of amendments is set out in Attachment C (submitted on file), and the proposed amendment package to be adopted into the planning scheme is set out in Attachment D (submitted on file).

PUBLIC AND ACTIVE TRANSPORT, ECONOMIC AND TOURISM DEVELOPMENT COMMITTEE

The DEPUTY MAYOR, Councillor Krista ADAMS, Chair of the Public and Active Transport, Economic and Tourism Development Committee, moved, seconded by Councillor Tracy DAVIS that the report of the meeting of that Committee held on 4 February 2020, be adopted.

DEPUTY MAYOR.
DEPUTY MAYOR:
Thank you, Mr Chair. Last week’s Committee presentation was on the fantastic active travel opportunities that the Victoria Park Vision will provide. So, we love our Victoria Park Vision. The LORD MAYOR announced it in June last year and from 2021, we will see works commence to transform the current golf course into Brisbane’s biggest new public park in 50 years. So, we know that we’ve had so many people help shape this vision now, 163,000. More than 5,400 ideas shared and one thing we clearly heard from the people of Brisbane when they spoke to us is some of the features they really wanted to see was cycling, pathways, connectivity and accessibility.

That really does fit into the guiding principles that we heard through the presentation around recognition, restoration and reconnection. So, in particular, through my portfolio, the aspect of reconnection with the—transforming those connections that we have there even into a better connection to all of those bikeways that we have that feed into the park as well, will really stitch that parkland into the city and the heart of the city as well. So, it is really critical that we get this right, obviously, with our clean, green sustainable city that we are. We’ve got two metro stations that will be servicing Victoria Park and, of course, the Cross River Rail as well. We know that active travel will be a very big part of that.

I think what we need to realise though, that there is also a lot of different types of active travel that will be in Victoria Park. So, we’ve got routes that go to Victoria Park, we’ll have routes that go through Victoria Park. We’ll have both recreational and commuter cyclists. We have to make sure that we have the current route that goes through there, making it easier. It’s a very complicated journey through the CBD and around this site at the moment, so we really want to focus on that primary connection for cyclists.

Once we can streamline the journey, so that commuter cyclists can get into the CBD faster, then they really are going to want to use this area. The second option obviously is once we’ve got that sorted out, we go into the recreational loop that is the opportunity for the people that are just wanting to have a lazy day on the bike and take in the beautiful area that will be there and the new features of the park.

So, they may include the Ridge Loop, which is a two-kilometre shared pathway, the Valley Loop, which is a longer shared pathway at three kilometres, and, of course, a whole network of pedestrian pathways at varying grades. Some of them will be shared. Some of them will be for recreational cyclists. Some of them won’t be disability compliant, because of the lay of the land, but you will still be able to get around on different grades in different ways for cyclists, for walkers and for those with impairments as well.

The existing walkway of the rail line will be investigated for a potential upgrade, as well as connecting the existing land bridge over the Inner City Bypass with the North Brisbane Bikeway. It is just going to be so exciting the improvements we are going to see and it definitely reflects not only the transport plan for Brisbane, but the focus that we have here on Team Schrinner is a clean, green and sustainable city, with a Victoria Park that is a natural retreat, an urban park for an adventure, discovery and with the bikeways opportunities, reconnection as well. It will be an absolute gamechanger for Brisbane and I can’t wait to get started on the planning for that.

We had four petitions that came through Committee last week. One on the Pallara bus services; one concerning lights at Rocklea; the bike lanes at Highgate Hill, which we’ve discussed here in-depth; and the Woolloongabba Bikeway extension through Coorparoo. I will leave those petitions to the Chamber.

Councillor SRI:
Thanks, Chair. I rise to speak briefly about the petition regarding the proposed extension of the Woolloongabba Bikeway down Stanley Street through East Brisbane and I know that in an election year there’s a lot of competing priorities and a lot of distractions, but I just wanted to reiterate for the DEPUTY MAYOR, and hopefully the DEPUTY MAYOR will bring this to the attention of the Mayor as well, that I consider this a very high priority and a key missing link in the inner southside bikeway network. As I’ve said previously, there’s plenty of space along that stretch of Stanley Street. It’s a very wide road.

As local Councillor, I’m open to conversations about losing some of the street parking along that stretch of Stanley Street to facilitate bike lanes. I’m also open to conversations about removing one of the lanes of general traffic in the vicinity of Latrobe Street in order to facilitate barrier-separated bike lanes. I think there’s a real opportunity here to deliver this project much more cheaply than the first stage of the Woolloongabba Bikeway.

I think there’s an opportunity to experiment with tactical urbanism approaches, so that rather than simply going straight for a final solution, we use more temporary forms of barriers to trial different lane configurations. I understand this is an option the bikeways team have been considering in the past for other lanes in other parts of the city.

Rather than spending millions and millions of dollars building big concrete barriers straightaway, you can drop in some of the temporary barriers, leave them in place for six months, see how much use they get, see how that impacts traffic flow in the area and then formalise it later as a final design. That’s an approach that has been used in other cities around the world and I hope the DEPUTY MAYOR will seriously consider that. After Vulture Street, I would say this is one of the highest priorities for bike lanes in the inner city. But I’m obviously losing this part of East Brisbane from my ward after the 28 March election.

So, I hope whoever the new Councillor is to represent that area, that they’re also cognoscente of the importance of introducing separated bike lanes and that this isn’t something that drops off the agenda. There’s a really good opportunity here to deliver a safe, separated facility all the way along Stanley Street stretching back to the Norman Creek Bikeway, so let’s not leave this one on the backburner. Let’s not put it in the too hard basket.

In terms of the amount of money you would have to spend to deliver a good bike lane there, it’s going to yield better value for money than a lot of the other areas that the Council has been looking at in recent years, simply because that road corridor is so wide and there’s so much space to play with there. I’ve spoken to local residents who live along Stanley Street East, one of their biggest frustrations is that the growing number of cyclists are often using the narrow footpaths and that causes stresses when cars are pulling in and out of side streets and driveways.

It also causes stress when pedestrians are sharing narrow footpaths with fast moving e-scooters. The best solution to that is separated facilities. So, let’s create separated bike lanes to get the cars, the pedestrians and the cyclists out of each other’s way. Hopefully the DEPUTY MAYOR will take that on board.

Councillor OWEN:
I rise to speak on item B, and this is an item which I know that many residents throughout the south-western corridor will sincerely support. The implementation of dedicated bus services that will service the suburb of Pallara is needed and it is needed now. The amount of residential growth in Pallara as a suburb is exceeding 20.41% annually. Particularly, in the last two years, we have seen the growth and the number of houses coming into Pallara absolutely escalate. So, when we have a new suburb coming online, we need to look after those residents.

Particularly, when they are looking to utilise public transport. We have an obligation to advocate on their behalf and certainly I am prepared to do that. We have a lot of residents in Pallara who are currently driving to Heathwood, getting on the buses at Heathwood, in order to get to their work, to university, to access other shopping centres and other facilities such as medical facilities. So, this petition is important. It is something that TransLink needs to act on sooner rather than later. I for one will be advocating loud and clear to TransLink that we do need this service. We do need to support the people of Pallara. I do know that the growth will certainly substantiate the need. Thank you.

Councillor CUNNINGHAM:
Thanks, Chair. I rise to speak briefly about item E. This Administration wants to get people home quicker and safer and that’s why we allocate funds to a range of projects that provide choices for commuters and families. Just this term alone—and I note the comments from Councillor SRI—$100 million has been spent extending our city’s network of safe and connected bikeways and the Woolloongabba Bikeway is a great example of that. The first example of a future bikeway project for the Coorparoo Ward, which I’m fighting for, is their Stanley Street East corridor. It’s a busy section during peak hours.

It’s a popular arterial route connecting the eastern suburbs with the city. It’s also recognised as a primary bicycle route in the bicycle network overlay within the City Plan. More cycling infrastructure in this corridor will help provide choices for residents and commuters, so I was pleased to read in the petition response that the project has been noted for inclusion in a future capital works budget. I know, and residents know that critical, but expensive projects like this, can only be delivered with sound financial management, something that only a team with experience can provide.

I’ve already spoken with the Chair about the project and provided by support for it to be considered as part of upgrades to cycling infrastructure in the east. I will continue to fight for more travel options in the east, whether that be bikes, buses, cars or walking paths. This kind of infrastructure is what we need to make our city cleaner, greener and more active for our residents to—

—share and enjoy the climate. Thank you.

As Councillor OWEN would have seen, we have written to TransLink to push forward having a loop to get to the Salisbury Station for those residents that are moving in there. With regards to the Woolloongabba Bikeway, this petition, in particular, asks for a two-way protected bikeway along Stanley Street East as far as they Cleveland Rail Corridor. Obviously, that will require—that one in particular, that design, would be a removal of a traffic lane.

There’s a lot of work you need to do to talk to residents around that that live on that stretch. We’ve got to remember there’s a lot of small businesses along there as well and as Councillor SRI knows, our conversation with Dornoch Terrace, the removal of on-street carparks can have a huge impact on local residents. But we are definitely recognising this as an important link.

We’re reviewing our active transport network plan and, as Councillor CUNNINGHAM said, and Councillor SRI, it is a key corridor to improve connectivity and safety and it definitely is going to be looked at as our future projects as we look at that connectivity through the south.

Dyan Currie, Chief Planner, City Planning and Economic Development, City Planning and Sustainability, attended the meeting to provide an update on active travel opportunities within the Victoria Park draft vision (the draft vision). She provided the information below.
2.
The draft vision was announced by the Lord Mayor on 8 June 2019, with an allocated Council budget of $1 million. From 2021, works will commence to transform the golf course into a public parkland. The function centre, putt putt and driving range will be retained as part of the draft vision. 

3.
Public consultation for the draft vision was conducted at community engagement events including the EKKA and the Green Heart Fair. Other events included a pop‑up park in the Queen Street Mall, stalls at the Kelvin Grove Market and Powerhouse Market, and a party at Victoria Park, which was attended by more than 3,500 people. Council received 16,000 visits online, with 570 ideas posted and 1,600 surveys completed. 

4.
More than 16,300 people helped shape the draft vision. Through an online survey and community engagement events, more than 5,400 ideas were shared. The most wanted features of the draft plan include native gardens, trees, shade, nature, all-ages activities, creative playgrounds, BBQs, shelters and water features. Cycling, pathways, connectivity and accessibility featured strongly and were in the top five elements. 

5.
The vision statement is that Victoria Park will be a natural retreat, an urban park for adventure, discovery and reconnection. The draft vision guiding principles include the following: 

-
Recognition – creating a place to respectfully celebrate the connection between culture, history and nature across past, present and future generations
-
Restoration – celebrating our unique interwoven landscape and ecosystems
-
Reconnection – making transformational connections that stitch the parkland back into the city. 

6.
The draft vision strategies include: unique experiences, connected habitats, room for water, connections, health and recreation, relationships, creative expression and cultural landscape.

7.
The draft vision recognises the important role that active travel needs to play in the success of the future park, as well as the park providing enhanced opportunities for new transformational connections through the site. As part of the draft vision active transport will be improved as follows:

-
routes to the park

-
transformative element of the city
-
providing sustainable transport options is important
-
leisure and recreation opportunities – walk or cycle to the park and seamlessly connect to internal park pathways and features
-
reducing dependence on private vehicles and congestion
-
routes through the park for recreational and commuter cyclists
-
leveraging park development to improve connectivity north-south and east-west across the park
-
providing new pathways to improve existing journey
-
better outcome by relocating existing connections.

Both of these reflect the Transport Plan for Brisbane — Strategic Directions
-
a clean, green, sustainable city – encouraging reduction in private car use by improving sustainable transport options
-
community health and wellbeing – plan and deliver a network to encourage more active lifestyle choices. 
8.
An illustrative concept showing connections via the existing cycle network, proposed Brisbane Metro and Cross River Rail, and proposed active transport networks and pathways was shared with the Committee. By creating a broader cycling network as part of the draft plan, connectivity will be improved to:

Enoggera Creek Bikeway
-
Kedron Brook Bikeway
-
North Brisbane Bikeway (currently being delivered by Council and the Department of Transport and Main Roads)
-
Bicentennial Bikeway (via existing pathways)
-
major destinations and attractors include the QUT Kelvin Grove Campus, Royal Brisbane and Women’s Hospital and the Brisbane CBD.

Images of the proposed Lake Barrambin and canopy walk and treehouse were shared with the Committee.

A petition from residents, requesting bus services be activated from Pallara, was received during the Spring Recess 2019.
13.
The Divisional Manager, Transport for Brisbane, provided the following information.

14.
The petition contained a total of 256 signatures, with most signatories residing in Pallara and other southside suburbs of Brisbane.

15.
Specifically, the petition requests bus services connecting residents to the city, universities and shopping centres.
16.
Council operates its bus services under a contract with TransLink, a division of the Queensland Government’s Department of Transport and Main Roads. TransLink is responsible for the delivery of public transport services and infrastructure for South East Queensland. 

17.
Council works in conjunction with TransLink to ensure the residents and visitors of Brisbane have access to a reliable and accessible public transport network, with TransLink having the overall responsibility for approving and funding any new bus services or changes to services. In determining any bus network expansion, Council works with TransLink to ensure that services will be well utilised and meet customer demand.

18.
In 2018, the estimated population in the Pallara-Willawong area was 5,324. Since 2013, the average population growth rate in Pallara-Willawong has been 4.3% per annum, which is higher than the comparable figure of 1.7% per annum for the Brisbane City Council area. Recent population growth in Pallara-Willawong is a result of residential development, including the new Stockland Estate, which incorporated a bus stop pair on Gooderham Road. In addition, Council has issued numerous development approvals in the Pallara area, which are expected to result in continued population growth in the coming years. 

19.
While, Pallara is not currently serviced by any urban bus services. Council does currently operate the following district services as part of its contract with TransLink:

-
Route 803 – operating between the new Pallara estate and Pallara State School (one morning and one afternoon service)
-
Route 840 – operating between Willawong and Sunnybank via Pallara (one morning service only)

-
Route 867 – operating between Sunnybank and Pallara (one afternoon service only).
20.
Council has conducted preliminary investigations into possible bus service options for Pallara and has determined that the implementation of a new bus service from Pallara to Salisbury railway station (as a rail feeder service) will help connect residents to precincts closer to the city and further abroad.

21.
While it is acknowledged there has been population growth in the area and that this is expected to continue, any additional services or change to existing services, would require approval and funding from TransLink.

22.
In response to this petition, Council will ask TransLink to consider the petitioners’ request for bus services to be activated from Pallara and will suggest the rail feeder service outlined above.

In determining any bus network expansion, Council works with TransLink to ensure that services will be well utilised and meet customer demand.

In 2018, the estimated population in the Pallara-Willawong area was 5,324. Since 2013, the average population growth rate in Pallara-Willawong has been 4.3% per annum, which is higher than the comparable figure of 1.7% per annum for the Brisbane City Council area. Recent population growth in Pallara-Willawong is a result of residential development, including the new Stockland Estate, which incorporated a bus stop pair on Gooderham Road. In addition, Council has issued numerous development approvals in the Pallara area, which are expected to result in continued population growth in the coming years. 

While, Pallara is not currently serviced by any urban bus services, Council does currently operate the following district services as part of its contract with TransLink:

-
Route 803 – operating between the new Pallara estate and Pallara State School (one morning and one afternoon service)

-
Route 840 – operating between Willawong and Sunnybank via Pallara (one morning service only)

-
Route 867 – operating between Sunnybank and Pallara (one afternoon service only).

Council has conducted preliminary investigations into possible bus service options for Pallara and has determined that the implementation of a new bus service from Pallara to Salisbury railway station (as a rail feeder service) will help connect residents to precincts closer to the city and further abroad. 

While it is acknowledged there has been population growth in the area and that this is expected to continue to occur, any additional services or change to existing services, would require approval and funding from TransLink. 

In response to this petition, Council will ask TransLink to consider the petitioners’ request for bus services to be activated from Pallara and will suggest the rail feeder service outlined above.

The first petition (CA19/1193300) contains 197 signatures. Of the petitioners, 187 live in various suburbs of the City of Brisbane and 10 live outside the City of Brisbane. The second petition (CA20/42000) contains 44 signatures. Of the petitioners, 43 live in various suburbs of the City of Brisbane and one lives outside the City of Brisbane.
55.
The petitioners are requesting an extension of the Woolloongabba Bikeway to improve road safety for people on bicycles heading towards Brisbane’s eastern suburbs. The petitioners are referencing other bikeway facilities which have been previously completed or are underway in other areas of Brisbane. Attachment B (submitted on file) shows a locality map of the subject location.

56.
Council completed construction of the Woolloongabba Bikeway in July 2019, providing a two‑way bikeway between Dock Street, South Brisbane, and Ipswich Road, Woolloongabba. The bikeway was separated from general traffic to improve safety, which included removal of a traffic lane and kerbside allocations including parking, bus and loading zones to create a two-way bikeway separated by a concrete barrier.

57.
Under Council’s road hierarchy in Brisbane City Plan 2014 (City Plan), the road corridor is identified as an arterial road between Logan Road and Cavendish Road, and a suburban road beyond, recognising its function as a connection between the eastern suburbs, Logan Road, Ipswich Road, Pacific Motorway and Brisbane City. The road’s cross‑section varies along the extents of the route, including:

four general traffic lanes and no parking between Ipswich Road, Woolloongabba and Fisher Street, East Brisbane

two general traffic lanes and two shoulder parking lanes between Fisher Street and Vulture Street East, East Brisbane; and

Councillor McLACHLAN:
Thank you, Mr Chair. The item before us is—the first item was the Infrastructure Committee report that we had in Committee last week, which was the—an update on the left turn on red trial, which we have talked about in this place previously. So, I am just happy to report to the Chamber that the State Government has graciously extended the trial until 31 May 2021. So, this continues as an ongoing trial.

We would like to see it adopted as a standard operating procedure under the manual of uniform traffic devices which the State controls. However, we are pleased that the State is—TMR, Transport and Main Roads, the Department of Transport and Main Roads, is prepared to extend that trial through to 31 May 2021.


We believe it provides considerable improvements to traffic flow in those locations where it is safe to provide this particular movement and currently, we have 17 locations across the city where this trial is underway. It does—an independent report has been conducted into this and this was considered in the Committee report.


It does reduce delays of left-turn movements from 31 to 22 seconds and I think the majority of residents and visitors to our city accept and approve of this.


It’s common practice in New South Wales. The standards that we have adopted, have been adopted here in Queensland, are the same as for New South Wales and of course anybody travelling overseas knows that it is a standard operating procedure, albeit on the other side of the road but a standard operating procedure in other locations.


We believe this is a good trial and long may it continue. Well it will continue at least until 31 May 2021 and we hope that it is adopted as a standard practice after that.


The other matters before us were two petitions that related to requests for slowdowns in—slowdown in traffic, or traffic calming. I am happy to talk to those issues if debate follows. Thank you.

COMMITTEE PRESENTATION – LEFT TURN ON RED TRIAL UPDATE

1.
Marie Gales, Manager, Transport Planning and Operations, Brisbane Infrastructure, attended the meeting to provide an update on the Left Turn on Red trial. She provided the information below.
2.
In June 2013, Council received approval from the Queensland Government’s Department of Transport and Main Roads (TMR) to commence the Left Turn on Red (LTOR) trial. Council commenced the trial in November 2013 at five locations across Brisbane using TMR guidelines. In the following year, the trial was upgraded to 50 locations and extended for an additional two years. TMR also requested Council undertake an independent evaluation of the trial. In December 2019, TMR further extended the LTOR trial until 31 May 2021.
3.
Images of LTOR signage was shown to the Committee. LTOR:

-
allows motorists to turn left on a red light after coming to a complete stop and giving way to other vehicles, pedestrians and cyclists at the intersection

-
is only permitted at intersections where the approach has ‘Left turn on red permitted after stopping’ signage installed.
4.
At commencement of the LTOR trial in 2013, TMR requested Council ensure the initial five LTOR sites complied with Australian Standards, which involved undertaking four mandatory tests. In 2017, following the independent evaluation by the Centre for Accident Research and Road Safety - Queensland (CARRS-Q), TMR requested Council conduct additional testing to comply with New South Wales’ Roads and Maritime Services (NSW RMS) standards which involved 12 mandatory tests. In 2018, Council conducted a compliance review of all 50 LTOR sites at the time. From this review:

-
17 sites were found to be compliant with NSW RMS standards

-
30 sites were non-compliant with NSW RMS standards and, as such, the trial was concluded at these locations

-
one site needed to be removed due to perceived safety concerns
-
two sites were decommissioned due to roadworks.

5.
The CARRS-Q LTOR report provided the following findings.

-
LTOR reduced the delay of left turning vehicles from 31 seconds per vehicle to 22 seconds per vehicle.

-
LTOR provided greater benefits during peak times than off-peak times.

-
LTOR does not reduce delays at major road approaches.

-
LTOR provided more signal phase times on major road approaches at T-intersections.

-
LTOR provided less signal phase times on major road approaches at cross intersections.

-
Fourteen traffic incidents had occurred at LTOR trial sites during the time of the report, however, only one incident was identified as involving a LTOR vehicle with the primary cause of the incident not being related to the LTOR movement.

-
Safety observations showed some drivers failed to come to a complete stop before LTOR.

6.
The CARRS-Q LTOR report contained the following recommendations.

-
Revised LTOR signage to clearly inform drivers about their responsibility. Current signage is in accordance with NSW RMS standards.

-
Corrective action to address issues identified during investigations, such as line marking, signage, and tree trimming. These corrective actions have been completed by Council.

-
Multi-lane LTOR approach, which involves shifting back the stop bar of the right lane to provide unimpeded view of oncoming traffic. Council investigated this recommended approach and found it increased stopping non-compliance and left turn speed, posing a higher risk for pedestrian/active transport users. As such, no approach changes were implemented.

-
LTOR movement to only occur from the left lane of multi-lane approaches. Council has completed LTOR line marking changes.

-
Wider public education and awareness of LTOR.

-
T-intersections to be prioritised over cross intersections for future LTOR sites.

-
Long term safety impacts of LTOR to be assessed at future sites three to five-years post-installation.

letters to professional driver groups on how to use LTOR, such as taxis, rideshare and freight groups.

TMR extended the LTOR trial until 31 May 2021 to allow time for further evaluation. If the trial evaluation demonstrates LTOR can be safely adopted, TMR will develop guidance for Queensland road users.

A petition requesting Council install a speed awareness monitor, speed bumps or a 40 km/h zone to ensure the safety of locals and others walking in the area around Gordon Street, Hawthorne, was received during the Spring Recess 2019.
13.
The Manager, Transport Planning and Operations, Brisbane Infrastructure, provided the following information.
14.
The petition contains 11 signatures. Of the petitioners, five live on Gordon Street, five live in other suburbs of the City of Brisbane and one lives outside the City of Brisbane.

15.
The petitioners are concerned about motorists speeding around blind corners along Gordon Street, Hawthorne, which provides access to Hardcastle Park. The petitioners believe it is unsafe to cross the road and are requesting a SAM, speed bumps or a 40 km/h speed limit to improve road safety.

16.
Gordon Street is a 50 km/h neighbourhood road providing access to local residential properties. Attachment B (submitted on file) shows a locality map. 

17.
The petitioners’ request for a 40 km/h speed limit has been noted. Speed limits on all roads in Queensland are set in accordance with the Manual of Uniform Traffic Control Devices (MUTCD), a document prepared by the Queensland Government’s Department of Transport and Main Roads. This process ensures that speed limits are set in a consistent and credible manner across the entire State of Queensland.

18.
In determining appropriate speed limits, consideration is given to factors such as the function of the road, its geometry and alignment, road-side hazards, land usage, crash history, traffic speeds and traffic volume, the frequency of property access points and intersections, and significant active transport uses. Speeding and reckless driving are driver behaviour issues which Council cannot enforce. The Queensland Police Service (QPS) is the designated authority responsible for enforcing Queensland’s traffic laws.

While Council cannot enforce the speed limit, it has implemented the SAM program to improve road safety across Brisbane. SAMs are installed for a minimum of one month and increase motorist awareness of their travelling speed by acting as a reminder to adhere to the speed limit. The citywide program has seen a marked decrease in the number of motorists travelling over the speed limit when passing the signs, with an average speed reduction of more than 8 km/h across all sites since the program began in late 2013. 

24.
SAMs are mostly preferred on straight stretches of roads where motorists are more likely to increase their speed. An assessment of Gordon Street shows that there are potential sites between Leura Avenue and Elliott Street, and between Malcolm Street and Lindsay Street.

A SAM for Gordon Street has been listed for future consideration, with a final location subject to a site assessment and consultation with the local Councillor.

The petition contains 30 signatures. Of the petitioners, 24 live on Vivian Street with the remainder living in other streets within Tennyson.

Vivian Street functions as a neighbourhood road in Council’s road hierarchy providing access to local residential properties, the sporting fields of St Joseph’s College (Gregory Terrace) and the Pamphlett‑Tennyson Sea Scouts. There are no Council bus routes or stops along this street. Attachment B (submitted on file) shows a locality map.

Speed limits on all roads in Queensland are set in accordance with the Queensland Government’s Manual of Uniform Traffic Control Devices (MUTCD), a document prepared by the Department of Transport and Main Roads. This ensures that speed limits are set in a consistent and credible manner across the entire State of Queensland.

In determining appropriate speed limits, consideration is given to factors such as the function of the road, its geometry and alignment, roadside hazards, land usage, crash history, traffic speeds and traffic volume, the frequency of property access points and intersections, and significant active transport uses. Council has reviewed the most recent traffic count data for Vivian Street. Three surveys were undertaken in July 2013 at 12, 32 and 72 Vivian Street respectively. The maximum average two-way daily volume from those records was 1,167 vehicles per day at 12 Vivian Street. Speed data from all three indicates that 85% of all vehicles travelling at or below the posted 50 km/h speed limit. While dated, these results indicate that traffic volumes are typical for a residential street and that speeding is not a factor. Attachment C (submitted on file) shows a summary of these counts.

Further, the local road configuration does not provide any through access to other areas of the city, meaning there is unlikely to be a high volume of non-local traffic accessing Vivian Street, which further reduces the likelihood of conflicts between different road users. Council officers have reviewed the most recent data from the official Queensland Government crash history for Vivian Street. Between March 2010 and March 2019, there was one recorded crash as a result of poor driver behaviour and speed was not a factor.

In the absence of any current traffic count data for Vivian Street, Council proposes to undertake a new count early this year when traffic returns to its usual weekday levels to assess current traffic volumes and speeds on the road.

I just want to comment on the items before us but before I get to the Committee presentation and the petitions, I just want to take this opportunity to thank and acknowledge all the fantastic Council staff that I’ve had the pleasure over the last two years of serving with in the City Planning part of Council.


So, to Andrea as the Divisional Manager, Marcus, Dy, Annabelle, Sharon, Omar and the whole teams of staff that we have that assess development applications, look at, design, do the planning amendments that we debate in this place, do the community engagement around neighbourhood plans and deliver so much of what this Council does in terms of improving and enhancing public open space across the city and urban areas. I want to say a very big thank you for all of your dedication and hard work. Not just while the time I was Chair, but indeed in the time that other Councillors have been the Chair of planning.


I know just how hard you actually work. I know how dedicated you are to a better Brisbane and I know how seriously you take getting good planning outcomes for the residents of Brisbane. In some cases, it’s very difficult. There is a lot of competing interests, but you do your jobs as best as you can and you try to deliver the best outcomes for the residents of Brisbane.


We had three items on the agenda last week, Mr Chairman. Two of those were petitions relating to Village Precinct Project initiatives. So one was at Oxford Street shopping precinct and the other one was Aminya Street down there in Mansfield, Mr Chairman, and these are both contenders for future funding as part of our Village Precinct Project. Another one of those initiatives where we enhance and try to support local businesses across our city and the suburbs.


The Committee presentation was about Brisbane’s knowledge corridor. So, because of the State Government’s delivery of the Cross River Rail project, there is a number of sites across this city. Five of them where you will see priority development areas happening, Mr Chairman.


The priority development area relates only to the State Government land that is part of the delivery of Cross River Rail but around those sites, there is going to be massive changes as that infrastructure is delivered and we have started the process, in conjunction with Cross River Rail, to deliver the planning of those precincts that is required so the Committee got an overview of the priority precincts as part of this, Mr Chairman, and the plans for each one of those precincts will now flow out for public consultation in May. COMMITTEE PRESENTATION – BRISBANE’S KNOWLEDGE CORRIDOR: A FRAMEWORK FOR CONNECTING PEOPLE, PLACES AND IDEAS

Dyan Currie, Chief Planner, City Planning and Economic Development, City Planning and Sustainability, attended the meeting to provide an update on Brisbane’s Knowledge Corridor: a framework for connecting people, places and ideas. She provided the information below.
2.
Brisbane has an emerging international reputation as a place to live, learn, invest and innovate. Brisbane’s inner city has the largest agglomeration of knowledge-intensive industries, and is on the cusp of an exciting period of change. Different Brisbane statistics were shared with the Committee. 

3.
Brisbane’s Knowledge Corridor is a framework and overarching strategy to help advance the role of the knowledge corridor, and is supported by renewal strategies for five precincts linked to the Brisbane Metro and Cross River Rail transformational projects. The Cross River Rail Delivery Authority released the Cross River Rail Precincts Delivery Strategy in late 2019, and the Queensland Government has declared the Albert Street Cross River Rail Priority Development Area and the Roma Street Cross River Rail Priority Development Area. 

4.
Brisbane’s Knowledge Corridor runs north-south through the inner city. The Brisbane Metro and Cross River Rail will connect skilled workers to knowledge precincts and accelerate the growth of Brisbane’s knowledge economy. Council has worked collaboratively with the Cross River Rail Delivery Authority to develop the draft framework and renewal strategies.

5.
Furthermore, 21st century cities and regions are increasingly dependent on their international competitiveness for growth and prosperity. To sustain economic growth it is imperative that Brisbane and the South East Queensland region transitions towards a more knowledge intensive economy. Integral to the success of a knowledge city is its ability to attract and retain highly skilled workers. Research shows that lifestyle attributes are equally as important as knowledge industries. 

6.
Evidence from around the world confirms that knowledge workers choose to live in cities that offer a high quality of life. Knowledge precincts need to be supported by quality urban environments. Brisbane’s inner-city precincts have significant untapped potential to deliver new knowledge and lifestyle outcomes. The ultimate success of Brisbane’s Knowledge Corridor requires a commitment to the creation of the great places. 

7.
Brisbane’s Knowledge Corridor is a connected sequence of highly productive inner-city precincts that drive economic development, trade and innovation for the city and region. A revitalised knowledge corridor will feature world-class public transport systems, walkable centres and a network of great places that enhance our lifestyle offer and allow Brisbane to compete on a global stage.
8.
Brisbane’s Knowledge Corridor comprises of five key precincts (Exhibition, Roma Street, Albert Street, Woolloongabba and Boggo Road) that each offer a distinct mix of knowledge‑based activities within established urban neighbourhoods. Realising the unique potential of each individual precinct will enable a diversity of knowledge and lifestyle options for our inner city, allowing for specialised clusters that drive economic growth and innovation whilst retaining the local character of each neighbourhood.
9.
Each of the five precincts will play a distinct role that builds on its established institutions, existing attributes and locational advantages. The five precincts will work together to create complementary activity clusters that balance knowledge and lifestyle elements, creating a corridor that is greater than the sum of its parts. 

10.
The Exhibition precinct is a concentration of exemplary research, health and allied industries, accommodation and event spaces on the doorstep of the city centre. Retail high streets and treasured cultural spaces such as the Old Museum, Brisbane Showgrounds and Victoria Park create a thriving urban lifestyle.
11.
The Roma Street precinct is the western gateway to the city centre, combining a regional transport function with an expanded commercial, retail and leisure offer creating an attractive destination for business and visitors. The precinct boasts outstanding connectivity, a vibrant public realm and exemplary subtropical architecture.
12.
The Albert Street precinct takes full advantage of improved connectivity and is a thriving mix of high density working, living, shopping and dining. Commuters, residents and visitors enjoy walking the shady streets and exciting laneways and discovering new creative spaces.
13.
The Woolloongabba precinct is a vibrant city fringe neighbourhood founded on health, sport and entertainment. The precinct is focused around an emerging green heart and thriving high street which, together with The Gabba Stadium, creates a destination with world-class events, an enviable lifestyle and a rich history and culture.
14.
The Boggo Road precinct will continue to grow and transform into one of the world’s most critically acclaimed and commercially successful centres of health, science and education. As an integrated, accessible, liveable, and vibrant part of the city, it attracts talented minds and a diverse community.
15.
Translating the framework into real-world success requires a collective commitment to deliver on agreed priorities. Catalyst projects have been identified because they:

represent a geographic spread

involve a broad range of stakeholders.

Councillor HAMMOND:
Thank you, Mr Chair. The Environment, Parks and Sustainability Committee, on 4 February, we had a fantastic, informative update of the Bushland Acquisition Program. Let me remind people, the Bushland Acquisition Program in 2020 celebrates its 30th anniversary. I must thank the former Lord Mayor, Sallyanne Atkinson, who launched this in 1990, for her foresight in this wonderful program.


Since 1990, Council has preserved a total of 4,274 hectares of land through this program. An exciting development in this space is our achievement to protecting over 750 hectares of bushland since 2016.
At that time, 6.33 pm, the Deputy Chair, Councillor Steven TOOMEY, assumed the Chair.
In December 2019, we won a 15-year battle to stop development over the site of 818 Rode Rd, Stafford Heights, and secure this land through the Bushland preservation Acquisition Program. This brought out total up to 752 hectares in 2016.

The presentation highlighted some of the properties we’ve acquired since 2016. These include land at Wakerley, Pallara, Karawatha, Carindale, Chermside, Bracken Ridge, Kholo, Burbank, Moggill and Deagon.

I will remind the Chamber that we are going to listen to other Councillors in silence, as the Chair has indicated. We are going to express the respect that we expect back in return. Thank you.

Councillor HAMMOND:
It’s interesting that some Councillors in this ward don’t understand what Labor wards are. There’s not many of them but they certainly punch above their weight in considering their numbers of how many ALP wards, as opposed to LNP wards have received bushland acquisition in their area.

Councillor HAMMOND:
Not only does this support native species, help preserve precious bushland and secure wildlife corridors, it helps increase the community’s opportunity to connect with and learn about our natural environment by turning the land we require into conservation reserves.


So, it is purely protected for future generations and not to be tempted if those opposite get to be on this side of the Chamber. They will not be able to do a grab‑for-cash and sell off this land for future development.


We also had a number of petition items. We had a petition for the request for Council to purchase 818 Rode Road, Stafford Heights, through the Bushland Acquisition Program, to ensure the long-term preservation of the land and protect its biodiversity. Great work Councillor DAVIS, you’ve done wonderful work trying to secure this land and your long-term fight over the many years to preserve this land for the Mountains to Mangroves Corridor and I thank you for your work.


A request for Council to not approve or proceed the proposed community garden at James Warner Park at Kangaroo Point. Interesting enough, the next one is a request for Council to support a community garden at James Warner Park, Kangaroo Point.

Petitions requesting that Council install lighting to improve safety in Delfin Street Park, Delfin Drive, MacGregor. A request that Council place a vegetation protection order on a mature leopard tree located at 15-17 Priory Street, Indooroopilly. As this tree is a street tree, it is protected by the NALL (Natural Assets Local Law 2003).

A request that Council provide seven to 10 acres of land in Victoria Park, Herston, for the purpose of growing food for those in need as part of the Victoria Park Vision.

Petitions requesting that Council name a section within Brisbane Corso Park, Yeronga, as ‘James Walker Place’ in honour of the late James Walker, for his fabulous 45 years of service to the local community. I am happy to respond to any questions.

Yes, just briefly, on the petition naming for John Walker Place in Brisbane Corso Park at Yeronga. I’m sure many people have residents like John Walker in their communities. In the 12 years I have been the Councillor for Tennyson Ward, he certainly attended pretty much every meeting of Neighbourhood Watch and the Yeronga District Residents Association and been a vocal advocate for our community.


I know that his passing last year was a very sad occasion for his family and they are seeking to have John Walker Place named in his honour within the Brisbane Corso Parklands, which was not too far from his home.


John particularly was active back in the ‘70s and ‘80s in supporting a number of community activities, including the Yeronga State Highschool P&C, the Yeronga Neighbourhood Watch and the Yeronga District Residents Association, in addition to many other names. Sorry, many other groups.


Certainly, it is important that we name our public spaces after people who have made a significant contribution to our community. I note this is a two-step process and now Council has to go away and do the second part of this, but I look forward to the naming occurring in due course.

Lachlan Carkeet, Parks and Natural Resources Manager, Natural Environment, Water and Sustainability, City Planning and Sustainability, attended the meeting to provide an update on Council’s Bushland Acquisition Program and the purchase of 750 hectares. He provided the information below.
2.
There are several programs in place to enable Council to protect biodiversity in Brisbane. To protect public land, Council utilises the Bushland Acquisition Program, development contributions and Queensland Government land transfers. To protect private land, Council uses the Wildlife Conservation Partnership Program, environmental covenants and requirements under Brisbane City Plan 2014.

3.
The Bushland Acquisition Program commenced in 1990, and since then 4,274 hectares of land have been preserved. Natural areas protected include:

· Karawatha Forest Park

· Brisbane Koala Bushlands

· Tinchi Tamba Wetlands

· Keperra Bushland.

Between July 2016 and December 2019, Council has purchased 750 hectares of land through the Bushland Acquisition Program. The Bushland Acquisition Program aims to protect threatened ecosystems and species, consolidate existing habitat areas, secure ecological corridors and linkages, provide opportunities to restore habitat, protect significant wetland ecosystems, and preserve land under threat.

The site supports significant, remnant vegetation and is an important habitat area along the Downfall Creek corridor. The local area is known to support a diversity of native wildlife species, including koalas.

In 2004, the Queensland Government rejected an offer by Council to purchase the site. In 2005, a development application (DA) was lodged with Council for an aged care facility, medical centre and child care facility on the site. The second petition (CA19/1165525) was presented by Councillor Peter Cumming, and received.

The Executive Manager, Field Services, Brisbane Infrastructure, provided the following information.

The first petition (CA19/1148437) contains 33 signatures and the second petition (CA19/1165525) contains 10 signatures.

43.
Delfin Street Park is a small suburban park located in the suburb of MacGregor and is bordered by residential properties on two of the three park frontages. The parkland has a small playground and a single park bench seat, with the remainder of the park being open space. The Delfin Drive frontage is delineated by timber bollards and a park maintenance slip rail. 

44.
Street lighting exists at the park frontage of Delfin Drive, with some spill lighting into Delfin Street Park along the boundary. 

45.
The Regional Coordinator Parks, South Region, Asset Services, Field Services, Brisbane Infrastructure, engaged the Safe Communities Team, Inclusive Communities, Connected Communities, Lifestyle and Community Services, to undertake a ‘Safety and Lighting Assessment’ in October 2019. 

46.
A detailed report of the park assessment was provided for Delfin Street Park. It found that from a Crime Prevention Through Environmental Design perspective any such remedial works, including the installation of additional lighting within the park, would not likely enhance the actual or perceived safety of the precinct for the community.
47.
Council records indicate correspondence from residents was received via Council’s 24-hour Contact Centre and MacGregor Ward Office opposing the request to establish park lighting within the park. The opposing comments state that lighting the park at night would encourage night-time use and would not be well received by the neighbouring residents.

48.
From a park management perspective Delfin Street Park does not have any internal pathway networks nor does it provide pedestrian linkage to major bus stops or transport thoroughfares.

49.
Considering the Safety and Lighting Assessment and opposing arguments to the requested installation of park lights, Council does not support the installation of internal lighting in Delfin Street Park.

There are no identified impacts from the outcome as the park design and use has not been altered. Some residents may not agree with the investigation findings.

Your petition has been investigated and considered by Council. It was decided that the petitioners be advised of the information below. 

Street trees, along with other vegetation on Council land, are valuable assets to Council and the community and are afforded protection under the Natural Assets Local Law 2003 (the Local Law). Because the tree in question is located on the nature strip it is protected under the Local Law.
The Local Law does not prevent vegetation being removed as part of a development. A developer can request the right to remove Council vegetation if they believe it may interfere with nearby development, or where road upgrade projects require the removal of vegetation to support road works.
Development applications must be assessed against the requirements of Brisbane City Plan 2014 and in accordance with the provisions of the Planning Act 2016. If a developer seeks approval to remove a street tree as part of the development, Council’s Development Services, City Planning and Sustainability, is required to assess the application on its merits. Where removal of street trees is identified as a necessary requirement of the development, Council may place conditions on the development approval requiring an offset. An offset may be in the form of replacement plantings or a cash payment to support Council replacing lost trees. Council works to find the right balance between facilitating the construction of new homes for the residents of Brisbane and the planning requirements to retain vegetation. 

Council has approved a development application for multiple dwellings at 15-17 Priory Street. As part of the assessment of the development application, Council made amendments to the approved plans and placed conditions on the development’s approval requiring the developer to retain the existing mature leopard tree on the Priory Street frontage.

GENERAL BUSINESS:

Deputy Chair:
Councillors, are there any items of General Business?

Councillor BOURKE.

Councillor BOURKE:
Thank you, Mr Chairman. My earliest memories of this Council and Aldermen in Council go back to the late 1980s when, on successive Christmases, there were large storms at our house and the inside downstairs was flooded. Each morning, each Christmas morning, I remember our then Alderman, Bob Mills, who is in the gallery today, coming around and helping to clean up the mess of mud and water.


It was the inspiration of these events that I have tried to replicate my time as a Councillor. I have, for the 12 years, had the great honour to represent the residents of Jamboree in this place. To share and celebrate the various achievements and the good times and to console and support in the not-so-good times. It has been a rollercoaster of a journey and I am thankful for the chance to serve my community.


I was elected on the back of a tide of change in 2008 that saw Campbell Newman re-elected into the mayoralty with an LNP majority. Since then, I have had the privilege of serving with three Lord Mayors, each different in their own way and with a different vision for our city. I know that LORD MAYOR SCHRINNER will continue to deliver on his vision for our city after March 28.


I want to thank Campbell, Graham and the current LORD MAYOR for the faith that they put in me as part of Civic Cabinet over the years. I have had the opportunity to work on some amazing projects and deliver some fantastic programs.

From the work we did on City Hall, to kickstarting the restoration of Anzac Square, overseeing the transition of South Bank and Roma Street Parklands back to Council, the new libraries we delivered in Chermside and Bracken Ridge, and over the last two years delivering on our commitment to the residents of Brisbane as part of Brisbane’s Future Blueprint.

Working on the City Hall restoration project was a standout of my first term here. The chance to be a part of a project that was a once in a generation opportunity. City Hall is a building that holds a special place in so many people’s hearts, including my own and it will stay a feature of our city now for a long time to come.

Soon after starting on the project, we were in a meeting about some of the communications that were going out about the closure of City Hall. One of the young comms officers, with her manager, were running through the plan of how we were going to tell people that City Hall was closing for three years.

I can remember—I can’t remember the question, Mr Chair, but I asked the officer something and without missing a beat she said, but dude, if we do that—and I could see then, the horror on her manager’s face. Without missing a beat, I said, Councillor DUDE. That’s the humour and the approach that I have tried to bring to my time as a Councillor.

All of the officers on that project were amazing and truly dedicated to making sure that the project was delivered as best as it could be. Today, this building is a testament to their hard work, and I am blessed to have been a part of that, Mr Chairman.

All these projects and many more that I don’t have time to list were highlights of the fantastic work that Council does on a citywide level, but more importantly, I think where our work as Councillors really matters is in our wards. To support our residents, community groups and community at large. While the cut and thrust of the Council Chamber may be fun and entertaining at times, our real work where we do the most value is when we are working out in our wards.


We have delivered in the last 12 years new roads like Walston Road; the upgrade to the Duporth Road and Newmont roundabout; we secured a new community hub; we’ve built our new BMX hub at Darra; we have supported community groups with a new rowing club at River Hills; upgrades at St Catherine’s Football Club, the Jindalee Jags and Atthows Park; and many more.

But I couldn’t have done this job without the likes of Sue and Dick Stanton; Tricia and Warner Dakin from Meals on Wheels; Keith and Caroline Hamilton from the Chamber of Commerce and the Historical Society, respectively; Mal Lancaster and Alan Worthington from the RSL; the two Lisas and Michelle from 4074 Community and Beyond; Mark Spicer from St Catherine’s Football Club; David Cope from The Men’s Shed; the whole Kernaghan and Cosey family from Centenary Community Connections.

Suffice to say, I could go on with an extensive list of these people, Mr Chairman, but my role as a Councillor is made that much easier when you are blessed with amazing volunteers and residents who freely give up their time to run community groups, service organisations and sports clubs.

The Jamboree Ward has countless of these wonderful individuals and as I said, I can’t name them all here but to each and every one of them, I say; thank you. Thank you for the work that you have done, for the passion you show and support you gave me in doing my job in serving our community.

I also want to pay tribute to some who aren’t with us anymore but played a big part as my time as a Councillor. My good friend and mentor, Bob Harper, and other pillars of the community, who took me under their wing as a young Councillor and gave me advice and help along the way. People like Kath and Jim Haynes, Jake Loren, Phil Lawson, Mick Swaine, and Bob and Thelma Woodland.

As the LORD MAYOR said, one of the hardest things—hardest times I had as a Councillor, was dealing with and helping to respond to the 2011 floods. I, like many in my community, will never forget the mud, the mess, the tears and the heartache. But what came in those days and weeks that followed was the very best of our community, our city and our state spirit.

With the support of Council and residents, our community recovered. It wasn’t easy but we did and out of that terrible disaster, good things came. We saw new and restored facilities. Better connections in our community and community groups like the formation of Centenary suburb’s Men’s Shed.

Politics, though, Mr Chairman, can be a rough and tumble game. There are some light-hearted moments though and some stories to tell. Some of my fondest memories of in the Council Chamber, particularly when Councillor Hinchcliffe was with us in this place.

I remember David Hinchcliffe when we were going through one of the debates on changes to the community titles scheme and he was standing up over on the seat that he had on the other side of the Chamber. He informed the Lord Mayor of the day that the residents had a single digit response to his double-digit rate rise and then proceeded to flip the bird at the Lord Mayor.

On another occasion, the Lord Mayor—sorry, on another occasion, David was delivering a speech using ‘New York, New York’ as the theme, including removing his shoe at the appropriate time for ‘these vagabond shoes are longing to stray’, Mr Chairman. This humour was something that was a hallmark of the Council Chamber over the 12 years that I have been here.

In my time as Lifestyle Chair, I had the challenge of dealing with a number of issues around dogs in our pounds, Mr Chairman. On one such occasion, a dog had been impounded and the appeal from a resident had come in and we were considering the appeal.

The appeal was to waive the fees because the dog had been captured as part of a break and enter. I quickly thought that the dog had been let out when someone was trying to rob the property but no, the Council officers were very quick to inform me that the dog was actually the lookout for the person doing the robbery and having bailed herself out, the lady would now like to have her fees waived for the dog. Suffice to say, the fees weren’t waived, Mr Chairman.

Another great story that came in my first time—first term as a Councillor was when a lady came to see me about her mother, who had suddenly taken to not wanting to leave the house. This was because of the delivery vehicle for the new business that had been set up by her next-door neighbours. After a very quick conversation, I found out that the delivery vehicle was a hearse and her new next‑door neighbours ran the local Hell Pizza branch. After a phone call and a chat to them, they decided to park it on the other side of the house instead of out the front of this 80-year-old lady’s house.

Mr Chairman, one of the greatest changes in the 12 years I’ve been in this place is social media. It does a powerful good in our community but can also do some terrible things in our community. Words, whether they’re said to someone’s face or written on social media, have the same effect, Mr Chairman. All of us, including me, have their own personal challenges in life. Afterall, we are all human and a little more kindness and a little more thoughtfulness is what’s needed, I think, in this world.

In the last three months, I have been overwhelmed by the messages of thanks and support from my community and others since I announced I would not be contesting the next election. I want to thank everyone that has contacted me.

This Council is an amazing organisation. The staff are truly dedicated to a better Brisbane and I want to thank the CEO, his executive team. To all the staff in my previous portfolios, thank you for your help and support. To Andrea, Dy, Marcus and the teams at Development Services and City Planning, thank you for a massive two years of challenges and changes.

To the staff in Asset Services, who we as Councillors have the most to do with, I cannot give enough thanks to you. You truly are the heart and soul of this Council.

I want to thank my amazing staff, Marty, Claire, Judy, Lucy and Griffin, and I particularly want to thank Sue, who has been with me for 11 and a half years. She has seen me at my best and my worst but always supported me.

I want to thank the staff in the Lord Mayor’s Office and in particular, Cris Anstey, for all their support and help over the last 12 years.

I want to thank the LORD MAYOR, my colleagues on both sides of the Chamber. We haven’t always seen eye to eye on every issue, that’s both sides of the Chamber, but I respect you for the job that you do in your communities. I also want to thank former Councillors, Julian Simmonds, Geraldine Knapp, Jane Prentice, Margaret de Wit and Norm Wyndham.

I want to thank the residents of Jamboree Ward who put their faith in me to listen, act and deliver. I know that I on March 28, a re-elected Team Schrinner with Sarah Hutton as the Councillor for Jamboree will continue to deliver for our community. I can think of no one better to replace me than this dynamic young mum of three who grew up locally and now lives in Darra.

Finally, I want to thank my family, my friends and those closest to me. Thank you for all your love, support and help over the years. The 27 of us have had the privilege to be in this Chamber, doing so standing on the shoulders of the Councillors and Alderman that have gone before us with one aim, to make the Brisbane of tomorrow better than the Brisbane of today.

I know that the Jamboree Ward and the city that I live, is by far a better place. My hope is that in the opportunity that I had to serve my community, that I may have inspired someone like I was, all those years ago. Thank you.

Councillor CASSIDY:
Thank you, Deputy Chair. I just rise to briefly put on record our congratulations and thanks to Councillor BOURKE for his service to the people of Brisbane and to his ward of Jamboree, over the last 12 years. As he said, politics can be a bruising sport.

I had the opportunity to sit opposite Councillor BOURKE in a couple of Committees. Thought I got away from him when I left the Lifestyle and Community Services Committee over City Planning and he promptly followed me over to that Committee as well.

Of course, as he said, we haven’t always seen eye to eye on political issues but I’ve always found you, Councillor BOURKE, through you Deputy Chair, to be a decent bloke. So, I wish you all the very best on whatever your future holds for you.

Councillor RICHARDS.

Councillor RICHARDS:
Thank you, Deputy Chair. I rise to speak on Brisbane, City Hall, the community of the Pullenvale Ward, and my vision for the future.


Brisbane City has had many innovative leaders. Change makers. From Sir Thomas MacDougall Brisbane, whom the city was named after, being a noted soldier and astronomer. To John Petrie, a notable builder and stonemason elected as the first Mayor in 1859. To 1924, the year of the City of Brisbane Act was passed, forming a single local government area with a newly elected Council led by Brisbane’s first Lord Mayor, William Jolly in 1925.


Fast forward to Sallyanne Atkinson, the first female Lord Mayor in 1985, and then the 2011 devastating floods where Brisbane people’s resilience and pride came together to form the Mud Army. It was at this time when I was the Brisbane City Council contract superintendent for the reconstruction of seven ferry terminals and two moorings that were rebuilt within the timeframe of three months.


That, I knew, I needed to take a risk to give back to this great city and its people in a greater capacity and consider stepping into the political arena of local government.


Yet, as I’ve mentioned previously, it was also a great time of family tragedy and loss for me. I point to a time where the decision to stay or leave Brisbane was being considered. Yet my being, my purpose, was always drawn to being home. Being here in Brisbane.

It is home where my family is, where I married and where my husband and I have chosen to raise a family. For me, it’s the lifestyle. It’s the iconic green spaces. The climate and the structures. Particularly City Hall, being the people’s place and the heart of this great city, that I could not leave. That was my why, for stepping up to put myself forward into the public arena to be elected as a Councillor for the City of Brisbane.

I have worked within Brisbane City Council as a Council officer over a period of 10 years, and this building, City Hall, which I worked on during its restoration, is a symbol of local government’s civic pride. It is within this place that others in this Chamber seem to see a faceless coloured brand with malevolent agenda instead of people with heartbeats. Women and men who deserve respect. Who are daughters, sons, wives, husbands, partners, mothers and fathers. Whom the people and children of this city look upon to grow this city through tough times and good times.

Today, more than ever through social media and print, members of this Chamber need to realise that your targets are real people with heartbeats who should benefit from researched facts, not be impacted by political agendas.

As a journalist wrote just recently, perhaps the meanness needs to stop and a bit of dignity and respect for everyone needs to take place.

As I know, the truth will be revealed and so too, the faceless men who have bullied, harassed and acted on threats. It is the unseen bullying that must stop. To experience what I have had in the past couple of months and continue to, as well as media releases from members in this Chamber who have not researched their facts has been appalling.

I took the Declaration of Office Oath on 12 April 2016, as the Councillor for the Pullenvale Ward. That I would faithfully and impartially fulfil the duties of the office in accordance with the local government principles under the City of Brisbane Act 2010, to the best of my judgment and ability. Despite what I have been put through, I am standing by my Oath of Office as the Councillor for the Pullenvale Ward and continuing to turn up every day, meet with residents, work with Council officers, and deal with the flooding these rain events are causing in my ward.

It’s business as usual, as I care about my community, and I truly love this city, yet faceless men have taken the integrity of a person to set up their chosen one. It is courage, strength and resilience for which I stand, as this is who I am. I am the people of the Pullenvale Ward’s choice in 2016, and I have not taken that commitment lightly. I am blue, I remain true to those values. I am, will continue to be, and shall support Team Schrinner.

What I am clear with is, that the vision for the community of the Pullenvale Ward, is one that requires hard work, integrity and delivery centred on liveability which underpins our diverse and accessible green spaces, land uses, outdoor recreation, wayfinding walking trails, additional infrastructure, improved and expanded public transport, festivals and community gathering events. The role of Councillor is not simply a title, or a family tradition, or even a job. It is a vocation.

Thank you to all of the Council officers who I have met, worked alongside with and in particular through the 2011 floods and CAPEX, laughed and shed a tear. I respect what you do and I honour your dedication and passion for this great city. To fellow Councillors, thank you. Thank you, Deputy Chair.

Deputy Chair:
Thank you, Councillor RICHARDS.

Is there any further General Business?

Councillor MARX.

Councillor MARX:
Thank you, Deputy Chair. I rise to speak on Councillor RICHARDS’ and Councillor BOURKE’S last evening here in Chambers.

It actually only struck me an hour or so ago that this was going to be Councillor RICHARDS’ last night in Chambers so I just wanted to say thank you to Kate. We are geographically the furthest apart, pretty much. I will always say to her, that she’s the other end of the world from where I am and one thing with Kate is, she was always there on the other end of a phone for me. We spoke every week, sometimes more than once a week and I’m damn sure that that is going to continue into the future, regardless of what happens.

I—we all have challenges in our own wards. Kate—Councillor RICHARDS’ particular challenge of being purely the geographic size of her ward. I did go out with her in the early days when she became the Councillor because every week, she’d bang on about how big her ward was and nobody understood the size of it. We’re like oh, my God, so I went for a drive with her in her big truck that you have to have to get around her ward and yeah, it is massive. Nobody has any concept until you’ve been out there, to just how big it is. I mean, I can drive my ward in a day, no problems. Yeah, but no. Two weeks for Councillor RICHARDS to drive her ward.

That was a real opener for me, so I think the people of Pullenvale are losing a very good and dedicated Councillor. She certainly put in the hours in that truck, I can tell you that.

I struggle as a Councillor with two teenagers. I don’t know how Councillor RICHARDS has done it with three young children. That is a tough gig either way and to do both at the same time is extraordinarily tough.

Talking about children, I want to mention Councillor BOURKE, one of the few Councillors who doesn’t have children but was there for me in my time of need. I had an extremely stressful time, I had a dreadful phone call that I received to do with one of my children and Matthew was the only—he knew there was something wrong and he took me aside and he said what’s wrong, and I didn’t want to tell him because it was so bad but anyway, he persisted and he took me by the hand and he led me into the Lord Mayor’s office and made me sit there and tell the Lord Mayor what was happening.

Then one of the things he said to me was, I needed to make sure I put an hour for lunch every single day in my diary because he knows how goddamn hard we all work and I was never taking that hour a day. So, Matthew, I will never ever forget what you did for me on that day, and I want to say thank you and you will be missed so much. You have no idea. And Kate. So, phone calls will continue forever. Thank you.

Deputy Chair:
Is there any further business?

DEPUTY MAYOR.

DEPUTY MAYOR:
I’m going to try and stand up and not cry now, thank you very much, Councillor MARX, Councillor RICHARDS and Councillor BOURKE, who had some tears as well. Oh, thank you Matt. Thank you. See? He’s such a caring man.


I am standing up and on behalf of the LORD MAYOR and myself, and LORD MAYOR mentioned some words in E&C as well, but can I just say on behalf of both teams, we are losing two very committed local Councillors tonight. We’re not losing them, they’re still going to be friends and they’re still going to be close by but we are going to miss them not being with us every day and being with us here on Tuesdays.


I will start with Kate because it’s a bit longer on Councillor BOURKE but Kate, you joined us in 2016. I didn’t have the pleasure of knowing you through Council before that when you were here but the one thing that struck me from the day you joined us until the day you finish, which I am sure will be 28 March and no earlier, is that you are a compassionate and hard-working local Councillor and you definitely get out and about in that very large ward as well.


I did have the pleasure of knowing your ward quite well, obviously, having taught at Kenmore High for 15 years and knowing the treasures that live out there and the hard work that it is with some of the residents out there as well. But you took it all in your stride and you had some hard times but you’ve always stood up to the challenge and you are a fantastic local Councillor for that. 


The people of the Pullenvale ward have no idea what they’re missing out on. Absolutely no idea and unfortunately, I think it will be a case of sometimes you don’t realise what you’ve got until it’s gone. I hope that you find whatever makes you happy after March. I hope that the talent and the skills that you have, which you definitely have, transfer into your next phase of life so that you and your family have great success in whatever you choose to do because you deserve to have great success in whatever you choose to do.


Know that the team here, Team Schrinner, will be there behind you all of the way as well. So thank you, very much, for your time here in Council.


Councillor BOURKE. Another committed local Councillor who, as you’ve said, came in in 2008, which is when I started as well. Very, very hard working and we saw very early on, a natural leader in this place. He had some great influences and one of them is sitting up there, Councillor Bob Mills, and I am sure Bob, as I know—Alderman. I should know better, with my mother. Alderman Mills. I’m sure is extremely proud of the 12 years of commitment that Matt has put into this place. He has—he had very big shoes to fill, with some of those western suburb Councillors like yourself but he has done an absolutely outstanding job.

It was in the early days that even though, at the time, Councillor BOURKE was one of the youngest Councillors to come on into Council, that his leadership qualities were very, very clear. He was chosen very early on, as he mentioned, by Campbell for Cabinet. I’ve had the great pleasure for the entire time that I’ve been in Cabinet as well, working with Councillor BOURKE on Mondays and Tuesdays, as well as the rest of the week as well.

He has the most amazing passion for Brisbane and even more so for the Jamboree Ward, which is why I was a little bit bewildered, I have to say, when he decided he wasn’t going to join us after March 28. But I do understand that 12 years is a long, hard time. I do understand now why my mum decided 12 years was enough. I do understand why Alderman Mills decided that 12 years was enough and it is a tough job. Whether it’s from parks to lifestyle or now planning, he has made a big impact. On not only the Jamboree Ward but the greater Brisbane.

Council won’t be the same without you, my good friend. You’ve been a great confidant and I will truly miss you and your great memes, as you know. So, on behalf of the team who all seem to not be able to cry tonight, can I say best of luck to Kate and to Matt. You deserve all the best into the future. We will miss you but we will stay in touch. Thank you.

Deputy Chair:
Councillor MURPHY?

Councillor MURPHY:
Thank you, Deputy Chair. I rise to make some valedictory remarks about my good friend Councillor BOURKE and I hope that whoever is chopping the onions in here stops doing it immediately. It’s very weird to me, Deputy Chair, because it still isn’t quite real to me that there will be no more Councillor BOURKE.

I’d only known Matt for 18 months when he was first elected to Jamboree Ward in 2008. I have to say, like many people in this Chamber, I know Matt almost exclusively as a city Councillor. So much of my experience of who Matt is, is tied up in his service to local government and what service it has been, Deputy Chair. Twelve years in Council, much of that as Chairman of the Environment, Parks and Sustainability, for Brisbane Lifestyle and most recently as City Planning.

Of course, there are many achievements in those roles that he has to be proud of. One of my favourites is introducing fully featured outdoor gyms to Brisbane to help people exercise free of charge in 2014, which he helped establish in my former ward of Doboy.

Then, as City Planning Chair, finishing the great work of Plan your Brisbane and delivering on the outcomes of Brisbane’s Future Blueprint, which has given Brisbane residents a very clear voice in how this city—how planning operates in this city.

But Matt can also be justifiably proud of his service to LGAQ and the wider institution of local government. Many people in this Chamber would not be aware of the contribution that Matt has made to many debates, both within LGAQ and between that organisation and the State Government, for the benefit of the institution of local government. You will have no idea of the work that he has done there.

He is an outstanding advocate for local government and I know that if there is anyone who will miss Matthew Bourke more than us in this Chamber, it will be those at the Local Government Association of Queensland, when his term expires.

But I think, Deputy Chair, the people that will miss Matthew Bourke the most are the residents of Jamboree Ward who have shown repeatedly their affection for this man at the ballot box. That has been an affection well-earned and not only through Matt’s diligence, his work ethic and his approachable nature, but for going beyond the call of duty for them time and again.

It is not for no reason that he is the only Councillor in this place to be awarded a National Emergency medal for his work with his community during the 2011 floods when he quite literally worked himself to the bone, ensuring resources got where they needed for those who needed it most. Councillors like Matthew Bourke are a rare breed indeed.

Matthew is also the only Councillor who I know who got sprung by the media for dropping his dacks during a rousing rendition of the Eagle Rock at the Pig and Whistle Pub as a newly minted Councillor—

It would not have been a very good day to have been the keyboard on—

Councillor WINES:
Point of order, Deputy Chair.

Councillor MURPHY:
—Campbell Newman’s Blackberry that day.

Deputy Chair:
Point of order, Councillor WINES.

Councillor WINES:
Would Councillor MURPHY take a question?

Deputy Chair:
Councillor WINES, I will ask that but I just want to remind you, as Chairman of Chamber, it—you shouldn’t be interjecting.

Councillor MURPHY, would you?

Councillor MURPHY:
Happy to take a question from Councillor WINES.

Deputy Chair:
Councillor WINES.

Councillor WINES:
Does Councillor MURPHY recall, it was not the venue he said but rather the Red Room at UQ, where Councillor BOURKE—and Hotel LA, two separate occasions.

Councillor MURPHY:
Well we might have a third shooter on the grassy knoll there, Councillor WINES. Look, I don’t know how many times he’s done it. All I know is how many times he was caught. So—but Matt, I must say, Councillor BOURKE, you have well and truly earned a break. I am very sure that this won’t be the last time that we see you in political life.


I want to thank you for being a mentor and a friend to me over the years. I want to thank you for always being straight with me and even when I didn’t want to hear what you had to say. I want to thank you for the Simpsons memes. I want to thank you for the same speech you give about the socialist template. This Council, it won’t be the same without you Matt but our loss in here is your friends’ and family’s gain.


I’m sure they can’t wait to get to know private citizen Bourke, man with the same sense of humour, same dedication, same work ethic and diligence but with a hell of a lot less stress. The next Councillor for Jamboree Ward, Sarah Hutton, has enormous shoes to fill and we will all make sure that she lives up to the fine example that you have set. Thanks, Matt.

Councillor WINES?

Councillor WINES:
Thank you, Deputy Chair. I just rise to make a few comments about our colleagues who are retiring. I just wanted to say, it would—it is sad to say goodbye and I remember when Councillor BOURKE called me to tell me that he was retiring. I told him quite frankly that he was wrong, that he would regret it and that I was personally very sad about the decision that he had taken to retire.


A lot of comments today have been about Matt’s professional life here as a Councillor but many know, but not all know, that I have known Matt since I was 16 or 17 and what were you, 18 or 19 at the time? I found recently some paperwork while I was going through some old folders that showed the Fig Tree Pocket Young Liberal Executive Branch Vice Chairman, Matthew Bourke, Branch Secretary, Andrew Wines. That was 2004.


I just wanted to reflect, Matt was always a great believer in local government and I see in the gallery, Bob Mills, was very much someone that Councillor BOURKE looked to as a community inspiration and Matt always—Councillor BOURKE, always believed in particularly in the nobility of Civic Government and in particular Brisbane City Council.


It was—and I know that I can say this, for a long time, he wanted to be here in this place and I am very, I suppose proud, to be able to say that—to see you in this place and be part of this. I see your mum in the gallery and it is so great to have Sue here with us as well. I know that your family have been so important to you and I just wanted to say—to recognise their support and commitment of you but also how close the Bourke family is. So just recognise that.


I have many, many stories about Councillor BOURKE and Private Citizen Bourke, which I will tell at a different story—those stories, in a different event. They are not for here. They are for more relaxed circumstances but as I say, we joined Council together, we were Young Liberals together from a person who thinks that’s a good thing and know not everyone does but it’s a wonderful—it’s wonderful to be able to look back and say—to be able to serve in a place like this with a friend, for so long and I just wanted to say well done and congratulations and I look forward to seeing you in the future.

Any further business? 

Before we close the meeting, I just want to wish Councillor BOURKE and Councillor RICHARDS all the best for the future and I’d also like to wish everybody else all the best for March 28.
