LORD MAYOR.

LORD MAYOR:
Thank you, Mr Chair. In relation to item 1, the TLPI (Temporary Local Planning Instrument), Councillors are very familiar with this issue so I don’t think we need to discuss that. Number 2, the Committee memberships and altering the names of those Committees as well. 


There’s a couple minor changes, but in particular, the Public and Active Transport Committee changes and it has a name change, which represents also an increasing shift towards what our city is doing to support the growth of tourism in our city. That is something that is currently within the realm of Economic Development, but we wanted to spell it out very clearly that it is a focus for us going forward, Tourism and Economic Development, which is really important for creating jobs in our city and the more tourists that come and visit our fantastic city and experience our lifestyle, the better it is. Not only for those tourists, but also for Brisbane residents and Brisbane businesses as well. So that reflects those changes. 


Finally, item 3 is the appointment of a new Councillor for Doboy Ward. So I’m delighted that Lisa Atwood has been put forward as the nominee for Doboy Ward. The Administration has experienced significant renewal in recent times and that is a really positive thing for the team and for the city going forward. The injection of new people and new ideas and new talent has really given vigour to the team going forward and has been a big part of the fresh approach that we’ve been taking when it comes to the budget in particular and all of the new initiatives that are being part of that budget and our really positive perspective on the future of our city. 


Now I know that Lisa is going to be a fantastic representative for the residents of the Doboy Ward. As a 29-year old mother of two girls, Lucy and Georgia, she certainly understands the pressures families are facing within the ward, those pressures of everyday life and Doboy Ward is very much a family orientated ward, but also as a small business owner with her husband Todd, she understands the challenges and pressures of running a small business as well. 


In fact, Lisa and Todd own a food truck, the New York Waffles food truck, which Todd now operates. Now I know that there are a few Councillors in the Chamber that are experts in waffle, but not many of them have an understanding of small business like Lisa does and so it’s fantastic to have another small business person coming into the team and she will absolutely be championing not only the residents in her ward but also the small businesses in her ward as well. 


Also, Lisa’s most recent experience as a constituent officer and media officer for two Federal MPs means that she has significant experience in dealing with members of the community and helping to address their concerns and make things happen. So I think she’s got some skills that will be really worthwhile in making sure she does a fantastic job as the Councillor for Doboy Ward and is a great addition to the team. 


Lisa was born in Stanthorpe as one of eight kids and grew up with strong family values and close ties to the farming community. After high school, she completed a Bachelor of Communications at the University of Queensland. While she was studying, she lived in various parts of the eastern suburbs of Brisbane including Carina and also, as I mentioned, she understands the needs of families in the local area. She is going to be an absolutely incredible and critical member of Team Schrinner going forward and I want to warmly welcome her to the team and look forward to working with her in this Chamber and out in the community going forward.

Councillor CUMMING. 

Councillor CUMMING:
Thank you. Look, we don’t know a lot about the TLPI but we’re prepared to take the Administration’s word that it’s necessary and thought a bit more information would have been useful. In relation to the Council’s Committees, look I think every Councillor should be on two Committees, so I think the new Councillor is getting off a bit lightly there, but anyhow and it’s interesting that she lives in the very southern end of Chandler, the opposite end of Chandler to where Doboy Ward is, but anyhow and—but we welcome the new Councillor to the table. We hope her stay is short, obviously, but we welcome her to the Chamber and wish her all the best.

Councillor BOURKE. 

Councillor BOURKE:
Thanks very much, Mr Chairman. I just rise to talk on item A which is the TLPI. This is the TLPI that Council considered two weeks ago as part—actually not even two weeks ago, one week ago—as part of the announcement by the LORD MAYOR to protect Lamb House at Kangaroo Point. I don’t know why Councillor CUMMING would say we don’t know anything about it. All the documentation was provided at that point and been provided again today as part of the papers for this particular meeting, but what I do want to put on the record is my thanks to the Minister for Planning for his very speedy turnaround on this important issue and the great way that his office worked with Council and also the work that the Deputy Premier did to make sure that we were able to bring this Temporary Local Planning Instrument in very quickly to protect this heritage house at Kangaroo Point.

Councillor JOHNSTON. 

Councillor JOHNSTON:
Yes, I rise to speak on items 2 and 3. Firstly just with respect to the names of the Council Standing Committees, I am losing track of where we’re up to under this new LORD MAYOR. I think this might be the fourth or the fifth iteration of Committee names and changes that have come through in just over a two month period. That just smacks of poor management in my view and the change, the reason we’re all here still, the whole thing we’re doing tonight is because apparently Krista—Councillor ADAMS wasn’t happy with Public and Active Transport and Economic Development, but she needed to add the word ‘Tourism’ to her title. 


Now in my view, the Committee should not be a plaything of the Administration that’s looking to score a few points. Changing these Committees, changing, you know, stationery, names, Council officers’ titles, all this kind of stuff adds to confusion and chaos. It is unfair on the officers—and costs and it’s unfair on the officers for an indulgence, for an indulgence. You know, literally the words ‘and Tourism’ has been added to the names of the Committees this time round. 


It’s unnecessary. It is superfluous and we are having a special meeting of Council to indulge Councillor ADAMS, a bit like Councillor MATIC a few weeks ago, he needed the arts added to his. I mean this is what the Federal Government does all the time. It does not reflect well on you that you want to rename your little empire whenever you feel like it and you have to bring motions back to this Council which require Council officers to make all of these changes that are completely superfluous and unnecessary. 

Seriatim – Clause 2
	Councillor Nicole JOHNSTON requested that Clause 2, TO ALTER THE NAMES AND MEMBERSHIP OF COUNCIL’S STANDING COMMITTEES, be taken seriatim for voting purposes.


Councillor JOHNSTON:
Just briefly on three, I too—I can see a young family sitting up in the Gallery and I presume that will be our new Councillor joining us after the break, but what I want to say is, again, this is the most unnecessary thing that has happened in this place for a long time. The only reason that we are being asked to do this is Councillor Ryan MURPHY felt a four per cent margin wasn’t good enough for him and he jumped ship to move over into the super safe seat of Chandler where there’s a 24% margin. 


Now—yes, absolutely. Like this is one of the worst acts of teamwork that I have ever seen. Now they used to stand up and crow about how they won the seat and—what was the other Peter? I can’t remember his name, but the other Peter that had the seat beforehand. I mean now apparently if you’re on four per cent or less, you couldn’t even be bothered defending it. You’re going to abandon ship, jump over the rails, head off to the high grounds, find somewhere safer to go. That is a terrible, terrible decision. 


Not only has a male candidate in a marginal seat jumped to a safe seat, it is the seat where this young woman who will be joining us in a month actually lives. So he’s done her out of representing her local community. Now that is appalling in my view, absolutely appalling and that’s all on Councillor Ryan MURPHY’s personal ambition. He’s done this for his own political ambition and that is appalling. 


So to the young lady in the Gallery, good luck. It shouldn’t be this hard for you. Your colleague Councillor Ryan MURPHY has made it much harder for you—
