PUBLIC PARTICIPATION:

Today we do have a public participant, Councillors, and I’d like to call on him. 

His name is Mr Frank Mechler, and he will be joining us to discuss the AMAYDA Bullying Prevention Program.


Mr Mechler is here. I see him on my screen.

Welcome, Mr Mechler. You have five minutes. I understand—you’ve got five minutes. Welcome to the Chamber, and please begin when you’re ready. 

Mr Mechler. 

Mr Frank Mechler – AMAYDA Bullying Prevention Conference
Mr Frank Mechler:
Thank you, Mr Chair, LORD MAYOR and Councillors for your time again today. It’s been a year since I addressed Brisbane City Council last time to talk about—to rally support for the AMAYDA Bullying Prevention Programs, for which we have received amazing support from Brisbane City Council. I’ve met personally with 18 city Councillors over the last 12 months who have registered an enormous amount of support for the program in their local schools, and I thank you for that. 

I’m here today to not only just run through some of the success and things we’ve done, but also to talk about the AMAYDA Bullying Prevention Programs moving forward. So far, the AMAYDA Bullying Prevention Programs has raised more than $64,000 in support in donations for local schools. We’ve actually donated $109,000 in free mentoring and equipment for local schools. We’ve also spoken to more than 22,000 school students on bullying prevention throughout South East Queensland, and personally mentored 1,496 students who are now gold members of the Queensland Secondary Principals Association, along with receiving endorsements from the Education Minister regarding our program.

So, the success of our program, the greatest success of our program actually comes from our engagement. Three examples come to mind: one is Shailer Park State High School which actually started with 24 students last year and now this year has enrolled 250 in our bullying prevention programs; Browns Plains State High School has registered more than 200 of their year 7 students; and Forest Lake State School has enrolled more than 80 this year compared to their 20 they enrolled last year.

So, we are moving forward, and obviously with things changing in the way that they have, we understand that there’s some areas that we’d like to focus on moving forward. These areas are broken down into four categories. One is education; one is training; one is support; and one is donations and fundraising. 

So, first of all, for education purposes, I have actually authored a book called Play Nice: A Parent’s Guide to Winning the Fight Against Bullying, and this is a book that is designed to help parents be able to deal with the negative aspects of bullying. So, basically, on our research and communication with many families, the anxiety that parents suffer—if you are a parent, you know this too well—when your child is being bullied and you feel helpless, this book is a guide for parents to go to refer to on how to positively deal with bullying within their family and also communicate positively with schools.

I would like to give this book away, that I have authored for free to every single family within your wards, and with the support of Brisbane City Council, as my gift to bullying prevention and helping families. 

Secondly, in training, we have also just launched this week the most complete, the world first, most complete bullying prevention online training academy, which is a complete online training platform for families to be able to engage with at home. This obviously runs support with everything that’s happening with COVID-19, but also enables us to break down the walls or the confines, because generally we’re limited by just working with at-risk students in schools, and it does limit our reach. This breaks down those walls and also enables us to engage with all families on an online platform, giving them all the support that they need.

The next aspect is the support network through our bullying prevention helpline, 1300 AMAYDA, we’ve launched again this week, which is a support line for parents and families to be able to reach out to us and talk to our highly trained mentors about bullying issues. The last aspect is our donations and our fundraising. We have committed at AMAYDA to donate 30% of the proceeds that are raised through the AMAYDA online academy, through families’ engagement with this academy, back to their local schools. So, if all schools in your ward support the AMAYDA online academy, we will not only give all the families the free book, Play Nice: A Parent’s Guide to Winning the Fight Against Bullying, but we will also donate 30% of the proceeds back to that school that helps us share this message.

So, we have done an enormous amount of work in the last 12 months. The last several years has been an epic climb for the AMAYDA programs moving forward. We now have a team of more than 30 staff, mentors, state managers, marketing managers and so forth helping us to deliver our message, and we are working very, very hard. But without your support, without your continued support, we can’t continue to grow and we can’t continue to save lives.

So, I am asking for your support today with the Councillors to continue to support us and get behind this initiative.

Response by Councillor Adam ALLAN, Chair of the Finance, Administration and Small Business Committee

Councillor ALLAN:
Fair call. Thank you, Mr Mechler, for coming in to speak to Council again. I do recall your last visit to Council and would acknowledge the terrific strides you’ve made in the last 12 months. I think the production of a book or a guide is a wonderful step forward. Certainly, bullying is an important and unfortunately too common occurrence in our society today. Obviously while your program is focused at the school level, and it's certainly a level which is critical, bullying is occurring, really, right across all environments, including schools. 


You mentioned some of the statistics that have underwritten your success over the last 12 months. I’m conscious that, having done a little research myself, that there is an extraordinary level of bullying across our country, and the figure that really struck me—and you may well be familiar with this—is that something like 45 million bullying cases occur in schools across Australia every year. So, that’s a truly sobering statistic.


From a Council or an organisational perspective, we have a Zero Harm Policy, and obviously ensure that bullying and harassment doesn’t occur in Council, and where it does, we have mechanisms to deal with it. But, in the context of Council’s commitment to a safe environment for all of our citizens, and obviously bullying plays into this framework, we recently adopted a Domestic and Family Violence Strategy, and as a parent, I am well aware of the risks that are occurring at the school level. We have children at school who are particularly vulnerable. The challenges for educational professionals in the school environment to manage bullying is difficult. They’re in a complex environment. It’s challenged. Different parents have different commitments to the behaviour of their children at school. 

So, the work you’re doing is invaluable and it complements what’s happening in the school environment. I did recognise that you had engaged with quite a large number of Councillors. I wasn’t too sure of the number, so—

Mr Frank Mechler:
I’ve heard it was a record.

Councillor ALLAN:
Well, that’s a great record. Getting to 18 Councillors is a terrific effort. Look, I would encourage you to keep doing that. I think the level of support that you’ve received to date will continue to be delivered by Councillors where they can. I think that Council already provides a range of projects to support the youth in our community. We obviously have a youth strategy that focuses on having a healthy, resilient and confident young community in our city, and we have a number of programs and facilities that support that objective. But, obviously, Council can’t do this alone, and the work that organisations such as yours undertake is a fantastic contribution to what other organisations are doing.


As I noted, Council can’t do this alone. We are but a contributor to averting and avoiding bullying in our community, but obviously there are a lot of other stakeholders; there are other levels of government, there are educational institutions, educational professionals who need to be involved, and obviously parents play a critical role. 


So, what I would do is I would encourage you to continue to engage with Councillors and, more importantly, I’d like to touch base with you after this meeting. I have a couple of ideas that I think might help to support what you’re doing, and I congratulate you for coming into Council again, providing us with an update on the fantastic work that you’re doing, and look forward to catching up again in the not too distant future. Thank you.

At that juncture, Councillor Kara COOK moved, seconded by Councillor Jared CASSIDY, that the Standing Rules be suspended to allow the moving of the following motion(
That Brisbane City Council utilise unspent funds from the cancellation of Homeless Connect on 14 May 2020 estimated to be $100,000 and donate those funds to Beddown Limited.
Chair:
Councillor COOK, you understand in the new system that we are able to distribute these electronically to all Councillors.

Councillor COOK:
Thank you, Mr Chair. That has been emailed to you now. 

Chair:
Thank you. Could that please be distributed? 

The distribution is occurring at the moment. 


Councillor COOK, you’ve got three minutes on the matter of urgency, please. 

Councillor COOK:
Thank you, Mr Chair. This is urgent because Homeless Connect, which was due to occur on 14 May 2020, has been cancelled, and has an unspent budget allocation of approximately $100,000. Two hundred and fifty-eight thousand dollars was allocated in the current financial year to hold two events: the first in November 2019 and the second in May 2020. Only one of those events was able to proceed due to COVID-19 restrictions.


Mr Chair, this means that approximately $100,000 remains available from that budget allocation that Labor says could be used to support other homelessness services and support agencies. Labor thinks that allocating these funds to Beddown Limited would provide the opportunity to support those sleeping rough in the Brisbane City Council area. 


Mr Chair, there will be people in our city tonight, the second day of winter, when the temperature will drop to eight degrees that don’t have a safe place to sleep. As many in the Chamber already are aware, Beddown takes spaces that are commonly used and busy during the day, but at night are left vacant or empty, and then activates and repurposes those spaces at night into pop‑up accommodation. Mr Chair, Beddown also works with other charitable organisations that can provide complementary services such as laundry and showers, food, health and wellbeing, and clothing. Some of these include Orange Sky Laundry, Sunny Street, Nightlight and REKON, all providing unique services whilst guests stay with Beddown. 


Mr Chair, this is urgent, because $100,000 from Council would mean that Beddown could provide over two months of accommodation for over 3,300 guests in our city through winter. This is urgent because we know that domestic violence is a leading cause of homelessness, and this Chamber just last week committed itself to a domestic violence strategy for the city. This is a wonderful opportunity for our Council to walk the talk and put our money where it counts at a time when those who need a helping hand need it most. 


Mr Chair, like domestic violence, homelessness is an issue that every level of government needs to play their part, and COVID-19 has presented us with a unique opportunity to repurpose these funds for the greater good. I hope that both sides of the Chamber support the urgency motion today.

Chair:
Thank you. I will now put the matter of urgency.

Point of order—

Chair:
Are there any questions of the LORD MAYOR or a Chair of any Standing Committee?

Councillor JOHNSTON:
Point of order, Mr Chairman.

Chair:
Yes, point of order to you, Councillor JOHNSTON.

Councillor JOHNSTON:
Just to let you know that a couple of times through that Division, your sound dropped out altogether. I don’t know if anybody else has got the same problem, but I couldn’t hear the bells ringing at all, and—

Chair:
Ok, thank you. I will have some of the team contact you directly. So, someone will be reaching out to you in the very near future.


Last week, a question was put to me about the pro-rata nature of minority questions. There have been 18 questions made by minority Councillors this session, of which 12 were by the Labor Party, three by the Independent, and three by the Greens. That is the lowest acceptable ratio, and the alternative at the upper end would have been 14 for Labor, two for the Independent and two for the Greens. For the Independent and the Greens to have three each, the Labor Party, to remain within pro rata, needs to have 15, so that will occur today. 


Are there any questions of the LORD MAYOR or any Standing Committee?


Councillor ADERMANN.

Question 1

Councillor ADERMANN:
Thank you, Mr Chair. My question is to the LORD MAYOR. We have reached a milestone for the turn-up-and-go Brisbane Metro, with the preferred tenderer for construction now announced. Can you please give us an update on how this decision will accelerate the Metro project and get residents home quicker and safer?

Chair:
LORD MAYOR.

LORD MAYOR:
Thank you, Mr Chair, and, through you, to Councillor ADERMANN. I know that all Administration Councillors are very excited about this next major milestone with the Brisbane Metro project. You would all be well aware that late last year, we made an important decision in the project to select the constructor of the Metro vehicles, HESS, with their vehicle based on their light tram 25 vehicle, or a variant of that vehicle, which I like to call the BLT, the Brisbane Light Tram. It is a trackless tram that is based on an existing vehicle being used in a number of European cities, but we will have a unique Brisbane version of that. The construction of that first vehicle, the BLT vehicle, is underway right now, and we’re looking forward to seeing that arrive in Brisbane next year for the initial testing phase. 


But today, it’s not about the vehicle, it is about the major construction works on the Brisbane Metro through our collaborative partnership arrangement. Now, as part of the project, we have broken the project up into different segments, and one of those important segments is the collaborative partnership which is about major infrastructure upgrades and construction works; for example, the Adelaide Street tunnel, that is a major part of the Brisbane Metro project.


Our Metro procurement team has narrowed the running down from three tenderers to one tenderer, and I can confirm today that the short-listed tenderer is a consortia of ACCIONA and Arup. Now, these companies would be well known to all Councillors, because they have a very clear track record when it comes to delivering infrastructure, not only here in Queensland and in Brisbane but also around the world. ACCIONA, Councillors would—

Councillor interjecting.

LORD MAYOR:
—was one of the partners in the Legacy Way tunnel, which was just a fantastic outcome for the city, where we saw ACCIONA, Ghella and BMD (BMD Group) team up to deliver the $1.5 billion Legacy Way tunnel, which is now benefiting the people of Brisbane, and in particular the people of the western suburbs. 


It was a pleasure, as the Infrastructure Chair at the time, to work with ACCIONA on that project, and I’m very much looking forward to working with them, and Arup as well as a partner in that project going forward. They have an incredible amount of experience building infrastructure, whether it comes to Legacy Way, the Toowoomba Second Range Crossing which is probably their most recent job here in Queensland, and one that I took the Premier’s advice to get out and explore South East Queensland and support local business recently.

I drove for the very first time on the Toowoomba Second Range Crossing just recently, and a fantastic bit of infrastructure, and I know that they will do a good job with us on delivering the major construction works for Brisbane Metro.


We’re talking about a project that will support around 2,600 jobs, and those jobs are only part of the picture. There will be hundreds of local companies that will benefit from Metro obtaining materials and services through the Metro project, and so there will be an incredible flow-on effect into our local economy, local business, local jobs from the Metro project. So, having ACCIONA and Arup on board as the preferred tenderer for the next stage of Brisbane Metro, the major construction works, is a very exciting thing.


I can also update Councillors that the discussions that have been ongoing with the State Government are progressing well, and in recent weeks we’ve made substantial progress—substantial progress indeed. In fact, recently we passed another milestone; on 26 May, that was 11 months since the State Government asked us to redesign the Cultural Centre Station, so we had done a lot of work over that time, back and forward with the State Government, working on engineering options, but I have to say that the progress we have made recently is very, very positive, and I want to thank Minister Bailey and I want to thank the State Government for the proactive and positive approach they’ve been taking in recent times.


I’m excited about the 2,600 jobs that Brisbane Metro will support. I’m excited about the public transport and public realm improvements that this project will bring to the city. I’m excited about the turn-up-and-go transport opportunities it will bring to Brisbane.

Question 2

Councillor CASSIDY:
Thanks, Chair. My question is to Councillor ALLAN, the Chair of the Finance, Administration and Small Business Committee. The Lockyer Valley Regional Council Mayor, Tanya Milligan, has vowed to support her residents by freezing rates in the upcoming budget. Mayor Milligan said her council understood the tremendous financial pressure households faced because of this pandemic. She wanted to assure residents that her council ‘gets it—we really do’, using her words. Will you show the people of Brisbane that this Council gets it by committing to freezing rates in the upcoming budget?

Chair:
Councillor ALLAN.

Councillor ALLAN:
Thank you, Mr Chair, and I thank Councillor CASSIDY for the question. I must say I’ve got a funny feeling of déjà vu here. It must only be a couple of weeks since Councillor CASSIDY asked the same question, and rather than bat it straight back and give him the answer I gave at that stage, I’ll provide a little bit of commentary before I give him the good news on the budget on 17 June.


But, just quickly, congratulations to the Mayor of the Lockyer Valley. She obviously is feeling the same community sentiment that we’re feeling. We are deeply aware of the challenges that are being faced in the community. It’s been at the forefront of all of our deliberations as we’ve gone through the budget building process. 


So, we are aware not only of the pain that’s being felt by residential ratepayers but also commercial ratepayers, businesses and community groups. To date, we’ve already responded with a range of initiatives to support not only the business community but also the wider community group sector. We’re also supporting residents through deferral programs and other initiatives. Rest assured, there is some very positive news that will come from the budget in due course.


But, to bring this question to the Chamber at this point—and you’ve been in this place a long time, Councillor CASSIDY—it would be a little bit naive to think that, with just weeks away from the budget announcement, that we would pre‑empt anything that’s in the budget. One thing that I can tell you, and the rest of the Chamber, is this has been at the forefront of our mind right through the process. 

We have an extremely challenging environment that we’re currently working within. The community, while clearly they would be seeking some relief, there is also an expectation that this Council will continue to deliver not only the services that are expected from Council—that’s the collection of rubbish, the mowing of our parks, the upgrade of all of our key infrastructure, that’s all expected and we will continue to do that. 

But there’s also an expectation that we will continue to deliver the infrastructure that this growing city needs, and that includes projects such as the Brisbane Metro, green bridges—I can list quite a lengthy range of infrastructure projects that the city demands, close enough to $1 billion a year. So, we’re weighing up all of these priorities, and it will all be revealed when the LORD MAYOR hands down the budget on 17 June. Thank you.

Councillor OWEN.

Question 3

Councillor OWEN:
Thank you. My question today is to the Chair of the Public and Active Transport Committee, Councillor MURPHY. There was a curious case of a not‑so‑socially‑distant Opposition Leader on a Council bus last week who was pedalling mistruths about a shortage of hand sanitiser for our bus drivers. Can you please set the record straight for Councillor CASSIDY on the social distance measures he should be following, and the actual supply of hand sanitiser which is available to our bus drivers?

Chair:
Councillor MURPHY.

Councillor MURPHY:
Look, yes, thanks very much, Councillor OWEN. It’s a great question, as it always is from you. As you know, Councillor OWEN, Council has put a number of measures in place in accordance with Federal and State Government health advice to fight COVID-19 and ensure that our community’s health and safety is protected, and that there’s common sense on our public transport network. 


Sadly, lately the Leader of the Opposition has proven that he’s above applying common sense when it comes to public transport. On 14 May, Councillor CASSIDY posted a video onto Facebook making the claim that Council was refusing to provide bus drivers with hand sanitiser. This claim is not true. Council provides every driver with their own hand sanitiser bottle. In fact, there are thousands of bottles in stock across our seven depots.


Curiously, the very next week, on Thursday 21 May, Council had a meeting with the RTBU (Rail, Tram and Bus Union) and Tom Brown, and this issue wasn’t raised. Then, last Tuesday, on 26 May, at 7.29am, the RTBU and Councillor CASSIDY were suddenly interested again, releasing a joint media statement calling an 11am press conference claiming that hand sanitiser had run out at Council bus depots. The alliteration in the release is quite imaginative, in that they accuse Councillors of literally swimming in hand sanitiser, while drivers were rationing it out amongst themselves, unable to get hold of any because of the greedy bosses in City Hall.


Now, that outrageous claim was, of course, not true, and Council confirmed that we provide every driver with their own hand sanitiser bottle, and if they run out, they are given more. In fact, at the time of Councillor CASSIDY’s media release, there was a stockpile of nearly 2,000 bottles of hand sanitiser at our depots for our bus operators and staff.


But it gets better, Chair. Nearly two hours later at the Public and Active Transport Committee meeting, Councillor CASSIDY sat quietly and did not ask one question about hand sanitiser, about bus operators, bus operations or how Council is responding to the pandemic. Sometime after 11.30am, the media finished up at e‑Scooters, and Councillor CASSIDY rounded them up to get them to come down to a bus stop on Adelaide Street to watch him do a stunt. 


Then, Councillor CASSIDY and Tom Brown attempted one of the most botched boarding operations since the Age of Sail, breaching TransLink guidelines to pile in through the front of a bus door that was idling outside City Hall. Councillor CASSIDY failed to social distance by sidling right up to the bus driver, so that the cameras could see the action. He then proceeded to shirtfront the bus driver about the apparent lack of hand sanitiser at the bus depots. He then handed the bus driver a large bottle of hand sanitiser, and the bus driver, in the haze and glare of the press pack, having had his personal space, his bus—violated—

Councillor SRI:
Point of order, Chair.

Councillor MURPHY:
—then departed the scene.

Chair:
Point of order to—was it Councillor SRI? 

Councillor SRI:
Yes. Sorry to interrupt. I thought I heard the term shirtfront. Is Councillor MURPHY suggesting that there was an actual physical assault on a bus driver? My understanding of the term ‘shirtfront’ is where you actually charge into someone’s chest; is that what happened?

Chair:
I think there’s been a range of—

Councillor CASSIDY:
No, it’s not.

Chair:
I think there’s been a range of interpretations of the term ‘shirtfront’.

Councillor interjecting.

Chair:
And the term ‘shirtfront’—

Councillor interjecting.

Chair:
—I suspect that Councillor MURPHY meant ‘buttonhole’, but—which I have seen the word ‘shirtfront’ used instead of—

Councillor interjecting.

Chair:
—so, at the time I did not think that Councillor MURPHY meant that Councillor CASSIDY assaulted anybody. I interpreted it as a substitution of the term ‘buttonhole’.

Is that correct, Councillor MURPHY?

Councillor interjecting.

Councillor MURPHY:
It was a broad term, Chair, and I did not intend any physical confrontation. But in any case, Chair, we have checked on the bus driver’s condition, and he is fine, having survived a close encounter with Councillor CASSIDY and Tom Brown.


But it gets even better, Chair, because at 3.30pm that day in Council, Councillor CASSIDY made the claim that somehow overnight Council officers went out and bought emergency amounts of hand sanitiser.

Councillor interjecting.

Chair:
No, no, no.

Councillor MURPHY:
In his version of events, Transport for Brisbane officers criss-crossed the city—

Councillor interjecting.

Councillor MURPHY:
—in the wee hours of the morning, like Sanitiser Claus, delivering packages to all seven bus depots. Apparently, Transport for Brisbane are so skilled in supply chain logistics that they knew to do this before the 7.29am press release that Councillor CASSIDY issued. He called it a strange coincidence, and I would agree, Chair; if that version of events were true, it would be one of the greatest logistical operations since the Berlin Airlift. 


I would expect that the Divisional Manager of Transport for Brisbane would be able to retire and take up a post on the speaking circuit, telling other councils how we got it done. But seriously, there are no supply issues in Transport for Brisbane depots—not in any of them. The lesson here is that Labor won’t let the truth get in the way of a good story, even when that comes at the cost of driver safety, ironically, the very cause that they were attempting to champion.

Chair:
Further questions?


Councillor GRIFFITHS.

Question 4

Councillor GRIFFITHS:
Thank you. Yes, my question is to the LORD MAYOR. Council’s Suburban Enhancement Fund provides much-needed footpath and parks infrastructure across our suburbs. In the 2019-20 Council budget, the Suburban Enhancement Fund allocated $562,000 to each ward. LORD MAYOR, will you, today, provide a guarantee there will not be any reduction in the allocation of this funding in the next financial year’s budget?

Chair:
LORD MAYOR.

LORD MAYOR:
Thank you, Mr Chair, and thank you, Councillor GRIFFITHS, for the problem—for the problem—for the question. Look, the Labor Party has a great way of spending Question Time after Question Time speculating about what might be in the budget, what might not be in the budget. I know they’re very impatient to find out. But all will be revealed on 17 June. 


But what I can’t guarantee, Councillor GRIFFITHS, is that the Lord Mayor’s Community Fund will be the same level as it was in previous years, because it has just come to my attention, as we were closing out the budget discussions and finalisation of various budget programs, that the State Government has introduced legislation which restricts the amount of funding that I can provide to Councillors in their Lord Mayor’s Community Fund to a percentage—

Councillor interjecting.

Chair:
No, no, no, Councillor JOHNSTON, please, allow the LORD MAYOR to answer the question—

LORD MAYOR.

LORD MAYOR:
Thank you, Mr Chair. The State Government, and various interpretations of their law that we’ve had, to put it to the test, is that the Lord Mayor’s Community Fund for all Councillors must be removed or reduced to meet the State Government’s requirements.

Councillor interjecting.

Chair:
No, no, no; please allow—the LORD MAYOR is answering the question. 

I think he’s providing information of interest to most Councillors. Please allow him to provide it. 


LORD MAYOR.

LORD MAYOR:
So, once again we see State Government reaching into councils, playing constantly with the goal posts, fiddling around with legislation for no benefit to anyone whatsoever, but who loses out? The community groups that have benefited from funding from the Lord Mayor’s Community Fund. This is what happens when the Labor Party and Uncle Stirling, Minister Stirling Hinchliffe, interfere in legitimate council organisations like Brisbane City Council and other councils across the State, and constantly change the goal posts. 


So, what I can flag, though, is that we are forced by law to reduce the amount of funding the Lord Mayor’s Community Fund—

Councillor interjecting.

Chair:
No, Councillor JOHNSTON, you’ve made the same interjection three times. 

Please cease interjecting. 


LORD MAYOR.

LORD MAYOR:
Mr Chair, the repeated refusal to follow your rulings and the rules of this meeting I think need some further attention, because Councillor JOHNSTON clearly, who is always a stickler for the rules, is deliberately breaking those rules of the meeting.


But, Mr Chair, the reality is the State Government has forced a reduction in the Lord Mayor’s Community Fund in the upcoming budget, and I think that is really disappointing, because this community fund, which is appreciated by all Councillors, is going to be reduced now as a result. I will do my best to make sure that there are other ways that we can provide support to community organisations.

But I think, you know, it’s one of those basic tenements of being a local Councillor that you can have some input into this process to support your local groups, to work with them, and that’s why the Lord Mayor’s Community Fund, and in its previous name, the Lord Mayor’s Suburban Initiative Fund, was introduced in the first place. In fact, I do believe from memory that it was first a Labor proposal—this fund was a Labor proposal under the joint Labor‑Liberal Administration back in the day, and the fund was, from memory, around $120,000 at that time, that Councillors had discretionary access to. 

What we see now is the Labor State Government stepping in to squash a fund which has bipartisan support, to reduce the funding that will go directly to community groups and sporting organisations, yet at the same time we have Labor Councillors trying to drum up petitions asking for more support for community groups and sporting organisations at this time. So, I think the best thing you can do is pick up the phone to Uncle Stirling—

Councillor CASSIDY:
Point of order.

Chair:
Point of order, Councillor CASSIDY.

LORD MAYOR:
—and ask him to change these ridiculous laws which are reducing—

Councillor CASSIDY:
Point of order.

Chair:
Excuse me, LORD MAYOR. 

Yes, I’ve acknowledged the point of order.

Councillor CASSIDY:
Sorry, I couldn’t hear you over the LORD MAYOR continuing.

Chair:
No, no—

Councillor CASSIDY:
Just on relevance, Chair. This question was specifically—

Chair:
Councillor—

Councillor CASSIDY:
—about the Suburban Enhancement Fund, not about what the LORD MAYOR likes to refer to as Uncle Stirling, so maybe he could be an adult and just answer the question, perhaps.

Chair:
Well, I think the question has been answered. 

I also think that the topics covered were topics that were within the scope of the question, and I think that there is still quite a bit of time left as well for the LORD MAYOR to provide further information. 


LORD MAYOR.

Councillor CASSIDY:
Well, point of order; point of order, Chair.

Chair:
Councillor CASSIDY, yes.

Councillor CASSIDY:
I’m not sure how the Lord Mayor’s Community Fund is in the scope of footpaths. I’m not sure—maybe you want to—Councillor GRIFFITHS may re‑read the question to you, Chair, so you’re clear on that. But I don’t think any of what the LORD MAYOR said is in the scope.

Chair:
Well, Councillor CASSIDY. Thank you. 

No, many people have claimed that footpaths are an important community asset. I recall many people making that same statement in recent times, again and again. But the community—

Councillor CASSIDY:
Yes, they’re not funded by the Lord Mayor’s Community Fund. 

Chair:
I know. You said, ‘What is the benefit to the community?’ 

That was the question you asked me, and there is a great benefit to the community, not just in my opinion, but in the opinion of many, particularly brought forward in the last period. 

So, as I said, the LORD MAYOR is answering questions about funds that are in the budget, that are within the scope of the wards, and there’s still quite a bit of time left as well—

Councillor CASSIDY:
That’s insane.

Chair:
—in this answer. 

Okay? 


Okay, LORD MAYOR.

Councillor CASSIDY:
That’s crazy.

Councillor JOHNSTON:
Point of order.

Chair:
Point of order, Councillor JOHNSTON.

Councillor Nicole JOHNSTON moved, seconded by Councillor Jared CASSIDY, that the Chair’s ruling be dissented from. Upon being submitted to the Chamber, the motion of dissent was declared lost on the voices.

Chair:
LORD MAYOR, you still have 56 seconds in your answer.

LORD MAYOR:
Thank you, Mr Chair. Well, that wasn’t a very productive use of everyone’s time, but isn’t it fascinating that when Labor asks me a question, they then spend most of the time trying to stop me from answering the question. They would censor me from talking about certain things, really carrying on to stop me from talking as much as possible.


Look, the reality is I answered the question in the first 20 seconds, I think, of my answer, which is: you will have to wait until the budget to see the different funding allocations, and you can speculate all you like, but I won’t play your political game of revealing what is in or what is out. But I can say that the law has changed in relation to one of our funds in particular, and unfortunately we have no choice but to make changes to the level of funding based on State law changes which will potentially impact on—

Councillor JOHNSTON:
Point of order, Mr Chairman.

LORD MAYOR:
—community organisations and sporting organisations.

Chair:
Point of order to you, Councillor JOHNSTON.

Councillor JOHNSTON:
Yes, Mr Chair, the LORD MAYOR is deliberately misleading the public and the Chamber. There are other options to simply reducing the funds, and—

Chair:
Okay, thank you.

Councillor JOHNSTON:
—the statements are untrue.

Chair:
I’m going to have to take you at face value there. 

I’m not prepared to make a judgment about whether what you’re saying is true or not, and I’m going to have to accept both positions. 


All right, LORD MAYOR, please.

LORD MAYOR:
Mr Chair, Councillor JOHNSTON again and again, uses her interjections as an opportunity to debate. That is not a point of order. That is not appropriate meeting conduct. She is using points of order to debate. That is not what they are for. 

Chair:
LORD MAYOR, your time has expired.

Councillor JOHNSTON:
Point of order, Mr Chair.

Chair:
Point of order to you, Councillor JOHNSTON.

Councillor JOHNSTON:
Mr Chairman, the personal attack by the LORD MAYOR on me is disorderly conduct under the Meetings Local Law 2001. I made a valid point of conduct. It’s been in place for 10 or 12 years, and if it’s not, you should tell us. I don’t appreciate the LORD MAYOR taking on the role as Chairman, and I would ask that he stops making personal attacks on me.

Chair:
Councillor JOHNSTON, it’s no secret that you do enjoy a good point of order, and you do like to participate in them. 

But, I would remind all Councillors of two things: one, it is unsuitable meeting conduct to engage in misuse of points of orders, firstly. Second, it is also unsuitable meeting conduct to personally attack another Councillor. 

Therefore, all Councillors should be aware of both of those things.

Councillor JOHNSTON:
Point of order, Mr Chairman.

Chair:
Point of order to you, Councillor JOHNSTON.

Councillor JOHNSTON:
Just to be clear then, can you confirm for us whether or not misleading the Chamber is a valid point of order?

Chair:
Okay, sure. 

Councillor JOHNSTON:
It’s definitely not in the Meetings Local Law 2001, but it has been an approved point of order for—

Chair:
No; no, Councillor JOHNSTON, you’ve asked the question. 

You will now wait for an answer.

And any editorialisation or commentary or advice is going to be ignored, okay? 


Councillor, the advice will be provided to me in due time. However, this is a time‑limited session that’s very important to many Councillors. I will provide the advice when it’s handed to me. 

However, the important thing here is that due scrutiny is placed on the Administration during this period. 

I will provide you with that advice as soon as it’s to hand.

Councillor LANDERS.

Question 5

Councillor LANDERS:
My question is to the Chair of the Community, Arts and Nighttime Economy Committee, Councillor HOWARD. Over the weekend the Premier announced a relaxation of COVID‑19 restrictions earlier than first anticipated. Can you outline what this has meant for some of Council’s facilities?

Chair:
Councillor HOWARD.

Councillor HOWARD:
Well, thank you, Mr Chair, and I thank Councillor LANDERS for the question. Through you, Mr Chair, it’s been heart-warming to see everyone out and about over the past few weeks, socially distanced and safely enjoying this beautiful city, as Brisbane starts to reopen again. Of course, one of the things that we’ve all missed dearly since the State Government restrictions forced us to close many of our facilities is our pools.


I am pleased to announce today that the first of our pools will be reopening tomorrow. The Valley Pool is one of the first public pools that was built in Brisbane, and so it is very fitting that tomorrow it will be the first public pool to reopen following the closure of all of our pools on 23 March 2020. I might say, Mr Chair, that the Tritons Water Polo team are very much looking forward to getting back there. They’re one of the many teams that train at the pool, so I know that they’ve been very anxious for the reopening. 


Through you, Mr Chair, the Valley baths were first opened on the site in 1926, and the venue is now home to an eight-lane, heated, 50-metre pool that plays a key role in providing recreational, sporting and fitness opportunities to the people of Brisbane. It’s also the home of the Commercial Swimming Club which is over 100 years old and has seen many of our Olympic swimmers train there. 


So, the operators of the Valley pool are experienced and have put in place a series of measures to ensure that all COVID‑19 restrictions are met. To help ensure a safe environment, users of the pool will be required to book their swim by calling the venue, and walk-ins will not be allowed. They have to pay for their swim over the phone as the venue is cashless, and have their temperatures taken and a health survey completed prior to entering the premises. They’re also not allowed to use the showers at the venue. So, there are some restrictions which are in place because of the regulations of the Queensland Government, and I know that the pool operators are very keen to comply with those restrictions.


We’re very excited to celebrate this milestone in the reopening of our first pool tomorrow. It’s because of the hard work and the vigilant efforts of Brisbane residents that we are able to enjoy the easing of the restrictions. Of course, we cannot wait to reopen more of our pools when it is safe to do so. Council’s public pools are managed and operated by third-party lessees, so it’s important to note that our pool operators are all small businesses, and like every small business in Brisbane, they have been significantly affected by the COVID‑19 shutdowns. 


So, Council is working with every one of our operators to ensure they can reopen in a manner which doesn’t place more financial pressure on their operations. An important part of this has been the work that has been happening with our lessees and the Queensland Aquatic Industry Alliance to develop a COVID‑19 safe industry plan. That was submitted to the State Government for approval last week, and as soon as that COVID-19 safe plan is approved, we will be able to reopen more pools.


My officers also contacted the Health Director-General’s Office this morning to follow up on the approval of that plan, and to impress upon the State Government the importance of this plan being approved urgently. Our pool operators are desperate to be able to reopen. So, I hope that the State Government will support us in helping our pools reopen as soon as possible by approving the plan as soon as possible.


Of course, another facility, Mr Chair, that has been very dearly missed by us all is our libraries. Whilst we’re excited to reopen them last month to pick up and drop off books, it really hasn’t been the same to be able to wander through the library and to pick out your own book and to sometimes discover something new you hadn’t seen before. So, we are pleased to announce that we are now able to allow gatherings of up to 20 people in a library at any one time in accordance with State Government regulations released on Sunday. Our hard-working officers have ensured that enhanced safety and social distancing measures remain in place.


More exciting again is that residents will now be able to browse through the library shelves once more. So, to observe the limit of 20 people at any one time, and to minimise waiting time, customers will be able to return borrowed items through the after-hours return chutes, pick up holds when ready for collection—and I will remind people that no hold fees apply—to access and browse the library collections. 

Customers will be asked to sanitise their hands before handling any collection items on the shelves, and there is a limited internet access with 15‑minute express sessions. Printing and mobile printing services are available. So, that is a great improvement to what we were able to offer last week.


The number of people permitted within individual libraries at any one time will be—

Chair:
Councillor HOWARD, your time has expired.

Councillor COOK.

Question 6

Councillor COOK:
Thank you, Mr Chair. Councillor HOWARD, Chair of the Community Arts and Nighttime Economy Committee; this question is for you. Brisbane community organisations and sporting clubs are the lifeblood of our city, and they’re hurting as a result of COVID-19. The equation is a simple one: if they are to survive, many need Council’s urgent financial support now. Over 1,200 residents have signed a petition calling for urgent financial assistance. Today, I’ve also sent a letter to the LORD MAYOR signed by dozens of clubs across the city calling for help. 

Your recent announcement to provide $5,000 water rebates to around 150 sporting clubs around Brisbane has left nearly 500 other clubs and community organisations operating on Council land high and dry. As Council is the landlord for these 500-plus groups, why are you refusing to provide them with the urgent financial support they need to survive the worst crisis in their existence?

Chair:
Councillor HOWARD.

Councillor HOWARD:
Thank you, Mr Chair, and I thank Councillor COOK for the question, and particularly so I can set the record straight on a couple of issues raised. So, through you, Mr Chair, our community organisations and clubs are the backbone of our local communities. There is no question that this pandemic has had a devastating impact on our communities. But this is not the first time that we’ve weathered rough waters, and we will get through this, working together again.


We’ll do everything possible to support them through this extraordinary time. In March, we provided immediate rent relief for all community organisations on Council sites up until 30 June this year. We’ve also provided extensions on grant acquittals until 30 September to support those clubs who have had to put projects on hold due to the pandemic. 


Mr Chair, our hard-working Council officers have also been calling through to each of our 600 lessees to understand the impact of the pandemic on their operations, and to do a welfare check to find out what our community organisations need, and how we can best support them during this time. And through those conversations, the greatest concern for the majority of our clubs was their ability to pay for utility bills. They told us that financial support for field maintenance expenses would be the biggest help. 


These not-for-profit organisations play a valuable role in building resilient, connected, healthy and vibrant communities, and now, more than ever, they need our help to ensure they remain much-loved spaces for our residents of all ages to enjoy. That’s why we recently announced a $1 million COVID-19 community sports field water rebate. The LORD MAYOR was very clear about the importance of this rebate, and we want to see these clubs reopen. We want them to welcome back people as soon as they possibly can, and we want the fields to be well watered and ready for that use.


So, as part of this fund, Council will be giving more than 180 sports clubs a one‑off water rebate of $5,000, which will pay for about 1 million litres of water to maintain their playing fields. Without that water, Mr Chair, especially over an extended period, the condition of the playing fields can significantly deteriorate, which can cause safety risks. So, we will continue to take the proactive action that is necessary to support the not-for-profit sector—

Councillor COOK:
Point of order, Mr Chair—

Chair:
Councillor COOK, your point of order.

Councillor COOK:
Thank you. Just the question was not about what Council has done; it is: as Council is the landlord for these 500-plus groups, why are you refusing to provide them with the support they need to survive and thrive? 

Chair:
Yes—no, thank you—

Councillor COOK:
Five hundred-plus clubs, Mr Chair, that are being ignored. 

Chair:
I understand, I understand the point of the question. The question is about Council‑provided support to community‑based organisations here in Brisbane, and what support is available to them. 


Councillor HOWARD.

Councillor COOK:
No, Mr Chair; point of order.

Chair:
Yes.

Councillor COOK:
The question is: 500-plus groups have been ignored; what support is provided to them?

Chair:
Yes.

Councillor COOK:
Not what we have done; the 500 that have been ignored.

Chair:
I understand what you’re saying. 

Councillor HOWARD is providing an answer. 


Councillor HOWARD.

Councillor HOWARD:
Well, thank you, Mr Chair, and if Councillor COOK had been listening, I did refer to the 600 lessees that we have right across Council. So, if you do the math, Councillor COOK, you will know that 180 of the fields are being given that rebate, and we are also supporting those other clubs. We’re supporting them through our one‑on‑one regular communication that we have with them. 


Through you, Mr Chair, as I mentioned, we will continue to take the proactive action that is necessary to support all of our not-for-profit sector, and we look forward to our much-loved community clubs being able to reopen their doors. We know that they’re suffering; we know that there is support that is necessary. I would remind all Councillors, through you, Mr Chair, that there is a budget that’s being handed down in the not-too-distant future, so I would suggest that Councillor COOK pay a lot of attention to that.


But Councillor COOK, through you, Mr Chair, let’s not forget that just two weeks ago it was in this Chamber that Councillor CASSIDY and the majority of his Labor colleagues refused to support a $1 million project for one of the largest sporting community clubs in this city. So, it’s a great shame that Councillor CASSIDY and the rest of his Labor mates are more interested in political grandstanding than actually working together to deliver the outcomes for our struggling community clubs. 

Let’s be clear, Councillor CASSIDY and every Labor Councillor support this project when it comes to the Chamber. They refused to support a $1 million contract to deliver support for one of the largest sporting organisations in our city. Not only that, but they also refused to support a $480,000 contract to make one of our much-loved community theatres more accessible. So, it beggars belief, and it just goes to show that Labor cannot be trusted. 

Team Schrinner is the only one, the only team, that is committed to supporting our community organisations and our clubs. Our LORD MAYOR has shown that very clearly with the water subsidy that has just been announced. We will continue to work with our clubs and, through you, Mr Chair, I encourage—

Chair:
Councillor HOWARD, your time has expired.

Councillor ATWOOD.

Question 7

Councillor ATWOOD:
My question is to the Chair of the Public and Active Transport Committee, Councillor MURPHY. Following a vocal push from this Administration and a trial period of six months, TransLink have announced that they are recommending to permanently allow dogs to be taken on CityCats and ferries. Can you give us an update on what this will mean for our pet-loving residents?

Chair:
Councillor MURPHY.

Councillor MURPHY:
Thanks very much, Councillor ATWOOD. You and I co-hosted last year a very successful dogs’ breakfast at Meadowlands Road dog park on 31 August 2019. That was a ‘pawfect’ day, with thousands turning up with their ‘furriends’ to enjoy doggie treats and getting dog-gone with RSPCA officers, local vets, as well as Council officers, all about caring for our four-legged friends.


On Sunday, the State Government confirmed that cats will become dogs’ best friends permanently, with the trial for dogs to ride on ferries and CityCats with their owners and handlers becoming a permanent change. In August last year, Council called for a trial to be undertaken by TransLink for dogs to be allowed to ride on our ferries and CityCats. I know that Councillor ATWOOD and Councillor HOWARD, and Councillor COOK, had been long-standing advocates for residents to be able to travel with their ‘furriends’ on our ferries.


It was with much ‘appaws’ that the State Government then agreed to run a trial. The trial started on Monday 9 December last year, which was a fantastic birthday present for me, and it was initially proposed to go for three months, to conclude on Sunday 8 March 2020. Due to the pandemic, and to allow passengers to continue to travel with their pet dogs while a review of the trial was undertaken, TransLink extended the trial for another three months, finishing on Sunday 31 May 2020.


The trial allowed for pet dogs only to be onboard during off-peak travel times, between 8.30am and 3.30pm, or 7pm to 6am, Monday to Friday, on the weekends and on public holidays. Dogs always needed to be on a lead and to wear a muzzle when on board. Dogs were permitted to travel for free, which is always a plus, when accompanied by a handler that had a valid ticket for travel. Small pet dogs were allowed to be carried in a secure pet carrier without a muzzle.


Now, TransLink concluded at the end of the trial last month that approximately 85% of 4,800 respondents supported the trial. Of those 4,800 respondents, seven per cent were opposed or strongly opposed, and eight per cent were neutral on the trial. From Sunday, dogs can now travel on our ferries and CityCats permanently. So, cats are now truly a dog’s best friend.


Dogs will still only be allowed to travel on the vessels during weekends and off‑peak periods, between 8.30am and 3.30pm, and between 7pm and 6am on weekdays. Under the new rules set by TransLink, small dogs that are five kilograms or under must be in either a secure carrier or on a lead and wearing a muzzle. All dogs over five kilograms must be on a lead and a muzzle at all times.


Two pet dogs are allowed per handler on board, and all dogs must remain under the control of their handler at all times and stay at the rear of the vessel. So, no dogs up front. Dogs will not be allowed to ride inside the cabins of CityCats and ferries, or on their top deck. So, no dogs on top either. 


I know there’s been a lot of social media commentary around TransLink’s rule for muzzles. For those of us who have a dog in our family, they are our special friends, but that rule is set by TransLink. Honey, our family dog, was very excited to hear the news that the trial had been extended, and whilst she doesn’t like muzzles at all, she ‘pawfectly’ understands that, for TransLink, she must be muzzled to ride on board. 


So, small dogs to big dogs, bad dogs to friendly dogs, Australian Terriers to West Highland Terriers, Bichon Frise to Border Collies, Labradors to lapdogs, Maltese to Miniature Schnauzers, Poodles to Pugs, Dachshunds to Dalmatians, will be allowed to travel, but the only dogs not allowed are dangerous dogs, and hot dogs too, because you still can’t eat on our CityCats or ferries. Last year's annual report, the 2018-19 annual report, reflects the love this city has for man’s best friend, with over 106,000 dogs registered in Brisbane City Council. 


Media reported in January this year that the Labrador is our city’s most popular dog breed, but for those of us to have a dog in our family, that dog, regardless of breed, is the most popular, most special dog. I wanted to say thank you to all the dog owners in Brisbane who participated in the trial, to all those who gave feedback that has delivered this outcome, and for all the crew on our ferries and CityCats who participated in the trial and recorded the data. I also want to thank the dogs themselves, because it’s now been confirmed that anything is ‘pawsible’ when you put your dog-gone mind to it. Thank you, Chair. 

Chair:
Thank you, Councillor MURPHY.

That concludes Question Time.

Chair:
To the question earlier, there is no express or explicit recognition of the point of order that Councillor JOHNSTON was referring to. However, it has been an accepted and often-used one in this place for quite some time. 
However, I’m always open to suggestions for improvement and changes, so I will consult with some of you about whether it should continue into the future.
All right, Councillors, can I please bring your attention to the reports in the agenda.
CONSIDERATION OF COMMITTEE REPORTS:

ESTABLISHMENT AND COORDINATION COMMITTEE

The Right Honourable, the LORD MAYOR (Councillor Adrian SCHRINNER), Chair of the Establishment and Coordination Committee, moved, seconded by the DEPUTY MAYOR (Councillor Krista ADAMS), that the report of the meeting of that Committee held on 25 May 2020, be adopted. 

Chair:
Is there any debate? 


LORD MAYOR.

LORD MAYOR:
Yes, Mr Chair. Before I move on to other matters, I just wanted to deal with the extraordinary—urgency. Last week, we had a budget review come through to Council, and that budget review made it clear that there were a number of projects and programs which were underspent or couldn’t go ahead for various reasons, including events being cancelled by COVID-19. That money was being re‑allocated. 


So, Councillor COOK mentioned Homeless Connect. Well, if she had read the documents last week, she would have discovered that the money for Homeless Connect that was unspent has already been re-allocated, and where did it go? It was reallocated to the $5,000 water grants that Councillor HOWARD referred to. So, we have already reallocated that unspent money to supporting sporting and community groups as Councillor HOWARD has referred to.


So, Councillor COOK and her Labor colleagues need to actually pay attention to what is coming through, and understand the budget documents that are before them, because there is no unspent funds available for Homeless Connect. We have already reallocated that money, and we have done so in supporting our at-need and at-risk community sporting clubs that, despite having no players and no income, have ongoing maintenance requirements, including significant water bills.


So, we will continue to act and do what we can to support those clubs. We will do even more going forward, and there will be further initiatives announced in the budget on 17 June. But certainly, that urgency motion was completely an indication that Labor does not read the documentations or understand the documentation that comes through to Council. In particular, they have no understanding of budgets and budget reviews because that matter was already dealt with last week. 

 
Moving on, today marks Italy’s National Day. This would normally be a day of celebration and festivities. We know that Italians love to celebrate; they love to get out and enjoy their unique culture. But, obviously, with COVID-19 and its impact on a number of European countries at the moment, in particular heavily impacting on Italy, I just wanted to pay tribute to all of the local Italians in our community in Brisbane, and I know there are many. 

I know that there’s generations and generations of people here with Italian heritage who would today have a bit of a bitter-sweet National Day, where normally they would celebrate all of the joys of being Italian, but today they’re thinking about what is happening back in Italy and the incredible impact that it’s having, both health-wise and economically on that country. Today we’ll be lighting up the Victoria Bridge and the Story Bridge in green, white and red to show our support for the people of Italy at this time on this significant day. 

Wednesday—by the way, can you hear me, Mr Chair?

Chair:
I can.

LORD MAYOR:
You can? Okay, good.

Chair:
I can.

LORD MAYOR:
On Wednesday the Tropical Dome, Reddacliff Place sculptures, Story Bridge and Victoria Bridge will be lit up green, white and blue to support Mabo Day. As we know, Mabo Day celebrates the work of Eddie Mabo, the Torres Strait Islander whose campaign for Indigenous land rights led to a landmark decision of the High Court on 3 June 1992. So, tomorrow, when that significant day comes up, we’ll be lighting up the city’s assets in memory of Eddie Mabo and what he achieved, and also to show our further support for our Indigenous and Torres Strait Islander communities and that reconciliation process that is ongoing.


On Friday, we will celebrate World Environment Day. Victoria Bridge and Story Bridge will be lit up green, appropriately, to mark this occasion. 


Mr Chair, I referred to earlier in Question Time, Metro and the progress that we’re making when it comes to the Metro project. This is a project that we are absolutely committed to, not only because of the incredible public transport benefits that it will bring, but also the local jobs that it will support, the local businesses that will be supported through the construction process, and also our local economy that will be supported by giving people turn-up-and-go transport in the future. We know that, when you get a city that has turn-up-and-go transport options, then more and more people jump on board public transport. 


Obviously, we’re in difficult times when it comes to public transport at the minute, and because of COVID-19 and social distancing and people’s own health concerns and fears, we have seen numbers on public transport down to very low levels, but we are planning for the future. We know that they will come back, and that it is important for a city to have a good quality—if we want to encourage more people to use that form of transport. 

Obviously, the same goes for our active travel opportunities as well. Whether it’s new bikeways, bike lanes, whether it’s new bridges across the Brisbane River supporting active travel, these are really important investments to make for our city going forward. But they can also help when it comes to supporting the recovery efforts by supporting local jobs and supporting local business. 

So, I’m very excited to now be moving forward to the next stage with ACCIONA and Arup, two incredibly well-respected companies that have got runs on the board with major projects, both locally, around Australia and around the world. But the important thing is that the vast majority of the jobs involved with Metro will be local people living here in Brisbane and in South East Queensland, and working on that important construction project.

It is interesting when you have a look at the way this project has evolved over time, it continues to be finessed, and a big part of that is this tender process that we’ve been going through. Whether it’s the tender process for the vehicle, where our reference design envisaged a more traditional form of transport, so our reference or base case for Metro based the vehicle on a standard diesel vehicle, because that’s what we had the knowledge of, and that’s what we knew was readily available. 

But, through the tender process, we came up with some incredibly positive outcomes, and now we will have world-leading technology here in Brisbane through a partnership that sees fully electric, zero tailpipe emission vehicles, the Brisbane Light Tram vehicles as I like to call them, here in Brisbane, the first of their kind in Australia, operating, that has been delivered through a good, competitive tender process. 

When it comes to the collaborative partnership, which is the major construction works, we’re also seeing a high level of competition and great innovation from industry. I’ll give you another example. Through this tender process, and the procurement that has been underway, and the way that this partnership is designed, it’s an interactive process. It’s not Council giving the industry a set of plans and saying: we want you to build exactly that. It is Council putting forward a reference design and saying: this is what we think Metro will look like, but we need you to use your best innovation and put forward your best ideas, and let’s improve on this design and make it even better than our reference design.

So, that process, through the collaborative partnership tender that we’ve been working on—or our officers have been working on in recent months—has delivered some really good innovations, and we look forward to working with ACCIONA and Arup on those innovations. One example of that is the method of construction for the Adelaide Street bus tunnel and Metro tunnel. Now, we know that an important part of Metro is to link the end of the Victoria Bridge through to the King George Square station through a new portal and bus tunnel along Adelaide Street. Now, in our reference design, it was envisaged that this would be done through a cut and cover process. That cut and cover process, or a more traditional tunnelling process, is effectively digging up the road, footpaths, everything, all of the underground services, and building a tunnel and replacing that—

Chair:
LORD MAYOR, your time has expired.
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At that point, the LORD MAYOR was granted an extension of time on the motion of the DEPUTY MAYOR, Councillor Krista ADAMS, seconded by Councillor David McLACHLAN.

Chair:
LORD MAYOR, a further 10 minutes.

LORD MAYOR:
Thank you, Mr Chair, and thank you to the Chamber for the extension. 


I was referring to the Adelaide Street tunnel. So, the traditional cut and cover tunnelling method, when you’re looking at a relatively shallow tunnel—and this will be a relatively shallow tunnel by tunnelling standards—we had the proposals come back from industry, in particular consortia like ACCIONA and Arup, whereby a bored tunnel will be delivered as part of this project. 


Now, I guess the best way to illustrate the difference here is the difference between open heart surgery and keyhole surgery. I won’t claim the credit for that. Councillor MURPHY was mentioning that to me just recently. But it is a legitimate point. Obviously, open heart surgery on Adelaide Street would be something that would be very disruptive. We know right now the importance of that street, particularly when it comes to public and also active travel, and pedestrian movements, and also couriers coming in and dropping off goods and services. So, to have a solution which sees a bored tunnel with minimal interference at the surface level is obviously a great outcome.


We did look at that previously, and it wasn’t something that we believed in our initial, I guess, design would be possible, but the tenderers have come up with some good options there. So, we’re looking forward to seeing other improvements like this made to the way that Metro is delivered. Like I said previously, I’m really excited to see these jobs being created, to see the major works underway. We’ve had early works underway for quite some time, but now we’re talking about the much more major parts of construction.


I’m also excited to see the first Metro vehicle, the BLT, the Brisbane Light Tram, arrive in Brisbane next year for testing. I definitely want to be one of the first people on that vehicle. I understand that, at this point in time, only specially trained drivers will be allowed, so I won’t be able to drive the first Brisbane Light Tram unfortunately, I’ve been told, but I know that the testing process will be very important to make sure it can operate here in the Brisbane environment on the Brisbane network—and Brisbane Metro.


In the meantime, we’ll continue to work productively and positively with the State Government on this project and other projects, and I look forward to keeping Councillors updated on that matter. 


In terms of the formal items in front of us, there’s only one item on the agenda today, item A in E&C, and that’s the park for Cross River Rail, the Council land impacts, in particular. Item A is a submission seeking a sublease for a temporary park near Boggo Road, Dutton Park, following the State Government’s Cross River Rail project which is temporarily using an existing park. So, essentially what we’re doing here is an impact on an existing park, and as a temporary measure, there’s another park being provided in the local area nearby to give people in that area some greenspace while the construction is underway, which is a good outcome, I think. 

So, it allows for Cross River Rail to be constructed. We’ve been working cooperatively with the Cross River Rail Delivery Authority. They acquired land at 63 Boggo Road, Dutton Park, known as Outlook Park, which was Council land held in trust. On 6 August 2019, Council resolved to surrender the trusteeship of the Outlook Park. Cross River Rail has been actively working with Council to temporarily relocate the barbeque, play equipment and facilities from Outlook Park to a nearby location at 30 Boggo Road, and this land is being leased by Cross River Rail from the Department of Housing and Public Works.

I think overall this is a good interim arrangement, and I think it will be obviously great to see Cross River Rail delivered and finished, and the ultimate public transport and public realm benefits that that project will bring, but in the meantime I think this is a good, positive outcome, and Council is happy to support it.

Chair:
Further speakers?


Councillor CASSIDY.

Councillor CASSIDY:
Thanks, Chair. I’ve just got to say I’m absolutely astounded at the revelation by the LORD MAYOR just now that this Administration has literally robbed the Homeless Connect budget to help fund this inadequate support for sports clubs. They’ve literally robbed the Homeless Connect budget by $100,000 to contribute to this $5,000 water rebate, when we know that this Administration gets $200 million—

Chair:
Councillor CASSIDY—

Councillor CASSIDY:
—in profits from QUU (Queensland Urban Utilities). That’s a—

Chair:
Councillor CASSIDY, because you are the Leader of the Opposition—I’ve allowed you some leeway so that you can make that point from the earlier presentation. But I must ask you to come back to the substance of the paper that’s in front of us, please. It’s Cross River Rail and its impacts. 

Councillor CASSIDY.

Councillor CASSIDY:
Sure; thank you, Chair. But, you know, that was callous. I just cannot believe—

Councillor interjecting.

Councillor CASSIDY:
—that the LORD MAYOR has just admitted that. That is so wrong—so, so wrong.


But, on what is in the E&C today, which is absolutely pathetic when it comes to an Administration that should be dealing with the fallout of the most significant global pandemic we’ve ever seen, and it is affecting people, it is affecting local businesses, it is affecting community groups, it’s affecting ratepayers, and we see the business of this Civic Cabinet that is being led by Adrian SCHRINNER, is dealing with a minor issue that was initiated some years ago, and all we see before us today is the paperwork essentially for the transfer of a temporary park because of the Cross River Rail project.


So, I think what the people of Brisbane will be able to see here in black and white on this E&C agenda is a terrible indictment of the leadership of this Council. I will know in a couple of weeks when the E&C minutes come out if other things were discussed, like attempting to send more medical supplies overseas during a global pandemic. But what we know that is being brought to this Council today is a bit of paperwork. 


In the middle of a global pandemic, you’d think that you’d have the full might of the Council working on things like proper rates relief for people, support for community clubs and community organisations and homeless support—

DEPUTY MAYOR:
Point of order.

Councillor CASSIDY:
—for people out there doing it tough—

Chair:
Point of order to you, Councillor ADAMS.

DEPUTY MAYOR:
I reiterate your comments before, Mr Chair, about the relevance of the debate. I think Councillor CASSIDY is forgetting that it’s Cabinet, not LMERC (Lord Mayor’s Expenditure Review Committee). The budget deliberations are very different—

Chair:
Thank you. I appreciate the point of order that you’re making. Councillor CASSIDY, I do tend towards more generous interpretations of things. I do allow you to say more because of your position in this place. However, I must insist that you return to the substance of the matter in front of us, please.

Councillor JOHNSTON:
Point of order.

Chair:
Point of order; Councillor JOHNSTON.

Councillor JOHNSTON:
Yes, point of order; thank you, Mr Chair. Will Councillor CASSIDY take a question?

Chair:
Councillor CASSIDY, will you take a question?

Councillor CASSIDY:
Sure.

Chair:
Councillor CASSIDY will accept a question.

Councillor JOHNSTON:
Thank you. My question to Councillor CASSIDY is: as there is only one item on the E&C Establishment Committee Report today, what other issues could this LNP Administration properly be considering?

Chair:
Councillor CASSIDY, please ignore that question. It was—it’s in my opinion a cynical attempt to get around my most recent ruling. Please, Councillors, do not use questions in that nature to get around addressing the substance of a motion.


Councillor CASSIDY.

Councillor CASSIDY:
Well, I suppose—thank you, Chair. I suppose anything really is the answer. You would hope this Administration would do anything they could to support the people of Brisbane. But what we’ve got here before us, Chair, is some paperwork. We know a couple of years ago these negotiations started. I went and looked at the E&C files up on level 23, as I do, and they weren’t all that enlightening, I have to say. There’s nothing else basically in there apart from some older documentation where the negotiations around the relocation of this park had occurred. That work has all been done. This is some paperwork. 

But what we’ve got before us here, the largest council in Australia with a $3.1 billion budget, and the only work that the Civic Cabinet and the senior decision-making Councillors in this place have undertaken last week was a discussion on some paperwork around the relocation of a small park. 

 
Now, to the project itself, Cross River Rail, we heard the LORD MAYOR waffle on a bit earlier to try to fill out some time, to save some embarrassment so the people of Brisbane didn’t realise that he didn’t have anything to talk about as the leader of this city, he talked about the Metro project. But what you do see here before us in the Cross River Rail project is, (1) a mass transit project that is actually properly planned and properly executed. It would have been implemented much sooner had Campbell Newman not come in and messed around with that. 


But what we actually see here, unlike Metro, unlike the Metro project which has gone through multiple iterations since it was first announced more than two elections ago, this is a project that is now progressing and it is good to see that occasionally Council supports this project and occasionally, in between when the LORD MAYOR likes to try and score some cheap political points against the State Government, occasionally we do see some positive comments. We’ve seen that today on the Cross River Rail project, because we know that is a project that is adding about five kilometres of new and additional public transport infrastructure to this city, unlike the Brisbane Metro which is adding a couple of hundred metres, and 60 banana buses to the existing busway. 


So, this is a good project, Cross River Rail, and we’re glad that E&C and all of those highly paid Councillors that sit on E&C could spend so much time sorting out a little bit of paperwork, Chair.

Chair:
Further speakers? 

Councillor SRI. 

Councillor SRI:
Thanks, Chair; I just rise to speak briefly on this item. I’m supportive of the temporary park arrangement, but I do just want to draw to the MAYOR’s attention—actually I’m not sure, is the MAYOR still in the Chamber? Chair, can you confirm: is the MAYOR still in the Chamber? I can’t see him.

Chair:
I cannot see him straight away.

Councillor SRI:
No, it looks like he’s left the meeting. Oh well, that’s a shame. I was hoping he would hear these comments. But hopefully one of the other LNP Councillors will relay these comments to the MAYOR, which is just the ongoing concern that, although this is a good temporary park arrangement, it’s a lot smaller than the area of the previous Outlook Park. So, Outlook Park was around 1,500 m2 this new temporary park is less than 1,000 m2, and it’s wedged between a parking lot and a construction site. So, it’s certainly not the same level of amenity as the park that’s been resumed to accommodate the Cross River Rail project.


The broader concern I have which maybe Councillor CUNNINGHAM, through you, Chair, should also be aware of, is just that there’s a general shortage of public greenspace and Cross River Rail hasn’t clearly identified exactly how much new public parkland they’ll be creating. My concern is that the Cross River Rail project will have resumed Outlook Park, which has an area of about 1,500 m2 and a very good outlook, and it’s a nice place to gather, and that eventually a new public park will be delivered as part of Cross River Rail but it won’t be the same area or a large enough area of parkland to offset the lost parkland and also accommodate the many new residents who are moving into the area. 


So, while this is an okay temporary arrangement, it’s important that long-term there is a net increase in public greenspace as a result of Cross River Rail rather than simply a replacement or equivalent greenspace. So, I know it’s a little bit finicky to spend so much time and energy talking about square metres of public parks, but this is important stuff for inner city residents who don’t have their own backyards, and many of whom live in apartments where they don’t have any other greenspaces.


So, I just want to emphasise for Councillor CUNNINGHAM and for any of the other Councillors or officers who are involved in negotiations with Cross River Rail that it is fundamental and essential that Cross River Rail, at the Boggo Road site, results in a significant net increase in public greenspace rather than simply replacing the old Outlook Park with a similar park of a similar size. We have many more residents coming into the area, and this is a public site and a public project, so it should include a large component of public parkland. 

I really want to emphasise that it’s up to Council to advocate strongly for that. Of course, the State Government is going to try and sell off as much of this site to private developers as possible. We know that’s their strategy, but it’s really important that Brisbane City Council advocates strongly so that as much of this site as possible is preserved as public parkland, and it is up to this Council Administration to do that. I’ll be very, very disappointed if we roll over and just let the Government build towers over this whole site and not leave us enough for the public park.

So, happy to support this temporary lease, but want to emphasise again that it’s not enough greenspace. It doesn’t even make up for the amount of greenspace we’ve lost, and long term we need to see a significant increase in public greenspace as part of the Cross River Rail project. So, I would love to hear from the Chair of Parks or the Chair of City Planning in future about what size park they are advocating for on this site, because it is appropriate for Councillors to be expressing a public view about how this public project should be developed, and how much land should be allocated towards greenspace versus other forms of infrastructure and development.

So, through you, Chair, to Councillor ADAMS, to Councillor CUNNINGHAM, and to the MAYOR if he’s listening, we’d really like to see a clear commitment and clear statement from the LNP Administration about how much public parkland you believe needs to be included on the Boggo Road train station site. I understand the Administration is supportive of some parkland existing on the new train station site, but the Administration has not clarified how much parkland it believes is necessary. 

So, Council should be looking at its desired standards of service, looking at the projected population growth under the Dutton Park-Fairfield neighbourhood plan, and clearly identifying exactly how much new public parkland is going to be created on this site, and then making the case to the State Government accordingly. So, hopefully I’ll leave that question with those Chairs and hopefully they’ll be able to get back to me or comment on it at some point in the future, because I think it’s really important that we don’t just satisfy or replacing the greenspace we’re losing, that we actually push for an increase of greenspace, given that this is public land. Thanks.

Chair:
Further speakers?


Councillor JOHNSTON.

Councillor JOHNSTON:
Yes, thank you, Mr Chairman. Just briefly, because there is only one item on this agenda today, and I’m sure the LNP Committee Chairs worked very, very hard on this issue. I just wanted to say that from my memory of this—and if this is not the case, then I’m happy to be corrected—but I think it was Councillor Abrahams that pushed pretty hard to have the playground located in this area at the time. From memory, she may have used some trust funds to do that as well. So, I would just want to make sure that whatever we’re agreeing to here is as much as possible a like for like replacement. 


This is just across the border into Councillor SRI’s ward, but it’s very close to the boundary with Tennyson Ward, and the impact of the Cross River Rail project at this location is quite significant on our common border around Dutton Park. It’s really important that we have good access to park and play facilities. In the northern end of Annerley, we really have very little at all, and Annerley residents have to go into Dutton Park to access play facilities. This is one of the facilities that they can go to.


Unfortunately, Brisbane City Council has not invested any money in upgrading Hefferan Park, which is right on the border with Dutton Park station. I’m doing that out of the trust funds. But that was a playground that I identified as part of Cross River Rail that could have easily been upgraded. It’s disappointing that neither Council nor the State Government has looked at investment in other facilities that surround this project to invest in for our community. 


The Cross River Rail project is going to have a very significant impact on that area between Dutton Park station and Park Road station, and it’s really important that it doesn’t disconnect communities, that there is still some common space there for Annerley residents or Fairfield residents who live very close to this site to access.


There are huge problems with accessibility around this area. The intersection of Annerley Road and Noble Street and Gladstone Road is shocking. The changes that are being made to support the secondary college are not helpful. It is really problematic for residents who need to cycle to get to schools or who need to get to community facilities like parks and playgrounds. So, I don’t think Council is thinking about this in the right way. Just like they did with Victoria Park, they’ve done a deal with the State Government. This is a tick and flick exercise for them, but I think it is extremely important that there is a broader focus around what community facilities are available. How people get to them is so critically important because it is really dangerous now. You can’t get across Cornwall Street. There’s no safe crossing point. You can’t get across Annerley Road at Noble Street, because there’s no safe crossing point. So, it is really limited for people who live in Annerley to get to the other side of the road, to get to their nearest park, which happens to be this park that is being relocated further down into Dutton Park station.

So, I don’t think Council has done a very good job with this. I feel that more emphasis needs to be placed on how communities move around the area, and how people access facilities in that part of the world. As always, this Administration doesn’t consider that people cross the road from one ward to another ward to actually use facilities, and the importance of providing safe pathways for them to get to them.

So, I just think that Council could do better with this. I’m not sure this is the right location. I echo Councillor SRI’s feedback that there needs to be a longer‑term permanent solution and accessibility and connectivity to that community facility needs to be considered in this location. It is such an important issue. If anybody knows this area, it’s extremely busy. It’s extremely poorly serviced by bike or pedestrian facilities, and we really need to make sure people can get to these community facilities. 

I’m just going to finish with—because I’ve been doing a little bit of filing in my office, and I actually happened to pull out in a box somewhere, for those people who can see it, it’s a BaT (Bus and Train) tunnel flyer. I just want to acknowledge that the LORD MAYOR, who was the Deputy Mayor back at the time, like the former Lord Mayor Graham Quirk, desperately held on past all appropriate timeframes, to advocate for funding for the BaT project. That was a Campbell Newman special, of course, and it was as late as—I think it was six months after the election in 2015, October 2015—that Graham Quirk was going to Canberra, presumably with his Deputy Mayor’s support, to argue for funding for the BaT project, even though the State Government had cancelled it several months earlier after they were elected. 

So, it’s good to see the change of heart by the LNP Administration. It was only a few years ago they were thinking the BaT tunnel was the way to go, but it’s nice to see the LORD MAYOR is now supporting the Cross River Rail project. It’s not without its flaws, and certainly I’ve made numerous submissions about that, as that process has gone on. But, new rail links across the river, heavy rail, are absolutely the best forms of public transport that our city can have. I just urge the State Government and Council, when they are looking at how community facilities are built back into this space, that they take into account connectivity with Annerley and Fairfield. 

Chair:
Further speakers? I see no hands. 


LORD MAYOR.

LORD MAYOR:
Thank you, Mr Chair. In relation to item A, the Cross River Rail project and the park associated with it, it has been fascinating to hear different versions of history here. But the record will show that, for years and years, I have been a supporter of the Cross River Rail project. I don’t care that it’s a Labor Government that is delivering it. I just think it’s a good project for the city, and I want to see it happen. So, we have, year after year, supported this project and facilitated it. We’ve made things like this happen. We’ve put in place agreements and proposals and issued various approvals and permits to help support the project, because it’s a good project for Brisbane. 


So, I do remember actively supporting the project even when other people in our party didn’t support the project. So, any suggestion that I’m suddenly today supporting Cross River Rail and haven’t in the past is not reflective of the true history of this situation. It’s a good project for Brisbane. We want it to happen, and we’ve been actively supporting it, and we’re looking forward to seeing both Cross River Rail and Metro up and running delivering turn-up-and-go public transport for the city.


So, this item obviously, as Councillor CASSIDY says, is paperwork, but it’s paperwork that reflects this Council’s ongoing support for an important infrastructure project that is going to be good for Brisbane residents. Thank you, Mr Chair.

Chair:
I will now put the resolution.

CROSS RIVER RAIL – COUNCIL LAND IMPACTS

The Divisional Manager, Brisbane Infrastructure, provided the information below.
2.
The Cross River Rail (CRR) project is a Queensland Government project comprising a 10.2 kilometre rail link from Dutton Park to Bowen Hills. It includes a 5.9 kilometre tunnel under the Brisbane River and Brisbane Central Business District (CBD). The project includes four new underground stations at Boggo Road, Woolloongabba, Albert Street and Roma Street.
3.
CRR will increase rail capacity across the Brisbane River and Brisbane CBD. This will enable growth in the rail network such as building a new rail connection to the Sunshine Coast, Ripley and Flagstone. Increased capacity will allow for more frequent rail services, providing greater connectivity to other public transport modes and encouraging road users to use public transport, which will help ease congestion on major arterial roads.
4.
To allow the project to be constructed, it was necessary for the Cross River Rail Delivery Authority (CRRDA) to permanently acquire Council controlled land situated at 63 Boggo Road, Dutton Park, known as Outlook Park, held in trust for park purposes. At its meeting on 6 August 2019, Council resolved to surrender trusteeship of Outlook Park.

5.
CRRDA has been actively working with Council to temporarily relocate the barbeque and play equipment from Outlook Park to a nearby location at 30 Boggo Road, Dutton Park, described as Lot 1 on SP217441, as shown at Attachment B (submitted on file). CRRDA has leased this area from the Queensland Government’s Department of Housing and Public Works. This is a temporary location and CRRDA will undertake a search to find a permanent location for the park by the completion of the project.
6.
The terms of the sublease have been agreed between CRRDA and City Legal, City Administration and Governance, on behalf of Council. A copy of the sublease agreement is shown at Attachment C (submitted on file).
7.
The construction of the temporary park is now complete. Prior to the park being open for public use, it is necessary to enter into a sublease with CRRDA for the area shown as Lease B in Lot 1 on SP217441 on SP313767. A copy of the survey plan is shown at Attachment D (submitted on file).

DEPUTY MAYOR:
Thank you, Mr Chair. Last week the Committee had a presentation of the proposed development at 427 Beckett Road, Bridgeman Downs, which was a development permit for Material change of use for a Service station, Food and drink outlets, Childcare centre and 39 Multiple dwelling units as well. It was an impact assessable proposal, and there were a lot of issues with the assessment of this site, not the least of which was the land use based on the ecological impacts, the traffic impacts, the engineering and the amenity impacts and risks around that as well.


The scale and intensity of the proposed commercial use was not consistent with the land use intent for the site. It was not identified as a suitable location for commercial uses in McDowall through the Bridgeman Downs neighbourhood plan which has been in draft as well, and it was definitely not a local or neighbourhood centre. It would attract users from far beyond the local catchment as well.


With respect to the multi-unit dwellings, they were not conveniently located in relation to services and high frequency public transport, and the elevations of the multiple dwellings had not been provided to demonstrate compliance with the built form that we would expect in this area as well. There was a total of 151 submissions that were received by Council, with 129 of those properly made, and all objected to the proposed development as well.


The local Councillor did not support the proposal, and neither did the officers, and it was presented to committee last week as a refusal that was given. Last week we also had four petitions that I will leave to the Chambers to debate. Thank you.

Councillor DAVIS:
Thank you, Mr Chair; I rise to speak to item A, the presentation on the development at 427 Beckett Road at Bridgeman Downs. Mr Chair, as you’d be aware, the landscape of Bridgeman Downs has changed over the years from predominately rural properties to a mix of rural and acreage properties, and residential developments, including townhouse developments. This application would have meant that over two acreage lots, at 427 and 415 Beckett Road, as the DEPUTY MAYOR said, would have meant that a service station, fast food and drink outlets, a childcare centre and townhouses would have been built. 


So, it was understandable that this DA piqued the concerns of local residents. People visited my office; they called my office; they spoke to me at mobile offices and community events; they signed petitions online, and every single person was of the very strong opinion that it was not an appropriate site for this type of development, because it fundamentally changed the character of their neighbourhood.


So, Mr Chair, today I’m very happy to report that local residents are extremely pleased that Council has made the decision to refuse the DA. The decision is a really great outcome for the local community because the development would have resulted in nearly three hectares of heavily vegetated land being cleared, and this was land that contributes to a very important habitat network.


The blocks are a significant link between two major ecological corridors—the Cabbage Tree Creek and Albany Creek corridors, and our community really does care about the environmental impacts of developments like this, and they were very worried about the effects it would have on local wildlife. Residents were also rightly concerned about the traffic impacts of the service station on a busy road like Beckett Road, along with stormwater discharge and drainage issues. The site is also in a bushfire area, so there were concerns about the storage of dangerous goods, and these were all very legitimate concerns. 


Importantly, the existing McDowall Bridgeman Downs neighbourhood plan did not support commercial use on those blocks, and as you’d be aware, Chair, we are committed to delivering a new neighbourhood plan for Bridgeman Downs that will provide a blueprint for the future of the suburb. I’d just like to take the opportunity to thank the residents that have been giving their time as part of members of the community planning team. 


Mr Chair, a big part of what draws people to Bridgeman Downs is its character and its lifestyle. It’s a great place to live. It’s a place to raise a family; it’s a place where residents can enjoy our great Brisbane outdoor lifestyle, and we encourage this with a diverse range of local wildlife. I very much look forward to continuing to work with the Bridgeman Downs community, because it is such a great place to live. Thank you, Mr Chair.

The Planning Services Manager, Development Services, City Planning and Sustainability, attended the meeting to provide information on 427 Beckett Road, Bridgeman Downs (application reference A005226738). She provided the information below.
2.
An aerial image and a zoning map were shared with the Committee. 

3.
The proposed development involves a development permit for Material change of use for a Service station, Food and drink outlets, Childcare centre, and Multiple dwelling (39 units), and development permit for Reconfiguration of a lot to create new lots and new public road. 

4.
The application seeks approval for redevelopment of the subject site over four stages:

· Material change of use:

· Stage 1 – Service station (200 m² GFA) and two Food and drink outlets (150 m² GFA and 260 m² GFA)

· Stage 2 – Food and drink outlet (484 m² GFA) and Childcare centre (110 children)

· Stage 3 – Two storey multiple dwelling (10 units)

· Stage 4 – Two storey multiple dwelling (29 units).
· Reconfiguration of a lot:

· Stage 1 – Two into three lots

· Stage 2 – Two into three lots and new road

· Stage 3 – One into two lots and new road

· Stage 4 – New road.
5.
The proposal is impact assessable against the Brisbane City Plan 2014. Images of the proposed staging plan and proposed elevations were shared with the Committee. 

6.
Key assessment matters are land use, ecological impacts, traffic impacts, engineering and amenity impacts and risks. 

7.
The scale and intensity of the proposed commercial uses are not consistent with the land use intent for the site. The site is not identified as a suitable location for commercial uses in the McDowall—Bridgeman Downs neighbourhood plan. The commercial uses would attract users from beyond the local catchment. The proposed Multiple dwellings are not conveniently located in relation to services and high frequency public transport. Elevations of the Multiple dwellings have not been provided to demonstrate compliance with built form criteria.

8.
The site provides a link between Cabbage Tree Creek and Albany Creek major ecological corridors, is heavily vegetated and contributes to a habitat network. The site is mapped as containing essential koala habitat under the Vegetation Management Act 1999 and also contains habitat for the grey goshawk (active nest within 500 metre of the site) and the squirrel glider. The proposed development seeks to remove all vegetation on the site, and the environmental offsets cannot mitigate impacts on the natural environment.
9.
The proposal will add considerable volume of traffic movements in the locality, particularly to Beckett Road (estimated at more than 5,800 trips per day). The application material does not demonstrate that the development would not have unacceptable impacts on the safe operation of the local road network and traffic flow. The proposed intersection with Beckett Road would result in unsafe road conditions and the proposed new roads within the development do not achieve Council’s design standards. The service arrangements for commercial uses are not adequate, and the car parking provision for Stages 1 and Stage 2 are also below City Plan requirements.

10.
The proposal involves filling up to 3 metres high along the southern and eastern boundaries of the site to facilitate stormwater management, where the associated retaining structures would have unacceptable visual and amenity impacts. The proposed stormwater detention basins will increase flood risks external to the site and the proposed stormwater quality design does not provide suitable or safe treatment of runoff before discharging from the site. It has also not been sufficiently demonstrated the proposed Service station would not result in unacceptable impacts on the local environment due to stormwater discharge.

11.
The site is in a bushfire prone area, and no bushfire assessment has been provided to determine risks or mitigation. The applicant has not provided sufficient information to demonstrate the storage of dangerous goods associated with the Service station would not impact on human health or the environment. Information submitted with the application also does not appropriately demonstrate the acoustic impacts of commercial uses would be mitigated, and the application material has not demonstrated appropriate air quality would be maintained as a result of the Service station.

12.
In accordance with the Planning Act 2016 and the Development Assessment Rules, public notification was required to be undertaken for 15 business days and was carried out from 15 April 2020 to 8 May 2020. A total of 151 submissions were received by Council, with 129 of those submissions properly made. All submissions objected to the proposed development.

The local Councillor, Councillor Tracy Davis, McDowall Ward, does not support the proposal.

The petitioners’ concerns include the following:

· the subject site is located approximately 240 metres from residential properties
· increased noise for residents
· impacts on air quality amenity.
21.
The subject site is proposed to be located underneath an existing industrial building which adjoins a Queensland Rail (QR) freight and passenger railway to the south and east, and existing industrial premises to the north and west. The developer, Trojan Concrete Products Pty Ltd, intends to employ up to 20 people in the batching and production of concrete sleepers from raw material to palletised products onsite. 

22.
According to the applicant’s planning report, the batching plant is self-contained and will be designed to limitations of approximately 30 m3 per day. The plant will be installed undercover to assist with the control of noise, water runoff and dust suppression onsite. All aspects of the production are contained inside a building and no transportation of live cementitious products is proposed. 

23.
Vehicle access to the subject site is from Queensport Road, which is classified as a district road and primary freight route under the City Plan road hierarchy. Vehicle movements will be approximately two to three truck and dog loads per day to facilitate raw material requirements, and approximately five deliveries per day for each of the two 12-tonne delivery vehicles. Provision has also been made onsite for 20 car parking spaces.

The development application included a traffic impact report addressing access, onsite car parking, servicing and impact on the road network, and an overland flow impact assessment prepared by suitably qualified Registered Professional Engineer of Queensland.

Other reports submitted included a noise and air quality impact assessment report prepared by an environmental consultant in accordance with the City Plan Noise impact assessment planning scheme policy and Air quality planning scheme policy.

46.
The petition contains 20 signatures. 

47.
The petitioners have also requested Council implement action to protect local low-lying residential properties from flooding as the continued filling of the flood plain increases flood levels affecting nearby residences in Wood Avenue, Fursden Road, Gray Street and Billian Street, Carina.

48.
On 17 May 2019, Council’s delegate approved a combined application for the Reconfiguring of a lot (one lot into 21 lots) and a multiple dwelling containing a total of 172 dwelling units over six stages on the site (application reference A004967983). The development application was subject to a minor change application under section 81 of the Planning Act 2016 that was approved on 18 September 2019. The minor changes included a redesign of the onsite communal recreation facility, amendment of the approved concept rehabilitation plan and a redistribution of onsite car parking (application reference A005257499).  

49.
The use of the site for industrial purposes was discontinued with the sale of the land in 2018. The site has an area of 52,851 m2 and is located within the Emerging community zone in Brisbane City Plan 2014 (City Plan). The site is identified as a potential development area in the Carina—Carindale neighbourhood plan. 

50.
Land to the south and west of the site is included within the Low density residential and Emerging community zones and contains both dwelling houses and multiple dwellings. Land to the north and east of the site is included within the Sport and recreation (district) and Open space (district and local) zones and includes the Bulimba Creek and Minnippi Parklands. It is also noted that the Brisbane State High School sports complex is located along Fursden Road to the west of the site.

51.
The development application was subject to impact assessment and public notification was carried out between 22 November and 13 December 2018. A total of nine submissions were received, of which four were properly made. All submissions objected to the proposed development. The grounds of the submissions included: 

· non-compliance with the Biodiversity areas planning scheme policy in City Plan

· loss of vegetation and offsets, ecological corridor and habitat for koalas

· fauna protection

· impacts of traffic on the road network and overflow parking from development and on‑street parking

· density and overdevelopment 

· bulk and scale of the proposed townhouse development and building separation (privacy and overlooking)

· flooding

· industry operation and preferred land use

· upgrades to surrounding road network.

52.
It is noted that none of the signatories to the petition were submitters to the development application. 

53.
Council’s records indicate the site is subject to creek and waterway flooding with ground levels onsite ranging from 2.6 metres AHD to 12.3 metres AHD. The Defined Flood Level for the site is 4.6 metres AHD. 

54.
During their assessment of the application, engineers from Council’s Development Services, City Planning and Sustainability, considered flooding, the extent of fill on the site and flood free access. Consideration was also given to the State Planning Policy—state interest guideline: Natural hazards risk and resilience 2016 and the Flood and Stormwater Quantity Report prepared by the applicant’s environmental consultant.

55.
The Stormwater Quantity Report included a Flood Risk Assessment using the 2014 Bulimba Creek hydraulic model, which included flood impact (afflux) mapping for design flood events. The report indicated that the development, including filling, would result in no actionable nuisance or be the cause of any localised increases in flood levels. Given the magnitude of the existing flooding and the isolated extent of the flood afflux, the change to the flood behaviour in this area was also considered to be negligible.

56.
With regard to stormwater runoff from the site, the applicant demonstrated that flood immunity was achieved for vehicular and emergency services access from Ellen Street, Carina, and flood‑free pedestrian access from Ellen and Kate Streets could be achieved. As a condition of the approval, Council required the preparation of a stormwater management plan to ensure that the development manages stormwater in manner that did not adversely affect other properties. 

57.
While the site is subject to Council’s Natural Asset Local Law 2003 (Significant Urban Vegetation) and is mapped in the City Plan Biodiversity overlay as a koala habitat area, the significant vegetation identified onsite is located in its north-eastern portion. No development or filling is proposed in this area of the site, which is also subject to flooding from Bulimba Creek. The vegetation in this portion of the site is to be retained and rehabilitated as a condition of the development approval. It is noted this section of the site was not previously used for industrial activities and, following rehabilitation, will strengthen the connectivity to the nearby Bulimba Creek and Minnippi Parklands corridor in addition to providing residents with a passive communal recreation area.

Thank you for your petition objecting to the approval of filling of the flood plain and removal of trees at 179 to 193 Fursden Road, Carina.

The issues raised concerning flooding, filling of flood plain land along the Bulimba Creek catchment and removal of vegetation on the site were all relevant planning matters carefully considered in the assessment of the development application (reference A004967983) on the site.

The assessment of the original development application included a Flood and Stormwater Quantity Report prepared by a suitably qualified Registered Professional Engineer of Queensland. This report was assessed against the requirements of the State Planning Policy—state interest guideline: Natural hazards risk and resilience 2016 and requirements of the Flood overlay code in Brisbane City Plan 2014 (City Plan). 

The Stormwater Quantity Report also included a Flood Risk Assessment using the Bulimba Creek hydraulic model which included flood impact (afflux) mapping for various design flood events. The report indicated that the development would result in no actionable nuisance or be the cause of any localised increases in flood levels. Given the magnitude of the existing flooding and the isolated extent of the flood afflux, the change to the flood behaviour in this area resulting from the proposed development was also considered to be negligible.

The application was approved by Council’s delegate on 17 May 2019 only after the applicant was able to demonstrate proposed development and works on the site had no material flood impact on surrounding properties and that the proposed development met the requirements of City Plan. 

Stormwater runoff from the site was also comprehensively addressed within the assessment of the application and it was demonstrated that flood free access is achieved for vehicular and emergency services access from Ellen Street and flood free pedestrian access from Ellen and Kate Streets, Carina. The conditions of approval included a stormwater management plan to ensure that the development manages stormwater in a manner that does not adversely affect other properties. 

The development application was subject to a minor change application (application reference A005257499) under section 81 of the Planning Act 2016 that was approved by Council on 18 September 2019. The minor change application varied the original approval which included a redesign of communal recreation facility, amendment of the approved concept rehabilitation plan and a redistribution of onsite car parking. 

The development approval limits future development and filling in the north-eastern portion of the site. As a condition of the development approval, Council required retention and rehabilitation of the vegetation, which has been identified as improving and strengthening the connectivity of the environmental values on the site with the nearby Bulimba Creek and Minnippi Parklands corridor in addition to providing residents with a communal recreation area.

The petitioners expressed the following concerns: 

· significant impact on parking in Bede Street and the surrounding road network

· overdevelopment of the site in terms of reduced visual greenery, reduced boundary setbacks, excessive height, scale and density

· insufficient onsite parking

· inconsistency of the development with the surrounding neighbourhood detracting from the unique local character of the neighbourhood  

· impact on privacy and amenity of neighbouring properties including overshadowing.

65.
On 22 May 2019, a development application was lodged over the subject site for a Material change of use (Multiple dwelling) and preliminary approval to carry out building work (Multiple dwelling). Council’s assessment began on 30 May 2019 when the application was properly made.

66.
The subject site is located within the Bulimba district neighbourhood plan and the Low‑medium density (two or three storey mix precinct) zone and is subject to the Traditional building character overlay.

67.
The subject site comprises an area of 742 m², contains an existing post 1946 house and has a 17.4‑metre frontage on Bede Street. The predominant built form in Bede Street is dwelling houses of one to two storeys.

68.
The proposed development seeks to erect a two-storey multiple dwelling with three four‑bedroom units, having a maximum height of 9.2 metres. Provisions have been made for 10 car spaces onsite (nine resident and one visitor) accessed via a car lift from Bede Street.

A two-storey multiple dwelling within the Low medium density (two or three storey mix precinct) zone is subject to code assessment and assessed against the assessment benchmarks of Brisbane City Plan 2014 (City Plan).

On 27 June 2019, Council sent the applicant an information request seeking revised plans; changes to the built form, material and finishes; shadow diagrams; clarification of the extent of cut and fill; access to the visitor space; site cover; landscape concept plan; retention of a significant vegetation on the site (poinciana); privacy; and the location of services. On 9 September 2019, the applicant responded to the information request.

By email dated 19 September 2019, the applicant stopped the application ‘current period’, which can remain on hold for up to 130 business days under section 32 of the Development Assessment Rules under the Planning Act 2016.

The applicant prepared a response to a further advice from Council dated 11 October 2019 relating to building height and level of assessment, site cover, landscape concept plan, visitor car park location, further details on the car lift and carparking, overlooking and privacy to adjoining dwellings and Traditional building character zoning.

We have thousands of residents trying to help their local clubs through petitions, and today’s open letter, blatantly ignored by the LORD MAYOR and LNP Councillors in this place.

Very clearly today he has announced that he wants to cut the Lord Mayor’s Community Fund. He is blaming the State Government for this, but let me be clear: he has made it very plain today that he intends to cut the Lord Mayor’s Community Funds in the upcoming Council budget.


Now, there have been some changes to the City of Brisbane Act, and that does place some limits on the amount of discretionary funding that can be allocated by councils. Section 193B(5) of the regulations says that that is a total of 0.1% of Council revenue—that being rates. However, instead of finding a way to adapt or overcome to ensure that Councillors can continue to support the good works of community groups in Brisbane, this LORD MAYOR has announced he wants to cut the funding. Councillor OWEN:
Thank you, Mr Chair. Last week’s Committee presentation was on e-Scooters in Brisbane. As was stated in the presentation, a smart city is one that provides a menu of transport options for residents and visitors to enjoy. When e-Scooters first arrived in Brisbane, there was a lot of excitement, and now they are maturing as a core part of the transport in our city.


To put this in context for the Councillors who weren’t at the Committee presentation, the use of e-Scooter devices in Brisbane was made legal by the Queensland Government in December 2018. Council then conducted an e‑Scooter trial until June 2019. Following this, through a competitive tender process, Council entered into operating agreements with two operators, Lime and Neuron, to provide e-Scooter services from July 2019 to July 2020, with an option to extend for two periods of 12 months.


Having two operators in Brisbane has helped drive innovation, compliance, enhanced services and price competitiveness. There has been a strong demand for e-Scooter use, with more than 2.5 million trips by more than 54,000 riders to date. On average, five to six trips are being taken per scooter per day, with a median trip length of eight to 10 minutes. This is within the industry benchmark of four to six trips per vehicle per day.


Most e-Scooters users travel around the inner city, South Bank, the Howard Smith Wharves and the surrounding riverside precinct, where there is more foot traffic required to access those areas. There is no doubt that e-Scooters are helping people move around Brisbane during the coronavirus pandemic. E‑Scooter trips have remained relatively stable since 29 March 2020, at an average of 1,200 trips per day.


So, during COVID-19, e-Scooters are providing an alternative mode of transport and assisting in achieving social distancing measures. Neuron has also rolled out free passes for healthcare workers. We have seen more than 500 healthcare workers take that offer up, and that’s a significant number that have been using the service. 


Safety and compliance is of the utmost importance to this Council, and we continue to pay close attention to this. To ensure safety, Council’s rapid response group conducts daily audits of e-Scooters out on the streets. We have a team going out every single day looking at where the e-Scooters are being placed and providing direct feedback to the operator where they are not complying. Operators have also had their own foot patrol employees walking around the city making sure that the scooters are where they need to be and repositioning them if necessary.


Since both companies began operating in July 2019, the frequency and volume of customer feedback has decreased, which suggests greater community acceptance and normalisation of this mode of transport. Upon the review of the agreement, Council is satisfied with the level of compliance from the operators. Council is also working with these operators to ensure that users are parking and storing the scooters correctly, and that helmets are made available. 


Operators have also implemented a number of initiatives and innovations. For example, one of the operators has a feature that will advise them if a scooter has fallen over. There is also an emergency button that pops up on the rider’s phone with an option to connect through to emergency services in an emergency situation. 


Operators have also been undertaking safety forums at different community events, such as university open days. This allows them to engage with the public, provide first-hand experiences of riding a scooter, and also allows them to interact directly with the community in regards to safety. Helmets continue to be a key focus when it comes to safety. In many countries around the world, helmets are not legislated as they are in Australia, and particularly it’s mandatory for every rider to use a helmet in Queensland, and the Queensland Police do enforce this.


In the early days of e-Scooters, we heard anecdotally that thousands of helmets were going missing, which was a concern for safety, and also increased the cost to operators. Neuron rolled out an innovative helmet locking system in early 2020. The new app-controlled lock secures a helmet to the e-Scooter, electronically releasing it at the start of the trip, and re-locking it at the end of the trip. This means that more helmets are now available to riders.


Since its introduction, helmet usage has increased to over 85%. What is significant about this helmet locking system is that it was designed and lodged here in Brisbane for the first time, and Neuron worked very closely with Council to understand what the issues were that needed to be addressed. 


So, what are the next steps from here? Well, step number one is the trial of designated parking areas. After reviewing the results on that trial, Council has extended the operating agreement with e-Scooter operators for 12 months. There are several initiatives we would like to investigate further within these 12 months. This includes a trial of designated e-Scooter parking areas on footpaths, so public spaces remain accessible for everyone to use safely. Currently the operators have zones where they encourage riders to leave scooters. We will now trial marking out designated areas on the footpaths for e‑Scooters to be parked.


Preferred parking areas influence user behaviour and parking compliance, because not only do they educate e-Scooter users on where to park, but also the general public. We will trial this in a couple of locations to start with, with a view to rolling it out more widely if the trial is successful.


The next step after that is e-Scooters in the suburbs. In addition, we see an opportunity to get more e-Scooters in the suburbs so people can leave the car at home and jump on an e-Scooter to get down to the train station, bus stop or ferry terminal. A lot of people are already using these e-Scooters to travel to and from the inner city, including transport hubs. So, as part of last mile and first mile travel, e-Scooters will ideally encourage uptake in public transport as well.


Over the next 12 months, we will continue discussions with operators on investigating these solutions in suburban areas. After that, we’ll be looking at micro-mobility strategy. Most importantly, we’ll use the experiences over this coming year to inform Council’s micro-mobility strategy so that going forward we continue to build eMobility into the fabric of Brisbane. 


The new expiry date for both agreements is 21 July 2021, with an optional 12 months extension available. Council will undertake another review of the contracts prior to a potential further extension next year to incorporate these learnings. The willingness of the operators to work with Council to ensure e‑Scooters are an accessible and safe form of travel has been very encouraging. We look forward to working with them to deliver an even better service for the people of Brisbane over the next 12 months, and contributing to a cleaner and greener city. 


In relation to petitions, Mr Chair, we had one petition requesting Council install a shelter at the bus stop located at 26 Buckland Road, Nundah. The Committee voting record, the LNP Councillors, the ALP Councillors supported it, and unfortunately Councillor SRI abstained in this regard. It has been determined that a shelter is warranted, and on that basis it will be considered under Council’s bus stop improvement program. I will leave further debate to the Chamber. Thank you, Mr Chair.

Councillor CASSIDY.

Councillor CASSIDY:
Thanks, Chair. Just on the petition briefly, I’d just like to congratulate Reg Neil for leading a petition out there. He was Labor’s candidate at the last election. I can see Councillor ALLAN laughing along. He had four years to try and sort this issue out, couldn’t be bothered. But it is a great outcome that the community could be served by the Labor candidate there in having this shelter listed for upgrade, where it previously wasn’t listed for upgrade. 


On the e-Scooter presentation here in Brisbane, what I find most concerning about one aspect of the new e-Scooter extended trial or approval that we’ve heard is this notion of first and last mile. Now, that might be a reality in the city—in the CBD, maybe, if we see some action on a CBD grid and more infrastructure to cope with increased incidence of pedestrians and cyclists and scooter riders. But when it comes to the outer suburbs and particularly along the South East Busway where we’re talking about, out in those southern suburbs, this is going to be a recipe for disaster, because we know that the state of footpaths here in Brisbane is abysmal. 

We know that there’s 2,000 kilometres of busted and broken footpaths that, at best, Councillor MARX can only arrange some bitumen fillers and grinding of the footpaths to make them—I quote, ‘safe’, in this Administration’s terms. It’s illegal to ride these e-Scooters on roads currently. So, what we’re going to see are people being given the opportunity to have first and last mile journeys in the southern suburbs along the South East Busway being forced onto the road, which one, is illegal, and two, will be dangerous for those people. Where there are footpaths that are dangerous and broken, we will surely see people come a cropper. 

In the Questions on Notice today, the Administration has finally admitted how many streets have sealed footpaths, and we know that it’s barely more than half of the streets in Brisbane have footpaths that have concrete on them at all. So, it’s all well and good to talk about micromobility and it’s all well and good to talk about first and last mile journeys, they are good goals to have in a city like Brisbane, particularly for e-Scooters where it can be particularly hot for people to walk for a kilometre or more if we’re talking about genuine last mile connectivity, but we’re seeing no action by this Administration in dealing with the state of the infrastructure that this kind of micromobility will need to be using.

We know that the LORD MAYOR is looking for any excuse to find budget cuts. We didn’t get a guarantee today that new footpaths wouldn’t be cut in the budget. What we did get a guarantee of was that community funding is going to be cut in this budget. So, while we think this is probably a good plan going forward, what we actually need to do is get the basics right. What we actually need is a genuine mobility plan to see this city, and our suburbs that make up this city, genuinely walkable and able to get people around rather than just talking about this in some esoteric sense.

Councillor SRI.

Councillor SRI:
Thanks, Chair. I just wanted to pick up on two points regarding the e‑Scooter presentation. The first was a suggestion or claim by Councillor OWEN that the reduction in the number of complaints received about e-Scooters is indicative of increasing community support or acceptance of e-Scooters. I think it’s important to critically examine that assumption and claim. 

Certainly, I still continue to receive quite a few complaints about e-Scooters blocking footpaths and travelling too fast on footpaths. I think it’s perhaps more likely the case that residents are complaining less because no one is responding to their complaints, and they feel like no one is listening and taking them seriously. So, while I do think e-Scooters have a place to play in the transport landscape for Brisbane—and I’m not arguing that they should be banned from the city—I’m just saying that it’s not correct to conclude that, just because you’ve been receiving less complaints means that the problems have been addressed or that people are fine with it now.

Lately, I’ve been hearing from multiple residents who have impaired vision, in particular, who really struggle to see e-Scooters that are blocking the footpath, and yes, they end up tripping and bruising their shins or skinning their knees, et cetera, because these things are placed in inappropriate locations. I think those complaints are serious, and materially impact on accessibility for people who already face so many barriers in moving around our city.

I was also interested in Councillor OWEN’s comments around the fact that we are sending—Council officers are attending on a regular basis and patrolling specifically to see that e-Scooters aren’t blocking footpaths unnecessarily. I’d be interested in any information that’s available on the cost of that, because it would seem to me somewhat surprising that we’re having to allocate staff resources to patrol on a daily basis, simply to make sure these scooters aren’t blocking footpaths. That should be something, a responsibility that the e-Scooter companies are taking on themselves to a greater extent. 

We shouldn’t be doing their job for them and patrolling, and then contacting them and saying, ah look, you need to fix up these scooters. We should be saying to them quite firmly that we will fine the company if it does not do a good job of keeping the footpaths clear and putting that responsibility very clearly back on the companies that are profiting from leaving clutter on our footpaths. 

So, I’d just be interested in a little bit more information about exactly how much time and energy Council officers are having to spend on patrolling the footpaths to ensure they are kept clear. Like I said, I’m not against e-Scooters. I think they do have an important place to play in the urban landscape. I would obviously prefer to see that they were able to ride on roads in some cases, and ideally on separated bike lanes. I think the rise of e-Scooters obviously shows that there’s a real need for more separated cycling infrastructure and separated bike lanes. 

I must say I was pleased to hear that the Administration is opening up and becoming a bit more supportive of the idea of a CBD bike lane grid, which sounds really great, and will definitely go some way towards addressing ongoing concerns about e-Scooters in the CBD itself. But I just would like a little bit more information about are there any flow-on costs to Council in terms of ensuring that scooters aren’t causing undue hazards. 

I am aware that we’re collecting a licence fee, but is it the case that we’re actually having to allocate so many staff resources to dealing with complaints and to making sure that the scooters aren’t causing safety hazards, that that’s actually costing us more. If so, perhaps our licence fees should be higher, and we should be collecting more revenue from these companies that we can then put back into the cost of local infrastructure like bike lanes.

Finally, I just wanted to make the point regarding the claim that the companies have been running safety briefings at university O-weeks (Orientation weeks) and other events on campus. I thought that was probably also a little bit of a spurious claim from the companies. I’m not asserting that the Councillor misled the Chamber, but it’s pretty obvious when these scooter companies go to campuses, they’re not there to provide safety briefings; they’re doing promos to encourage more people to sign up and take on subscriptions. 

So, I’m not necessarily objecting to that, in and of itself. But again, I think we should be sceptical of claims that the companies are really proactively offering safety briefings to the residents. They’re not. They’re just engaging in marketing exercises and then telling Council that the time they spend at universities recruiting subscriptions is actually a safety campaign, when anyone can see that it’s not.


So, I do still think there are some ongoing issues with these scooters in the city. I’m keen to work constructively with the Administration. I’ve advised the LORD MAYOR and Councillor MURPHY that I’m supportive of expanded trail of designated parking zones. I think there’s a real case for, in some areas of my ward, converting street parking bays into dedicated parking spaces for e-Scooters and bicycles. Because there’s a general shortage of parking for two-wheelers around the inner city. In the space of one car parking bay you can park dozens of scooters and bikes. 


So, it might actually be appropriate to find a few more spaces around the inner city where we can have designated scooter parking, rather than the current situation where scooters are left all over the place and often in quite silly locations. I’m not convinced that the companies are doing enough at the moment to keep our footpaths clear. I’m not satisfied by the suggestion that it should then be up to Council to have to control and enforce that. 


I think we should be holding the companies to a higher standard, because, after all, they are using our footpaths and we have that responsibility to residents to ensure that the footpaths are safe. So, hopefully the Council Administration will be open to trying a few more designated parking areas for scooters, so that we can keep our footpaths clear and safe, particularly for those people with impaired vision and impaired mobility. 

Chair:
Further speakers? 


Councillor JOHNSTON.

Councillor JOHNSTON:
Yes, just briefly on item A. When this matter came to Council last year, I spoke and voted against it, albeit for different reasons than Councillor SRI, although we both did vote against this, from memory. At the time, I spoke about my concerns about safety and speed. These are overwhelmingly still huge problems in our community. There are two things I want to say today. I’m aware of some very serious accidents that have occurred, because of the brake locking that happens with some of these scooters and people going too fast.


There have been horrific injuries to people in my ward. I am extremely concerned when I see people on city footpaths going way too fast, way too fast. This Council’s answer to that is, oh, that’s a police matter. No, it’s not. This Council is allowing this behaviour on its footpaths. Unless the scooter companies can put in place safe usage, then they should not be allowed to use our footpaths. So, speed and speed management continue to be my biggest concern by a long way. In my view, we shouldn’t progress with any kind of trial until those safety issues around speed can be addressed. 


Secondly, it’s disappointing to find out that Council is doing the clean-up work of these scooter companies. What I observed this morning, out the front of City Hall, at the crossing on Adelaide Street across into the Albert Street part of the mall, was the exact problem. A vision-impaired lady with a cane was approaching towards—I was on the opposite side of the road—she was approaching towards the traffic lights outside City Hall on the western side of the road. But she could not reach the button and banged into a scooter that someone had propped up against the traffic light poles outside City Hall on the footpath.


There was a gentleman who explained to her what was happening and helped her to negotiate around that, so she could press the button and access the ramp to go across the road to the other side of the road where I was. It’s not acceptable that public footpaths are being littered with scooters that are being left in unsafe and dangerous locations. Council goes out and fines residents who park their car across a footpath, yet it is approving people leaving scooters wherever they want, however they want. Now, as it turns out, Council’s going around doing the work that scooter companies should be doing. That is completely unacceptable.


This trial is not working. Yes, they’re popular, they’re novel, they’re fun, people love them, that’s great. But unless they can be used safely, we should not be allowing them to be used in the way they are. All of the concerns I had a year ago when this matter came to Council are very real. We’re seeing the incidents around safety happening every single day. Until we can address all of those concerns, we should not be undertaking this trial.

Councillor OWEN.

Councillor OWEN:
Mr Chair, Councillor MURPHY’s back in the Chamber.

Chair:
Oh, excuse me. 
Sorry, Councillor MURPHY.

Councillor OWEN:
Thank you.

Councillor MURPHY:
Yeah, thanks very much, Chair. Apologies to the Council, I had to duck out, therefore thank you to Deputy Chair OWEN for moving the report. Look, I understand, and I take some of the points that have been raised in this debate around safety of e-Scooters. Council takes the safety of the e-Scooter scheme in the city very seriously. We’ve been working with the operators from day one to ensure that the scheme is safe as it matures, as it becomes part of the mobility solution here in Brisbane. 


We’ve got to think about some of the achievements I think that we’ve made in regulating the scheme since the beginning. We’ve been able to drop that speed from 40 km/h to 25 km/h. We’ve seen still no confirmed fatalities as a result of e‑Scooters and that’s after 2.5 million trips have been made on them in Brisbane. So, I think that’s really remarkable and an envious safety record when it compares to motor vehicles. Over 200 people die every year as a result of motor vehicle accidents. So, I think e-Scooters relatively hold themselves up quite well, when it comes to the safety record. 


Both the operators have been really open to working with Council, providing us feedback data on incidents, they’ve managed it through the scheme. We haven’t seen the same kind of open reporting when it comes to any other mode of transport in our city. So, the ability to gather data and then act on it, under the e‑Scooter scheme, I think is really critical and really important. That’s what’s driven our regulation as we go forward. Other cities, like the Gold Coast, have opted to not entertain having e-Scooters in their city. But they’re still very interested in having a scheme themselves. Instead, they watch Brisbane and they are carefully monitoring what we do here in Brisbane. 


I think what we’ll hope to implement, a model scheme for regulating e-Scooters later on. So, we fully accept that we are at the forefront, in terms of a public e‑Scooter scheme. But I’d just like to make the point that e-Scooters are legal. The State has made them legal. They are increasingly in private ownership. So, whether or not you support Lime or Neuron, or a fixed e-Scooter operator in our city, there are thousands, soon to be tens of thousands of e-Scooters out here in Brisbane, being used every day on our footpath network. So, whether we like it or not, they are coming. We need to make sure that we are regulating them, as far as we can, in a manner that handles the issue of safety in an appropriate way. 


It also enables Brisbane residents to take those journeys that they want to take, to connect that last mile in. On the issue of the parking, I mean, that’s why we’re undertaking this parking trial. We realise that we don’t want e-Scooters to be contributing to footpath clutter. That’s exactly why we are undertaking this trial in the two locations in the CBD. Councillor SRI’s suggested potentially installing barriers, or some other kind of device to allow us to store e-Scooters on road in certain places, so taking up a car space parking for e-Scooter parking, I think that’s a really commendable idea. 


I’d be interested to see how that could work, knowing that road space is quite valuable. But certainly, we can move far more people around in an area and store e-Scooters in a better way, if we could take that road space. So, I mean, these are all things that we will investigate as we go forward. That’s why we’ve got this micromobility strategy that we’ll develop over the next year as the trial continues to roll out. That will be driven by the data that we’ve gathered in the trial so far. 


So, I just want to commend the Council officers that have worked very closely on this initiative. In the time that I’ve been Chair, they have proven to me that they are very much across the detail, when it comes to e-Scooters, that they’ve forged a very positive and productive relationship with the e-Scooter operators and the Queensland Government, as the regulator, when it comes to safety. 


So, I, hand on heart, would not be comfortable proceeding again with this trial, extending the trial, if we did not think this was in the best interests of Brisbane residents and that we couldn’t balance the issue of safety with the benefits that are provided to the city by e-Scooters. I’m very comfortable that we’ve struck the right balance here, by maintaining that cap at 1,000 and continuing to see the maturation of these scooters in our city. I commend the report to the Chamber.

The Manager, Commercial and Contract Services, Transport for Brisbane, attended the meeting to provide an update on e-Scooters in Brisbane. She provided the information below.
2.
The use of e-Scooter devices in Brisbane was made legal by the Queensland Government in December 2018. Council conducted an e-Scooter trial to June 2019 and following this, through a competitive tender process, Council entered into operating agreements with two operators (Lime and Neuron) to provide e-Scooter services from July 2019.

3.
There has been a strong demand for e-Scooter use with more than 2.5 million trips by more than 54,000 riders to date. On average, five to six trips are being taken per scooter per day, with a median trip length of eight to 10 minutes.

4.
e-Scooters are helping move people around Brisbane with most trips being taken around the inner city, South Bank, and Howard Smith Wharves and its surrounding riverside area. Safety is an important issue for Council when it comes to e‑Scooter use and Council is working with operators to ensure scooter users are parking and storing scooters correctly, and helmets are made available. Operators have implemented a number of initiatives and innovations towards this, including a helmet locking mechanism that allows for a helmet to be locked to a scooter when not in use, reducing loss and litter. Micromobility is an important part of Brisbane’s future.

5.
The next steps for e-Scooters in Brisbane will involve:

consideration of a one year extension of the operating agreement with e-Scooter operators

-
a trial of designated e-Scooter parking areas on footpaths

-
‘first mile, last mile’ solutions
-
scooter data informing Brisbane’s micromobility strategy.

Council received two petitions requesting installation of a shelter at bus stop ID 004274 ‘Melton Road 4/3’ located at 26 Buckland Road, Nundah. Petition CA19/1210865 was received during the Summer Recess 2019-20, and petition CA20/128341 was presented to the meeting of Council held on 4 February 2020, by Councillor Jared Cassidy, and received.

9.
The Manager, Transport Planning and Operations, Brisbane Infrastructure, provided the following information.

10.
The first petition (CA19/1210865) contains 10 signatures and the second petition (CA20/128341) contains 49 signatures. 
11.
The petitioners are requesting the installation of a shelter at the bus stop to improve amenity for waiting bus patrons.

12.
The section of Buckland Road which includes this bus stop is a 50 km/h neighbourhood access road providing access to local residential properties. The bus stop is located approximately 40 metres from the intersection of Buckland Road and Melton Road which are district access routes, operating as higher order roads carrying traffic through the local area. There are two Council bus services operating from the bus stop. Attachment B (submitted on file) shows a locality map. 

13.
Council considers a number of factors in determining improvements to public transport facilities including known disability demands, land use changes, bus stop location, site constraints, patronage data, frequency and duration of bus services, and street lighting levels. A request for a bus shelter at this stop was made by the local Councillor in May 2019. Due to a low boarding count, the request was not supported at that time. 

14.
In response to these petitions, Council has reassessed the request for a shelter at the bus stop. Although the boarding count remains low, there is a high proportion of elderly patrons and as such, it has been determined that a shelter is now warranted. This will be considered under Council’s Bus Stop Improvement Program (BSIP).
15.
Depending on the outcome of detailed designs and notifying the directly adjacent property owner, the installation of the shelter will be prioritised against citywide projects as funding becomes available. As the BSIP program for the 2019-20 financial year is already committed, the shelter installation at this bus stop is being planned for the 2020-21 financial year.

Thank you for your petitions requesting Council install a shelter at bus stop ID 004274 ‘Melton Road ‑ 4/3’ located at 26 Buckland Road, Nundah.

Council considers a number of factors in determining improvements to public transport facilities including known disability demands, land use changes, bus stop location, site constraints, patronage data, frequency and duration of bus services, and street lighting levels. A request for a bus shelter at this stop was made by the local Councillor in May 2019. Due to a low boarding count, the request was not supported at that time. 

Council has been undertaking the Bus Stop Improvement Program (BSIP) since 2014, to improve the amenity and efficiency of its bus stop network to meet community expectations and service needs. This bus stop is planned for improvements under the BSIP in the 2020-21 financial year and a shelter can be considered for incorporation into these improvements. This will be dependent on detailed designs and notifying the directly adjacent property owner. It is recognised that while the boarding count remains low, there is a high proportion of elderly patrons who may benefit from a shelter at this stop.

Councillor David McLACHLAN, Chair of the Infrastructure Committee, moved, seconded by Councillor Peter MATIC, that the report of the meeting of that Committee held on 26 May 2020, be adopted.

Councillor McLACHLAN:
Thank you, Mr Deputy Chair. The report in the Committee last week was an update on Stage 1 of the Wynnum Road upgrade, following the completion of this part of the project in late April. This is, as all Councillors in the Chamber will be aware, the project has been one of the more significant road upgrades undertaken by this Council in the last few years. A corridor that carries around 56,000 vehicles a day and was prone to congestion and crashes. It’s also an example of the city updating infrastructure, built originally in the 19th century. Projects like these always throw up significant challenges. 


I commend the officers and the contractors for coming up with a number of innovative ways to deal with those challenges. So, one of those issues is not just about decreasing the congestion and improving safety, although that was certainly one of the goals, it’s also about increasing the road capacity for projected growth and demand. But also attending to the numerous infrastructure requirements, the provision of updated services, underneath the road surface itself. So, that was one of the more significant issues that had to be undertaken and in a highly‑constrained, urbanised environment. So, 100-year-old utility infrastructure below the ground, while continuing with getting on with the work.


So, despite these complications, this stage of the project was delivered on time and within budget. We’re certainly seeing significant improvements in travel time. It certainly will support better for public transport along the corridor. It’s provided some recreation nodes, where previously there weren’t, so for example at the bend of Heidelberg Street. So, these are good outcomes from these projects and this one, in particular. I certainly think that the residents of Brisbane will see a significant difference when they’re travelling on this road. 


Mr Deputy Chair, there were four petitions there as well. If there’s anybody who wants to participate in debate, I’ll be happy to respond to any issues that arise.

Deputy Chair:
Thank you, Councillor McLACHLAN. 


Is there any further debate? 


Councillor SRI.

Councillor SRI:
Thanks, Chair. I just want to place on the record once more, my extreme disappointment that the Administration ended up wasting so much money on this poorly thought-out, road widening project in East Brisbane. For those who are unfamiliar with the Wynnum Road upgrade project, it ended up costing probably close to $120 million when you add it all up. The official budget was $115 million, but then there was additional funding allocated via footpath projects, road resurfacing projects that were outside the scope of the main project budget. 


A huge amount of money for a stretch of road that’s roughly 750 metres, 800 metres long. So, $115 million, $120 million for a 750-metre stretch of road to be widened from two lanes to three lanes. That’s terrible value by any assessment. It’s truly bizarre that the Council decided to go ahead with this project in the first place. Like many corridors, Wynnum Road does have some pretty severe congestion during peak hours. Outside of peak hours it often flows quite freely. 


But it’s now well-established from research here in Brisbane and around the world that widening roads is not a satisfactory or effective response to traffic congestion. It suffers from the problem of induced demand and simply leads to more people driving. Very quickly the excess space that’s been created on the road by a widening project is filled up by more traffic. What was particularly disappointing about the Wynnum Road project was that it didn’t even include dedicated bus lanes or peak hour bus lanes, which is something that a lot of transport advocates and local residents were very keen on seeing. 


It’s not too late to look at separate peak hour bus lanes. I think this is something that Councillor Fiona CUNNINGHAM for the Coorparoo Ward and Councillor Kara COOK from Morningside Ward, in particular, should consider and pay a bit more attention to going forward. Because buses along Wynnum Road and Lytton Road are still quite unreliable at times. We do get a lot of complaints from residents that they would catch the bus more often if they knew it was going to show up. Obviously, a major factor contributing to bus unreliability is the fact that those buses are getting caught up in general traffic congestion.


So, I hope, and I’m not asking for a response upon this right now, but I hope that in the future the Administration will remain open to experimenting with peak hour bus lanes, or peak hour transit lanes, as a step towards encouraging public transport, rather than these new lanes just remaining for general traffic. I think it’s important that maybe new Councillors, who weren’t here at the time that this project was first conceived, are aware that this project led to over 50 households losing their homes. The exact number of residents varies, depending on how many people were living in each home and unit.


But it was a lot of people lost their homes. A lot of long-term residents, who’d lived in East Brisbane for decades, were forced out of their community by this ill‑conceived road widening project. It caused great personal stress and sadness. Certainly, for some of those residents, I think that the scars from this project will take a long, long time to heal. When someone invests time and energy and money and love into making a home their own and to building community connections, to be forced out by a road widening project like this, is really, really hurtful and damaging. It simply does not seem to me that the alleged benefits of this project justify that severe harm that was caused to those people who were displaced.


It’s particularly important to understand that, although those homeowners were, in general, given compensation for the probably undervalued value of their homes, most of those residents were not able to afford homes in that same suburb, because the East Brisbane property market has obviously been rising in recent years. Most of those residents who were forced out by that road widening project, couldn’t afford to buy another home in that same area. So, we not only forced residents out of those individual homes, we actually forced them out of the community all together. 


At the same time, the Wynnum Road upgrade—and again I use the word upgrade sarcastically or ironically—led to the loss of a great deal of public green space. Although there was a small amount of public parkland tacked on to the edge of Mowbray Park, overall Mowbray Park became thinner. So, the distance between the noisy roadway and the river was reduced. There was less of a buffer zone and less useable public parkland overall. So, while it was great that some replacement trees were planted as part of the project, we lost a huge number of established trees within and along the frontage of Mowbray Park. 


We also lost a large number of street trees further along Lytton Road and many trees that were growing in the private backyards of the houses that were removed. So, the amount of tree canopy cover that was lost as a result of this project was absolutely devastating. We saw a lot of displaced wildlife, a lot of native animals and birds that looked pretty lost after their trees were cleared. Again, really frustrating to see how little attention the Administration paid to the concerns of local residents who didn’t support this project.


As I said, we spent over $115 million converting homes, people’s homes and public greenspace and public parkland into bitumen. That’s essentially what this project was. It wasn’t an upgrade project; it was the Wynnum Road bitumen project. It was a terrible waste of money. It so far does not seem to have significantly improved traffic congestion along Lytton Road. Already we’re seeing a lot of congestion there in the morning and in the afternoon peaks, as people are driving in. 


It didn’t even result in wider footpaths on the southern side of Lytton Road. So, there are still the same old issues with pedestrians, cyclists, e-Scooter riders, et cetera, having to share inadequately narrow footpaths. So, although we had separated bike lanes on the northern side of Lytton Road, there’s been no improvement to pedestrian access along the southern side of Lytton Road. That’s been really disappointing, because you would think that a $115 million project would include some significant improvements to pedestrian amenity. 


The bus stop relocations have also caused a lot of concern for residents, because they now have to cross extra sets of traffic lights to get to the bus stop. So, essentially this project has reduced access to public transport, because it’s made it harder for some residents to access their local bus stops. In some cases, the bus stop amalgamations have meant that residents will have to walk hundreds of additional metres to get to bus stops. 


So, overall, this project was a disastrous waste of money. It did not have the support of the local community. I’m disgusted and ashamed to be part of a Council that wastes so much public funds on such unsustainable, inequitable, disastrously ineffective road widening projects. I hope the Council Administration never undertakes a project like this again, because it was stupid, it was pointless, it was hurtful and caused a great deal of harm and it was completely at odds with best practice transport planning principles. I condemn the Administration, in the strongest possible terms, for this ridiculous and ill‑advised project. 

Deputy Chair:
Thank you, Councillor SRI. 


Is there any further debate? 


There being no hands, Councillor McLACHLAN.

Councillor CUMMING:
Councillor CUMMING.

Deputy Chair:
Oh, sorry, Councillor CUMMING, my apologies, didn’t see you there.

Councillor CUMMING:
I should have my hand up, sorry, yes. I just want to make some brief comments. I’ve actually travelled along the road a couple of times recently and there is still some signage up, just up the road and everything, which is causing some traffic delays. It might be start of Stage 2, perhaps, Councillor McLACHLAN, I’m not sure. The report is interesting in that it makes no reference to the cost of the project. I know Councillor McLACHLAN said it was completed within budget. But we heard word from industry sources that there was some cost run‑overs, because of lack of information to some of the tenderers about what was underground and how much it would cost to deal with those issues.


The project, unfortunately, still has the problem that it’s converted some of the road to three lanes, but then it runs into a two-lane bridge, just up the road. I can’t see how much time will be saved for motorists. In fact, the report says that the traffic delays in 2031, that’s 11 years’ time, will be reduced from two minutes and 39 seconds, to one minute and 43 seconds, which would appear to a saving of 56 seconds in 11 years. So, yes, one of the main reasons for the project was less collisions. I hope that is the case. I understand there was a considerable number of sideswipes used to occur in that section of the road which curves quite severely. I hope this is achieved.


But I guess, in the long term, the solution to traffic congestion, I think, in terms of commuters travelling to work in the morning, is really, it’s a simple thing, is for more people to catch trains and buses and not drive through the peak hour traffic. I confess, I’ve been driving in recently for Committee meetings during the morning. But when Council goes to a full day, I normally catch the train as well, just to try to do my two-bobs’ worth for the environment. So, over to you, Councillor McLACHLAN. Thank you.

Deputy Chair:
Thank you, Councillor CUMMING. 


Councillor McLACHLAN.

Councillor McLACHLAN:
Nobody else here, thank you, Mr Deputy Chair. Look, a fairly predictable response there from Councillor SRI, sticking to his mantra of no new roads anywhere, anytime, condemning the city to 19th century infrastructure. 

Councillor SRI:
Point of order, Mr Chair.

Deputy Chair:
Point of order, Councillor SRI.

Councillor SRI:
Claim to be misrepresented. 

Deputy Chair:
Thank you. 
Councillor McLACHLAN.

Councillor McLACHLAN:
So, Councillor SRI talked about alleged benefits, well, I’ll talk to alleged benefits that include a safer road that reduces the number of traffic accidents that ended up with people being hospitalised and needing medical treatment. If you condemn people to using roads with 21st century vehicle infrastructure on roads designed in the 19th century for horses and carts, of course you’re going to have collisions, sideswipes, accidents that result in hospitalisations. That’s what this project was about, it was to improve road safety in an area that was significantly compromised by a road design that was not capable of meeting the needs of the 21st century.


Look, Councillor SRI talks about creating additional space for public and active transport, yes, well, we’d all love to be able to do that. But the only way that would be possible here would be with more property resumptions. So, the Councillor SRI approach to traffic improvements is to appear to be here advocating for more property resumptions to provide the sorts of things that he thinks should be included. 

Councillor SRI:
Point of order, Chair.

Deputy Chair:
Point of order, Councillor SRI.

Councillor SRI:
Claim to be misrepresented. 

Deputy Chair:
Thank you, noted.

Councillor McLACHLAN:
Mr Deputy Chair, this project has been in planning for a number of years. It responded to the issues that were arising in a confined and constrained road space to deal with those traffic incidents that did result in people ending up in hospital as a consequence of collisions. It has improved the safety on this stretch of road. It’s taken out a significantly dangerous bend with narrow lanes at Heidelberg Street, which will certainly improve safety. It has rationalised and provided indented bus bays, that reduces the impact on traffic flows and do improve efficiency. 


If, to Councillor SRI’s point, that people have been shy of using public transport because the buses have been caught in traffic, well, this is one of the benefits of this widening that has occurred, is that the buses will be able to flow through this area more efficiently. That is—

Councillor SRI:
Point of order, Chair.

Deputy Chair:
Point of order, Councillor SRI.

Councillor SRI:
Will Councillor McLACHLAN take a question about how indented bus bays improve the flow of buses?

Deputy Chair:
Let’s find out if Councillor McLACHLAN will take a question first. 


Councillor McLACHLAN?

Councillor McLACHLAN:
I’m happy to provide advice to you, Councillor SRI, if you want to write to me on that. I’ll provide you with some of the science about the difference between indented bus bays and buses stopping and preventing traffic flowing. But certainly, indented bus bays are used wherever it’s possible, where you can’t provide a specific bus lane. That’s not possible in this location either. Thank you, Mr Deputy Chair, I commend this report to the Chamber.

Deputy Chair:
Thank you, Councillor McLACHLAN. 


Councillor SRI, your point of orders, please. 

Councillor SRI:
Thanks, Chair. Councillor McLACHLAN suggested that I’m opposed to any new road, which is not the case. I do think sometimes there can be a case for new road projects. I think it was a bit disingenuous and a bit immature of him to suggest that. Councillor McLACHLAN also appeared to suggest that the only way we could create new active transport and public transport infrastructure was through property acquisitions. That’s also not necessarily the case and is not what I said, as there are often cases, and Lytton Road was one of them, where road space could have been repurposed for bus lanes. Thanks.

COMMITTEE PRESENTATION – Wynnum Road Upgrade Stage 1

1.
The Program Director, Civil and Transport, Project Management, City Projects Office, Brisbane Infrastructure, attended the meeting to provide an update on Stage 1 of the Wynnum Road Upgrade. He provided the information below.
2.
Stage 1 of the Wynnum Road Upgrade Project is located along the Wynnum Road corridor in East Brisbane.
3.
Between 2013 and 2017, the following crash related incidents occurred:

· 33 road crashes

· 10 hospitalisations

· 20 medical treatments

· 3 minor injuries.
4.
With 56,000 vehicles passing through the Wynnum Road corridor each day, the upgrade project aims to rectify narrow lanes, the substandard alignment of Lytton Road at Heidelberg Street, poor access and egress to local community catchments, and unsafe right turn movements from Lytton Road into side streets and private properties.
5.
The objectives of the project are to:

· reduce traffic congestion

· improve road capacity to cater for current demands and accommodate expected traffic growth

· improve safety for all road users

· improve facilities for public transport, pedestrians and cyclists

· integrate urban design and the use of Mowbray Park.

6.
The project scope of Stage 1 of the Wynnum Road Upgrade is to:

· widen the road corridor between Lytton Road, from Latrobe Street to Canning Bridge, from four lanes to six lanes

· upgrade the bend at Heidelberg Street by changing the curve alignment to improve safety

· relocate and signalise the intersection at Laidlaw Parade and Lytton Road

· install a centre median strip to prevent right-hand turns

· rationalise and indent bus bays to reduce the impact on traffic flow and improve efficiency

· provide an off-road bike path, between Mowbray Park and Laidlaw Parade, with a separate pedestrian footpath

· remove access to Eskgrove and Scanlan Streets from Lytton Road

· landscape the area by planting more than 300 trees and 20,000 plants

· incorporate urban design treatments including the heritage significance of Mowbray Park.

7.
The project is expected to generate the following benefits:

· improved road safety

· six standard-width lanes, improved alignment, new signalisation and phasing, indenting bus bays, and removing unsafe right‑hand turns

· congestion reduction

· travel time savings of 50%

· forecasted 2031 traffic delays reduced from 2 minutes and 39 seconds to 1 minute and 43 seconds

· indented bus bays to maintain traffic flows on Wynnum Road

· local access

· new dedicated off-road bikeway

· new signalised intersection and pedestrian crossing on Lytton Road at Kulpurum Street

· improved connectivity and safety for pedestrians and cyclists

· improved access to public and active transport options and local parkland areas.

8.
The key challenges included:

· impacts on construction capacity due to the highly urban environment and surrounding residential areas

· reduced ability to complete night works resulting in ‘super weekends’
· coordination of public utility service providers in a constrained corridor with historic Public Utility Plant (PUP) services

· significant traffic volumes on Lytton Road requiring coordination with the Congestion Reduction Unit (CRU), Transport Planning and Operations, Brisbane Infrastructure, while maintaining residential access.

9.
To facilitate the project, Council worked closely with external utility service providers such as:

· Queensland Urban Utilities to complete an approved upgrade of a 100-year-old water main from 225 mm to 350 mm in diameter over a one-kilometre section

· Energex to move one kilometre of overhead power lines underground
· telecommunication providers, including Telstra, Optus and the NBN, to relocate approximately 1.5 km of underground services

· APA Group to relocate approximately one kilometre of gas main services.
10.
The Committee was shown images of Stage 1 construction activities.

11.
CRU assisted the project in providing an extended weekend working schedule and daytime permits for Lytton Road lane closures to reduce night shifts during the week. Extensive modelling was undertaken to monitor and manage traffic performance.

12.
The Committee was shown images of Stage 1 completed works.

13.
Stage 1 was completed on schedule and reached practical completion on 23 April 2020. The project generated employment opportunities for more than 800 people and zero Lost Time Injuries were sustained across 314,508 project hours.

14.
Following a number of questions from the Committee, the Chair thanked the Program Director for his informative presentation.

A petition from residents, requesting Council reduce the speed approaching all pedestrian crossings along Riding Road, from Hawthorne to Balmoral, by 10 km/h; and install flashing pedestrian warning signals at all intersections coming out onto Riding Road, was received during the Summer Recess 2019-20.
17.
The Manager, Transport Planning and Operations, Brisbane Infrastructure, provided the following information.
18.
The petition contains 254 signatures. Of the petitioners, 209 live in various suburbs of the City of Brisbane and 45 live outside the City of Brisbane.

19.
The petitioners have raised concerns about pedestrian safety following a car accident involving two children on a zebra pedestrian crossing on 22 August 2019. Attachment B (submitted on file) shows a locality map.

20.
The petitioners’ feedback about traffic speed on Riding Road has been noted. Any traffic crash on Brisbane roads is regrettable and Council works closely with the Queensland Police Service (QPS) to ensure any identified safety risks are mitigated. While it is not appropriate for Council to pre-empt the QPS investigation in relation to any accident, Council will always assist the QPS where required and seek to implement any recommendations which are made.

21.
Council has reviewed the most recent data from the official Queensland Government crash history for the intersection of Riding Road and Pashen Street. Between April 2009 and April 2019, there was one recorded pedestrian crash as a result of poor driver behaviour. 

22.
Council takes road safety very seriously which is why the Move Safe Brisbane ‑ Pedestrian Safety Review (Move Safe Brisbane) was undertaken to identify where residents would like to see safety improvements across Brisbane. One of the outcomes from Move Safe Brisbane was to review the speed limit of Riding Road, between Lytton and Wynnum Roads. The speed limit review was undertaken in accordance with the Queensland Government’s Manual of Uniform Traffic Control Devices and recommended a reduction to 50 km/h. This recommended change was endorsed by the Speed Management Committee (SMC) and subsequently implemented on 5 September 2019. The SMC has representatives from the QPS, Department of Transport and Main Roads and Council.
23.
Council is continuing to monitor traffic volumes and vehicle speeds on Riding Road following the implementation of the 50 km/h speed limit. Crash data will be used to assess the overall effectiveness of these changes on road safety. As the speed limit review was only recently undertaken and recommended a speed limit of 50 km/h along the corridor, Council does not propose to conduct another speed limit review at this time. 

24.
In addition to the permanent 50 km/h speed limit, there are three separate school zones provided on Riding Road with defined 40 km/h speed zones that apply between 7 ‑ 9am and 2 ‑ 4pm each school day. All three zones have enhanced flashing school zone signs installed to alert drivers of the 40 km/h speed limit during these times. 

25.
The petitioners’ request for additional flashing warning signs at all pedestrian crossings on Riding Road has been noted. Council installed flashing LED warning signs on 18 November 2019 on either approach to the pedestrian crossing where the crash occurred in August 2019. These signs will help raise awareness of the zebra crossing to approaching motorists. 

26.
In relation to any additional signs, Council's LED Road Sign program has a commitment to roll out 200 LED Slow Down signs across Brisbane. Council has exceeded this commitment and there are currently 210 of these signs in place across Brisbane, including the two signs on Riding Road near Pashen Street. However, no additional locations are proposed across the city at this time.

27.
Council’s ongoing Speed Awareness Monitor (SAM) program has one existing footing provided on Riding Road. This site is included regularly within a rotation to raise speed awareness for south‑bound traffic near Fifth Avenue. A SAM was last installed from 17 July to 28 September 2019 while the speed limit was still 60 km/h. The sign was effective with the average speed of motorists dropping by 11 km/h when passing the sign. Future rotations will be planned during the 2020-21 financial year in consultation with the local Ward Councillor. Other options for additional SAM sites have been investigated on Riding Road, but due to the restraints of many cross streets and large trees impacting visibility and the solar operation of the SAM, no additional sites are considered feasible under the SAM program.

The intersection of Riding Road and Pashen Street has previously been assessed and meets the Austroads ‘traffic warrants’ to be upgraded to traffic signals. Accordingly, it has been listed for consideration for an upgrade against other competing citywide priorities as part of Council’s annual budgetary process.

A petition from residents, requesting Council remove or replace ‘nose in’ parking along Flinders Parade, Sandgate, between Seventh and Eighth Avenues, with ‘reverse in’ parking, was received during the Summer Recess 2019-20.
34.
The Manager, Transport Planning and Operations, Brisbane Infrastructure, provided the following information.
35.
The petition contains 72 signatures. Of the petitioners, 59 live in various suburbs of the City of Brisbane and 13 live outside the City of Brisbane.

36.
The petitioners are requesting the ‘nose in’ parking bays on Flinders Parade, between Seventh and Eighth Avenues, be reconfigured to ‘reverse in’ parking to provide better visibility of other road users for motorists exiting the bays.

37.
Flinders Parade, between Second and Ninth Avenues has a speed limit of 40 km/h and is considered to be a neighbourhood road under Council’s road hierarchy, providing access to local residential properties. The remaining section of Flinders Parade has a 50 km/h speed limit. Attachment B (submitted on file) shows a locality map. 
38.
The section of Flinders Parade raised in the petition, contains several attractors including the Sandgate Aquatic Centre and Arthur Davis Park. This area was identified for review as part of the Move Safe Brisbane ‑ Pedestrian Safety Review. Following this review, Council implemented a 40 km/h speed limit in September 2019 between Second and Ninth Avenues to improve the safety of all road users.

39.
The petitioners’ request to reconfigure the parking bays has been noted. In relation to the ‘nose‑in’ section of parking on Flinders Parade between Seventh and Eighth Avenues, there are specific guidelines within Australian Standard 2890.5 regarding provisions for pedestrians where a pedestrian pathway is immediately behind angle parking. This ensures the rear overhang of vehicles and the act of a vehicle manoeuvring into a space does not create a risk for pedestrians.

40.
As the nose-in bays are adjacent to a footpath and the playground in Arthur Davis Park, the area has a high volume of children and prams both along the pathway and entering or exiting vehicles parked within the on‑street parking bays. In addition to reducing the visibility of pedestrians within the parking area and on the footpath, changing the parking configuration would also place pedestrians in conflict with reversing vehicles. 

41.
The 40 km/h speed limit in place along Flinders Parade has reduced the speed of through traffic in the vicinity of the angle parking area. The lower speed helps cyclists to identify vehicles in reverse or reversing and to give way in accordance with the Queensland Road Rules. Alternatively, cyclists can also utilise the traffic lane to pass parking vehicles.

Based on this assessment, the petitioners’ proposal to change the angle parking to ‘reverse-in’ is not supported at this time. However, Council may reconsider the request with any future changes to the area, particularly if these provide additional footpath or parking width to allow a greater pedestrian buffer.

As the nose-in bays are adjacent to a footpath and the playground in Arthur Davis Park, the area has a high volume of children and prams both along the pathway and entering or exiting vehicles parked within the on‑street parking bays. In addition to reducing the visibility of pedestrians within the parking area and on the footpath, changing the parking configuration would also place pedestrians in conflict with reversing vehicles. 

The 40 km/h speed limit in place along Flinders Parade has reduced the speed of through traffic in the vicinity of the angle parking area. A petition from residents, requesting Council investigate and implement a traffic management plan to rectify a number of safety issues, including the provision of traffic management measures for a cul‑de‑sac on the corner of Laura and Sexton Streets, Tarragindi, was presented to the meeting of Council held on 11 February 2020, by the Deputy Mayor, Councillor Krista Adams, and received.
48.
The Manager, Transport Planning and Operations, Brisbane Infrastructure, provided the following information.
49.
The petition contains nine signatures. All of the petitioners live on Laura Street.

50.
For the purpose of this petition, the term ‘traffic management plan’ has been taken to mean ‘a plan for managing traffic’.

51.
Laura Street has a 50 km/h speed limit and is a neighbourhood road in Council’s road hierarchy, providing access to local residential properties. There are no Council bus routes operating on Laura Street. Sexton Street has a 60 km/h speed limit and is a suburban road in Council’s road hierarchy, connecting arterial routes in and around the suburb and forming an important link in the public transport and inter‑suburban freight network. There are three Council bus routes operating on Sexton Street. Attachment B (submitted on file) shows a locality map.

52.
The petitioners’ feedback about safety of pedestrians in the nearby Shaftesbury Street Park has been noted. The bikeway through the park forms part of the Tarragindi-Salisbury Bikeway, a bicycle route used by people commuting and riding for leisure. The shared pathway through the park has a width of approximately 2.5 metres and is considered to provide an adequate level of service for the number of people walking and riding bicycles through the park. Council expects all users to exercise courtesy when using the pathway and the park and the Queensland Road Rules require people riding bicycles to give way to people walking and for all pathway users to keep left.

53.
In response to previous feedback from the community, Council has installed a number of ‘share the path’ signs to remind users of pathway etiquette, as well as line markings to warn people that pedestrians may be walking across the pathway ahead. In addition, Council has installed a fence between the children’s playground and the shared pathway to improve safety for all users.

54.
Council has also established several initiatives to educate the Brisbane cycling community on safe cycling behaviour and rules for sharing the path with pedestrians. This education program includes bike safety animations from Council’s Cycling Brisbane program. Council also educates the community on cycle etiquette by providing bike skills sessions and speaking to new and existing cyclists at community events such as National Ride to Work Day. In addition, Council has an award-winning Active School Travel program, which targets generational change by educating young people about the Queensland Road Rules and bicycle etiquette. 

55.
The Queensland Police Service is the only authority that can regulate behaviour on the pathway network, including enforcement against users who are using the path dangerously or without due care. If the petitioners are experiencing specific issues, they can contact the Queensland Police Bike Squad through Policelink on 131 444 to request increased patrols through the area. 

56.
The petitioners’ feedback about the safety of road users on Laura Street and their request to create a cul-de-sac at its intersection with Sexton Street has been noted. Given the significant impact on residents, the closure of local roads is generally not considered without majority support from impacted residents. It is noted that only five households from Laura Street have signed the petition. As such, it is difficult to determine if there is a high level of concern from local residents regarding existing traffic conditions.
57.
Council has reviewed the latest available data from the Queensland Government’s Queensland Road Crash Database. This review included Laura Street and Sexton Street in the vicinity of the pedestrian refuge island crossing. There have been no recorded crashes of any kind between 1 January 2014 and 30 August 2019.

58.
To better understand the current traffic speeds and volumes on residential streets, Council utilises traffic survey data. There is no recent traffic count history for Laura Street available and due to the current unusual traffic conditions, Council is not undertaking any new traffic surveys on its road network. Significant changes to traffic volumes mean any count undertaken at present would not be an accurate reflection of typical road use. However, a traffic count will be arranged at the earliest opportunity when conditions permit. 

59.
In the absence of traffic count data, the recorded crash history indicates that there are no significant safety risks on Laura Street and, as such, there are no plans to implement additional traffic management measures at this time.

60.
The petitioners’ feedback about the pedestrian refuge island on Sexton Street has been noted. Pedestrian refuge islands provide a safe zone for pedestrians and people riding bicycles to navigate one direction of traffic at a time. Sight lines for motorists are considered to be adequate for both approaches to the crossing and two LED ‘Slow Down’ signs have previously been installed on each approach to raise the awareness of passing motorists that pedestrians and/or bicycle riders may be present or crossing.

61.
As the appropriate signage and line markings are in place, and in the absence of any recorded crash data, no changes to the pedestrian refuge island are proposed at this time.

The Manager, Transport Planning and Operations, Brisbane Infrastructure, provided the following information.
68.
The petition contains 110 signatures. Of the petitioners, 93 live in the suburbs of Fortitude Valley, Newstead, Teneriffe and New Farm, while 17 live in other suburbs of the City of Brisbane.
69.
The petitioners are concerned about safety for motorists and pedestrians at the intersection of James, Robertson and Doggett Streets, due to the increasing number of retailers and visitors in the area. The petitioners are requesting improvements be considered including consideration for traffic signals to be installed. Fortitude Valley is an inner-city suburb of Brisbane. Attachment B (submitted on file) shows a locality map.

70.
The intersection of James, Robertson and Doggett Streets, Fortitude Valley is under the jurisdiction of Council and not TMR. Therefore, it is not Council’s intention to call on TMR to upgrade this intersection. 

71.
James Street functions as a district road in Council’s road hierarchy, facilitating the movement of people and goods through the suburb and connecting neighbourhood centres and households. Robertson and Doggett Streets function as neighbourhood roads, providing access to local residential properties. James and Robertson Streets have 50 km/h speed limits and Doggett Street has a 60 km/h speed limit. Council bus services also operate on James and Doggett Streets. Council has reviewed the most recent data from the official Queensland Government crash history for the intersection. Between 1 January 2015 and 31 August 2019, there were seven reported incidents at this intersection. The crash reports indicate that driver behaviour was the primary cause in all incidents recorded.
72.
In relation to the petitioners’ feedback about pedestrian safety at the intersection, it is noted that a pedestrian refuge island is installed on Doggett Street at its intersection with James Street. Pedestrian refuge islands provide a safe zone for pedestrians and enable them to cross the road in two stages while navigating one direction of traffic flow at a time. There is insufficient road space to install a pedestrian refuge island on Robertson Street at the intersection, however, it is noted that the road crossing distance is shorter. ENVIRONMENT, PARKS AND SUSTAINABILITY COMMITTEE

Councillor CUNNINGHAM:
Thank you, Mr Deputy Chair. So, the presentation last week was an update on our Community Conservation Partnership Program. The program has initiatives that support groups and individuals to deliver improvements within our natural environment across the city. It has been delivering across 983 bushland and waterway sites, or more than 3,600 hectares. Over 8,500 volunteers and partners are involved delivering the program across public estates and private properties. There are four key components of the program and they include the Wildlife Conservation Partnerships program on private property, Habitat Brisbane (Habitat) on public property, the Creek Catchment program on public and private property and Community Conservation Assistance program. 

The Wildlife Conservation Partnership program has been operating for 23 years. With close to 50% of Brisbane’s natural habitat contained within private ownership, it provides the city an opportunity to actively involve 759 landowners who collectively manage over 2,400 hectares of land.


Council’s Habitat Brisbane program has been operating for 30 years and supports 168 groups citywide to install natural habitat on public land. Unfortunately, we missed out on having a 30th birthday for Habitat Brisbane program this year, so I look forward to celebrating with them next year. There are an estimated 5,276 volunteers who are actively restoring 756 hectares of key waterways and bushland areas across the city under this program. I know in my own ward these groups do amazing work and I’d like to give a particular shout out to the Coorparoo Finger Gullies group. In 2019-20, Habitat Brisbane groups planted an estimated 43,563 plants and volunteers worked a total of 58,000 hours. Council’s Habitat Brisbane officers assist groups with training and restoration advice, environmental management and compliance, risk management, workplace health and safety compliance, tools, equipment and materials, contractor support and signage and promotion. 

The Creek Catchment program has been operating for 16 years. The program supports 12 creek catchment groups and distributes native plants from within their nurseries and offers community education, advocacy and training. The program delivers on-ground bushland and waterway restoration activities across the city and works together with local industry. 

The Environment, Parks and Sustainability Committee also had two petitions last week. The first petition was signed by 65 people and is requesting that Council restrict the use of leaf‑blowers and other noisy power tools to after midday during a public holiday and was presented to the meeting of Council held on 4 February. Leaf‑blower and power tool noise is currently regulated under the Queensland Government’s Environmental Protection Act 1994. Under this, leaf‑blowers and other regulated devices must not be operated in a way that makes an audible noise from Monday to Saturday before 7am or after 7pm and on Sundays and public holidays before 8am or after 7pm. Council will maintain enforcement of this current regulation. 

The second is two petitions with 43 signatures in total asking that Council review and upgrade the playground equipment at Northgate Reserve, Northgate. This request was already listed for consideration by Councillor Adam ALLAN for consideration as part of the Suburban Enhancement Fund for his ward of Northgate. In the interim, Council has replaced the existing playground deck and repainted the swings under routine playground maintenance. This work was completed in April 2020. I will leave further comments and back to the Chamber.

Councillor GRIFFITHS:
Yes. Thank you, Mr Chair. Just in relation to those two petitions, we support the recommendation of the officers in relation to those issues, but I would like to speak about the Community Conservation Partnership program that we had a presentation on last week. I think—excuse me—there wouldn’t be a Councillor in this place—well, I don’t think so—anyone who wouldn’t support this particular initiative or these initiatives from improving our environment. The Land for Wildlife is an amazing program and to see that it has continued to expand over the last few years was very reassuring. 

To bring on partnerships with local property owners is a very positive thing that not only Brisbane is doing, but other councils in South East Queensland. I suppose the concern that I have with this particular program is that while it’s expanding, it doesn’t seem to be expanding across the city. We seem to be missing opportunities basically anywhere that’s not in the western suburbs. So, for all those Councillors in the east, the north, or the south, this program doesn’t seem to be meeting the needs of landowners in those areas. 

What I would be calling for is a review of that program so that those resources are put out there so that we capture and work with landowners who are keen to keep and restore their wildlife corridors on private land in areas, as well as the western suburbs, but in other areas across the city. We need to be looking after the whole city, not just one section of the city. The other thing that is a gaping hole in the Land for Wildlife program that I think we’re missing is the opportunities to include our cemeteries in that initiative. 

Now, cemeteries often contain significant banks of wildlife and also habitat that could be added to this program and come under this initiative. I know at the moment I have a community group that’s involved at Mount Gravatt Cemetery and doing some work there, trying to get funded to do some work there, to improve and restore bushland that adjoins Toohey Forest. So, it’s a significant opportunity just locally that could be used to build our bushland heritage in the city, but also bring in volunteers and produce a good outcome. Interestingly—I’ll just say this as an aside—I think the future of cemeteries with native bushland restoration is that potentially we could look at people’s ashes being scattered in rehabilitated bushland, rather than just in rose gardens.

We could actually be restoring bushland in our cemeteries as a way of offering that as a burial option for some residents. Secondly, I’d like to talk about Habitat Brisbane and it’s interesting. There are 168 groups. That’s fantastic and there is over 5,000 volunteers. Why don’t we have the aim of doubling that? I know in meeting with my local bushcare groups last week, they want to. They know that there are so many groups who want to start up, who want to expand, who want to be involved across the city. 

But if we don’t have the resources to help those groups get established, in fact, I think they were telling me that not even expressions of interest are being taken now and they’re being told by officers that we have no places for bushcare groups. That’s a really missed opportunity for our city and it’s a missed opportunity for the residents of our city to be involved in one of our key targets, which is to expand our natural bushland coverage. So, I would really call on this Administration, and I know Councillor CUNNINGHAM is very keenly involved in her local groups and she has indicated that she is looking at that program being expanded.

I would call on the Administration to support her in that aim. Certainly, Councillor CUNNINGHAM, I can offer you four groups straightaway that are very keen to sign up to that program. Look, just to relay a story, I know I was originally involved—before I became a Councillor, 22 years ago, in co-founding the Moorooka Greening Group. Now, it’s amazing that the corridor, the couple of kilometres of corridor, that they’ve restored along Moolabin Creek from Toohey Forest is—has been really key to getting the community involved, but really key to getting the environment improved.

Last year, I think, they had their ground—their best endorsement of the work that they and Council have been doing, and that was when the group came across its first koala that had come down from Toohey Forest and had settled in one of the trees that they planted. That shows that our programs are working. They’re great. They’re really offering the community a lot, but we just need to expand them. We need to do better in capturing and harnessing the passion that is out there in our community. So, I support this initiative. We support this initiative, but there is so much more work we can do with it. Thank you.

Deputy Chair:
Thank you, Councillor GRIFFITHS. 


Councillor SRI.

Councillor SRI:
Thanks, Chair. Yes. Just also wanted to pick you on some of those comments that Councillor GRIFFITHS made and draw to Councillor CUNNINGHAM’s attention that I too think there’s a real latent opportunity to reimagine our cemetery spaces as biodiversity hotspots and places for nature. We’ve had a similar experience in the South Brisbane Cemetery in Dutton Park, where it’s probably one of the most biodiverse areas of the inner city. 

It’s a huge public greenspace full of established trees, but it’s not properly mapped on any of the biodiversity overlays and it’s not treated with the same respect and environmental planning controls that other greenspaces controlled by Council are. So, through you, Chair, to Councillor CUNNINGHAM, I think there’s a genuine opportunity here just to reconceptualise cemeteries as serving a dual purpose of native habitat. That, in particular, that would look like ensuring that our policy frameworks for cemeteries place a greater emphasis on preserving trees. 

Sometimes there are situations where trees are removed due to, for example, safety concerns about dropping branches, but in a cemetery, the volume of people moving through might be quite low, but the habitat value of a tree with some old hollows and some dead branches where birds can nest is actually quite high. So, encouraging Council’s ecologists to work more closely with the Cemeteries team to identify opportunities to improve habitat within cemeteries would be a really good step and looking at the margins of some of those cemetery sites to find opportunities for additional tree plantings similarly would be a really good outcome. 

There might also be a case for gradually reimaging how we use these cemeteries spaces over time, because certainly in the inner city, there’s—land needs to be serving dual purposes wherever possible and I think it’s possible to show respect to the dead and to maintain spaces for grieving and commemoration, while also allowing those spaces to flourish as natural habitat and, yes, I just want really emphasise that Councillor GRIFFITHS is right on the money there, when he says that there’s an opportunity here.

You may well find through you, Chair—the Administration may well find that you can get better bang for buck spending on a bit of habitat restoration within some of our cemetery areas, because they are such quiet spaces. They’re often closed at night, so for natural wildlife, they’re actually an ideal habitat and breeding space. Certainly, the South Brisbane Cemetery also connects directly down to the river, so there’s a lot of potential there. I also just wanted to echo the concerns about funding of Habitat Brisbane groups. 

This is something I had a brief chat to Councillor MARX about a couple of weeks ago and I think it’s something that Councillor CUNNINGHAM should also have on her radar, which is just that when we don’t provide any adequate funding for our Habitat Brisbane officers, we miss out on some great opportunities to leverage volunteer labour within the community. 

There are heaps of residents out there who would be really active and excited about helping to revegetate and to weed and to plant up public spaces around our city, but because we’ve essentially continually and gradually cut staff over time, there are now not enough catchment officers and Habitat Brisbane officers to take up those volunteering opportunities. So, allocating a few extra staff roles or even a few extra FTE (full-time equivalent)—or even a couple of extra days will mean that those Habitat officers have more capacity to take on some of those offers of volunteering. 

We could actually get a much larger Habitat Brisbane program with many more volunteer groups, which in the long term would save Council money, because there are residents who are willing to do this gardening and do this maintenance work rather than us having to hire and outsource to private contractors. I think the other important opportunity here is to recognise that there’s a middle ground between a full-on Habitat Brisbane supported community group and doing nothing. 

There may be some cases where smaller resident community groups, they don’t want to come on board as a full Habitat Brisbane group and maybe Council doesn’t have capacity to support that, but there is an opportunity for Council to at least auspice the group or provide insurance as a bare minimum, so that the group can do some minor habitat restoration work, even if we don’t have staffing capacity to fully support them as a Habitat Brisbane project. So, I’ve had situations in the past in my area where residents have contacted Council and said, hey, we’d like to start a little habitat restoration group. 

We’ve got this little area of Council land in mind. Can we please get some support and get this going? Not only has Council been unable to provide support, it’s been actively discouraging to the residents, where Council has essentially said, look, we don’t have capacity. We just can’t support you. Sorry. Just don’t do anything. Then I’ve cheekily gone to the residents and said, you know what? I think you should just go and weed that vegetated anyway or, you know what, I think it’s fine if you go and plant some seedlings and understory in that park anyway, because the residents have good instincts about—and they often have a lot of local expertise to draw on in terms of how to improve some of those vegetated areas.

It’s a real shame that Council hasn’t been able to capitalise upon those opportunities and, instead, it’s discouraged it—yes, disincentivised residents from volunteering in their local community. So, it’s not a direct criticism of this Administration, but I’m just highlighting it as an opportunity that both with our Creek Catchment officers and our Habitat Brisbane officers, there’s been a sustained and gradual patent of cutting funding and reducing staff allocations, which has resulted in the cannibalisation of capacity and a lot of missed opportunities. 

So, I hope going forward the Council Administration will recognise that it actually saves money in the long term if Council puts a little bit of money into those volunteer coordination roles because there are a lot of people out there who want to do their bit and connect with some of their local green spaces. So hopefully Councillor CUNNINGHAM will look into that opportunity. I know money’s tight, but as I said, allocating money towards Habitat Brisbane programs actually saves Council money in the long term. So, it might be a good bang for buck and a worthwhile investment.

Councillor TOOMEY.

Councillor TOOMEY:
Thank you, Chair. I rise to also speak on item A, the community presentation for the Conservation Partnership program. As many Councillors in this place would know, much of my weekend is spent with these groups working on the ground. Many of the comments that I’ve heard from other Councillors in the Chamber here today, I do not find that reflective on the ground. I’ve worked closely with habitat rehabilitation groups in two completely different catchments within the ward and, in both cases, those catchment groups are well funded. They’re well resourced.


Habitat officers provide innovative methods of weeding and weeding without disrupting the soil. There are many new methods that our Habitat officers are introducing to our Habitat groups to help them maintain our bushland area. An example of this is the No Dig method where Habitat Brisbane and Council officers are helping those Habitat groups that are trying to rehabilitate an area that has some kind of landfill underneath. This is a new technique that has been used by our Habitat officers and our Habitat groups in places close to the city, but also in areas where we’ve traditionally had landfill sites.


This is a fantastic initiative that our officers are using. In terms of providing habitat, many of the trees that we would traditionally habitat are no longer being just left idle. Officers are now cutting habitat hollows into those trees and then ensuring that those provide habitat for possums, birds, cockatoos and other animals. This is another technique that the officers have become very innovative around providing more habitat in areas where traditionally there was a tree and now there no longer is. 


There’s also, on the terms of resourcing—can I say that some of the Habitat groups in my ward have recently gone through an induction with my Habitat officer and been introduced to traditional Japanese weeding tools that were used for rice, for example. These are a fantastic tool for our volunteers who have mobility issues, say with arthritis or something like that, where you’re not crunching your hand, you don’t have that action. It’s a basically hold and grab. This is fantastic. This actually opens up our volunteer to an older demographic that actually have the time and want to help our environment. 

It’s these kind of initiatives that our officers are identifying and introducing to our Habitat groups that are really making a change on the ground, especially in my ward and I know also in Councillor WINES’ ward. This is fantastic. I know that from some of what we’ve heard here from other Councillors, there’s a little bit of doom and gloom out there. This is not the case. We are seeing fantastic initiatives supported by Council, totally resourced by Council. We’re seeing Council officers educate new people every day in the habitat area. They’re introducing new techniques. They’re introducing new technology to re‑establish habitat.

This is a fantastic initiative and one that I am very, very proud to be associated with and one that I will continue to support. This is something that we should all as Councillors be extremely proud of, that we have so many volunteers in the community who are out there willing to make Brisbane clean, green and sustainable and continue to improve our biodiversity and continue to look at the habitat that we have in our urban area and provide more space for our urban animals. 

This is a fantastic outcome and I would urge every Councillor in this place to get out there and endorse the Habitat groups, encourage people to start Habitat groups and encourage and go down with them and help them, because it’s only through our leadership, it’s our actions, not our words that count in this space. I know that in many cases we’ve seen people supergluing themselves to the streets, trying to change the world. That doesn’t happen this way. The only way that we can ensure that we have a green—clean, green and sustainable environment is by people getting out there and getting a bit of dirt underneath their fingernails and I commend the report to the Chamber. Thank you.

Councillor CASSIDY.

Councillor CASSIDY:
Yes. Thanks, Chair. That was quite extraordinary, right there at the end, Councillor TOOMEY. Quite extraordinary. I have to say if we took your advice—through you, Chair, at Councillor TOOMEY, the world would be a strange old place, I think. But what I do want to take to task with is your suggestion that if a community wants to start a Habitat Brisbane group—

Chair:
Councillor CASSIDY, I’ve asked—you corrected yourself appropriately only a moment ago. 
Please refer to all Councillors by their title and place your comments through the Chair, if you—in future.

Councillor CASSIDY:
Yes. Sorry, Chair. Through you to Councillor TOOMEY, what I take a bit of offence at is a suggestion that me as a local Councillor trying to get support for a Habitat Brisbane group, which we’re going through the process right now, and not getting that support from Council or a commitment to funding through Council is somehow either my fault or that community group’s fault. The advice, Chair, that we had from Councillor TOOMEY was that if a community group wants to start a Habitat Brisbane site and they want to get funded, all they have to do is ask. 

But we know in—well, it’s not just in Labor wards, but in LNP wards all around the city that there are groups that are desperately trying to do this work and they are being shut out by Council and threatened with legal action if they get in there and do it, so I take what Councillor SRI said. What it’s taking some of these community groups is to go in the dead of night and do this work or do this work illegally, because the support actually isn’t there. 

We’ve got an Administration that spends hundreds of millions of dollars upgrading roads, like Kingsford Smith Drive, and all we’re asking for is a couple of thousand dollars for groups that are fully insured, groups like Keep Sandgate Beautiful Association, who are currently trying to get a site at a Ramsar-listed lagoon in Sandgate, the Dowse Lagoon, that is one of four lagoons that is linked to the Ramsar-listed Moreton Bay, to get a site in there that they have been working on for the last two years listed as a Habitat Brisbane group. 

Now, they’ve been told to go through the process to get community support and do consultation, which I’ve been supporting them to do, but they’ve also been told there are no spots in the Habitat Brisbane program for them. So, they’ve been told by Council to go and do all this work, get your hopes up, talk to the community and the communities come to me and saying, what’s going on? Why can’t Keep Sandgate Beautiful Association go and weed a site in which they planted with Council funding, because Council came in and said if you trespass on this land, we can prosecute you.
So, there’s a whole lot of mixed messages going on there. If in Fairyland in The Gap Ward something different is happening up there, I’d certainly like to know about it, because my community really values its green space and it wants to be part of this program. I actually am very encouraged by Councillor CUNNINGHAM and the approach she’s taken. She confirmed the other day that she had sought further funding for this program. 

So, we want to see—and I know Councillor GRIFFITHS and I and key members of this Committee want to see those groups that have been for years trying to get access to Habitat Brisbane funding funded fairly instead of the way in which it seems to have been done in The Gap ward, which is very, very strange.

Councillor JOHNSTON.

Councillor JOHNSTON:
Hello?
Chair:
I’ve already called you.

Councillor JOHNSTON:
There’s definitely been sound issues today. 
Yes. I just rise to speak briefly on this item regarding Community Conservation Partnerships and Habitat Brisbane. I have some of the most extraordinary Habitat groups in Tennyson Ward and they go above and beyond the call of duty every single day to manage Council public spaces, green spaces and bushland areas. They are extraordinary volunteers. Some of them work across multiple bushcare groups or Habitat groups and many are involved in the Catchment group as well. In my view, Council needs to do more to support them. 


We—they do not get enough funding and these volunteers are working their guts out every weekend to undertake work that Council should be doing. So, most of them are engaged in weeding and it’s the lack of Council maintenance of these open spaces in bushland areas around creeks and rivers—where they’re all working in my area—and they’re doing actually the hard maintenance work that needs to be done, rather than the value-adding, which is what bushcare and Habitat groups were intended to do. Council treats them, in my view, as replacement management contractors and, in my view, that’s not okay.


I have been out on site with them over many years. I see the wonderful work that they do, but this Council needs to do more to support them. Finding volunteers to work this hard all the time is extremely difficult. We’ve tried out in my ward and I’ve supported individual groups. I’ve supported open days, so people can get to know the groups that operate through particularly the Oxley Creek corridor. We just need to do more and we shouldn’t leave it all to volunteers to do. 

The amount of open spaces in my ward that are not properly being maintained and even a few days ago the response to the problem I have with mowing in my ward is, oh, we’re looking at establishing some sort of Habitat group to manage it. No. No. Council’s got to actually go out, remove the weeds, maintain the space and hardworking Habitat group in Yeronga is not going to do Council’s work for it. That’s not acceptable. So, this Council needs to change its thinking. These volunteers are adding value to the work of looking after our greenspace and community space.

They love doing it and, unfortunately, I think this Council is increasingly taking them for granted. We definitely need some more innovative ways to maintain our open spaces, bushland areas, creek side and river reserves, because Council is not doing a good job now. The only people in my ward that are doing a good job are the bushcare groups and they are extraordinary. I’m calling on Council to do more to support them.

Councillor CUNNINGHAM.

Councillor CUNNINGHAM:
Well, thank you, Chair, and thank you to the Councillors for the contribution tonight. I would like to just start by addressing something that Councillor GRIFFITHS said about the Land for Wildlife. So, you may see an overrepresentation of Land for Wildlife properties in Brisbane and that's to do with the size of the land. So, to qualify to be part of that program, you need at least half a hectare or 5,000 m2, so we do see more properties in the Pullenvale Ward, for example, for those reasons. 
Councillor SRI, I would strongly discourage you from encouraging residents to work illegally on public land, not only for safety reasons, but there are some very delicate biodiversity areas of our city and I think we should leave it to the environmental experts to work with volunteers. So, I would strongly discourage you from doing that in the future. Councillor CASSIDY, with regards to your local program, as I have previously advised via email this week, we are working with Keep Sandgate Beautiful Association on their application to become a Habitat Brisbane group and I look forward to continuing work on their application and progressing that soon. I'll leave it at that. Thanks, Chair.

1.
The Parks and Natural Resources Manager, Natural Environment, Water and Sustainability, City Planning and Sustainability, attended the meeting to provide an update on Council’s Community Conservation Partnerships Program (CCPP). He provided the information below.
2.
The CCPP has initiatives that supports groups and individuals to deliver improvements within the natural environment. The program has delivered improvements to 983 bushland and waterway sites (more than 3,630 ha). More than 8,500 volunteers and partners are involved, delivering the program across public estates and private properties. Four key components of the program include: 

-
Wildlife Conservation Partnerships Program (WCPP) on private property
-
Habitat Brisbane on public property

-
Creek Catchment Program on public and private property 

-
Community Conservation Assistance. 

3.
The CCPP is included in Council’s 2019-20 budget as Service 3.1.1.2 Partnerships for a Clean Green City. The CCPP is principally driven by the key targets outlined within:
-
Brisbane City Council Corporate Plan 2016-17 to 2020-2 – 2017 Update

-
Brisbane Vision 2031
-
Brisbane. Clean, Green, Sustainable 2017-2031.
4.
Council’s aim is for 75% of Brisbane’s natural habitat to be connected and healthy, with 40% natural habitat cover on mainland Brisbane. A CCPP citywide coverage map was shown to the Committee. 
5.
The WCPP has been operating for 23 years, with close to 50% of Brisbane’s natural habitat contained within private ownership. The WCPP provides the city an opportunity to actively involve 759 landowners who collectively manage 2,402 hectares of land. An estimated 73,000 plants were sourced by landholders to support bushland and waterway restoration in 2019-20. There are just under 50% biodiversity values contained in private ownership. The program includes individual bushland property management plans, training and resources. An eligible property for the program needs to be more than 5,000 m2 in size. The WCPP includes the following five program levels:

Working towards Land for Wildlife

-
Land for Wildlife

-
General Voluntary Conservation Agreement (legally binding)

-
Higher Voluntary Conservation Agreement (legally binding) 

-
Voluntary Conservation Covenant (legally binding and complements bushland acquisition).


A graph showing the number of partners supported within the WCPP was shown to the Committee. 

6.
Land for Wildlife in South East Queensland is a cooperative regional platform that cost effectively delivers on specified local government area objectives. The Governance Steering Committee is directed by local government governing documents and associated targets. Land for Wildlife has been operating for 21 years and supports 13 participating local government areas. There are 4,545 Land for Wildlife properties across South East Queensland. The total area under Land for Wildlife management is more than 71,450 ha, closely equivalent in size to four Moreton Islands. A map and graph was provided to the Committee showing Land for Wildlife areas and the number of active Land for Wildlife properties from 1998 until 2019.

7.
Council’s Habitat Brisbane has been operating for 30 years and supports 168 groups citywide to restore natural habitat on public land. There are an estimated 5,276 volunteers who are actively restoring 756 ha of key waterways and bushland areas across the city. In 2019-20, Habitat Brisbane groups planted an estimated 43,563 plants. It is estimated that volunteers have worked a total of 58,000 hours. Council’s Habitat Brisbane officers provide the following services to the groups:

training and restoration advice
-
environmental management and compliance
-
risk management and Workplace Health and Safety compliance
-
tools, equipment and materials

-
contractor support

-
signage and promotion

-
Council liaison.

Details of the Habitat Brisbane application process was shown to the Committee. 

8.
The Creek Catchment Program has been operating for 16 years. The program supports 12 creek catchment groups and distributes native plants from within their nurseries and offers community education, advocacy and training. The program delivers on ground bushland and waterway restoration activities across the city and works together with the local industry. 

9.
Community Conservation Assistance commenced in 2012-13, and directly delivers within the CCPP sites that supports Target 40 (483 sites in eight years). It is a partnership between the CCPP community and Council and is not a grant. It provides assistance for projects that CCPP partners would find difficult to undertake on their own. No funds are provided directly to the community, and contractor works are coordinated by CCPP officers. A two year follow up commitment by recipients is required to support Council’s investment. Sites involved in the program include 50% public and 50% private. Since 2012, 483 applications have been approved. 

10.
Following a number of questions from the Committee, the Chair thanked the Parks and Natural Resources Manager for his informative presentation.

Asset Services has listed for consideration the upgrade of the playground equipment which includes the installation of a shade sail and water bubbler as part of Council’s future capital works program.

I just want to mention that last week's presentation was on Council's animal rehoming centres where we talked about the two different centres that we have in Brisbane: one on the northside and one on the southside. We talked about the number of animals that come in and how they're looked after and rehomed, where they can possibly be. There was also two petitions as well, one in my ward and one in Bracken Ridge which I'm happy to leave the debate to the Chamber.

Councillor JOHNSTON.

Councillor JOHNSTON:
What an interesting—thank you, Mr Chair. I am speaking on item A, the rehoming—animal rehoming centres. What an interesting presentation that was. I've not been on any of the Brisbane lifestyle committees in the 12 years that I have been the Councillor. So, it was quite interesting to hear a little bit about how the dog rehoming facilities work. But I did want to express my concern about the way in which the presentation disclosed some information and I don't think the officers meant anything inappropriate by it, but it certainly comes across that way when you listen to how it is presented. 


So, what's happened is that Council has undertaken some work at both the Warra facility at Bracken Ridge and at Willawong. The interesting part of it was at Warra, because it is located to—next to an area where Council has invested a lot of money in putting in a gold-plated BMX track, I think a library and a few other community facilities, the Warra facility, of course, is now family-friendly and it's not going to home any difficult or dangerous dogs anymore. So, all the dangerous dogs that currently are being homed at Bracken Ridge on the northside, they're all going to be transferred over to the southside to Willawong.


I presume because Willawong's near the tip, that it's quite okay for Council to put all the dangerous dogs in one location, but we couldn't possibly have any dangerous dogs near the new family-friendly facilities at Bracken Ridge. Now, I just do not know why somebody at Council thought it was okay to present this information in this way. Obviously, if there are issues with the type of animals that are held in certain areas of Council, fine, we need to address it. 

But to claim that the reason that animals are being moved is somehow because they want to make a rehoming facility on the northside family friendly, yet on Willawong, where people have to go and adopt animals if they live on the southside and where the same sorts of facilities and services are offered to members of the public, it's perfectly okay to put all the dangerous dogs there, because it's not family friendly, strikes me as not an appropriate way to go about discussing these issues.

Nor is it appropriate, in my view, to try and imply that the services being offered on one side of the city are different to services being offered on the other side of the city, unless Council is, say, stopping the rehoming services at Willawong—I don't know what Councillor HAMMOND is doing or the people who are stepping into Councillor HAMMOND's shot there, but it's a bit weird—so, I would just say that I had some concerns at the time that this presentation was made. It's disappointing that this is the way that Council is justifying the services. Obviously, we're not providing a service that's different on one side of the city to the other side, simply because one place is family friendly.

If we are, I personally say that's disgusting that Council considers it okay to have a facility that they don't consider to be family friendly on the southside, but they're quite happy to do a lot of upgrades to make a facility family friendly on the northside. Where dangerous dogs are rehomed is not an issue, because presumably the public do not have access to those areas within the rehoming centre. 

So, I was really disturbed by the way in which this presentation was made last week, and I would urge Council not to dump its dangerous dogs at Willawong, because it thinks it's okay to dump them out there, because it's near the tip. But we've got this lovely family-friendly facility over at Bracken Ridge. All Council services and facilities need to be provided to Council—sorry—to residents of Brisbane in a reasonable and equitable way that does not make it more difficult for them, because they live on the northside or the southside.

Thank you, Chair. I just want to pick up on a couple of points that Councillor JOHNSTON said. One thing that she failed to mention about the presentation was that the facility at Willawong is best catered to dogs that require more need and that was the primary reason for the use of that facility for those dogs that require a lot more attention and human interaction.

Both facilities are family friendly and offer all services at both facilities, which was mentioned in the presentation. The Willawong site is just a much larger site, a much larger area and has absolutely nothing whatsoever to do being next to a dump and I think that to intimate anything like that is offensive and to not only the Council officers who actually take a great deal of pride and love their job working with the animals—I'm a bit disappointed in those comments to say that. So, I'm just going to leave the debate at that. Thank you.

COMMITTEE PRESENTATION – COUNCIL’S ANIMAL REHOMING CENTRES
661/2019-20
1.
The Manager, Compliance and Regulatory Services, Lifestyle and Community Services, attended the meeting to provide an update on Council’s Animal Rehoming Centres. She provided the information below.
2.
Council has two animal rehoming centres, in Bracken Ridge and Willawong. Warra was originally constructed in mid-1970. Willawong was constructed in early 1960 and renovated in mid‑1980. The rehoming centres provide accommodation and equipment required to care for and protect all impounded animals. The Invasive Species Management team facilities are co-located at the Willawong site. The RSPCA initially operated the rehoming centres until the 1980s when Council took over the service. It was initially outsourced in 2011 and the Animal Welfare League Queensland (AWLQ) has been contracted since 2014. 

3.
AWLQ administers animal rehoming centres and the care of animals. They provide a safe environment for all lost and surrendered animals, and maximise animal welfare outcomes through rehoming and retraining animals. 

4.
A table of key statistics was shared with the Committee. 

5.
AWLQ holds annual adoption campaigns to find loving homes for impounded animals. Adoption campaigns assist to manage capacity at the facilities during high intake times, such as during breeding seasons and after holiday seasons like Christmas and Easter. It allows customers who usually cannot afford a pet to have one, as the animals are sold at a greatly reduced rate. All animals sold at the rehoming centres are health and behaviour checked, de‑sexed, vaccinated, wormed, microchipped and registered. 

6.
Land adjacent to the Warra Animal Rehoming Centre at Bracken Ridge has gone through significant development to create a family-oriented precinct. Facilities at this location include the Emily Seebohm Aquatic Centre, Bracken Ridge Skate Plaza, the newly built BMX facility and recently constructed netball and sports courts. These are community and family destination facilities, and the aesthetic and the state of Council’s Animal Rehoming Centres was not to the same standard as the neighbouring facilities. 

7.
Investment drivers for the upgrade of the Warra Animal Rehoming Centre include the following.

· Growing demand – The 2018 Pet Population Survey found that since 2014, dog and cat ownership has increased by 26%. As a result, Council’s two rehoming centres are frequently at capacity.

· Condition Audit – A site condition audit was undertaken in 2017 and identified that Council’s Warra Animal Rehoming Centre required investment to mitigate against further deterioration or dilapidation.

· An increase in the number of seized dogs and increases in available safety measures meant it was timely to upgrade centre capability and capacity to meet the needs.

8.
Images of the facility upgrade were shared with the Committee. 

9.
City Projects Office has been engaged to lead the redevelopment of the facilities. The Warra redevelopment includes a welcoming space, adoption areas, workspaces for supporting administration and a retail shop front. A new kennel facility will also be constructed at Willawong. The redevelopment will create a separation of functions with Warra being a community destination, and Willawong as the holding and processing facility. The Willawong kennel build’s anticipated start date is late May 2020 and the Warra administration building’s start date is late June 2020. 

10.
Following a number of questions from the Committee, the Chair thanked the Manager, Compliance and Regulatory Services, for her informative presentation.

The Divisional Manager, Lifestyle and Community Services, provided the following information.

The petition contains 11 signatures. 

15.
In response to the petitioners’ request for the no stopping signs to be larger, Council has reviewed the existing signs installed around the school. Council installs all signage as per the guidelines stipulated in the Queensland Government’s Manual of Uniform Traffic Control Devices (MUTCD). Council has confirmed that the existing no stopping signs conform with the MUTCD standards and, therefore, cannot be altered.

16.
No stopping signs are enforceable under the road rules without the need for additional line markings. It is not Council’s standard practice to mark yellow no stopping lines to reinforce sign posted restrictions, or vice versa. To do so would be costly to install and maintain citywide and would be detrimental to visual amenity. Additionally, Council does not install physical devices, such as bollards or traffic islands, to restrict parking where no stopping restrictions are already installed. Any parking within such an area is illegal and is addressed through parking enforcement.

Parking Compliance Officers carry out their work in accordance with a number of pieces of legislation, including the City of Brisbane Act 2010 and the Transport Operations (Road Use Management) Act 1995.

Children’s safety around schools is a high priority for Council, and accordingly, parking and traffic conditions around schools are designed to preserve lines of sight and allow the safe set down and pick up of children. 

19.
To assist, Council has developed a comprehensive school zone parking enforcement strategy to identify problematic parking behaviours at schools and apply a range of educational and enforcement activities, including driver education, warnings and infringement notices.

20.
Sunnybank State School was scheduled for patrols in term two of 2019. Parking Compliance officers conducted five proactive patrols of the location throughout the school term and took appropriate enforcement action, as required. 

21.
Additionally, in response to many school traffic and parking related issues Council recommends that all Brisbane schools develop and implement their own traffic management plan. Using Council’s School Traffic Management Plans (TMP) template, schools have the benefit of establishing a more consistent approach to parking and traffic management, while allowing flexibility for the school to address specific local challenges.

Sunnybank State School completed a TMP in June 2019 and Council officers will arrange a meeting with the school to assist with addressing any matters of concern. The petitioners’ feedback about illegal parking issues has been noted.

Upon inspection, the street trees along this section of Bracken Ridge Road were found to be 12 metres in height, however, the eucalyptus tree located in front of 346 Bracken Ridge Road, is taller than the rest. The petitioners’ have requested for this tree to be trimmed back in line with the other trees. A qualified Council Arborist inspected the tree and found it to be in a healthy condition with a small amount of deadwood. Attachment B (submitted on file) shows an image of the tall tree.

Those sites are Teralba Park, Everton Park; Burringbar Park, Chermside; Perry Park, Bowen Hills; and the Sunnybank Community Centre. 


So, we had a great discussion about the sports fields. It was great to see how it was achieved and I think particularly the video showing us how it was all achieved was a great testimony to the work that the officers have done. It was also interesting—we had some wide-ranging discussions, including Councillor CUMMING helping me very much with the sizes of fields and things such as that. So, Mr Chair, I just want to say that we very much look forward to using those particular synthetic fields. In February this year the LORD MAYOR, Councillor McLACHLAN and I opened the Perry Park synthetic sports field.


Again, it was wonderful to see the walking football club, which was something that I hadn't experienced in the past and, in fact, I think they're hoping to be an Olympic standard, so it was quite interesting to see just how these fields will be used. So, as I said, I think everyone enjoyed the presentation. Everyone contributed well and I commend the report to the Chamber.

Councillor MARX:
Thank you, Mr Chair. Just briefly on the Sunnybank Community Centre, as Councillor HOWARD mentioned, it was one of these sites that was given the new synthetic sports fields. Unfortunately, it finished and was ready to be used just as COVID-19 was happening, so it hasn't actually been officially opened yet nor used. Obviously, that place, the centre, is not far from my office, so I was able to keep an eye on what they were doing and how they were doing things. 

One of the things I have to admit that I was quite blown away with, I never really knew how they got the stripes into the grass and I just figured they were going to paint it, but it's actually that colour grass. It's—there's yellow or white grass that's kind of sewn in amongst the green for the lines, so that was kind of an interesting learning curve for me. So, yes, look, I think it's a great outcome and I absolutely thank the LORD MAYOR for being able to deliver this and I know my community is certainly looking forward to using it. So, I thank Councillor HOWARD for her continued support.

Councillor CUMMING. Councillor CUMMING.

Councillor CUMMING:
Sorry. I'm unmuting. Sorry. Yes. Look, thank you for the chance to speak on this item. I thought it was an interesting presentation too. Unfortunately, the first thing that struck me about it was that all four projects were in LNP wards, so I'd like to see that one in a Labor Party ward somewhere along the line would be a good idea. I think synthetic fields, they're not perfect, but they do result in a substantial reduction in maintenance costs. There are some issues. As far as I know there's things like grass burns can be suffered if anyone falls over. The surfaces do need replacing after a period of time.


There's a bowls club in my ward that told me about 10 years for replacement, but I think the officer giving the presentation said it was 20 now, so that's good if that's the case. Also, just, you know, what you wear on your feet differs. If kids are used to training on grass, with studs on their soccer shoes, for example, they need to get another pair of boots to be able to train properly and, in fact, in order as to not to damage the synthetic grass, they do have to have a different pair of shoes for synthetic fields. But it's certainly a good surface for training. I'm not as sure—and it's good for futsal and walking football. I'm not sure about full-sized games, but anyhow that's not my judgment, I guess.


The other thing is I'll be very interested to see what happens with the Sunnybank Bowls Club. I have some doubts about private demand for an area like that, but I—we'll have to wait and see what happens. It's different when it's a large club that's training on the fields with, say, 500—

A point of order, Mr Chair.

Chair:
Point of order to you, Councillor MARX.

Councillor MARX:
Yes. Sorry. Could I just correct Councillor CUMMING. It's actually Sunnybank Community Centre.

Chair:
It's not really a point of order, but I'm sure we'll proceed on.

Councillor CUMMING:
I thank Councillor MARX for that information certainly. The—if a significant sized club with a lot of junior and senior players use the field, you can assure it will be heavily utilised. It will be interesting to see what demand there is for a—for the facility that's been built at Sunnybank. Of course, now that Sunnybank's had a lovely artificial field put on a bowls club that's closed down, I'm sure anyone else who's has a bowls club looking like closing down in their ward will be saying, this has got to be one of the options for us as well to have a synthetic surface. 


But, anyhow, best wishes to the clubs involved and I hope there are some synthetic fields funded in an ALP ward in the near future. Thank you.

Councillor STRUNK.

Councillor STRUNK:
Thank you, Mr Chair. Listen, I just want to pick up on a couple of items here on this particular presentation and thank you, Councillor CUMMING, for bringing up the fact that all four fields or all four synthetic fields were in LNP wards. But that wasn't always the case. Back in the budget in 2018-19, I sat down with a project portfolio officer here where I'm sitting tonight and he went through a presentation of a synthetic sports field that was going to be built in my ward back then in Pine Road, just on Pine and Orchard Road, actually, was the exact location and it was a fantastic presentation of synthetic—of the synthetic field and all the benefits that would come from that with one of our clubs that was looking at taking up a partnership with the—with Brisbane City Council.


But in the end, that synthetic field never happened. I wasn’t told why, it just never materialised and so maybe it ended up at Sunnybank, who knows? A year later. I don’t know how all that works but all I know is, we did actually have one designated for an ALP ward but it didn’t happen and all four ended up in the LNP wards. I think that’s quite sad actually, we should—it should be—I know we use the word pork barrelling a lot but—and I don’t know what the outcome of my field was, but maybe the Chair can answer that in due time but thank you, Mr Chair.

Councillor HOWARD: 
Thanks. Thanks, Mr Chair. Look, and I thank everyone for their participation. As I said, this was a great opportunity for us to trial these synthetic fields and so we’re looking forward to seeing the results of that and as I said, we’re very happy to talk to people about what their needs are in their particular areas. It really is a matter of—in this particular case, making sure that the club was partnering with us and that we can make sure that we can all work together. So, I recommend it to the Chamber. Thank you.

COMMITTEE PRESENTATION – SYNTHETIC SPORTS FIELDS
664/2019-20
1.
The Manager, Connected Communities, Lifestyle and Community Services, attended the meeting to provide an update on Council’s synthetic sports fields. She provided the information below.
2.
In 2016, the Lord Mayor announced a $4 million budget for four synthetic sports fields to be delivered over a four year period between 2016-20. The proposed sites included Teralba Park, Everton Park; Burringbar Park, Chermside; Perry Park, Bowen Hills; and the Sunnybank Community Centre. 

3.
The benefits of the new synthetic sports fields include:

-
delivering more playing time than natural turf
-
a quicker recovery after rain resulting in fewer cancellations of games

-
a reduced need for water as the fields are drought resistant. 

4.
In June 2019, the synthetic sports field at Teralba Park opened. The full-sized football (soccer) field complements the existing natural turf fields. The synthetic sports field saves on irrigation costs and allows for increased use during wet weather. 

5.
In August 2019, the synthetic sports field at Burringbar Park opened. The field is a full‑size dry synthetic hockey field which complements the existing synthetic turf field and upgraded natural turf field. 

6.
In February 2020, the synthetic sports field at Perry Park opened. The Brisbane Strikers Football Club manages the bookings for the synthetic sports field. The field is available to the public outside exclusive use times. The synthetic sports field complements the existing natural turf fields and has retractable netting and swivel goals to allow for multiple futsal field configurations. Lights are available for nighttime use and the field drainage allows for a quick return to play following rain events. 

7.
In March 2020, the synthetic sports field at the Sunnybank Community Centre was completed. The synthetic field is located on the former site of the Sunnybank Bowls Club. The fields are Council managed and are available for hire. Access to the field is via a swipe card or pin code. Lights are available for nighttime use, and the field includes retractable netting and swivel goals for multi-sports use. A construction time lapse video of the Sunnybank Community Centre synthetic sports field was shown to the Committee.

Following a number of questions from the Committee, the Chair thanked the Manager for her informative presentation.

Councillor Adam ALLAN, Chair of the Finance, Administration and Small Business Committee, moved, seconded by Councillor Steven HUANG, that the report of the meeting of that Committee held on 26 May 2020, be adopted.

Councillor ALLAN.

Councillor ALLAN:
Thank you, Mr Chair. Before moving to the committee report, I did want to touch upon a couple of things that had been raised in today’s meeting and in particular, I wanted to provide some context. 

At the risk of repeating something that the LORD MAYOR, myself and others have repeated in the Chamber over recent weeks, is that we are acutely aware of the challenges that are being faced by the wider community in Brisbane.


There are pressures being felt by residents, businesses, community clubs and the list goes on. So, we are acutely aware of that but interestingly, one of the other groups that has been impacted by the COVID-19 ramifications is Council itself. Obviously, as we’ve gone through the budget process, we’ve had to cut the cloth to fit the circumstances we’ve faced, so we’ve been approaching the budget and support for various segments of our community with an eye on ensuring that the budget and the finances of Council are managed responsibly.


I guess it came as a bit of a surprise to me that Councillor CASSIDY and Councillor COOK, in particular, seem to live in a financial utopia where you can reduce revenues on one hand, increase expenses on the other, demand that Council continues to spend and deliver things that may or may not be in the budget. 

We sat in this Chamber a week ago and had a look at 3BR (Third Budget Review) which clearly presented the financial challenges this Council is facing and yet this week, we have, obviously heartfelt requests, for funding for various things and support for various sectors of the community. 

We are looking at those things but, ultimately, this is about priorities. It is about responsible financial management. Clearly, the priorities of this Administration are to manage the budget in a very tough environment while keeping a very close eye on what we need to deliver for the city and the constituents, whereas it seems the Opposition has a much more reckless approach to managing finances. 

Now, turning to the committee presentation, we had a presentation on bushfire management and in particular, how disaster management works in coordination with stakeholders to manage bushfires in Brisbane. In fact, we tend to manage bushfires, even on the periphery of Brisbane, we coordinate with some of our neighbouring councils.

The range of stakeholders that we have include, obviously, the Queensland Fire and Emergency Services, National Parks, Brisbane Airport Corporation and, as I mentioned, our neighbouring councils. So, there is a wide range of stakeholders that we deal with when we’re managing bushfires.

They touched upon information sharing and how the various entities share information to better manage bushfire mitigation and obviously manage bushfire risk when it’s live.

Council has 116 bushfire trained staff and quite a good fleet of vehicles to support their efforts and we have a very active process of managing bushfires. It’s through mitigating risks, monitoring conditions, planning and site preparation. 

So, a pretty thorough overview of just how we manage bushfire risk across the city. How we engage with the wider community and some of the resource and education materials that we produce to help residents in mitigating bushfire risk and particularly at times when the risk is high.

In addition to that particular presentation, we had a regular report. The Financial Reports (Receivables, Rates, Payables, Provisions and Malls) for the period ending March 2020, and I’ll leave further debate to the Chamber.

Chair:
Further speakers?


Councillor JOHNSTON.

Councillor JOHNSTON:
Yes, thank you, Mr Chair. Just with respect to the financial reports in item B. I’m really surprised by Councillor Allan and perhaps after I speak, he’ll wrap up with some comments but my understanding to date is that Council is down $40 million with respect to the financial impacts of COVID-19 on the budget.


There is no information available to us as Councillors about the possible impacts of COVID-19 on the Council budget for next year and numerous Councillors have asked in the Council Chamber. So, it is very concerning when we hear the Finance Chair of this Council make excuses for why the LNP have completely stuffed up this year’s budget.


The issues here that I’m aware of are based on the Third Budget Review last week where the amount of projects that are not being delivered, that have been cut or rolled over, are just phenomenal. Projects are blowing out in terms of cost, including the Metro. 

The LORD MAYOR has been all over the shop about the financial impacts of one of his signature projects, the Victoria Park project. He said on radio that it was going to be held over and then he said in the Council Chamber a couple of weeks ago, no it wasn’t. We have no idea about how much that’s going to cost and presumably those figures will appear in the budget.

Then we also have issues around the ability to deliver major projects on an ongoing basis by this Council because of the financial incompetence of the Finance Chair—no disrespect to Councillor Adam but more predominantly the LORD MAYOR, who has been in charge of these projects for many years as the Infrastructure Chair or the Public and Active Chair. The Finance Chair, Deputy Mayor and LORD MAYOR.

It's not okay to blame stuff-ups with the budget on COVID-19 without being clear about what the impacts of those financial issues are. Trust us, is not acceptable language. Wait and we’ll tell you what’s going to happen, that’s not acceptable either because you are making decisions now that are going to have enormous impact on the ability of our city to do fundamental activities in our community.

We know already that community projects, funding for community projects, is going to be cut because the LORD MAYOR has said that today. But what we don’t know and despite repeated questions, is what the financial issues for our city are going to be.

We will be told, apparently, when the LORD MAYOR—he’ll tell the media before he even discusses it with us because they get a budget briefing before we do. We’ll then sit in the Council Chamber—oh, no, we won’t even get to sit in the Council Chamber and hear it so I don’t know how Council is going to get us all the budget papers because they’re all going to have to be delivered out to us. 

They must be going to send 26 couriers that will all arrive at two minutes to 11 on Wednesday 17 June, because there’s no way we’re getting those papers electronically because they are hundreds and hundreds of pages long.

So, if there is any chance to try—that this Administration is going to try and short‑change Councillors on getting access to budget information because of this ridiculous ongoing Zoom process, then that’s another thing that better not happen—
Councillor interjecting.

Yes, I take that interjection, thank you, Councillor GRIFFITHS. Yes, they probably will but I think Brisbane residents need to be aware that at the moment, the LNP are using COVID-19 as an excuse because the declared impacts to date out of a $3.1 billion budget is $40 million. Now, if there’s been some announcement in the last few days, it’s not like anybody has told me but that’s as far as I know, the impact of COVID-19 so far on this year’s budget.


The LORD MAYOR is not even looking at proper rates relief. He has deferred, deferred rates repayment so in the next financial year, it’s a timing issue about when rates are going to be received. It’ll be really interesting to see what the rates forecast is actually going to be because clearly, the LORD MAYOR is still expecting that there will be significant rates coming in because he’s not necessarily providing rates relief that—other than deferrals. 

So, you know, I just think Brisbane residents need to take a grain—anything that this Administration says about the financial management of this city with a grain of salt. 

At this point, there are very limited impacts of COVID-19 on the budget. There has been no public disclosure to us about any potential financial impacts. It’s highly unlikely this Council will even meet to discuss the budget.

Information sessions could easily run in person and I certainly would take this opportunity to say that I expect that they will be run in person and I think that this Administration has to realise that using its own financial mismanagement and incompetence to try and claim the impacts from COVID-19 are just not acceptable.

This Council has made a decision to go ahead with this budget. We don’t have a State budget, we don’t have a Federal budget. The next thing that’ll happen is that half the projects that they announce won’t be going ahead because the State and Feds didn’t give them the money. So, I’ve seen all the tricks over 12 years and whilst Councillor ALLAN might be a genuinely decent person, the problem is the way in which this LNP Administration manages money badly. Badly. 

We are going to see massive blow outs because the LORD MAYOR is pushing ahead with projects like his five green bridges without any funding from anybody else. He said very clearly, he’s going to push ahead with at least two of them. He’s pushing ahead with the Metro and it’s already cost blown out by at least $200 million as far as we know. 

We won’t know the real impacts of Kingsford Smith Drive until the project is finished and the legal actions no doubt will start. Who knows what that’s going to end up costing Council in a few years’ time? 

So, I just think this Administration has a problem. It does not in any way openly and transparently discuss the real issues around the financial circumstances of this city and it is a shame that there is continued blame being put on COVID-19 when, just to be clear, and if I’m wrong I’m sure Councillor ALLAN will tell me, the only impact on the budget to date, to my knowledge, is $40 million. Or $39 million out of a $3.1 billion budget.

So that’s tiny in the scheme of things so I guess the bigger question is, how much longer can this city put up with the ongoing stuff ups of major projects under this LNP Administration? It is costing rate payers a bomb.

COMMITTEE PRESENTATION – BUSHFIRE MANAGEMENT

1.
The Manager, Disaster Management, City Administration and Governance, attended the meeting to provide an update on Bushfire Management. He provided the information below.
2.
The Committee was advised on how Disaster Management works in coordination with stakeholders to manage bushfires in the Brisbane local government area (LGA). There are several agencies who undertake land management activities for bushfire prevention and preparedness in and around the Brisbane LGA, including: 
-
Asset Services, Field Services, Brisbane Infrastructure, which undertakes land management for Council owned land 

-
Queensland Fire and Emergency Services (QFES) which is the lead agency for fire and is the escalation point for fires that are beyond the capacity of each of the other agencies 

-
Department of Defence, which undertakes land management around the Enoggera Barracks via contractors

-
Brisbane Airport, which undertakes land management of airport land

-
National Parks and Wildlife Service, which is responsible for land management in the South D’Aguilar National Park (formerly Brisbane Forest Park) and on Moreton Island 

-
Seqwater, which manages land around dams

-
universities (e.g. Griffith University has planned burn programs)
-
neighbouring councils where land adjoins, or smoke impacts may affect Brisbane. 

3.
The Committee was provided examples on how information is shared amongst stakeholders. 
-
Asset Services receives notification from land management agencies that they will be undertaking a planned burn and any relevant status updates (if the bushfire is not on Council land) including advising about unplanned bushfires.
-
Asset Services advises stakeholders of planned and unplanned burns on Council land. Asset Services use this information to communicate to stakeholders via the ‘Fire notification’ email distribution list.
-
Corporate Communication use the information from Asset Services to inform the community about planned and unplanned bushfires. 

-
The community is notified in advance of planned burns for Council land by Asset Services. Notification is done through Council’s webpage, reserve signage, letterbox drops, emails, phone calls and social media.
-
Disaster Management may occasionally be updated directly by land management agencies and the information is passed on to Asset Services where necessary.
4.
Coordinated through Asset Services, Council maintains specialist equipment and trained staff to undertake risk mitigation work and to respond to bushfires. The Committee was provided figures on Council’s firefighting staff capability:

-
116 bushfire trained staff – training includes: fuel hazard training, fire weather training, refresher training, planned burn supervisor mentoring and experience

-
15 4WD light attack units (500 litres)

-
four medium attack units (1200 litres)

-
UHF communications (compatible with QFES)

-
maps and local knowledge of areas.
5.
Council has 10,000 hectares of bushfire prone estate. The estates, especially the large areas, are split into smaller management units known as fire blocks. There are more than 700 fire blocks across Council’s reserves. Asset Services maintain more 540 kilometres of fire access tracks.
6.
Since 2011, Council teams have responded to 191 bushfires on Council land. These fires covered more than 884 hectares. The majority of these fires were small in size (<0.5 hectares). There were a few larger fires such as the Boondall Wetlands fire in February 2017 that burnt 45 hectares. Council teams work collaboratively with QFES crews when responding to fires on Council land. Planned burns offer the opportunity for crews to work together creating a level of familiarity before bushfire season commences. 

7.
Hazard reduction burns do not provide 100% protection from fire risk, therefore, Council runs regular face to face engagements to urge residents who live next to bushland or in rural areas to have a bushfire survival plan and practice it with their family. The Committee was advised that Disaster Management runs a seasonal ‘Be Prepared’ campaign that has an annual launch with last year’s launch focusing on the upcoming bushfire season. 
8.
In conjunction with QFES and other bushfire partners, Council helps residents prepare for bushfire season on an annual basis. Examples of these engagements include:

-
‘Street Meet’ events to offer expert advice on the bushfire risk in local areas and for residents to learn how to prepare family, pets, livestock and property for all types of weather 

-
the Brisbane Home Show which is held twice a year.  

9.
Council’s key messages for the community about bushfire preparedness are:

-
bushfire risk is real

-
reduce combustible material 

-
clean gutters and clear vegetation away from the house and yard

-
keep grass mown low

-
make sure you store flammable items away from the house

-
on total fire ban days, follow regulations issued by authorities 

-
ensure your property is easily identifiable with house number clearly visible 

-
make sure fire hydrants and water taps are not obstructed

-
make a plan for where you and your pets will go if your home is at risk

-
talk to your neighbours about reducing the risk of bushfire, particularly if your property borders bushland

-
if you live near bushland or in a rural area visit the QFES website for information on how to create a bushfire survival plan 

-
keep up to date with fire conditions in your local area. 

-
for alerts, check QFES online or listen to warnings on the radio

-
remember fire conditions change quickly, do not assume a warning has been issued or received if you see smoke.

10.
The Committee was provided a summary on the Moreton Island bushfire in November 2019. A large electrical storm rolled across Moreton Island on Saturday 16 November, sparking a fire that rapidly spread to the northern parts of the island. A number of residents' homes were under threat around the Cowan Cowan and Bulwer townships, but thanks to firefighters and local residents, no homes were lost. 

11.
Following a number of questions from the Committee, the Chair thanked the Manager, Disaster Management, for his informative presentation.

Councillor LANDERS.

At that time, 6.19pm, the Deputy Chair, Councillor Steven TOOMEY, assumed the Chair. 

Councillor LANDERS:
Thank you, Mr Chair. I would like to speak on recent park upgrades in Bracken Ridge Ward and in particular, the all abilities playground at Hidden World, Fitzgibbon. 


As a mum, I have spent many hours visiting playgrounds with my children and foster children and I know how important these facilities are in our community. Since I became the Councillor for Bracken Ridge Ward, Brisbane City Council have upgraded several of our parks. This has included two shade areas, new play equipment in two parks, park furniture upgrades in multiple parks, outdoor gym equipment in four locations and the installation of a table tennis table.


But the project I am most passionate about is the all abilities playground in Hidden World park at Fitzgibbon. I am proud to be part of a Council that has a strong focus on access and inclusion. This playground includes an all abilities accessible carousel and swing set with shade. I am particularly excited about the carousel. It allows for a child in a wheelchair to enjoy the carousel with their siblings and friends. Hidden World is one of our most popular parks where families regularly hold birthday parties. This will make Hidden World even better and all children will feel included and able to play together.


I know several local families who are very excited that they have a park to go to where brothers and sisters, cousins and friends can all play together. As a new Councillor, I was so encouraged at how excited the Council officers involved in this project were as well. 


I also want to acknowledge our fantastic Parks officers who take ownership and pride in the parks they maintain and the friendly competitiveness they express about who has the best park.


I can’t wait now to start consultation with residents in Bald Hills on the learn to ride track and significant playground upgrades at Gus Davies Park. Thank you.

Deputy Chair:
Further matters of general business? 


Councillor SRI, that’s your hand? 
Yes, Councillor SRI.

Councillor SRI:
Thanks, Chair. I wanted to speak briefly about the proposed intersection upgrade of River Terrace and Main Street in Kangaroo Point. I’ve already expressed some concerns to the relevant chairs about this project and I don’t want to labour the point for too long but I understand that there is apparently a shortage of revenue streams as a result of the COVID-19 shutdown and I understand that this project is potentially costing Council over $2 million. 

So, I’m very happy to say to the Council and to all the Councillors here that I’m happy to forego the $2 million plus that have been allocated toward this intersection project and see that re-allocated elsewhere in the Council budget. I think there are—

Councillor interjecting.

Councillor SRI:
Sorry, I missed that. Anyway, I think there are better uses of the $2 million than this particular project and I would be happy to see the project funded and allocated elsewhere. My primary concerns with this intersection upgrade are that although this is an inner-city intersection that collects—connects directly to the future Kangaroo Point footbridge, this intersection upgrade doesn’t include any separated bike lanes, nor does it include wide shared footpaths for cyclists and e‑scooters to travel off road.


So, in an inner-city area, it’s really, really important that we plan ahead for increases in active transport and that when we do upgrade new intersections, we include space for cycling and space for pedestrians. Unfortunately, this particular intersection upgrade doesn’t do that. It takes road space that could be repurposed towards bike lanes and instead, repurposes that road space towards an additional turning lane.


I think there are upgrades that should be made to this intersection and I think there could be some important safety improvements and I’ve made those suggestions to the chairs and to the LORD MAYOR and I’ve identified how we could improve the safety of this intersection at a much lower cost, simply by reallocating some of the existing lane markings but a full-on upgrade that is proposed by Council is not supported by the community and certainly doesn’t have my support as the local Councillor.


I don’t think it’s a good use of $2 million so if any other Councillors would like to see that $2 million spent on another intersection that they think needs upgrading, feel free to mention that to Councillor MCLACHLAN and to Councillor MURPHY as well because I certainly don’t want the project that is proposed at the moment and the majority of residents in the local area don’t either.


As always, there are going to be some residents who do want the project. There are going to be some residents who are particularly focussed on car travel and want wider intersections to carry more cars and I’m sure that they’ll be advocating that this project is a good idea but those residents certainly aren’t in the majority and the vast majority of residents that I’ve heard from and spoken to don’t support this project in its current form.


They are concerned that it will funnel a lot more traffic down River Terrace and River Terrace is only one lane in each direction. So, having two turning lanes taking more cars into a single lane River Terrace is simply going to create a serious merging bottleneck that’s not actually going to improve traffic congestion and could actually make things worse.


But more than that, it’s going to reinforce River Terrace as a through corridor and a major thoroughfare when it is designated in the relevant plans as a local corridor. It’s not intended to carry the volume of traffic that this intersection would push onto that corridor. River Terrace is a road that’s got a lot of high-density residential development along it and then a park, a clifftop park, on the other side.


Many of you will have visited those—that cliff top park in Kangaroo Point and will know what a lovely place it is but if we’re funnelling more and more cars down River Terrace, it makes it harder for that space to function as a high quality public park and it also makes it harder for local residents to access that public park.


Positively, the Council has identified future plans to include a signalised pedestrian crossing between Bell Street and Paton Street on River Terrace. The Council has said they might introduce a new pedestrian crossing there in the future but it hasn’t yet clearly indicated that funding will definitely be allocated towards that project.


So, I’ve written to Councillor McLACHLAN and I’m looking forward to a reply in the near future as to whether funding could instead be allocated to that pedestrian crossing rather than blowing $2 million on an intersection upgrade that even the local Councillor does not want and is firmly opposed to.


There are certainly better ways to spend money in my ward and I can nominate quite a few other projects that I consider to be higher priorities, including other intersection upgrades, including bike lane projects, essential footpath upgrades, et cetera.

But when the money was allocated in the last—in Council budget to this project, it took me completely off guard. It wasn’t a project I had been advocating for. It wasn’t something that I was even aware of as a proposal before Council allocated the money in the budget.

I was very surprised to see the funding allocated and I would have listed quite a number of other projects as higher priorities but for some reason, this project that I wasn’t advocating for still received a funding allocation. But what’s important to understand is, that decision and the decision to prioritise this project was made before the Kangaroo Point footbridge was identified as a future project.

The fact that that Kangaroo footbridge is going in drastically changes active transport planning for that suburb and for that particular part of the precinct. Whereas previously we might have been looking toward—to funnel more cars through this part of Kangaroo Point, now the priority is very much on facilitating the safe access for bikes, pedestrians, e-scooter riders et cetera. That’s why it’s so important that an intersection like this does include safe separated bike lanes or wider footpaths. One or the other. 

The point is, we need to be designing these inner-city intersections in a way that supports active transport rather than discourages it. I have already been hearing from a lot of residents who are feeling frustrated that this intersection hasn’t been the subject of any public consultation. 

Normally when Council is spending money on any kind of road project or intersection project, you would think that they would at least conduct the bare minimum of public consultation. Of putting some draft plans online, putting up a survey and giving residents a few weeks to respond but in this case, they haven’t even done that. 

They’ve simply published the plans and said, this is happening. Without asking residents what they think, without inviting feedback. Residents are offering feedback of their own accord because they don’t like the project but they haven’t even been prompted to do so.

So normally, if Council is widening an intersection or redesigning an intersection, there should be some public consultation to at least make sure that important issues haven’t been overlooked. In this case, the very important issue of separated bike lanes has definitely been overlooked. The concerns about footpath widths being inadequate has been overlooked. The concerns about funnelling more traffic onto River Terrace have been overlooked. The concerns about removing seven street trees along Main Street have been overlooked because there has been no public consultation.

So, if Council is proposing a $2 million intersection project that includes removing seven street trees, funnelling more traffic down a residential street, that doesn’t include wider footpaths or separated bike lanes and is the—is a much more expensive design solution to a safety problem than alternative solutions that have been suggested and which are available, then clearly there should be some public consultation. 

Clearly, we should slow down on this project. There is no urgent rush to push ahead with this project in the next couple of months. In fact, given that there are also some major works happening on other bridges, like the Captain Cook Bridge, which are causing disruption to inner city traffic, one might think that there’d be additional benefits of delaying on this project a little longer rather than undertaking intersection works on this project at the same time as we’re seeing major disruptions to other bridges.

So, I’ve made my comments very clearly to the Chairs and I hope the Mayor will take them on board as well. I just think the Council has to make a choice at some point as to whether our priority is active transport or whether our priority in the inner city is cars. 

I’m saying very clearly that the priority should be active transport. That’s why people voted for me. That’s why we got such a big swing towards the Greens in the inner southside because people liked our vision of supporting active transport.

Council has worked with me constructively on other projects in my ward but for some reason, this particular project looks like it’s come straight out of the 1950s road widening playbook. 

It does not meet any of TMRs (Department of Transport and Main Roads) current design standards. It does not meet Brisbane City Council’s own standards and aspirations under the transport strategy for Brisbane. It doesn’t seem to comply with Austroads, either. There’s a lot of gaps here and I agree that it’s a constrained road environment and obviously Council is limited in what it can do in built up areas but at the very least, you would think that there’d be a bit more space for bikes and pedestrians.

So, I’m hoping that the Administration will be kind enough to take a second look at this. I’ve been consistent with my feedback from the outset. Every time that this project has been raised, I’ve said I don’t support it. There can be no doubt from the Administration what my position has been.

I understand that the plans were drafted and ready for public consultation in January but they weren’t released to the public for consultation and were only just published now. So, I think there’s a reasonable concern that Council held off on these—on publishing these plans—

—prior to the Council election and that is also concerning from a democratic perspective.

Deputy Chair:
Further general business? 


Councillor ATWOOD.

Councillor ATWOOD:
Thank you, Mr Chair—oh, Deputy Chair. I’m very excited tonight to speak about Lillian’s Place, a wonderful new centre for women and children that I am fortunate enough to be welcoming as a new lessee into Council’s community facility building within the Doboy Ward.


In a way, Lillian’s Place could be viewed as the women’s equivalent of a men’s shed. It is a space for all women that can come and feel safe, supported and be social. Lillian’s Place will be open daily to offer support with issues such as health, finance or relationships. Courses will be offered to give women and girls the chance to further their education, giving them the credentials and confidence necessary to gain employment and get back into the workforce. 


Lillian’s Place will also be a home to playgroups run by early childhood educators along with self-defence classes, basic fitness, dancing and other groups including sewing and craft workshops from the centre. There will be a girls’ empowerment workshop for girls aged five to 17, a children’s holiday activity program and a women’s social group with regular events scheduled throughout the year.


But most importantly, Lillian’s Place will be a space where women can participate in programs to help rebuild their lives after significant change and build support networks in our community.


The founder of Lillian’s Place is Carolyn Robinson and I sincerely want to thank her. She is a wonderful person with a great vision. She has worked tirelessly to see Lillian’s Place come to fruition. I want to extend my sincere thanks to her for all of her careful preparation and hard work she has undertaken in bringing Lillian’s Place to this point.


I’ve been fortunate enough to spend a lot of time now with Carolyn over the past few months as preparations have been underway for opening of this centre. She told me that it was her dream to find a space where she could run programs for mums and children of all ages with the main focus being to reduce social isolation and re-build hope for their future, no matter how difficult their past may have been.


She said that she sees Lillian’s Place as a one-stop shop for access to a range of community programs, recovery programs and outreach services are provided.


I am honestly overjoyed to see Carolyn’s vision of Lillian’s Place realised. I’ve always had a desire myself to see something along the lines of a men’s shed for women but what Carolyn has done is greater than anything I ever could have imagined. Whilst it’s a great asset for the community of Doboy, it’s open to anyone across South East Queensland.


Lillian’s place opens on 14 July and if you’d like to visit Lillian’s Place, let me know and I’d love to take you through there. Thank you.

Further General Business? 


Councillor STRUNK?

Councillor STRUNK:
Listen, I want to speak tonight on a couple of matters. A couple of my local organisations as well as now a blackspot, a blackspot intersection and let me kick off with that.


Councillor SRI, your speech was very illuminating. I—we’ve been looking for money for—which is spade-ready because we’ve had a blackspot out in my ward, which used to be the Richlands Ward, that’s how far back it goes. That’s been—that is now spade-ready for the last couple of budgets.


So, we had funding for scoping. We had funding for design and we’ve been waiting for about $2 million or thereabouts for the upgrade of the intersection on the corner of Archerfield, Azalea and Pine Roads, which every one of my residents in my ward knows to be—and to stay away from it if they possibly can because it’s that dangerous.


So listen, I’ll accept the $2 million. I don’t think it’s probably that easy and that straightforward but if the budget already hasn’t been set and printed, if the LORD MAYOR could consider that blackspot, which was identified by the RACQ some—well over a decade ago now and so in the amount of developments that has been happing around that area, residential development as well as industrial development has—it’s just gotten worse and worse and worse.


I had a conversation with the local constabulary about it the other day, funny enough. We haven’t had—thank God, we haven’t had any deaths but we have been so close and the injuries have been horrific. There is usually an accident on that—in that intersection at least—a bad one, at least once a month but I’ll leave it there. Thank you for the offer, Councillor SRI. I hope we can attract some of that funding in the budget coming up.


Moving on to one of my—one of my—

Deputy Chair:
Councillor STRUNK, sorry. 
Sorry, before you move on, just remember that you do have to direct your comments to other Councillors through the Chair.

Councillor STRUNK:
Thank you. Thank you, Mr Chair—Deputy Chair. I will do that. So, moving on to one of our fantastic local groups in the area of course is our Forest Lake Men’s Shed. Thank you to Council officers who have now erected a sign letting people know where the men’s shed is on the corner of High Street and Forest Lake Boulevard. 

It’s something that they’ve been pursuing. Steve Bruford, the President of the Forest Lake Men’s Shed, has been working with Council officers to bring that about and it’s erected and now, of course the men’s shed has re-opened. It re‑opened on 25 May with initially 10 allowed in and now I think it’s 20 allowed.

They’re—this organisation—this men’s shed does some terrific community work as well. They work with community groups who need things made for them, built for them. They work with schools for that—with that stuff as well and they really are a—and they also engage—encourage women to actually come to the shed as well and do what they need to do as well. 

They recently built another building, an amenities block and building beside the original shed and so they’re going from strength to strength. It’s really a credit to Steve and his team, who have really done a terrific job and also to the Salvation Army who have allowed them to occupy a very large shed—well a reasonably large shed in their car park and then also to build an amenities block as well. So they—they’ve had great support from the Salvation Army as well.

I also wanted to—and I did allude to this a couple of weeks ago, the Citipointe Church, who have an op shop and food outlet for people that are finding it a bit tough out there. So, a foodbank, basically, but they recently—and I visited their new premises in Freeman Road. Which was really set up specifically for a foodbank and op shop only, which is now away from their church—the church itself, which is just down and around the corner, which has really given the foodbank and of course, op shop, a fantastic facility.

They are now looking after more than 1,200 people a week. It’s peaking at around 1,400 some weeks and honestly, it’s—and they’re struggling a little bit with parking but they—this new facility does actually have parking out the back, which is off the road, which is really good. 

Although some people are still parking on the road but they’re trying to monitor that and to try to keep that to a minimum because it is a very busy road, Freeman Road, going up to Blunder Road. So they’re doing an incredible job down there and it’s like—Pastor Tim, who heads up the team down there, were really happy to receive a little bit of funding from me just at the right time.

So I move on to another group, well it’s not so much group. One of the schools. All of our schools have been—acknowledge Sorry Day in Reconciliation Week and I know that Reconciliation Week finishes on 3 June but Serviceton South has gone above and beyond in their celebrations, or commemorations, depending which way you look at it.

Of course, the theme this year, In this together, sort of fits quite well with what we’re going through with the pandemic. So I just want to acknowledge the 430 students and 52 staff at this school who probably did this—undertook this project with probably some challenges because of the—because of separation and all of the other things that are impacted by the coronavirus. 

I wish I could just show you the actual bit of artwork that sits outside the school front gate that has a number of hands. I think probably near 400 students have actually—took part in this program this year and Marie Whitfield, who is the principal has done a—she’s not—I think this is her—I don’t think that she’s got—she’s been there for about a year, maybe a little bit over a year and she’s really taken this school forward as well. They’ve had some really good principals there in the past but Marie is I think an exceptional principal and I hope she’s there for years to come. 

The—finally, if there’s any time left, I want to talk about a school backpack project that we initiated here in the Ward Office to try to support some of those families that were doing it really tough trying to find the resources to send the kids back to school with. So we were able to secure some backpacks at a very, very reasonable price. 

We now put out the offer to residents and to the schools to identify those families or those individual students that can use a new backpack. So that’s something that we’re doing and we were sort of—that sort of got initiated by Reverend Russell from the Uniting Church because he was collecting school implements and even paper reems—reems of paper to try to support the—trying to support schools. 

He’s done a fantastic job and we thought, well what can we do? I think he probably came up with the idea, well what about a backpack? So we jumped into that and—so we’re undertaking that work through a number of the schools in the Forest Lake Ward and so I think that’s pretty much where I’ll leave it, Mr Deputy Chair. Thank you.

Deputy Chair:
Thank you, Councillor STRUNK. 


Is there further business? 


Councillor MATIC?

Councillor MATIC:
Thank you, Mr Deputy Chair. I’d like to speak on the issue of LED billboards, not only within the Ward of Paddington but as an issue generally and in particular, the processes that are involved in that. 

Mr Deputy Chair, there has been an issue with regard to an approval of an LED billboard in Paddington which has become a matter of great concern for myself and the community, particularly in the way that the process has handled.

For me, the challenge has been to be able to review that and so I made my representations to the LORD MAYOR in regards to this issue and I really want to acknowledge and thank him for taking that on board. As a result, I am able to inform the Chamber that Brisbane City Council will launch a review of the approval and consultation process for LED billboards.

I asked for this urgent review after a large LED billboard was approved in the heritage inner western suburb of Paddington without informing me of a decision at the time of the approval but was constructed above a property, on Latrobe Terrace, this week. 

As a result of this review process, I can also say that all current applications for LED billboards on private property are now on hold until this review is undertaken, which I think will be an important part of the process. Not only for Paddington Ward but the city as a whole.

LED billboards need to be in appropriate locations and they certainly don’t belong in character shopping areas surrounded by character homes like the one in Paddington has been. I know that advertising methods have evolved and we’re seeing more and more of these LED billboards and that’s why I think it’s important that the Council policy process needs to keep pace with these trends.

Mr Deputy Chair, one of the things that has become obvious from this experience with this LED billboard is that the current process is not good enough. It’s time for an overhaul and to make them subject to more stringent assessment and a full consultation process. 

You know, these billboards, where this one currently is, is out of character and it wasn’t meaningfully consulted. The community, importantly, wasn’t consulted and there needs to be checks and balances. For me, the big thing in this process is that I want everything on the table, full scrutiny of applications and the opportunity for the public to have their say. 

I saw another example that came to my attention today of another LED billboard that had been approved on the corner of Given and Latrobe Terraces without any knowledge of—to me or any feedback sought. 

So obviously, the process needs improving and the community needs to be heard. There needs to be the appropriate amount of consultation, engagement and then the appropriate amount of feedback provided so that the officers can make a proper and informed decision. 

I look forward to this process and being part of that. Providing my input. Making representations on behalf of the residents of Paddington Ward through this important process and ultimately getting a better outcome for the community and a better outcome for the city on where these billboards are placed and making sure they are reflective of the community and the process as well. Thank you.

Thank you, Councillor MATIC.

I don’t think it is at the discretion of the chair. I’m sorry to interrupt you but I think legally you are required to allow me to speak if I wish to speak during General Business.

Deputy Chair:
Can you just hold one moment.

I literally just want to ask a 30 second question.

Councillor interjecting.

Deputy Chair:
Councillor SRI, we might hold it over until next week. 
If it is a question, you’re more than welcome to raise that question during Question Time.

Councillor SRI:
Point of order, Chair. Point of order, Chair.

Deputy Chair:
Point of order, Councillor SRI.

Councillor SRI:
Sorry, I just want to seek a clear ruling from you. My understanding of the Meetings Local Law is that Councillors can speak multiple times during General Business. Is your ruling that that is not an available option?

Deputy Chair:
One moment, I’ll get you some more information. 
Councillor SRI, the local law is silent on the number of times you can speak during General Business. 
However, it does say that it is at the discretion of the Chair.

Councillor SRI:
Point of order, Chair.

Deputy Chair:
Yes, point of order, Councillor SRI.

Councillor SRI:
I think if the local law does not specifically prohibit a Councillor speaking multiple times during General Business, then that Acts Interpretation Act and the standard protocols of interpreting legislation and local laws in Queensland would suggest that logically, I should be able to speak again. 

It’s fairly standard practice in most meetings that during a General Business time, any member of a meeting can raise multiple issues and so I would just urge you to consider carefully whether this is definitely the correct interpretation. 

I’m not proposing that every week I would speak multiple occasions during general business but I haven’t spoken in general business for the last couple of weeks and, to be honest, I would have been finished long ago if you’d just let me speak a second time.

Just one moment, Councillor SRI. 
As you can appreciate, I’m sorting it out. 
Sorry, I’m having trouble unmuting. Councillor SRI, please go ahead. 
Can you keep it short though?

Thanks, Chair. I just wanted to congratulate Councillor MATIC for his swift action to announce a review into billboard approval and assessment processes. I think that’s really positive and I think it’s a really good step from the Administration.

In 2017, inspection of the river wall under the walkway at Sherwood Arboretum noted the wall had partially collapsed. Repairs were initially estimated at $155,000, which included installation of a new gabion stone wall.


Upon further detailed design, it was determined that the original intention of the gabion was not to be a long-term retaining structure to ensure riverbank stability, rather, the gabion's purpose was to allow the establishment of mangroves inside the alignment of the gabions. On this basis, it was determined the gabion as originally thought was no longer needed. 


To relieve any lateral pressure, the gabions were exerting on the walkway piles, it was recommended that the wires to the gabions be cut, allowing the rock to spill out onto the riverbank. This action was considered preferable to either reconstructing the gabions or placing riprap rock in front of the gabions to resist lateral displacement.


The project was completed in April 2020. The project costs are yet to be finalised.
